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Board Approves New Clinic, Frozen Foods Expansion

A standing room only
audience filled the Coun-
cil Room of the Municipal
Building as the Kewas-
kum Village Board ad-
dressed Monday eve-
ning’s agenda.

The first item on the
agenda was a public
hearing on the request of
Paradise Development
Group, also known as the
West Bend Clinic, for the
rezoning of the property
at 1731 Fond du Lac
Avenue from AG-1 Ex-
clusive Agricultural Dis-
trict to B-2 General Re-
tail and Service District.

The area of land being
considered for rezoning is
10+ acres on the south-
west corner of Fond du
Lac Avenue and STH 28
west. This would accom-
modate the construction
of a medical clinic and
related type facilities.

Todd Hammer, a gen-
eral partner of the
Paradise Development
Group and a physician at

the West Bend Clinic,
addressed the board and
the audience and pre-
sented the architectural
drawings of how the pro-
posed new facilities will
appear.

Mr. Hammer explain-
ed the medical office
building will accommo-
date four physicians and
will be expandable to
eight physicians should
the need arise. The build-
ing would service basic
primary care medical
needs and would include
a basic laboratory, basic
xray, plus physicians
offices.

The building will be
constructed on a sloping
site so the entrance
would appear to be a one-
story construction and
the back of the building
would be two-story.

The proposed building
plans would allow for the
construction of the med-
ical clinic, and pharmacy,
and includes the poten-
tial for office/retail space

Regal Ware, Kiwanis Chip In Funds

Thanks to intense
efforts from the commu-
nity’s Booster Club, the
Kewaskum High School
athletic program will be
receiving a big boost this
fall with the addition of
lighting for the high
school football field.

Booster Club repre-
sentative Terry Cart-
wright told members of
the school board that the
club had raised $16,975
from fund-raisers and
community donations,
and an additional
$10,000 had been re-
ceived from Regal Ware,
as well as a $1,000 dona-
tion from the Kewaskum
Kiwanis Club, for a
grand total of $27,975 for
the funding of four poles
equipped with eight light
fixtures each.

"This leaves a differ-

ence of $109 remaining to
pay for the lights,” Cart-
wright explained, stating
that the total cost, in-
cluding electrical and
cable, would come to
$28,084. His information
was met with a round of
applause from the entire
board and audience,
given the Booster Club
had accomplished this
momentous achievement
in less than one year’s
time. "Most of the schools
have taken five to seven
years (to raise needed
funds), but this commu-
nity has really reached
out to us,” he added.
Donations have been
coming in, not only in the
form of money, but also
time, machinery and
labor. At this point, no
costs will be involved in
the installation of the
lights, and contributions

Belger accept-
ed the plaque amid a
standing ovation from fel-
low firefighters.

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School District Begins

Process of Reorganization

This month’s school
board meeting proved to
be a long night, with
reports coming in from
all directions as the dis-
trict reorganizes during
its strategic planning
mission.

The largest chunk of
time was devoted to the
JET Committee and the
K-3 Task Force, both of
which reported to the
board that evening on
their evaluation of cur-
rent and future needs.

The district’s JET
Committee indicated
there was a need for an
independent assessment
of the school system'’s
current technology status
and where it's headed
into the year 2000. The
committee recently com-
pleted an intensive two
day workshop, and a
report of their findings is
currently being devel-
oped. Later this month,
the group will meet again
at Regal Ware for a fol-
low up session.

The board approved
the recommendation to
hire an independent tech-
nology consultant, not to
exceed a cost of $10,000.
After the screening pro-
cess takes place, the as-
sessment should be held
this spring, and its find-
ings brought to the June
board meeting.

Tom Larsen and
George Allman headed a
group of K-3 profession-
als to assess current K-3
curriculum issues, and
their Task Force Report
summarizes their finding
and recommendations.
The report was discussed
with the board members,
and included the need for
increased professional in-
teraction among schools,
clearer direction in in-
structional strategies,
more systematic remedia-
tion in language arts, and
the impact of class size.
Allman stated the report
is a culmination of where
we are district wide, and
expresses an overall need
for uniformity, cohesive-

ness, and continuity.

They concluded that
the teaching staff was
very positive about the
assessment, and the dis-
trict has truly superb
teachers that love the
children and the critical
work they do for them.

A two day strategic
planning board workshop
is slated for April 25 and
26, with Dr. Tony Evers
from CESA-6 as the ten-
tative board facilitator,

KES Principal Mr.
Zarling reported on the
success of their IBM ref-
erence site program that
evaluates computer soft-
ware. The school’s pro-
gram, which is one of
only two testing sites in
the state, was imple-
mented two years ago,
and the children found
the hands on science to
be a great learning expe-
rience. At the end of
three years, the school
will be given the soft-
ware, free of charge.

Wayne Principal
Kieth Kriewald told the
board that Wayne School
is sponsoring a Chili
Dump and Book Fair
February 22, from 5:30 to
9 p.m. to raise funds for
playground equipment.
The Farmington PTO is
sponsoring a trip to go
see an Admirals game,
and so far 158 people will
be attending. The stu-
dents and staff have also
been raising funds for

The wheels are in
motion, as the Kewas-
kum School Board moves
to square one in the
search for a new superin-
tendent by approving
notification of consulting
firms to help with the
search.

The board met with
the district's attorney,
Mike Spector, on January
15th, and were advised
under his legal counsel,
to begin action of the
process by getting in
touch with a number of
consulting firms that
deal with helping school
districts find administra-
tors, and to see which
service would best meet
Kewaskum's needs.

The approval would
give Board President
Weare the direction to
seek out consultants and
bring their proposals to
the next mesting, sched-
uled for March 11th.
Weare said he had

member Ruth Schmitt,
and asked the other
members to submit any
firms they would like to
see looked into within the
next week.

Schmitt indicated she
would like to limit the
quantity of consulting
firms to five, assuming
that some of them would
be out of the district’s
price range, and listening
to presentations by ten
would be a lengthy
process for the board. "If
he (President Weare)
takes a look at prices,
and the type of services
they offer, I think we can
trust his judgement to
bring us five of the best,”
she stated.

Board member Mary
Andera disagreed, stat-
ing she would rather not
limit the search to five,
and would prefer at least
ten be reviewed by the
board. Neal Weare said
the number was really an
afterthought on Mrs.
Schmitt’s part, and it
wouldn't really be neces-
sary to limit the number

of consultants contacted
at this point.

Marcia Theusch, a
member of the audience,
told the board, "I under-
stand the motion, but I
don’t understand where
it's going from there."
She stated she felt an
announcement should be
put out first, asking con-
sulting firms to submit a
proposal or resume of
what they do, instead of
seeking them out through
phone calls.

Weare told her that
some time ago, the
WASB had sent him
information that outlines
the various things that
they do in this kind of
process, with prices rang-
ing from $1,500 up to
$30,000.

The board approved
this first step in begin-
ning the search for a new
superintendent, while
Mr. Charles Johnson con-
tinues to serve as interim
superintendeni. He has
not recently stated
whether he will throw his
hat into the ring, but had
indicated when he was
hired, that he would be
interested in turning his
position into a permanent
one.

regards to a request from
Kewaskum Frozen Foods

include engineers, all
concrete work, some elec-
trical, and trenching
machines to bury the
cable, with help from vol-
unteers.

Pledges are still com-
ing in every week, and a
Three-on-Three basket-
ball tournament set for
March 10th, should bring
in additional money.

"What
you folks and the commu-
nity have been able to do
in a year's time is re-
markable, and speaks
well for this district,” he
stated.

As soon as the build-

ing permit is acquired
from the village board,
the lights will be pur-
chased from Universal
Sports Lighting in Illi-
nois, with work sched-
uled to begin in spring.

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School Lunch Program
Will Meet the Nineties

By Sharon Callaway Roznik

Kewaskum'’s school
lunch program will meet
the nineties this fall,
when KMS institutes a
computerized lunch sys-
tem as a test for the rest
of the district.

Food Services Super-
visor Kathy Robinson
told the school board at
their monthly meeting
that she had been re-
searching automated
lunch systems for about
two years, and felt the
system offered by Com-
mand Control was by far
the easiest to learn and
use.

"It’s almost fool-
proof," Robinson stated.
"It's so clear cut because
it's a touch screen sys-
tem, rather than using a
keyboard and screen.”
Board member Jeanne
Goeden pointed out that

it’s similar to the method
they presently use at
Perkins Restaurant in
West Bend.

Students will receive
a credit card with an
assigned account number
and their check or cash
will be entered into that
account. Every time the
student uses the 1.D. card
for their daily lunch, the
bar code run through the
scanner triggers a debit
into their personal
account. If the card is for-
gotten, no problem, the
program also accepts the
student’s name or ac-
count number.

The type of lunch
purchased, whether it be
a full hot lunch, or ala
carte, will be recorded by
a cashier operating the
touch control screen.
Parents have the option
of paying for their child’'s
lunch as frequently as

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Why do parents
choose Catholic schools?

When Frank got

When
the boy was 13 and the
girl was one, the tavern
burned down. They
moved to Chicago after
that.

This is the main reason
Frank is in the nursing
home.

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Town of Scott Board Discusses
Options on Beechwood School

By Bernadette Mondloch

Town of Scott resi-
dents continue to hold an
interest in establishing
the former Beechwood
School as a place which
can be used by the com-
munity.

Early in the year,
Chairman Lester Benz-
schawel organized a citi-
zens committee headed
by Terry Weber. Weber
has been collaborating
with the Kewaskum
School Board to reach a
decision on what will be
done with the property.

It now looks like the
building, which has been
vacant for nearly a
decade, may become
functional again. There is
a 50% chance that the
building may be needed
as a school again, due to
the population movement
into the town.

At the January meet-
ing of the Scott Town
Board, Weber reported
that the school board is
pondering a number of
options. Due to the
increasing number of
homes being built, and
the influx of people main-
ly from areas to the
south, there may be a
need for some changes
within the Kewaskum
School District.

Talk about several
options for the district
brings these questions to
mind: Shall we add on to
existing buildings? Would
it be wiser to make a
large addition to the
building in Kewaskum?

With the growth around

- Beechwood, what are the

possibilities of reopening
the Beechwood School?
How do the townships
feel about growth? What
does the establishment of
community school do to
the tax bill?

Ralph Buchel com-
mented, "We must think
about transportation. If
the Beechwood school
were to open, 90% of the
children could walk to
school.” He suggested the
possibility of grants being
available to assist the
district in opening the
school.

The Farmington
school, south of Bolton-
ville, also part of the dis-
trict, is currently in oper-
ation, but as Weber put
it, "It is being used but it
is in bad shape and also
in need of improve-
ments.” Weber went on,
"As a Scott resident, I
would like to see it used,
there is no sense to see it
empty.”

A handful of resi-
dents attending the
meeting all nodded their
heads in approval. One
suggested that a meeting
be held at the Beechwood
school with all district
electors invited to speak
and to get a first hand
look at the premises. A
voice in the group, said,
"We want to grow."”

Weber will continue
his contact with the
school board and will be
reporting to the town
board at a future meet-
ing.

Sturgeon spearers
had another good year on
Lake Winnebago with
766 sturgeon taken dur-
ing the nine day season.
The largest being a 107
pound fish, taken off the
east shore.

On the Upper Lakes,
which includes Lake
Butte des Mort, Poygan
and Winneconne, a two
day total of 463 fish were
taken. The Upper Lakes
are open every five years,
on the second weekend of
the Sturgeon Spearing
Season. The largest fish
taken on the Upper
Lakes was a 109 pound
fish.

The total harvest
comes to, 1229 fish taken,
which is excellent for
only a nine day season.,

Indian Wrestlers Compete
In Regional Tourney Action

The Kewaskum wrest-
ling teams did very well
at the WIAA Division Il
Regional Tournament
held at Grafton on Sat-
urday, February 10.

The Indians finished
third in the team stand-
ings advancing four
wrestlers to the Sectional
Tournament. Slinger won
the regional meet. Graf-
ton finished second.

The Sectional Tourna-
ment was held in Slinger
on Saturday, February
17

Advancing for the In-
dians were Joel Dziedzic
at 125 pounds, Tony Olla
at 145 pounds, "JR"
Schnabel at 160 pounds
and Matt Heather at 171
pounds.

Dziedzic came into the
tournament with a record
of 23-1. In the first round
Dziedzic had a bye and
then in the semi-finals he
wrestled very well, pin-
ning his opponent in the
first period. In the finals,
Dziedzic faced Jeremy
Fischer of Grafton. Fisch-
er, who came into the
tournament with a mark
of 27-2, lost to Dziedzic,
3-0.

Olla, who came into
the tournament with a
record of 19-6, out-
worked his first two
opponents, with a techni-
cal fall and an 11-3 deci-
sion. In the finals, Olla
was matched up against
John Gillis, a junior from
New Berlin West. Gillis,

entering the tournament
with a record of 22-4 beat
Olla in a well fought
match. The final score
was 8-2. Then Olla had to
wrestle in a wrestle back.
Olla kept up the intensity
and went on to beat Mike
Zemlicka of Grafton, 10-
B,

At 160 pounds, junior
"JR" Schnabel had a good
day ending with a first
place finish. Schnabel,
22-5, wrestled Doren
James of Brown Deer and
won the match, 7-5.
Schnabel was caught on
his back early in the first
period but was able to get
the match back. In the
finals, Schnabel faced a
former teammate, Shane
Giza of Slinger. Schnabel
had little trouble beating
him, 14-3.

Matt Heather, 20-8,
also had a pretty good
day, earning a second
place finish.

Four Wrestlers Advance
To Sectional Tournament

Four Kewaskum
wrestlers participated in
the WIAA Sectional
Tournament held in
Slinger, Saturday. Junior
Joel Dziedzic, now 30-1,
won the 125 pound title.
He will be making his
third trip to the state
tournament.

Senior Tony Olla, who
came into the tourna-
ment with a 27-7 record,
drew Pedro Perez (31-1)
of Waterford. Perez, who
was a state tournament
runnerup last year, beat
Olla, 11-2. Tony had a
very tough draw as Perez
went on to win the sec-
tional, advancing to the
state tournament.

"JR" Schnabel, wrest-
ling at the 160 pound
weight class, also had a
very tough day. "JR"
came into the tourna-
ment with a mark of 22-
5. In his first match, he
wrestled Mark Dettman

(11-5) of Lake Mills/
Johnson Creek. Schnabel
out-wrestled his oppo-
nent, winning by pin. In
his second match, he had
probably one of the
toughest guys in the
state, Zach Kurtz (22-0)
of Random Lake. "JR"
hung right in there with
Kurtz, and lost by a close
10-6.

Then "JR" went on to
win against Nick Lisowe
(15-9) of New Holstein.
This was "JR’s" third vic-
tory over him this year.
Since Kurtz went on to
win the tournament, "JR"
received a wrestle-back
and a chance to go to
state. Instead, "JR" was
caught in a headlock
early in the first period
and was unable to es-
cape.

Kewaskum’s 171-
pound wrestler, Matt
Heather, finished the day
with a fourth place. Matt,

who came into the tour-
nament with a record of
20-8, drew Chris Middle-
ton (27-4) of East Troy in
the first round. Matt
came out on top in a close
match which ended in a
score of 12-10. In the sec-
ond round, Matt was
matched up against the
other half of the Random
Lake Kurtz combination,
Josh Kurtz (34-0). Matt
was unable to stop Kurtz
and lost 20-7.

Matt then faced a
tough wrestler from
Clinton and lost another
hard fought match.

Kewaskum's lone state
qualifier was Joel
Dziedzic at 125 pounds.
Dziedzic wrestled Tim
Gerhman (14-1), a runner
up at state two years ago,
in the first round. It was

a close match through- }

out, and Gerhman nearly
escaped to tie it at the
end. However, Joel was
able to hang onto
Gerhman and the victory

in the process, walking
away with an 8-7 victory.

Joel’s second match
was against Chris Sabish
(30-4) of Campbellsport.
Dziedzic won by a score
of 7-2. In the finals

Dziedzic wrestled Jeremy
Fischer (29-3) of Grafton,
in a rematch of the
regional tournament
finals. Joel won for the
second week in a row, but
this time, it was a much
closer match. Joel was
down a point, going into
the third period, but was
able to score a reversal
and win 5-4.

at the UW-Madison
Fieldhouse for the State
Tournament, which is to
be held Thursday
through Saturday. Di-
vision II competition will
begin with quarterfinal
matchups starting at 11
a.m. on Friday.
