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Board Okays Rezoning 
For Butler Financial Group

In addition to passing the 
1997 budget, the Kewas­
kum Village Board also 
faced a lengthy agenda at 
last Monday’s meeting.

The Board opened the 
meeting by unanimously 
approving the rezoning 
request of Butler Financial 
Group for the property 
located at 1551 Fond du Lac 
Avenue, Kewaskum. They 
had asked to rezone the 
property from R-3 Two- 
Family Residence District 
to B-l Limited Retail and 
Service District. The prop­
erty is located on the south­
west corner of the intersec­
tion of Fond du Lac Avenue 
and Knights Avenue.

David Goeden reported 
the Plan Commission had 
given the rezoning a favor­
able recommendation after 
addressing a few issues 
regarding lot setback and a 
"vision corner."

Trustee Robert Stoltz- 
.mann asked what the plans 
were for the building. 
Village Administrator Dan­
iel Schmidt stated, "The 
downstairs of the building 
will be converted into gener­
al office area. Basically, 
they’re gutting the down­
stairs and making it handi­
capped accessible and it’s 
going to be an insurance 
financial type office build­
ing. The layout is designed 
that at some point in time, 
it really could convert back 
into housing."

Schmidt added the 
Butler’s son, who is also a 
member of the business, 
would be residing upstairs.

Following the November 
report by Assistant Fire 
Chief Mark Herriges, 
Trustee Gary Gavin related 
he felt the village residents 
should not have to subsidize 
the cost of transporting non­
residents by village ambu­
lance. Gavin stated, "If it’s 
$50 a call or whatever it is, 
that’s what these people 
should be charged. At least 
so it’s break even, instead of 
the village subsidizing it."

Herriges agreed, saying, 
"I don’t think there should 
be any problem with that at

all. I did mention that at 
one of the last meetings, 
when we tried to sit down 
with all the townships. 
That’s what they agreed 
upon, so it that’s what it’s 
going to be, we can up it."

Herriges added he was­
n’t exactly sure what they 
were at right now, to which 
Trustee Stoltzmann stated, 
"We’re at $35 now."

Trustee Gavin added, 
"You should make it enough 
to try and recoup from this 
year. You’re not going to get 
it all back, but at least set it 
above 10% of what you’re 
projecting the fees will be."

Herriges further ex­
plained, "I’m not even sure 
if Medicare covers the non­
resident. That’s where you 
run into problems, when 
Medicare will only pay X 
amount of dollars, no mat­
ter what it is."

Administrator Schmidt 
added, "You have to sign a 
statement that you’re will­
ing to accept the assign­
ment. So whatever they 
decide to give you, that’s 
what you end up getting on 
all Medicare patients."

Village President Robert 
Wagner asked, "What do 
you do, bill the patient for 
the balance?" Schmidt stat­
ed, "No, you can’t. Once you 
sign the assignment, you’re 
just out."

Herriges added, "It’s 
probably close to $100 a run 
that we lose on them (Med­
icare patients)."

Following further discus­
sion on the increased usage 
of the rescue squad and the 
decrease in rescue squad 
personnel, it was thought 
some transports would 
either have to be contracted 
out, or the village would 
have to seriously consider 
looking at full time people, 
to which Herriges stated, 
"We all know what that 
costs."

Herriges added, "This 
weekend (opening of deer 
hunting) was a real rough 
weekend. We spent all 
weekend with about 10 peo­
ple in town. We did have 
one fire call, which was not 
our fire. We had two people 
come back from deer hunt­

ing, so we had 11 people 
sign in that showed up. We 
didn’t have enough people 
to run two rescue squads 
over the weekend. We had 
several car accidents. We 
had to have Campbellsport 
come in and transport one 
patient for us, because we 
were only able to run one 
squad."

Police Chief Richard 
Knoebel gave his October 
monthly report, adding the 
D.A.R.E. program would be 
commencing in January and 
the department had re­
ceived their "Tiger Paw" 
high-speed chase stopper. It 
is hoped the "Tiger Paw" 
would be in use within a 
few weeks. Discussion on 
the merits of the "Tiger 
Paw" was held with Chief 
Knoebel stating he felt it 
was an extremely useful 
tool to cut down on acci­
dents, injuries and liability 
during a high-speed chase. 
It is also hoped to have a 
demonstration on this new 
piece of equipment in the 
near future.

During his report, Direc­
tor of Public Works Jerry 
Gilles stated during the 
recent light snowfall, there 
were many residents who 
did not clear off their side­
walks. Letters were sent to 
these residents to make 
them aware of village 
requirements on clearing 
walkways.

Counselor Cheryl Taylor

Perhaps because of her 
ancestors’ history as a cir­
cus family, Cheryl Taylor 
has managed to juggle a 
variety of responsibilities 
while the Elementary 
School Counselor for the 
School District of Kewas­
kum.

"There are four main 
components in elementary 
school counseling," said Ms. 
Taylor, "individual counsel­
ing, small group counseling 
(social skills, study skills, 
etc.), the classroom guid­
ance course, and acting as 
resource person, working 
with situations that may 
arise in classrooms from 
day to day (teasing, not fol­
lowing directions, discrimi­
nation, etc.)."

Ms. Taylor has been 
working with students as 
Elementary Counselor in 
the Kewaskum schools for 
eight years now.

"We need to watch out for 
our children," Ms. Taylor 
said, "make sure that they

are our number one priori­
ty. They are our future, and 
our present.”

To help with that future, 
Ms. Taylor helped begin a 
Just Say No Club about 
eight years ago. The club is 
a group of students that 
promote positive community 
involvement and drug-use 
prevention. The club has 
even earned money 
(through sucker sales), 
allowing contributions to 
numerous organizations 
throughout the area.

"The Just Say No Club is 
a chance for kids to con­
tribute to, and feel needed 
by, the community. If the 
kids feel they can make a 
worthwhile contribution to 
those around them, they 
may be less likely to enter 
drug circles," she stated.

Ms. Taylor is also excited 
about a parents’ library 
started just this year. 
Parents are able to request 
materials on "just about any

topic imaginable." The 
response has been tremen­
dous. "All parents are wel­
comed to call, or drop me a 
note for a request," Ms. 
Taylor mentioned.

Although Ms. Taylor 
looks toward the future, she 
recently has begun looking 
into the past, too.

"Lately, I’ve been digging 
into my family roots,” she 
noted, "and I’ve found that 
one side of my family was a 
world-renown equestrian 
(horse riding) troupe in the 
circus, called the "Great 
Lowandes." Her family’s 
tradition in the circus dates 
back to 1805, and is com­
memorated in a poster and 
a plaque at the Circus 
World Museum in Baraboo, 
Wisconsin. "It’s been a lot of 
fun doing the research," she 
added.

In the present, Ms. 
Taylor lives with her hus­
band, Jorgen Hansen, 
whom she met in Botswana 
(Africa) while she was in 
the U.S. Peace Corps, and 
he was in the Danish equiv­
alent, and a lovely daughter 
Lena, age two, in Port 
Washington.

"Nothing is more pre­
cious than our children. We 
have to always keep in 
mind that kids are number 
one."

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Kewaskum School District Has Innovative 
Early Intervention in Reading Program

Best Students Name Best
Teachers for Who’s Who

First grader Tyler Cochenet finds a willing listener in 
Kewaskum Elementary School custodian Jacque 
Follstad as part of the Early Intervention in Reading 
Program being utilized by the Kewaskum School 
District.

Children develop at dif­
ferent rates, whether learn­
ing to walk, throw a base­
ball, or even read.

An innovative program 
in the School District of 
Kewaskum’s elementary 
schools is designed to help 
with the latter. Early 
Intervention in Reading 
(EIR), used in addition to 
the regular reading pro­
gram, provides strategies 
and practice to ensure that 
minor developmental read­
ing difficulties in the early 
grades don’t turn into large- 
scale reading problems later 
down the line.

"EIR is used to provide 
an extra boost in reading for 
the students that are read­
ing at a different develop­
mental pace," said Marirose 
Lucey, Reading Specialist 
for the Wayne and Kewas­
kum Elementary Schools. 
"We’ve had some very posi­
tive response."

Farmington Elementary 
Reading Specialist Beth 
Hubbard agrees. She thinks 
a key to the program’s suc­
cess is that the teachers are 
involved, as well.

During the summer, 
District teachers from 
kindergarten, first and sec­
ond grades, began a series 
of ongoing in-services to 
learn more about the EIR 
program. Currently, teach­
ers in first and second grade 
use some form of EIR.

One of the program’s 
main appeals is the way it 
is utilized. Teachers and the 
reading specialist work with 
the students, allowing the 
student the chance to re-

main in tune with the class­
room reading activities and 
expectations. It also allows 
the teachers the chance to 
work together with one 
another to present a more 
effective program.

Another very positive 
aspect of the program, is 
that it can involve everyone 
within the school communi­
ty-

"Once students read 
their stories," Mrs. Lucey 
explained, "we have them 
keep rereading it to every­
one they can."

First grade teacher 
Marilyn Kasten explains, 
"It’s important for them to 
read, so I have them go out 
to read to whomever is 
available for a few min­
utes."

Although that list 
includes school aides, par­
ent volunteers, school secre­
taries, even the principal. 
One of the first graders’ 
favorite listeners is KES 
custodian, Jacque Follsted.

"We get along with each 
other. I like to joke with 
them,” Mr. Follsted said. "I 
was up by the first grade 
working one day, and one of 
the kids just came out and 
asked if they could read to

me. That was that."
Such opportunity exists 

for other community mem­
bers, too.

"We can always use vol­
unteers from the communi­
ty," stated Mrs. Lucey. "The 
kids always need someone 
to read to."

In fact, any interested 
community members are 
encouraged to contact the 
elementary schools to vol­
unteer for the EIR program. 
Utilizing teachers, other 
staff, and community mem­
bers is proving to be just the 
reading boost that some 
students can use.

I hope the person who

I hope that every 
time you see a beagle that it 
reminds you of what you 
did. I wouldn’t watch 
Snoopy, if I were you, 
because it will remind you 
of the beagle that you 
killed.

And 
then, to our pleasure and 
surprise, a young badger 
suddenly appeared right in 
front of us! What a delight 
to see this teenager so close 
up.

Once again I was mes­

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Opening Weekend Deer 
Registrations Hit 168,120

MADISON -- Opening 
weekend deer registrations 
for the 1996 nine-day Wis­
consin gun deer season 
topped 168,000, making it 
the third highest total for 
Wisconsin. The season 
opened amid a patchwork of 
weather situations state­
wide ranging from ideal tc 
wet and foggy.

Hunters registered a 
total of 168,120 deer during 
the opening two days. Add 
the 25,107 deer registered 
during a special, four-day 
Zone T hunt in October and 
hunters have registered 
193,227 deer so far during 
the 1996 gun season.

"Distribution of the har­
vest is good statewide," said 
Bill Mytton, deer and bear 
ecologist for the Depart­
ment of Natural Resources. 
"In the north where the 
harsh winter last year had 
a negative effect on the 
herd, the registrations are 
down. But in those areas of 
the state targeted for a 
higher kill, the numbers are 
looking real good."

Even with the severe

winter that gripped the 
state last year and overwin­
ter losses to the deer herd, 
the buck registration total 
hit 73,896. That is second 
only to the 1995 record pace 
of 96,242. The antlerless 
registration of 94,224 was 
the highest two-day total. 
The high kill reflects the 
large number of antlerless 
and bonus permits available 
in many areas of the state, 
especially in Zone T units.

"Snow cover throughout 
much of the state made 
hunting visibility and track­
ing very good for the 
hunters,” Tom Hauge, Bu­
reau of Wildlife Manage­
ment Director, said.

Sauk County boasted 
the highest early buck reg­
istrations with 3,175, fol­
lowed by Waupaca 2,499, 
Clark 2,436, Marinette 
2,336, Monroe 2,308, Mara­
thon 2,294, and Columbia 
2,238. Waupaca County 
topped the antlerless regis­
trations with 3,589 followed 
by Sauk 3,520, Trempea-

leau 3 498, Columbia 3.298, 
Marinette 3,229, Vernon 
3,087, Jackson 2,900, Iowa 
2,863, Clark 2,758, Mara­
thon 2,574 and Monroe 
2,526.

There were only seven 
gun related accidents 
recorded during the opening 
weekend ana no shooting 
fatalities. That compares to 
17 for opening weekend last 
year and the single fatality 
for the whole season.

"Usually accidents occur 
later in the season," Tim 
Lawhern, DNR hunter safe­
ty program administrator, 
said.

The accident reports 
show a high rate of self- 
inflicted wounds, Lawhern 
stated. Several accidents 
were related to violations 
involving loaded guns in or 
on vehicles. There were a 
total of 32 hunting acci­
dents for the season last 
year.

1996 Deer Season Summary
The 1996 deer gun sea­

son ended on Sunday and 
the big question was, where 
are all the deer? Maybe 
there was not as many deer 
as thought.

The total registration for 
Dins and Mauthe Lake was 
at 990, compared to 984 in 
1995. Almost the same, 
even with 12,075 Hunter’s 
Choice Permits available 
compared to 5275 in 1995. 
The bottom line is there 
were not as many deer 
taken as was predicted 
going into the season.

Why the lower harvest? 
Several things came into 
play. The opening day snow 
which began at about 5:30 
am limited the deer move­
ments. Most were bedded 
down and unless pushed 
they remained there. The 
snow caused many hunters 
to leave their stands early 
because they were set and 
many did not return in the 
afternoon. After the opening 
weekend the registration at 
Dins was down 112 com­
pared to 1995, a 20% drop, 
which is difficult to make 
up with a lot of hunters not 
hunting after the opening 
weekend.

Many hunters also 
reported not seeing as many 
deer as last year. Most of

these hunters were on the 
state properties. Hunters 
that were doing drives had 
better success than those 
just sitting. The hunters 
doing the drives commented 
on how the deer had to be 
stepped on before they 
would move.

The vast majority of the 
hunters contacted express­
ed strong opposition to the 
T Zone and especially the 
expansion of the T Zone 
in 1997, which could include 
unit 69A.

It was the safest hunting 
season ever with only one 
fatal hunting accident and 
14 other non-fatal accidents 
statewide. This is very good 
news for all hunters!

Statewide it is predicted 
that the harvest will be 
down from 1995. Final reg­
istration totals should be 
out within the next couple 
of weeks. One reminder,the 
muzzle loader season is 
open through Sunday, Dec. 
8th, so the blaze orange 
requirement is still in effect 
for all hunting except goose 
hunting.
