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Administrators, Facilities Planning 
Group, Present Three Building Pian 
Options at School Board Work Session

Charges Dismissed 
Against Neal Weare

The January 9th school 
board work session brought 
administrators and the 
facilities planning group 
before the board to pitch 
three different building 
plans developed to meet the 
needs of an ever-growing 
district, with hopes that at 
least they could be pointed 
into some direction.

Offered three different 
options with interchange­
able components, it became 
clear that this kind of board 
decision must be given care­
ful consideration, based on 
a mutual overall elemen­
tary approach - K through 
4th, K through 5th, or K 
through 6th. This in itself 
produced differing opinions 
from board members, as 
they listened to administra­
tors voice their opinions on 
which grades worked best 
at the elementary and mid­
dle school levels.

"Clearly this is a diffi­
cult endeavor," District 
Superintendent Charles 
Johnson told those in atten­
dance that evening. "It is a 
monunental effort."

Grade school'principal 
Kieth Kriewaldt once again 
emphasized the importance 
of keeping children within 
the community schools as 
long as possible. "In the K-4 
model, you really do lose 
those role models in your 
fifth and six graders," he 
pointed out, "and those 
transitional years into the 
middle school setting."

He favored the K-6 
model, which allows for 
more parental impact. "The 
majority of your parents 
interact at the grade school 
level. If you move down to a 
K-4, you’re going to lose a 
lot of these parents."

KMS Principal Clark 
Pearson stated that al­
though his staff favors 
remaining K-5, he believes 
that any of the three plans 
could work, and the chil­
dren would get a good edu­
cation. "The building itself 
and the grade arrangement 
is not going to have as great 
an effect on the education 
as the staff you have in it." 
He also voiced his support 
for the continuation of com­
munity schools.

Larry Wilson empha­
sized that his concern as the 
high school principal was 
one of space, which is more 
specialized at this level. 
"The high school is very 
much a community build­
ing. So I think anything we

look at for a high school 
building, we want to keep in 
mind it’s also a public facili­
ty that we want the commu­
nity to use," he maintained.

His preference leaned 
toward the K-4 concept, 
with the building of a new 
high school, or the K-6 
model, with appropriately 
used space.

From a buildings and 
grounds standpoint. Direc­
tor Chad Kyle told the 
group his operations would 
be effected through in­
creased expenditures and 
increasing and shifting 
staff, with each model hav­
ing it’s own unique impact 
on management, consider­
ing construction, parking 
and traffic.

"The K-4 model opera­
tionally makes the most 
sense, but it also costs the 
most. In my mind, this plan 
takes KHS and the future of 
the high school much fur­
ther than 25 years. The K-6 
model meets both the opera­
tions and community 
growth with only one obsta­
cle I can see - parking and 
traffic control, but it’s some­
thing we can work with. It’s 
the most feasible," he stat­
ed.

K-4 Model With New 
High School - Construc­
tion of a new high school on 
new site. Move grade 5 to 
middle school (5-8) and 
move middle school to pre­
sent high school site. Move 
KES to present middle 
school. Add additions to out­
lying schools to meet K-4 
projections (Beechwood, 
Wayne and Farmington). 
Total cost * $23.7 million.

K-5 Model With New 
Middle School - Construct 
new middle school on new 
site. Construct new KES on 
new site. Add additions to 
outlying schools. Have KHS 
absorb current KMS. Total 
cost * $20.7 million or 
$24.7 million with HS 
upgrades.

K-6 Model With New 
KHS - District transitions 
to K-6 elementary in 1997- 
98. Construct new KHS on 
new site. Upgrade KHS/ 
KMS with connecting gym/ 
auditorium/IMC. Redesign 
Rose Hall, 700 area, with 
other upgrades. Remodel 
outlying elementary 
schools. Land purchases 
sufficient to meet new MS 
needs in 2010. Total cost ■ 
$16.7 million.

Business manager/cur- 
riculum coordinator George 
Allmann presented the 
board with a summary of

financing options, based on 
an average mill rate, and 
assuming a 6% bond rate, 
over 20 years, (without an 
increase in equalized value), 
the figures are as follows: 
K-6 = $1.96 per thousand of 
equalized value; K-5 = $2.45 
per thousand; K-4 = $3.07 
per thousand.

Allmann said that the 
district was facing a safety 
problem within the village, 
with traffic congestion 
around the village schools 
continually on the rise, and 
the facility plans were set 
up to meet the needs of the 
district for up to 25 years, 
based on a 4% growth rate, 
although a 10% rate is more 
likely expected. "We don’t 
want to be in the position 
that Slinger is in, where the 
growth has exceeded 
SEWRPC’s expectations, 
and they’re in the position 
they have to build before 
they even planned for it," he 
pointed out.

Decreasing class sizes, 
which is one of the district’s 
key goals, would be achiev­
ed with the reopening of 
Beechwood school. Current 
yearly costs just to main­
tain the vacant school run 
around $10,656. Reopening 
and operational costs are 
estimated at $499,598, but 
would reduce costs at 
Farmington and KES.

Board members were 
divided in their choice of 
plans, but united in their 
desire to purchase land 
now, with the site yet to be 
determined. Village Admin­
istrator Daniel Schmidt 
went over the speculative 
available parcels of land, 
explaining that many of the 
desired areas were either 
too small or located in flood 
plains.

Kewaskum Town Chair­
man Dave Dorn was in the 
audience and told the board 
not to let themselves get 
locked into something in 
their eagerness to buy. 
"There’s a lot of property 
you haven’t even looked at," 
he stated.

Board member Tom 
Timblin promoted the K-4 
plan with the new high 
school, declaring that he felt 
the returned community 
surveys only reflected 20- 
25% of the population, and 
too much weight was being 
put on it. "I think it’s 
flawed," he stated, adding 
that he believes only a 
minority of taxpayers sup­
port the community schools

Charges against former 
Kewaskum school board 
president Neal Weare were 
dismissed by Washington 
County Judge Richard T. 
Becker on Dec. 23. The 
charges alleged Weare vio­
lated state open meeting 
laws while serving as board 
president.

The civil complaint was 
filed last January for Ruth 
Schmitt, who served as a 
member of the school board 
at the time, by District 
Attorney David Resheske, 
and contained statements 
charging Weare with not 
giving proper public notice 
for a special school board 
meeting called on Nov. 3, 
1995, to approve requesting 
a provisional license for new 
interim superintendent Dr. 
Charles Johnson. State law 
requires two hour prior 
notification, and some area 
media claims indicated they 
did not receive sufficient 
notice.

The stipulation signed by 
the circuit court judge was 
agreed upon by the District 
Attorney and both parties, 
and indicates that "further 
review of the documentary 
evidence demonstrates that 
notification to the required 
news media was made at 
least two hours prior to the 
scheduled meeting of No­
vember 3, 1995.

The appearance to the 
contrary was due to a 48 
minute error in the clock in 
the fax machine at the 
Kewaskum School District.

Schmitt said after the 
dismissal, "although there 
is cause to pursue this case, 
neither the district attorney 
nor I were interested in 
pursuing it because of the 
costs involved, especially to 
the district."

A number of actions in 
question were listed on the 
original complaint, includ­
ing alleged improper proce­
dures followed in the hiring

of Dr. Johnson; a claim 
Weare notified all other 
school board members by 
phone, except Schmitt, in 
reference to Johnson’s con­
tract, and that items were 
added to the Nov. 3 agenda 
without sufficient notice.

Weare, a present board 
member, said the allega­
tions were untrue. "I don’t 
feel vindicated - I feel relief 
that it’s over. All along, I 
contended I wasn’t wrong. 
Resheske said there are 
other issues that are 
arguable, but as far as I’m 
concerned, there were no 
other issues."

The district attor­
ney had told news sources 
there were questions that 
were arguable on both 
sides, including whether 
Weare had "just cause" to 
call a special school board 
meeting without 24 hour 
notification.

"I see that as immateri­
al," Weare stated. "If it was 
a violation, I think they 
should have continued. I 
was prepared to continue 
with it."

Schmitt said she never 
meant it to be vindictive, 
and that her motives were 
clear from the beginning. "I 
feel I accomplished what I 
set out to do, make the 
Kewaskum school board 
aware that their agendas 
must be made known to the 
public on time. All I meant 
to happen was to have docu­
mentation that the Ke­
waskum School Board 
needs to follow state open 
meeting laws, and they now 
have the knowledge to do 
so.

concept.
Board president Jean 

Goeden also liked the idea 
of a new high school, but 
not housing 7th and 8th 
grade alone in the middle 
school. Member John Schul­
te felt 7th, 8th and 9th 
graders should make up the 
middle school.

"I’d like to see the 
money situation answered 
first before that (the 
Beechwood upgrade)," board 
member Larry Fechter rela­
ted, and gave his vote to the 
K-6 plan, and to community 
schools.

Member Jon Downs 
agreed land was the priori­
ty, no matter wich plan was 
chosen. Board member 
Mary Andera wanted the 
district to make sure they

weren’t building a "cadillac 
facility." "What are we will­
ing to spend dollar wise, 
cost per student?," she ask­
ed. "I have some thoughts 
on not always providing lux­
uries for kids."

Facilities planning 
group member Vernon Jung 
put great weight on the sur­
vey results, the reopening of 
Beechwood school, and pre­
paring any future schools 
for the possibility of a year 
’round school system.

Another board work ses­
sion will be scheduled 
before their February meet­
ing, in hopes that some kind 
of consensus can be reached 
after all the options are 
weighed. According to Dr. 
Johnson’s tentative time 
line for the future, taxpay­
ers may be facing some 
decision making of their 
own, with a possible refer­
endum in September.

First Steps teacher Grace 
Wright often hears that 
from good-natured col­
leagues as she leads her 
class through the halls of 
Kewaskum Elementary.

"And with 10 four-year- 
olds close behind me in a 
straight line, that’s kind of 
what we look like," Mrs. 
Wright joked.

"I love it."
The First Steps program 

-- in which Mrs. Wright has 
acted as founder, teacher 
and proponent since its 
beginning in 1991 -- is a 
program in which four-year- 
olds can develop appropri­
ate skills before their entry 
into kindergarten (the pro­
gram currently accomodates 
four classes of ten students 
each). As part of the Dis­
trict’s kindergarten screen­
ing program, four-year-olds 
are screened to determine 
which children may benefit 
most from an early inter­
vention program such as 
First Steps.

"Kindergarten and first 
grade have drastically 
changed in what we expect 
kids to know and be able to 
do," Mrs. Wright explained. 
"First Steps can provide an 
extra boost for the kids 
needing one, to help them 
get ready for kindergarten."

The program has re­
ceived tremendous reviews 
from parents and educators 
alike -- in fact, it will even 
be one of the programs fea­
tured at the annual conven­
tion of the Wisconsin Asso­
ciation of School Boards 
later this month.

"We’ve still got a ways to 
go with getting the word out 
about the program," Mrs. 
Wright said. "We have to 
make sure that parents vol­
unteer to bring their chil­
dren in for screening at age 
four, and then understand 
and accept the program 
when offered to them."

Although instrumental in 
developing the screening 
and the curriculum for the 
First Steps program, Mrs. 
Wright enjoys the teaching 
part immensely, as well.

"The enthusiasm and the 
ability of kids to learn at 
this age is WONDERFUL," 
she shared. "They are flexi­
ble, and so willing to partic­
ipate that it’s just a lot of

1-1/2 cup Samoas (finely crumbled)
6 TYup butter, melted
12 or. cream cheese (at room temperature)
1 cup sugar
2 tsp. flour
1 pinch salt
1 cup sour cream
4 ot. chocolate syrup
1 tbsp, cocoa
2 «gg», separated
1 egg. whole
1 tsp. lemon juice 
1/8 tsp. cream of tartar

1/2 cup whipping cream 
1 tsp. vanilla

Crumb crust: crush enough Girl Scout Samoas in food processor to 
make 1-1/2 cups. Add butter and blend well. Butter the bottom 
and sides of a 9“ spring form pan. Press crumb mixture onto the 
bottom and sides. If desired you can use about 2 packages of whole 
Samoas to line the bottom and sides of the spring form pan. Place 
the chocolate side of the cookie towards the side facing the cream 
cheese filling.

Filling: place cheese, sugar, flour and salt in a large mixing bowl or 
food processor. Beat at medium speed until smooth, scraping bowl 
as needed. Add sour cream, chocolate syrup, cocoa, 2 egg yolks and 
1 whole egg, lemon juice and vanilla. In a separate bowl, beat egg 
whites and cream of tartar at high speed until soft peaks form.

Bake in preheated 325 
degree oven one hour, until center is set and jiggles when rack is 
gently moved. Take out of oven and let sit at room temperature for 
2 hours. Refrigerate 8 hours. Remove pan sides. Beat cream until 
soft peaks form.

On a motion by Trustee Robert

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Bear Permit Application
Deadline is January 17

MADISON - While the 
chances for a bear hunter to 
receive a kill permit for the 
1997 bear hunting season 
continue to improve, state 
wildlife officials estimate it 
may take hunters between 
three and eight years to 
successfully draw one - and 
only then if they remember 
to apply each year.

There will be an esti­
mated 4,690 kill permits 
issued for the 1997 season. 
The application deadline for 
a kill permit is January 17. 
Applications are available 
at DNR offices and must be 
mailed into the DNR licens­
ing section in Madison for 
hunters to gain preference 
points for the permit draw­
ing.

Bear permits are issued 
under a preference system, 
meaning each time a hunter 
applies for but does not 
receive a permit, he receives 
a preference point for the 
next year’s drawing. How­
ever, to obtain and main­
tain a preference, hunters 
must apply for the permit 
each consecutive year, and 
they must apply through 
the mail. The purchase of a 
bear pursuit license over 
the counter from a DNR 
office will not establish pref­
erence points for hunters.

The 1997 bear hunting 
season will run September 
13 through October 3 for 
hunters with dogs, and from 
September 13 through 
October 10 for hunters who 
hunt in the non-dog bear 
hunting zone. The season 
for hunters who hunt over 
bait in the zone where dog 
hunting is allowed, will be 
from September 20 through 
October 10.

"Wisconsin’s bear popu­
lation continues to be very 
healthy statewide," says 
Bill Mytton, deer and bear 
ecologist for the Depart­
ment of Natural Resources. 
The DNR estimates the 
statewide bear population 
will be at about 14,000 next 
year.

Hunters harvested a 
record 2,303 bear during 
the 1996 season. The record 
was expected as the DNR 
significantly increased the 
number of permits available 
because an improved model 
for estimating the state’s 
black bear population and 
increased black bear moni­
toring showed the black 
bear population was higher 
than previously estimated.

However, Mytton says, 
the increase in available 
permits has been offset by 
an increase in applications 
from hunters. "We’re ex­
pecting there will be in 
excess of 40,000 applica­
tions for next year, so 
hunters will still have a 
wait to receive a kill per­
mit," he says.

Hunters should remem­
ber that the temporary sub­
zone in several northwest­
ern counties has been made 
permanent. The split of the 
Zone A hunting zone into 
two zones has allowed the 
DNR to better control the 
distribution of hunters and 
shift hunting pressure to

areas of high nuisance and 
damage complaints.

Permit levels for the dif­
ferent bear management 
zones are: Zone A - 1,750; 
Zone Al - 1,640; Zone B - 
720, and Zone C - 580.

Mytton reminds hun­
ters who either shot a bear 
last season, or who shoot 
one this year, to look for ear 
tags on the bear, and if the 
bear has them, to send 
them into the DNR.
