Board Rehashes Solutions to
Overcrowding in District Schools

By Sharon Callaway Roznik

With deliberate deter-
mination, Kewaskum
School Board members have
been dedicating more time
to their appointed jobs by
attending worksessions in
an effort to come up with
solutions to alleviate over-
crowding in the district’s
public schools while meet-
ing long range needs, and
trying to fill in the blank,
"Kewaskum needs a new

The results of last
week’s worksession indicat-
ed the consensus still
agrees the number one pri-
ority is the purchase of
land, while the "getting is
good," with approval of any
land purchase dependent on
an April 1st referendum
asking taxpayers to OK the
issuance of general obliga-
tion school building bonds
in an amount not to exceed
$600,000.

District resident Lloyd
Pamperin told board mem-
bers during the meeting

that they need to emphasize
the purchase of land doesn’t
mean a new school will be
built next year. "We want
kids in town to be able to
walk to school. I don’t want
our school to be so far out of
town. That’s why we have to
act (on the land purchase)
now."
The majority also a-
greed a public hearing was
essential before any refer-
endum takes place, since
there was still some confu-
sion within the community
regarding where the money
was coming from.

In laymen’s terms, last
year the taxpayers voted at
the school district’s annual
meeting and budget hearing
to allow $1 per thousand of
equalized value of their
property tax relief (from
state aid) to go toward pay-
ing off the school district’s
debt owed for additions and
remodeling of the high
school and middle school

This move saved taxpayers
money by relieving some of
the interest payments so

the debt could be retired
earlier.

Now the school district
is asking for the same
thing, but this time the
money would go toward
acquiring land that will be
needed in the future, to
expand the school system
and accommodate the stu-
dents within a growing pop-
ulation.

Board member Tom
Timblin indicated that he
felt timing was very impor-
tant on the land issue, since
parcels that would serve
their purpose were dwin-
dling fast. "We could’ve
done this by ourselves, but
we chose to let the people
have a voice," he said in
support of the referendum,
adding that he felt the
reopening of Beechwood
school should be included on
the referendum as a sepa-
rate issue,

Fellow board member
John Schulte agreed that
Beechwood is an issue that
should be addressed now.

"Whether we package the
referendum, or do anything
different, Beechwood is
something that shouldn’t
wait," he emphasized, stat-
ing he has always been an
advocate of smaller class
sizes, and this would allow
that at the elementary lev-
el.

Opening up debate,
Board member Neal Weare
was concerned that the
board has chosen not to be
definitive on what it is
going to take to the public,
such as land use, what
grades will be included at
the elementary schools, how
to address the overcrowding
and where it will hit the
hardest, KES and the cost
of remodeling, as well as
traffic and safety factors.

"As far as reopening
Beechwood, we have to be
up front and tell people this
is how we feel. Almost
eleven years ago, this board
saw fit to close Beechwood,
and never went to a referen-
dum. It was our responsibil-
ity. Until we decide exactly
what we are about, we're
going to sit here and floun-
der around in a dead sea,”
Weare related.

"The whole personality
of the board has changed,
times have changed,”
Timblin disagreed. "I think
people should decide this
issue (Beechwood). It's been
festering for all. these
years." He also expressed
concern over the traffic flow
around KES, when school
and Regal Ware lets out,
and other board members
agreed that a decision about
KES should be a high prior-
ity item.

"This school district is
growing -- we need to keep
saying that, we need to deal
with the issue of KES in
particular,” Board member

Larry Fechter maintained.
Both Schulte and Timblin
stated KES could be used by
the district for administra-
tive purposes, if a new ele-
mentary school was built,
which seemed to be what
the board was leaning
toward, although a definite
decision was not discussed.

Board member Mary
Andera told the group that
her understanding of the
strategic plan was long
range, although she did
back the land purchase.
"Now all of a sudden we're
asked to make some deci-
sions on this, and I think
we're moving way too fast.”

Andera also pointed out
she was not ready to make a
decision as to what should
be built on the land, and
wanted more time to ex-
plore a K-8 concept in which
townships own and govern
their own school.

She considered public
relations between the com-
munity and the school dis-
trict lacking, and pushed for
better understanding, ex-
planations and time to eval-
uate all options thoroughly.
"Academic standards needs
to be addressed. I'd rather
see us make an academic
statement.”

"I don't think we're
being rushed, I think we
have the feeling we're being
rushed,” Schulte noted,
repeating concerns over
which need to be addressed
now. "There's not much
time left at the middle
school before it becomes
dire again (space wise)."

Board member John
Downs thought all issues
were being addressed at the
worksessions, and continual
discussion would be needed
to hash through all the
information. "There's no
perfect model, each one has

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its strengths and weakness-
es.

"Art embodies the best
accomplishments of man-
kind (over time which)
helps us to see how the past
shapes who we are.”

Kewaskum Middle
School Instructor Lynn
Molenda is an ardent
believer in the importance
of history for her students,
as well as for her teaching.
Her classroom at KMS is
brimming with proof of that
conviction: a time line high-
lighting accomplishments of
past civilizations travels
around the walls, a portfolio
is lined with works in
progress of students paying
homage to artists from dif-
ferent periods of art, majes-
tic Greek columns outline
the classroom door. "I love
to tie history into (my art
class).”

One way in which history
is brought into the class-
room is through the stu-
dents themselves. Ms.
Molenda described a class-
room activity in which stu-
dents learn about their own
time lines, and then express
those time lines in a narra-
tive vessel (a piece of pot-
tery which tells a story
through symbol and de-
sign).

"(Students) go out and
talk to their parents, their
grandparents, to see where
they came from, who they
are, and then build a narra-
tive vessel with symbols
that tell the tale of their
lives," Ms. Molenda explain-
ed. "It gives a real sense of
history and personal mean-
ing to their work."

On her own personal
time line, Ms. Molenda is
new this year to KMS, but
not to teaching. After grow-
ing up on the south side of
Milwaukee, she taught in
Brookfield and Milwaukee
(including the Milwaukee
German Immersion School),

Ms. Molenda believes
that art is a language and a
vehicle that students can
use to learn about the
world, and about them-
selves. As she has shown in

her history connections, art
can be utilized with other
subjects too.

In her free time, Ms.
Molenda paints with water-
colors, in a subtle style that
friends compare to the gen-
tle work often associated
with the Orient. She enjoys
travelling, as well ("Just
hike, or go to a rural area
and get lost"). However, as
of late, free time has been in
short supply.

On a piece of land near
Beechwood (purchased
some 20 years ago), she and
her husband have recently
completed building a house
-- they actually built it
themselves-- following their
design which embodied
their love for the area. As
was the practice in their
"Ideen II" business, and in
Ms. Molenda’s art class-
rooms, they used common
materials -- including previ-
ously used boards and
beams -- in uncommon
ways. The result was a cozy,
nature-friendly home, one
that was even featured
recently in the Plymouth
newspaper.

At this point on her own
time line, Ms. Molenda is
enjoying being at KMS.
"There’s a good mix of stu-
dents here,"” she said, "and a
good mix of creative think-
ing."”

If history is any indica-
tion, it seems that "good
mix of creative thinking"
will be just the right fit with
the new art teacher.

Town of Wayne Board
Approves Developers Agreement

After several months of
town of

negotiating, the
Wayne board approved at their
February meeting a developers
agreement presented by Kim
and Mary Rodenkirch to
develop land on Broadview
Lane in the town of Wayne. As
part of the agreement,
Broadview will be expanded
from a two rod road to a four
rod road with the Rodenkirchs
providing the necessary land
and fill.

Contingent on a developers
agreement drafted to the satis-
faction of the town board,
legal counsel and zoning
administrator,the rezoning of
78 acres from agricultural to
residential A-1 has been a very
controversial issue with many
town residents. The rezoning
request was granted at the
August, 1996 town board
meeting. As part of the rezon-
ing approval, the developers
agreement was required pro-
viding the town with more
control over how the land
would be developed. In addi-
tion to the agreement, review
of land development plans by
the town engineer was also
required. Four lots of approxi-
mately ten acres each in size
will be developed. Bids for the
necessary road work and con-

struction of a cul-de-sac will
be sought after the March
town board meeting.

Board members reviewed
road profiles with surveyor

Ted Meilahn for proposed

work on St. Kilian Drive. The
board anticipates seeking bids
for this road work this spring.

In other matters before the
board, a more cost-effective
cellular phone package will be
checked into, approximately
750 tons of salt/sand mix has
been used this winter with the
remaining supply anticipated
to be sufficient for the rest of
winter and very few water
problems were reported with
town culverts from the recent
rains and snow thawing.

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New Framework Yields Successful
Sturgeon Spearing This Season

OSHKOSH-- A new
framework for the sturgeon
spearing season on Lake
Winnebago was successful
at reducing the harvest of
larger, mature females,
while still providing plenty
of spearing opportunity,
according to the state fish-
eries manager charged with
overseeing the event.

"The season went really
well, both from the spear-
er's viewpoint and from a
management viewpoint,”
says Ron Bruch, Depart-
ment of Natural Resources
fisheries manager for the
Lake Winnebago system.

Preliminary numbers
show spearers took 1,290
sturgeon in 1997.

"“That is very close to
what we would consider a
10-year average,” Bruch
says. "The harvest was high
enough to keep spearers
happy, but low enough to
keep us within the goals we
had set for a safe harvest
for the species.”

Most encouraging from
a sturgeon management
perspective, Bruch says,
was that the harvest of
mature females -- defined
as 55 inches and larger --
dropped to 35 percent of the
total harvest this season,
compared to previous sea-
sons when mature females
made up almost half of the
harvest, as they did in 1995
when spearers registered an
all-time record of 3,173
sturgeons.

“The best news about
the new season framework
from a management stand-
point is that we achieved
one of the main goals of
reducing the harvest of
mature females by reducing
the minimum size limit,"”
Bruch says.

The DNR reduced the
minimum size limit from 45

inches to 36 inches this year
to alleviate harvest pres-
sure on the biggest fish,
which are primarily female
spawners. The season
length was also set at 16
days, rather than 21 days
as it had been in the past.
The 1996 season was closed
by an emergency order after
nine days when fish man-
agers became concerned
about the potential for over-
harvest due to exceptional
water clarity that year.

Spearers took a total of
1,221 sturgeon during that
nine-day season, which
included a spearing season
on three other lakes in the
Winnebago chain that is
held once every five years.

Water clarity was good
again this year, and with
the exception of a couple
days late in the season,
spearers generally had good
weather for the season.

The new season frame-
work and size limit this
year was part of an ongoing
effort to develop and imple-
ment a safe harvest man-
agement program for the
Winnebago sturgeon popu-
lation, which is one of the
best sturgeon populations in

the country, Bruch says.

"We put the new season
framework together with a
lot of participation from the
public, including our Citi-
zens' Sturgeon Advisory
Committee,” he says. "We
will begin meeting with the
committee and the general
public again this spring to
review the specific results of
the 1997 season, and com-
plete our work on the safe
harvest management pro-
gram."

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McChain Bowls 300 Game

Former Kewaskum resident
Ruth McChain credits her
recent 300 bowling game in
league play to her father,
Gordon, and the fact that she
was wearing her Green Bay
Packers jersey on the night it
happened.

Originally from Texas, the
McChain family lived in sev-
eral communities before retir-
ing to West Bend 15 years ago.
Ruth operated a tavern there
until last fall, when she moved
to Sioux City with her friend,
Hiatt, who had grown up there.

remove their fishing shel-
ters from the ice.

Under state laws, shel
ters on waters south of
Highway 64 should have
been removed from the ice
by March 5, and those on
waters to the north must be
off by March 15. Shelters on
the Mississippi River should
have been removed by
March 1.

Rollie Lee, deputy chief
warden with the Depart-
ment of Natural Resources,
says shelters left out could
easily disappear on their
own.

"With the sun higher in
the sky now, those shelters
can get pretty warm,” Lee
said. "They’ve been known
to drop right through after
melting their way through
the ice."

An angler can continue
to use a portable fishing
shelter after the deadline
has passed, but must re-
move the shelter from the
ice when it's not occupied.

Northern Fishing Closed
On the Winnebago System

A number of fishermen
have contacted me asking if
the northern pike season is
still open on Lake Winne-
bago and the upper lakes,
which would include Butte
des Morts, Winneconne, and
Poygan.

A rule change has closed
the season which began on
March 2, 1997. The 1997-98
fishing regulation pam-
phlet, now out, also shows
this rule change, but indi-
cates that it does not go into
effect until April 1, 1997.

It is in effect now and
fishermen are asked not to
fish for northern pike on
these waters. I, myself,
have told some fishermen

that the season is open,
according to the pamphlet,
until April 1, 1997.

Now, I have been told to
advise fishermen that the
season should be closed.
Obviously, because of the
confusion, wardens will be
taking a soft-handed ap-
proach to persons still fish-
ing for northern pike during
the closed season, on these
waters,
