Paul S. Berg, son of Mr.

ior Honor Award signed by 
Secretary of State Made­
leine Albright at a ceremo­
ny atMthe United States 
Embassy in Mexico City on 
May 20.

The award cited Mr. 
Berg’s "outstanding initia­
tive, remarkable interper­
sonal skills, and superb 
bureaucratic judgement, 
which have led to dramatic 
achievements in the U.S. 
political-military, counter­
narcotics, and law enforce­
ment relationship with 
Mexico."

The award, based on out­
standing performance, was 
prasented by Ambassador 
James Jones, who com­
mented that the award was 
"extremely well-deserved. 
Paul Berg is one of the most 
effective officers with whom 
I have had the pleasure of 
working."

Mr. Berg, a career mem­
ber of the U.S. Foreign 
Service, has served in the 
Embassy’s Political Section 
since October of 1994. He is 
responsible for coordination 
of U.S. Policy with Mexico 
in the areas of law enforce­
ment, counternarcotics, ter­
rorism, and political-mili­
tary affairs.

He received a career pro­
motion in the fall of 1996. 
He finishes his Mexico City 
assignment in July of 1997, 
and will return to Washing­
ton D.C. for a year of

Vietnamese language train­
ing, then in 1998 will begin 
his new assignment as 
Political Officer in the U.S. 
Embassy in Hanoi, Viet­
nam.

Mr. Berg entered the 
Foreign Service in April, 
1983. His previous assign­
ments include the O.S. 
Consulate General in Bom­
bay, India, 1983-85; the 
U.S. Embassy in Brussels, 
Belgium, 1985-87; Officer- 
In-Charge of PLO Affairs, 
Department of State, Wash­
ington D.C., 1987-89; Offi- 
cer-In-Charge of Italy and 
Vatican Affairs, Depart­
ment of State, Washington 
D.C., 1990-92; and the U.S. 
Embassy in Rome, Italy, 
1992-93. His languages 
include French, Italian, 
Arabic and Spanish.

Mr. Berg is a 1982 gradu­
ate of the University of 
Wisconsin Law School, 
Madison, J.D., and a 1983 
graduate of the School of 
International Affairs of 
Columbia University in the 
City of New York, Masters 
in International Affairs.

He received a B.A. in 
Political Science and His­
tory from the University of 
Wisconsin, Madison, in 
1976, and an A.A. from the 
University of Wisconsin- 
West Bend in 1974. Before 
joining the Foreign Service, 
he served as Acting Execu­
tive Director of Interna­
tional House in New York 
City from 1982-83.

In 1978, he defeated an

incumbent to win election to 
the Dane County, Wiscon­
sin, Board of Supervisors. 
In 1973, he almost won a 
four-candidate race for the 
Kewaskum Board of Educa­
tion, and is believed to be 
the youngest candidate for 
the position who had ever 
run up to that time.

In his spare time, Mr. 
Berg has visited over 400 of 
Mexico’s Gothic, Renais­
sance, and Baroque church­
es, as well as its Pre-Co­
lumbian ruins. He is an 
accomplished Italian chef, 
noting that, "I’m especially 
delighted to serve in Mexico 
because its produce is 
among the most sophisticat­
ed, tasty, and varied on 
earth."

Mr. Berg enjoys biking 
and mountain climbing (and 
has scaled two of Mexico’s 
tallest volcanoes). This 
year, he has been learning 
to box professionally with 
one of Mexico’s major box­
ing trainers and he enjoys 
sparring with Mexico’s 
promising young boxers.

With the combined 
efforts of Legion members, 
the Robert G. Romaine 
American Legion Post #384 
clubhouse in Kewaskum, 
has undergone extensive 
remodeling, mingling 90’s 
updates with classic archi­
tecture from the past.

The turn of the century 
building was constructed by 
Henry J. Lay, owner of Lay 
Lumber Company. The 
three story mansion boasted 
three fireplaces on the first 
floor, inlaid hardwood 
floors, a full length mir­
rored ha^way, chandeliers, 
ornate, built-in oak buffets 
and cabinets, a back stair­
way for the maids, and a 
third floor ballroom. Past 
Legion Auxiliary member 
Janet Koch recalls the Lays 
put nothing but the best 
into their home, and Mrs. 
Lay, as a powerful, but gen­
tle woman.

A stained glass window 
started at the first landing 
of the staircase and went all 
the way to the top of the 
house," Koch remembers, 
along with marble sinks 
and ornate plumbing fix­
tures, floor to ceiling linen 
closets, and a maid’s bell in 
the kitchen, connected to 
the upstairs bedrooms. "The 
box itself is still there in the 
kitchen," she points out.

The American Legion in 
Kewaskum was formed in 
1923, and their post was 
later named after Robert G. 
Romaine, the first soldier in 
Washington County that 
gave his life for his country 
during World War II.

The list of original char­
ter members includes 
Theodore R. Schmidt, Hu­
bert M. Wittman, Edwin A. 
Miller, Walter J. Schaefer, 
Clem Reinders, Art Schae­
fer, Peter J. Haug, Leo C. 
Brauchle, August C. Bilgo, 
Fred H. Buss, Louis Bath, 
Carl F. Schaefer, Maurice 
Rosenheimer, Alex Klug, 
George H. Schmidt, Wendell 
C. Petri, and Byron Martin.

In 1945, the Legion pur­
chased the Lay home for 
their club house for $15,000 
with a loan from the Kewas­
kum Insurance Company, 
but after several years,

exorbitant heating bills 
prompted members to 
appoint a Club House Alter­
ations Building Committee, 
chaired by Wilmer Prost. 
Tiny Terlinden was Com­
mander of the Legion at 
that time (1957-58).

Although members 
played billiards on the sec­
ond floor, and the girl 
scouts had permission to

use the third floor maid’s 
room for crafts and activi­
ties, it was decided the most 
efficient means of reducing 
cost would be to eliminate 
the top two floors, and put 
on a flat roof.

The demolition and ren­
ovation took place in 1958, 
with wrecking, roofing and 
siding handled by Carroll

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Haug & Sons, plumbing and 
heating by Frank Krueger, 
and Harold Schmidt taking 
care of electrical work. 
Afterward, valuables from 
the original house were sold 
off in a huge auction held on 
the club grounds.

This past year, the 
Legion Hall was once again 
the recipient of a series of 
mainly interior renovations. 
Three (originally four) 
rooms were opened up into 
one large area, to expand 
the seating capacity to 150 
on the first floor. Both the 
character and charm of the 
Lay home is reflected in the 
original oak and maple 
inlaid floor, that has been 
refinished, the glass tile 
fireplaces that have re­
mained in pristine condi­
tion, and the preservation of 
a vast amount of original 
woodwork, containing bead 
work and intricate carvings.

Other improvements 
have included angling off 
the built in bar to open up 
an existing entrance, new 
lower level drywall, panel­
ing, ceiling and light fix­
tures, thorough clean-up 
work in the basement fur­
nace and storage areas, and 
new heating and air condi­
tioning throughout.

"Originally the bar room 
was in the basertient and 
the upstairs had only meet­
ing rooms," Legion member 
Lee Kempf explains, "but 
about four or five years ago, 
we built another bar up­
stairs, and added sand vol­
leyball courts outside." This 
past week volunteers fin­
ished up new screening and 
carpeting for the porch 
area, with plans to continue 
exterior improvements in 
the near future.

Various remaining col­
lectibles from the interior, 
such as mirrors, chande­
liers, glass hutches, and

Wisconsin Consumers Oppose Excise 
Tax Increase to Fund New Programs

MADISON - Nearly 65% 
of taxpayers oppose raising 
excise taxes to pay for new 
government programs, ac­
cording to a recent survey 
commissioned by the Wis­
consin Grocers Association. 
Instead, 84.5% of those 
polled believe the govern­
ment should look to the cur­
rent budget to fund pro­
grams.

The statewide poll sur­
veyed 600 people in 
response to legislative inter­
ests in increasing excise 
taxes on products such as 
beer and cigarettes.

In addition, the survey 
shows that 60% of those 
polled believe the lottery is 
a good way to raise rev­
enues to reduce property 
taxes.

Some proponents of 
increasing excise taxes sug­
gest that raising cigarette 
taxes will curb smoking. 
But 81.5% of the respon­
dents agree that "taxes 
should not be used by the 
government to modify peo­
ple’s behavior."

Additionally, Wisconsin 
taxpayers have little confi­
dence in the legislature’s 
ability to spend the revenue 
from an excise tax increase 
wisely. Nearly 62% of those 
respondents doubt that rev­
enue raised from such a 
hike on cigarettes will be 
spent on programs they feel 
are worthwhile.

Of those surveyed, 67% 
also agreed that small busi­
ness will be hurt if excise

number of reasons why cig­
arette excise taxes should 
not be increased:

* It is unfair to the small 
business owner who loses 
revenue and jobs. (19.2%)

* The government al­
ready collects enough in 
taxes, why give them more 
to waste. (23.2%)

* If Wisconsin raises 
excise taxes, people will 
shop across the border and 
Wisconsin will lose revenue. 
(17.7%)

"It seems clear from the 
results of this study that 
Wisconsin taxpayers are 
wary of any increase in 
excise taxes to fund govern­
ment programs," said 
Brandon Scholz, WGA pres­
ident.

The survey yielded these 
findings as well:

78.2% of the respondents 
have a favorable impression 
of local grocers, and 92.9% 
said their opinion is the 
same or higher than it was 
last year at this time.

In an abbreviated 4th of 

July week schedule, the 
baseball Indians won two 
nail-biters.

Josh 
Christophersen was 2x3 
with one RBI.

Christophersen pitched 
all seven innings, striking 
out five and walking four. 
He gave up six runs of 
which only one was earned, 
due to three Kewaskum

errors. Josh’s record is now 
1-1 in conference play.

The Indians’ conference 
record after this game is 6- 
5, (10-8 overall).

On Tuesday, July 1, 
Kewaskum embarked on 
their longest road trip of the 
year to play Two Rivers. It 
was a successful trip, with a 
happy team returning hav­
ing notched a 5-4 win.

The Indians struck early, 
scoring two in the first and 
two in the second, to take a 
4-1 lead. "It was a team 
effort tonight," stated Coach 
Heise.

Jeserig pitched for the 
Indians going the distance 
for his fourth conference 
win.
