District Gifted and Talented Coordinator

gram where I'm actually out
working with the kids and
the teachers, as well as pro-
viding the resource materi-
al,” Casetta stated, and
went on to explain the three
primary ways the program
services students.

The pullout program
identifies students and
brings them together on a

regular basis to work
together on thinking activi-
ties, as well as directed and
independent studies. An art
enrichment program is also
in force at all three elemen-
tary schools in which artis-
tically talented students
work together on projects
that benefit the school and
the community, such as the
Wayne Sesquicentennial
quilt and stenciling of the

D.A.R.E. Program to Begin
At Junior High Level Here

Beginning the second
semester of this school year,
the D.A.R.E. program will
be implemented at the
junior high level for the first
time in the Kewaskum
School District.

During a recent special
meeting of the school board,
board member Lisa Maul
said she had originally
expressed the desire to start
a seventh grade program. "I
want my kids to have this
in middle school,” she told
the others.

Officer Tom Bauer from
the Kewaskum Police De-
partment gave information
regarding the history of the
D.A.R.E. program within
the district, which began in
1983, and said he believed
"it will work significantly
better with a seventh grade
followup.”

According to a letter
and handout from Police
Chief Richard Knoebel to
the schools, studies put out
by the NIDA (National
Institute on Drug Abuse)
indicate a decline in illicit
drug use by teenagers for
the first time since 1992,
and a decrease in drug
usage by 11 and 12 year
olds, the very age group cur-
rently receiving the core of
D.A.R.E. instruction.

In favor of some type of
drug education program,
though not necessarily
D.A.R.E., board member
John Schulte cast the lone
vote against the motion,
which would include ap-
proximately $2,500 in costs
to train Officer Bauer.

Schulte questioned some of
the past curriculum and
recent criticism D A R E
had received at a naticnal
level as his reasons for
wanting to investigate other
programs as possible op
tions.

Audience member Brian
Bausch, a deputy sheriff
who has served
D.A.R.E. officer for many
years, told the board the
program’s curriculum has
been rewritten and tested
as many as eight times
since its beginnings, and
further studies show
D.A.R.E. works significantly
better with a seventh grade
followup instruction
"D.A.R.E. would be quite
ineffective if we didn’t have
parent involvement,” he

added.

as a

Officer Bauer pointed
out great emphasis has to
be placed on the interaction
between the students and
the police officer, which
includes spending time with
each other during lunch
hours and recess. "It helps
build a positive bond that
carries into their future,”
Bauer expressed. He will be
sent to a three day D.AR.E.
training seminar in Jeffer
son, Missouri to prepare for
seventh grade instruction.

The 17 lesson D.A.R.E
course will begin in Jan-
uary, 1998, and will expand
on social issues, violence,
and refusal skills training.
Kewaskum School District
students having received
D.A.R.E. instruction now
reaches into the senior
class.

Whole class enrich-
ment brings Curt into the
classrooms to work with all
students and their teachers
by providing thinking activ-
ities and assisting through
modeling lessons pertaining
to specific classroom sub-
jects. This includes working
with smaller groups in spe-
cial interest topics, like a
writing workshop, and
enrichment activities such
as the Harmony in the Arts
field trip to the symphony
and a Milwaukee museum
for all students in grades
third, fourth and fifth
"We're hoping to spark an
interest in something they
may not even know about
yet, that lies within their
interests and abihities,’
(Casetta told the board

As a resource person
as well, Curt works as a
sort of clearing honse for

any seminars and activities,
and provides teachers with
materials, books, and infor-
mation about activities that
help enhance student think
ing. Extra curricular activi
ties aimed at enhancing the
entire program give kids a
chance to put their skills to
the test. Odyssey of the
Mind, Geography Bee, and
the Spelling Bee are exam
ples of enrichment related
district activities,

Students with Gifted
and Talented needs are
identified through test
scores (95-97 percentile),
and teacher and parent
nominations, working with
a list of characteristics used
to distinguish the child gift
ed in general intelligence
learning, creativity, leader
ship, and visual/performing
arts

Preliminary Deer Zone T
Antlerless Harvests 7,000

MADISON -- Deer
hunters participating in a
special four-day "Zone T"
deer hunt from October 23
through 26 harvested 7,055
antlerless deer according to
preliminary figures com-
piled by Department of
Natural Resources wildlife
managers.

The special hunt was
held in seven deer manage-
ment units and three state
parks, primarily in the
southern farmland regions
of the state. The Zone T
hunt concept was created to
control deer populations in
management units that
were well over prescribed
management goals, explains
Bill Mytton, DNR deer and
bear ecologist.

Last October, hunters
harvested more than 25,000
deer during a special four-
day hunt held in the 19
management units. Along
with the hunt being held in
half as many deer manage-
ment units as last year,
another reason for the
reduced harvest this year is
that the units included in
Zone T this year were not as
overpopulated as many of
the units were last year.

Additionally, last year,
there was an "earn-a-buck"
requirement that hunters
who planned to hunt in
Zone T units during the reg-
ular season had to harvest
an antlerless deer before
they could harvest a buck.
That requirement was
dropped this year.

“This was really a very
good harvest considering we
didn’'t have the 'earn-a-
buck’ incentive that we had
last year,”" Mytton says,
“and considering that the
weather was not ideal.”

Mytton said wildlife
managers won't know how
successful the special Zone

T hunt was at controlling
the population in these
units until after all of the
deer seasons are completed.

"We have to see how
many antlerless deer are
harvested during the
archery and regular nine-
day season. The special sea-
son is just one component of
our efforts to control deer
numbers. There are also a
lot of bonus and hunter’s
choice permits that can be
used in other seasons,” he
said.

Although there was no
effort made to count the
number of hunters partici-
pating in the special hunt,
Mytton says that even with
a conservative hunter suc-
cess rate of around 20%,
there would have been more
than 25,000 hunters in the
field for the special hunt.

"That is a significant
number of hunters who par-
ticipated in the Zone T sea-
son, and that's what's really
important. The season pro-
vided hunters with addi-
tional opportunities to enjoy
their sport, and it was a
safe hunt,” Mytton said.

No accidents were report-
ed during the special hunt,
but conservation wardens
did report that hunting
pressure on public hunting
grounds within the Zone T
units was very heavy.

You hold in your hand a
living textbook.

Many years ago some news-
paper people recognized that
the newspaper is a “living
textbook.” The simple process
of writing and printing a text-
book means that most of them
are out of date as soon as they
are published.

So the concept of using
newspapers in the classroom
was born. Today, newspapers
are used in classrooms and in
other continuing education
programs throughout the coun-
Iry, not as substitutes for texi-
books but as supplements to
them.

When learning math is not
cool to a youngster, perhaps
using the newspaper to open
the door to percentages -- as
in baseball averages -- may be
a major breakthrough. When
trying to learn about adjec-
tives, finding examples in
newspaper stores may make
them come alive in real situa-
tions.

Parents can pick up on this
concept and read newspapers
to their children, and encour-
age them to read the newspa-
per themselves when they are
able.

Since textbooks aren't cool,
don’'t tell your children they
are holding a living textbook
when they pick up a newspa-
per. But watch their grades
improve and watch them grow
into well-rounded citizens.

A survey of workers at a
large Detroit industrial plant
attempted to find out what it
was that employes objected to
in their supervisors.

Deer Can Be a Deadly,
Costly Driving Hazard

MADISON -- Deer are a
deadly and costly driving
hazard on Wisconsin high-
ways.

Last year there were
nearly 40,000 deer/auto col-
lisions in Wisconsin result-
ing in three deaths and
more than 800 injured.
About 40% of those acci-
dents occurred in October
and November.

Deer/auto collisions also
cost the auto insurance
industry about $2,000 per
claim, according to the
Wisconsin Insurance Alli-
ance (WIA).

WIA reports that five
cents of every auto insur-
ance premium dollar goes to
pay for the costs of deer/
auto collisions.

Among Wisconsin coun-
ties, Dane, Marathon and
Columbia had the most
deer/auto crashes last year.
In Florence, Adams and
Marquette counties, deer/
auto collisions actually out-
numbered non-deer crashes.

To avoid hitting a deer,
the WIA suggests the fol-
lowing defensive driving
tips:

* Be extra cautious dur-
ing early morning and
evening hours, the most
active time for deer. Use
your high-beam headlights,
which reflect in the deer’s

eyes, to see the deer better.

* Slow down and blow
your horn with one long
blast to frighten the deer
away.

* Brake firmly when
you notice a deer in or near
your path. Do not swerve. It
can confuse the deer as to
where to run. It can also
cause you to lose control
and hit a tree or another
car.

* Be alert and drive
with caution when you are
moving through a deer
crossing zone.

* Always wear your seat
belt. Most people injured in
deer/auto crashes were not
wearing their seat belt.

* Look for other deer
after one has crossed the
road. Deer seldom travel
alone.

If your vehicle strikes a
deer, do not touch the ani-
mal. The frightened animal,
in attempting to move,
could hurt you or itself.
According to WIA, the best
procedure is to get your car
off the road, if possible, and
call the sheriff.

Contact your insurance
agent or company represen-
tative to report any damage
to your car. Collision with
an animal is covered under
the comprehensive portion
of your auto insurance poli-

cy.
