A unanimous vote Mon­

Bob has been a strong 
supporter of Washington 
County 4-H youth by being 
a part of the annual Meat 
Animal Sale and Carcass 
Show and also holding vari­
ous education programs at

Charles Johnson. Johnson 
surprised the community 
when he announced his sud­
den decision to take an 
executive position with a 
Washington D.C. based 
"think tank" foundation, 
leaving behind the last year 
of a two year contract with 
the school district.

Pearson, now in his 26th 
year with the school system, 
first served as high school 
principal (1972-1984), even­
tually switching to teach 
high school math. Last year, 
he took on a new role as 
Kewaskum Middle School 
principal, until stepping 
into the interim superinten­
dent position on August 18.

"I believe that Kewas­
kum schools have been 
great schools, and I want to 
continue to uphold that 
quality, always working to 
improve upon it," Pearson 
stated Tuesday morning. A 
long time resident of the 
community, Pearson coach­
ed football for 12 years and 
various other sports during 
his career.

"I feel I have an under­
standing of what the com­

his business.
The newly named Kewas­

kum Frozen Foods, Inc.

Pearson for his dedication 
to the school district, and 
said she was urged by an 
overwhelming majority of 
community members to hire 
Pearson permanently. "It 
was the people of this com­
munity that talked to me, 
that gave him their support, 
and I put a lot of credibility 
into that."

To bring his superinten­
dent’s license up to date, 
Pearson will be taking six 
credits at Marion College 
this semester. He was 
granted his license in 1978. 
His contract, effective 
through June 30, 1999, sets 
a salary of $85,000.

The Kewaskum Village 
Board unanimously ap­
proved a $87,906 or 5.3% 
general budget increase at 
Monday evening’s Public 
Hearing in front of one vil­
lage taxpayer in atten­
dance.

Village taxes, including 
debt retirement and inter­
est are $689,341.00 at the 
rate of $5.78 per thousand. 
The total tax levy is 
$2,748,699.70 at the rate of 
$23.05 per thousand.

The property tax levy to 
be collected will be reflect­
ing an increase, caused 
from real growth within the 
village, a drop in the ratio 
equalized value versus 
assessed value and a slight 
increase.

Looking at the entire pic­
ture, Village Administrator 
Dan Schmidt explained the 
tax levy will reflect an 
increase of $60,323 or 
9.59%.

The Village Property Tax 
Rate will also reflect an 
increase of 23.6c or 4.3% in 
comparison to that of 1996- 
97. The equalized value for 
1997 has increased 
$11,246,700 or 9.65% and 
the assessed value for 1997 
increased $5,802,100 or 
5.1%.

The Village Tax Rate for 
1996 was $5,545 compared 
to the 1997 Tax Rate of 
$5,781 per $1,000 of asses­
sed value.

Schmidt stated the as­
sessed gross tax rate has 
increased from $22.10 to 
$23.05 this year, an in­
crease of $.95 or 4.3%, 
adding all taxing jurisdic­
tions have tried to stabilize 
their budgets. With the help 
of state funds being sent to 
the school districts, this 
appears to have helped.

The administrator fur­
ther explained, "The State 
Tax Credit, we have re­
ceived and that comes in at 
$1.81 per thousand." This 
means the net Tax Rate is 
$21.24.

Schmidt also added, 'We 
do have our final figures on 
the lottery credit now, and 
it comes out to $71.81." 
Every tax bill will receive 
the lottery credit.

A breakdown of the 
25.1% or ($5.78) of the 
$23.05 gross tax rate pays 
for approximately 71 munic­
ipal services summarized as 
follows:
General Government $1.01 
Protection/Police $1.21 
Protection/Fire .66 
Public Works $1.05 
Health & Welfare .01 
Park & Recreation .40

Cons. & Development .08 
Library .33 
Capital Outlay .75 
Special Revenue Fund .03 
Debt Service-General .25

TOTAL $5.78
These are provided under 

the direction and control of 
the Village Board and Ad­
ministrator.

The remaining 74.9% 
($17.27) of your gross tax 
rate is collected by the vil­
lage on behalf of the four 
other agencies that can’t, by 
law, issue their own tax 
bills, and includes: Wash­
ington County - $4.23; State 
of Wisconsin - .21; Kewas­
kum School District - $11.32 
and Moraine Park Techni­
cal College - $1.51.

For the village, the level 
of all basic services has 
remained at or near the 
same as in previous years. 
The budget shows a modest 
amount of street mainte­
nance work accomplished in 
1998. The State Legislature 
did increase the Depart­
ment of Transportation 
budget slightly, making it 
possible for the Village to 
maintain a similar level of 
proposed street work.

It should also be noted 
that the Village has again 
had its share of State 
Shared Revenue and Ex­
penditure Restraint monies 
cut. This year, approximate­
ly $21,547 will be lost.

According to the Village 
Administrator’s Taxpayer 
Memo, the Village Board 
and Village Employees 
pride themselves in provid­
ing quality services at a rea­
sonable cost to the taxpay­
ers, as well as trying to 
reduce the cost of providing 
those services.

It should also be noted 
the State does provide grant 
money to operate an effec­
tive recycling program cur­
rently, but this program 
level of funding by the state 
has been reduced. A certain 
percent of recovered recy­
clable materials need to be 
met or the Municipality will 
be required to charge for 
garbage collection with the 
implementation of a volume 
base fee. The Village of 
Kewaskum meets this per­
centage by only two points, 
so everyone is asked to 
improve their participation 
in the recycling program.

In other business brought 
before the Board, Schmidt 
stated garbage collection for 
the holidays would remain 
on the usual pickup days, 
that being Wednesday, 
December 24, and Wednes­
day, December 31. He 
added the Municipal Build-

Kenneth Soerens, long time

ing. “I am going to miss teach­
ing and the contact with stu­
dents in a classroom setting. 
I’m hoping my experience as a 
teacher will be valuable in 
helping other teachers become 
better educators. I am also 
very happy to be starting my 
second career in the 
Kewaskum school district.”

A native of Cedar Grove, 
Ken resides there with his wife 
Donna, and daughters, Holly a 
sophomore in high school, and 
Jenny, a seventh grader.

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The Wild Adventures of 
Jill in the Netherlands

Jill Pamperin
My mom said you would 

want to know what I have been 
doing, well, now I finally have 
the time to write you a letter. 
My name is Jill Pamperin and 
I should be a junior at 
Kewaskum High School. Well, 
right now I am in the 
Netherlands on a foreign 
exchange for a year with the 
Rotary. It is the greatest expe­
rience of my life!

I arrived in this country on 
July 31st and met my host par­
ents who I have lived with for 
the first four months. Since I 
live in the northeast corner of 
the country, it was a long drive 
home. I then stayed there a 
week before going to a two 
week language camp. At the 
camp I learned a lot of Dutch 
so I could start to talk more to 
the people. Communication 
isn’t such a problem - the 
Netherlands is such a small 
country that everyone speaks 
English and about half can 
speak French and German 
also.

That was four months 
ago,since then I began school, 
and we just finished the first 
grading period. The school 
here is leveled according to 
ability and I am in the middle 
level, the class before graduat­
ing year. I do my best in 
school and try the homework. 
The classes I am taking are the 
easiest -- U.S. geography, 
math, English, German, 2-D 
art, 3-D art/shop and two times

a day, Dutch. I also take the 
required classes of gym, reli­
gion and current events. My 
classes are taught in Dutch. 
My written Dutch isn’t too 
good yet, so it is hard at lest 
time. I managed to pass half of 
my classes and I did better 
than some of the Dutch stu­
dents - that made me happy.

When school is done, I bike 
home. Everybody here owns a 
bike, the national average is 
1.3 bikes per person. Because 
the country is flat, it isn’t very 
hard to bike,but it is getting 
cold now. The wind always 
blows cold because I live one 
mile from the sea. I feel sorry 
for the kids that must bike one 
hour to school. When I get 
home it is tea time- you can 
never skip tea time- it is a ritu­
al.We sit around and drink lea 
for half an hour. Then I try to 
do my homework.

Two nights a week 1 play in 
bands. One is an orchestra, the 
other a farmer band. The 
farmer band plays “folk 
music” and the uniform is the 
old farmer clothes. This means 
wooden shoes (klompen) so I 
had to buy some nice yellow 
ones. Also, one night a week I 
take ballroom dancing. It is a 
normal thing to do here. My 
brothers must gel their diplo­
ma or my parents won’t let 
them get a driver’s license. 
There we leam to dance, now 
we are learning The Tango. I 
find it fun- but my brother who 
is my partner isn’t so excited.

Here I live in a big family, 
my parents, my brothers Joost 
(17), Gijsbert (15) and my sis­
ter, Machteld (13). My dad is 
the mayor of the town- a pro­
fession here- you have to go to 
college for it and get hired by 
the Queen. (Yes, Holland has a 
royal family with a queen as a 
ruler.) Mom is a housewife and 
belongs to lots of societies. I 
live in a very old house, over 
250 years old. It is one with 12 
foot ceilings, 8 foot windows, 
servant’s quarters and just 
overall huge!

I live in the corner of the 
country in the town of Delfzijl. 
It is slightly bigger than West 
Bend and I live a 15 minute

bike ride from the center. All 
the area around is farms- dairy 
and sheep farms. Some grow 
sugar beets and other crops, 
but mostly you see the black 
and white cows. The differ­
ences between this and the 
area around Kewaskum is that 
the farms are smaller here and 
there is a larger town every 10 
miles and small villages every 
2 miles. To show you how 
small the country is- going 100 
kph (60 mph) it takes only four 
hours to cross the country in 
the longest direction.

The food here is good- they 
eat chocolate for breakfast. 
You spread butter on your 
bread and then put on choco­
late sprinkles, spread or shav­
ings. Other than that the food 
is normal- well, they eat tons 
of potatoes. We eat boiled 
potatoes every night! They do 
eat eel here, but I haven’t had 
that yet.

For me the language isn’t 
too difficult- I can talk pretty 
well after four months, my 
words are just in the wrong 
order. I always forget to pul all 
the verbs at the end. The writ­
ing isn’t so good though. If 
you can believe it, it is even 
more illogical than English. 
Leiters disappear, reappear, 
and double by their own will 
all the time. So you can spell 
the same word many different 
ways. It is a good thing I don’t 
have to write any term papers, 
but learning Dutch spelling 
makes my English spelling 
worse!

Soon I will be moving to 
another family. I have three 
families during my slay. I will 
be a bit sad, they have no kids 
at home, so it will be a bit 
lonely. But they do have a lot 
of pels and live farther away 
from the school so it will be a 
long ride to school every day

They always help me with my 
Dutch by correcting my many 
mistakes and they don’t speak 
English to me so I learn the 
Dutch faster.

Already I have done some 
traveling in the country. I also 
went to Poland for a week on 
an exchange program with the 
school. It is a whole different 
place there- a bit dismal and 
gray. Everyone is so somber 
there- you have to go there and 
experience it for yourself to 
know what I mean. The girl I 
stayed with there will come 
back and stay with me for a 
week in spring. I have also 
been to Germany a few times, 
including to Berlin for a day. I 
haven’t been to Amsterdam, 
but I am arranging a trip now.

The styles are a bit different 
here- everyone has skin tight 
clothes. The guys also wear 
turtleneck sweaters and 
scarves. Everyone here wears 
a scarf inside and outside- not 
only the girls but guys too. 
The most popular music is 
“house music” which means 
all you can hear is two beating 
bass drums. The rest is

The Winter Parking Restrictions and Snow Emergency 

Parking Restrictions go into effect at mid-night (12:00 a.m.) on 
December 1, 1997.

Municipal Code Section 7.04(3) Niaht Parking 
Restrictions, reads as follows: Signs have been erected at or rea­
sonably near the corporate limits as provided in Section 349.13, 
Wisconsin Statutes, no person excepting physicians or licensed 
emergency vehicles on emergency calls, shall park or stop any 
vehicle on any public street or highway within the village between 
the hours of 2:00 A.M. and 6:00 A.M. from December 1, to April 
1, of each year; provided that, notwithstanding such restrictions 
vehicles may be parked a period of time not longer than 3 min­
utes for actually loading or unloading of passengers, and provid­
ed further that no other regulation restricting parking as to place, 
time, or manner violated thereby.

The fine for violating the ordinance is:

$5.00 if paid within three (3) days of the issuance of the 
parking citation.

$10.00 if paid after ten (10) days but before 28 days.

After 28 days, the amount is $25.00 and a notice will be 
sent to the Motor Vehicle Department to suspend your 
vehicle registrations and refuse renewals until the cita­
tion is satisfied.

An important fact is the owner of the vehicle is responsi­
ble for the payment of the citation whether or not he or 
she was the operator.

Municipal Code Section 7.04 (4) Removal of Illegally 
Parked Vehicles, This section covers the issuance of citations to 
and possible removal of such vehicles in violation of this ordi­
nance. In addition to other penalties provided by Section 7.04(6) 
of this code, the owner or operator of a vehicle so removed shall 
pay the cost of the towing and storage.

we couldn’t be prouder. If ya 
can’t hear us now, we’ll yell 
a little louder!" And we did! 
I was really looking forward 
to singing our school song 
with the voices of current 
and past students. But I 
was almost the only one 
singing. I then felt it my 
responsibility to make sure 
it was sung, so I really belt­
ed it out -- and made my 
dad, always the good sport, 
sing with me! What hap­
pened to school spirit?!! If 
some event ever needs an 
old cheerleader who still 
has it, let me know!!

When your stroll on 
Main Street gets to the site 
of your sister and brother- 
in-law’s office (Henry Timb­
lin Trucking), don’t forget 
that the tavern/building 
was run by someone named 
Wink sometime in the 50’s 
(or late 40’s?). My grandpar­
ents always referred to it as 
Wink’s Corner. And when 
you get to the former site of 
the depot, try to include a 
jab" at whoever it was who 
decided to tear it down. I 
loved that building! As 
Postmaster, one of my 
grandpa’s responsibilities 
was to go to the depot each 
day to collect a big pouch 
which had some of the day’s 
mail in it. As one of the 
trains went through town

and slowed way down, 
someone on the train 
hooked the pouch on some 
device alongside the tracks. 
My grandpa would go to 
retrieve it. Also, I distinctly 
recall Fred Schlief picking 
up mail pouches and parcels 
at the depot, loading them 
on this big old wagon with a 
long handle (like a great big 
flat coaster wagon), and 
pulling it down Main Street 
to the Post Office. The 
wagon had really big 
wheels, which had no rub­
ber on them. One of Fred 
and Elsie Schliefs daugh­
ters, Elaine, goes to my 
church here in Menomonee 
Falls and she and her hus­
band remember it too. I 
think I have a picture of 
Fred and the wagon some­
where... but where? I have 
so many pictures to sort 
through and so little time to 
do it. The last train at night 
went through town at 10 
p.m. heading north. With

my grandma’s sister, Erna, 
living in Milwaukee then, 
my grandparents and I 
were on that train so fre­
quently that they knew the 
conductors and they knew 
us by name. One conductor 
used to always buy me a 
Baby Ruth candy bar in the 
West Bend Depot when we 
went into Milwaukee on 
the early train. I can also 
remember the excitement 
when a "streamliner" went 
through town in the 50’s. 
Mighty cool train! Orange 
and white, if I remember 
correctly.

Well, I certainly did 
ramble on here. But Kewas­
kum and "the good old days" 
are favorite subjects of 
mine. It’s hard to stop once 
I get going!

MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 8 PUBLIC WORKS
THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM DO ORDAIN AS 
FOLLOWS:

THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM, WISCONSIN 
WISH TO AMEND CHAPTER 8 - PUBLIC WORKS TO READ AND ORDAIN 
AS FOLLOWS:

8.13 MAILBOXES. No person shall install or erect a cluster mailbox in the 
Village without a permit issued by the Director of Public Works therefor. The 
Director of Public Works shall approve the location of such cluster mailbox 
before the permit shall be issued. The term 'cluster mailbox' shall not be 
construed to mean 'a cluster of mailboxes.' If the permit is for other than a 
formal cluster mailbox unit(s) a detail drawing reflecting size, type of con­
struction and location need to be submitted for Village Board approval, as 
well as any other information requested by the Village Board. No individual 
mailboxes shall be allowed in the Village. The existing individual mailboxes 
need to be maintained in a pleasing and safe manner adjacent to the specific 
address served by such mailbox. Only 'cluster mailboxes' or approved alter­
natives shall be allowed in the Village.

(1) Cluster Mailbox Permit Fee. The fee for a permit for locating a 
cluster mailbox shall be $10.00 payable in advance of permit being issued.

(2) An approved alternative to the aforementioned 'cluster mailbox* 
shall be door to door delivery of mail by the US Postal Service. This delivery 
would be to the structure at which a residence and/or business resides.
