According to Grothman, 
the legislature that is now 
in session has not been very 
productive to this point. In 
part, because the assembly 
is run by the Republicans 
and the senate is run by the 
Democrats, there were alot 
of issues they did not have a 
"meeting of the minds" on.

Basically, three major 
issues, however, will be 
taken up in the next few 
weeks. The first issue they 
will be dealing with will be

In a split vote, the Ke­
waskum School Board Mon­
day night decided they, not 
the community, would 
determine the fate of Beech­
wood School.

The motion to approve a 
two-part referendum that 
would have taken place in 
June was defeated 4-3. 
Board President Jean 
Goeden, Mary Andera, Lisa 
Maul and Tom Timblin 
voted against it. In favor 
were John Schulte, Jon 
Downs, and Larry Fechter.

The binding referendum 
(part one) would have asked 
taxpayers to authorize the 
reopening of Beechwood 
School, including renova­
tions and additions, not to 
exceed $600,000, and (part 
two) allow the district to 
exceed the revenue caps by 
$120,000 a year to fund 
annual operating costs of 
the school.

Out of about 40 audi­
ence members, five voiced 
their concerns to the board, 
including Facility Study 
Committee chairperson 
Amy Pamperin, who out­
lined her support for open­
ing the school. "There’s an 
adequate student popula­
tion in the area (approxi­
mately 110-120), there’s 
local support for the ele­
mentary that would ease 
overcrowding at Farming­
ton and KES, reopening 
costs are less than $2,000 
per student, which are rea­
sonable costs. At a cost of $2 
per hundred thousand of 
assessed value, I believe our 
electorate would support a 
recurring referendum for 
such an educationally and 
economically sound ap­
proach to educating our 
children," Pamperin said.

Wisconsin Runner 
In Boston Marathon

Rick Stefanovic, son of 
Richard and Elaine Stefan­
ovic of Kewaskum, and a 
graduate of Kewaskum 
High School, was the fastest 
Wisconsin runner in the 
102nd Boston Marathon on 
Monday.

Tom Timblin, consider­
ing the outdated and over­
crowded Kewaskum Ele­
mentary School, said the 
focus has gone away from 
KES and on to Beechwood, 
endangering, or at least 
delaying, the fate of the vil­
lage school. "We are the 
elected officials, and I 
believe we should make the 
decision," he said, asking 
that the Beechwood propos­
al be put on the May 11th 
school board agenda.

School District Adminis­
trator Clark Pearson said 
the need (to address KES) is 
there, whether Beechwood 
is opened or not. Its direct 
affect would more likely be 
felt at Farmington, reduc­
ing the cost of additions at 
that school.

From a lengthy and pas­
sionate speech, Mary An­
dera announced she had 
changed her mind by listen­
ing to her heart, and no 
longer supported a voter’s 
choice on the issue. Criti­
cizing community attitudes 
she had previously thought 
the "Andy of Mayberry" dis­
trict was free of, she 
expressed disgust that the 
Beechwood topic had 
become "so ugly and territo­
rial on all sides, we’ve lost 
our focus." "And these peo­
ple go to church on Sun­
day," she lamented. She 
added those who threatened 
to leave the district if 
Beechwood remained clos­
ed, could leave. She had had 
enough of gossip and 
rumors, and asked the focus 
to return to meeting the 
needs of all the students in 
the entire district.

In support of the refer­
endum, Larry Fechter back­
ed an electorate decision, 
saying it wasn’t so much 
about opening Beechwood

spend anymore money at all 
as far as Fm concerned."

Grothman commented 
there are people (in Madi­
son) that want to pay down 
some debt and he doesn’t 
mind that, however, he feels 
the problem with that is, 
"the type of people who 
want to pay down debt are 
the same type of people who 
want to spend the money to 
create that debt in the first 
place. They’re going to say 
they’re fiscally responsible. 
Really, they just don’t want 
to cut taxes because they 
want more money to spend 
two years from now."

Grothman feels the major 
tax cut that has been pro­
posed by the governor has 
certain flaws in it, specifi­
cally the education tax cred­
it.

Grothman said, "I ran on 
the idea that we want to 
help parents who send their 
kids to private schools.

flaws in the government’s 
program, though, that I 
think have to be taken care 
of."

Grothman added, "What 
we have is, quite frankly, 
alot of politicians who are so 
scared to death of being 
accused of helping the rich, 
they won’t even help the 
middle class. That’s the 
problem."

Another problem he poin­
ted out whenever you give 
something back dollar for 
dollar you encourage cheat­
ing. Regarding tuition, he 
cited an example whereby 
you could hire a family 
member to teach piano and 
then put it on the tax 
return, and who would 
check it?

He stated he would 
rather restrict the credit to 
book fees and then private 
schools could charge more 
book fees and less tuition. 
He feels there would be less 
cheating and more people 
would benefit then from the 
governor’s plan.

Grothman said the 
biggest problem he has with 
the governor’s plan, howev-

er, is the huge marriage 
penalty associated with it.

BadgerCare, the W-2 
Child Care Proposal, the 
education credit, and the 
earned income tax credit, 
all benefit single parents.

He stated, "What they 
did was they made these 
benefits too generous in the 
first place. The big problem 
with the FDC system was it 
kind of changed society by 
saying we’ll set you up as a 
single parent."

Grothman feels all the 
new programs have the 
same problem and that is 
they are not helping every­
one across the board.

Another issue coming up 
is the governor’s truth in 
sentencing proposal, which 
will wind up putting people 
in prison a lot longer. 
Grothman stated he will 
certainly vote for it, howev­
er, he is a little concerned 
regarding the shortage of

Diabetes Care
(NAPS)—Encouraging news 

for the 16 million people in 
the US who suffer from dia­
betes. Diabetes research has 
led to many advances in dia­
betes management and treat­
ment of its complications.

• New forms of purified 
insulin, such as human in­
sulin produced through 
genetic engineering.

• Better ways for doctors 
to monitor blood glucose lev­
els and for people with dia­
betes to test their own blood 
glucose levels at home.

• Laser treatment for dia­
betic eye disease, reducing 
the risk of blindness.

• Better ways of manag­
ing diabetic pregnancies, 
improving chances of suc­
cessful outcomes.

What’s Ahead?
In the future it may be pos­

sible to administer insulin 
through nasal sprays or in the 
form of a pill or patch. Devices 
that can “read’' blood glucose 
levels without having to prick 
a finger to get a blood sample 
are also being developed.

Researchers continue to 
search for the cause of dia­
betes and ways to prevent and 
cure the disorder. Scientists 
are looking for genes that may 
be involved in Noninsulin­
dependent diabetes (NIDDM) 
and Insulin Dependent dia­
betes (IDDM). Some genetic 
markers for IDDM have been 
identified, and it is now pos­
sible to screen relatives of peo­
ple with IDDM to see if they 
are at risk for diabetes.

Warning Signs
Though people of any age can 

get diabetes it is more common 
in older people. For a person 
with diabetes that has not yet 
progressed to diabetic foot dis­
ease, there are many warning 
signs which could point in that 
direction, and which should be 
called to the attention of the 
family physician or podiatrist.

They include:
• redness or other discol­

oration of the skin.
• change in the size or

shape of the foot or ankle.

• pain in the legs, either 
at rest or while walking.

• open sores, with or with­
out drainage, that are slow 
to heal.

• ingrown toenails.
• dry cracking and open 

fissures in the skin.
Persons with diabetes 

should visit a podiatric physi­
cian regularly for foot inspec­
tion, no less than once a year.

Dear Editor,

April 19-25, 1998 is 
known as Sexual Assault 
Awareness Week in Wiscon­
sin. This is a week estab­
lished to raise the aware­
ness level of individuals in 
our community about sexu­
al violence and tear down 
the wall of silence that sur­
rounds this epidemic. The 
theme of Sexual Assault 
Awareness Week this year 
is "Challenging Attitudes, 
Changing Behaviors: Unit­
ing Communities to end 
Sexual Violence."

Did you know?
* Rape is the most 

underreported crime in the 
Unites States.

* 15% of sexual assaults 
are committed against 
males. It is also estimated 
that as many as one in five 
to one in eight men have 
been sexually abused as 
children.

♦ 1,871 women will be 
raped today in this country. 
That is 78 per hour and 1.3 
per minute.

* The majority of vic­
tims (87.4%) and offenders 
(72%) were Caucasian in 
Wisconsin in 1996.

* 92% of all sexual 
assaults in Wisconsin were 
perpetrated by someone 
known to the survivor (par­
ent or other relative, family 
friend, date... etc.). Only 
eight percent were stran­
gers.

Sexual assault does not 
discriminate by age, race, 
gender or economic status. 
Sexual assault is more

about the need for power 
and control over someone 
than it is about sex. Sexual 
assault is forcing, coercing, 
or manipulating sexual 
activity on someone who 
does not want it or is not old 
enough to legally consent to 
it. Victims do not cause 
their assaults and are not to 
blame. Offenders are solely 
responsible for their ac­
tions.

To raise awareness lev­
els of sexual assault it is 
important to talk about it 
with your family (male and 
female members alike,) and 
friends. You can read books 
and attend educational pre­
sentations if you are inter­
ested in finding out more 
information about sexual 
assault and the services 
available in Washington 
County. You can also volun­
teer for an organization 
that works to prevent sexu­
al assault. If you are inter­

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Cold Water a Special 
Concern for Safe Boating

MADISON - Mild tem­
peratures and the itch to go 
fishing are luring many peo­
ple onto Wisconsin waters, 
prompting state officials to 
caution boaters to be extra 
careful during the spring.

"People get lulled into 
this hypnotic stage of, ’it’s 
65-70 degrees outside -- it’s 
perfect for boating,’" says 
Bill Engfer, boating law 
administrator for the 
Department of Natural 
Resources. "But cold tem­
peratures, debris in the 
water, and unpredictable 
weather can be a formula 
for disaster, so boaters need 
to counter by being extra 
cautious and wearing a life 
preserver."

Anglers should be par­
ticularly careful because 
they are frequently moving 
around in their boat, in­
creasing their chances of 
capsizing or falling into the 
water. Last year, more than 
half of the 29 people killed 
in boating accidents in 
Wisconsin were fishing and 
more than two-thirds of all 
the victims fell overboard or 
ended up in the water when 
their boat capsized or 
swamped.

One reason spring boat­
ing requires extra caution is 
that the water temperature 
is cold -- now in the 40 
degree Fahrenheit range on 
lakes in southern Wisconsin 
and below freezing on some 
northern lakes -- and people 
run the risk of hypothermia 
if their boat or canoe tips or 
they go overboard, Engfer 
says.

Hypothermia occurs 
when the body loses heat 
faster than it can produce 
it; typically, the condition

usually contributes to 
deaths by inhibiting the vic­
tims’ ability to swim or stay 
afloat.

People lose body heat 25 
times faster in cold water 
than in cold air, and 
hypothermia can occur in 
any water less than 70 
degrees, which means large 
lakes and rivers pose a risk 
even in warm months, 
according to the U.S. Coast 
Guard.

Wearing a life jacket 
can help protect a boater 
from suffering hypothermia 
and drowning if an accident 
occurs. Boaters who end up 
in the water may have little 
time to put a life jacket on 
once they have plunged into 
the icy water, and life jack­
ets allow a person to float 
without expending energy 
and provide insulation as 
well, Engfer says.

"Always wear your life 
jacket -- it’s even more 
important in the spring and 
fall because if you fall in, 
the temperature of the 
water likely will take your 
breath away and you may 
become disoriented," he 
says. "If you’re in 50 degree 
water for 50 minutes, you 
have a 50 percent better 
chance of survival if you 
wear a life jacket."

Boaters also need to be 
aware of weather conditions 
before they venture onto the 
water, and while they are 
on the water. Engfer sug­
gests people take along a 
weather radio or regular 
radio or tune into their 
marine band’s weather 
channel, and be aware of 
conditions around them. A 
steady increase in wind or 
thick dense clouds can be

signs of approaching 
storms.

"If you see or hear a 
report that a storm is 
approaching, don’t stay out 
on the water but come back 
in," Engfer says. "If you get 
caught out on the water in 
extremely bad water, in­
stead of trying to make it 
back across to where you’re 
docking, take your boat to 
shore, pull it out and wait 
out the storm. It’s better to 
be a few minutes late than 
never to return."

Other safety tips for 
spring boating include:

* Tell somebody where 
you are going and when you 
expect to return.

* Dress appropriately 
for the weather, in layers 
that can be peeled off and 
put back on as the tempera­
ture dictates.

* Watch carefully for 
branches and other debris 
that may have been carried 
into the water by snowmelt 
or runoff and avoid any­
thing that appears to be 
floating on the water.

* Be aware that river 
water levels will be higher 
and currents faster in 
spring, and boat within 
your capabilities.

* If you end up on the 
water, stay with your boat 
and try to pull yourself up 
on it since the air tempera­
ture is likely warmer than 
the water.

School Bus 
Crashes Down 
In Wisconsin

Congratulations go out 
to all Wisconsin school bus 
drivers. For the third year 
in a row, school bus crashes 
have gone down in Wiscon­
sin.

Robert Christian, execu­
tive director of the Wiscon­
sin School Bus Association, 
said, "From a high in 1994 
of 1,126 crashes to 886 for 
1997 is very, very good." A 
reduction from 1994 was 
240 or over a 21% reduction 
in just three years. In 1996 
there were 945 crashes com­
pared to the 886 in 1997, 
giving a 6.2% reduction.

Of course, once again in 
1997 th£i£ .were no school 
bus occupants killed during 
the year.

The most crashes oc­
curred on the ride home in 
the afternoon with a total of 
351 crashes followed by the 
early morning runs with 
339. The balance were on 
noon runs and extra curric­
ular trips.

Five counties had no 
school bus crashes during 
calendear year 1997. Hats 
off to Ashland, Florence, 
Marquette, Pepin and 
Washburn. The following 12 
counties had only one accid- 
dent each during 1997: 
Adams, Bayfield, Buffalo, 
Burnett, Crawford, Jackson, 
Langlade, Menomonee, 
Shawano, Trempealeau, 
Vernon and Waushara.

The three largest coun­
ties stayed about even. 
Milwaukee County had 404 
school bus crashes in 1997 
compared to 407 in 1996. 
Dane County went up one 
to 31 crashes and Wau­
kesha County went from 60 
to 62 school bus crashes.

Seven counties had a 
large decrease in the num­
ber of school bus crashes 
during 1997 versus 1996. 
Manitowoc County had the 
largest decrease at 77% less 
crashes: Manitowoc County, 
77% less; Fond du Lac 
County 58% less; Marathon

County, 57% less; La Crosse 
County, 42% less; Waupaca 
County, 40% less; Brown 
County, 31% less; Winne­
bago County, 26% less.

Better training, better 
reporting methods and for 
the most part a little better 
weather in 1997 versus 
1996. Christian pointed out 
that crashes on snow/slush/ 
ice and rain were down a 
total of 117 crashes because 
of better weather. However, 
crashes were up on dry 
pavement by 81.

Crashes where the con­
dition of the pavement was 
unknown were down 23. 
Hence school bus crashes 
were down by 59. If some­
one has a question on their 
particular county, please 
contact the Wisconsin 
School Bus Association.

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4C Helps Parents, Children 

Choose Summer Camps

up to date. Examining the 
physical environment of the 
camp can tell a parent a 
great deal about its attitude 
and the quality of its pro­
gramming.

6. Health and Safety: The 
best camps provide an 
atmosphere in which the 
campers feel safe, both psy­
chologically and physically. 
The camp policies should be 
clearly stated and adhered 
to by the staff.

7. Food: One of the great­
est concerns a child has 
about going to camp is what 
kind of food he or she will 
be eating. While parents 
should keep nutrition in 
mind when evaluating the 
camp’s menu, they should 
also consider whether or not

"Our child care 
referral specialists are 
available to educate parents 
on the many different types 
of child care and to answer 
any questions you may have 
on how to look for a summer 
camp." 4C can refer you to 
specialty, resident, or day 
camps in Milwaukee, Wau­
kesha, Washington and 
Ozaukee counties.

4C recommends that par­
ents examine the following 
criteria when choosing a 
summer camp:

1. Stability: Look at the 
camp’s past performance 
and its prospects for the 
future. Has it been under 
sustained leadership?

2. Staff: The staff reflects 
the interests and values of 
the director. Get to know 
them first. Are there 
enough staff? What is the 
turnover rate? Are these 
people good role models?

3. Goals and Values: Are 
these stated clearly in the 
camp’s literature? Are they 
expressed and reflected by 
the staff and directors as 
well? The goals and values 
should be supported by the 
program and be in accor­
dance with your family’s.

4. Program Makeup of 
the Camp: The program 
should consist of age appro­
priate activities designed to 
foster positive attitudes and 
teach skills. The activities 
should be focused on the 
interests and abilities of the 
children, not the counselors.

5. Camp Facilities: The 
facilities should be ade­
quate for the number of 
campers, in good repair and

the camp is offering food 
their child will like. Parents 
should ask who plans the 
menu and what arrange­
ments are made for children 
with special diets.

8. Parents Intuition: 
Parents should trust the 
feeling they have when vis­
iting the camp and talking 
with the staff. Request 
names of other families who 
have sent their children to 
the camp and ask them 
about their experiences. 
Make sure that the camp 
"feels right" to both you and 
your child.

Timber Rattlesnakes Now
Protected in Wisconsin

MADISON - The tim­
ber rattlesnake officially 
was listed as a "Protected 
Wild Animal" in Wisconsin 
as of April 1, 1998. This 
designation offers protec­
tion to this snake species, 
which research has indicat­
ed is in decline, by making 
collecting, killing or pos­
sessing the rattler illegal 
except in a situation involv­
ing an immediate threat to 
people, pets or livestock.

Rattlesnakes have suf­
fered from human persecu­
tion in Wisconsin and other 
states where it occurs since 
European settlement, ex­
plains Bob Hay, herpetolo­
gist with the Department of 
Natural Resources Bureau 
of Endangered Resources. 
Bounties were paid for sev­
eral years in an attempt to 
eliminate this venomous 
snake. Not until recent 
years did scientists recog­
nize that this valuable 
rodent feeder was in trouble 
and facing future endanger­
ment.

confined to shine in the 
hurdles with a fourth place 
finish in the 300m hurdles 
in 50.0 seconds and a sev­
enth in the 100m high hur­
dles in a time of 17.7 sec­
onds.

"More people are bitten 
while attempting to kill rat­
tlesnakes than any other 
cause other than purpose­
fully handling them," he 
notes.

People can also discour­
age snakes from coming 
into yards by landscaping to 
eliminate places for their 
prey to live or where they 
can take shelter. Eliminat­
ing these preferred places 
will help insure that snakes 
that are removed will not be 
replaced by other timber 
rattlers.
