their mailboxes, addressing 
the Beechwood issue. "I

Charity Becker stated. "My 
children could be flip­
flopped between Beechwood 
and Farmington to fill class 
sizes."

Schulte, Downs, and 
Fechter all expressed their 
surprise at the sudden turn 
of events during last mon­
th’s meeting when the vote 
to approve a referendum 
failed.

Love of Gardening and Life 
Keeps Frank Sell Young

Frank Sell, 94, poses with his beautiful garde' of 
flowers, perhaps the secret to his longevity.

At age 94, Frank Sell 
has seen plenty of seedling 
trees grow to tall heights. 
He’s seen countries taken 
over by other countries. 
He’s stood in bread lines 
that stretched, from say, 
Bonnie Lane to the Village 
Hall in Kewaskum. He dug 
by hand the root cellar 
underneath the shed in the 
backyard. And every day 
throughout the summer, he 
tends to the flowers that 
mark his life like pages of 
history.

Tall and sure-footed, he 
walks through his terraced
rock and flower garden, 
descending uneven stone 
steps as he points out 
tulips, daffodils, narcissus 
and creeping phlox. He built 
the rock wall to hold back 
the steep slope of ground in 
1966. The year before, 
Frank planted all the pine 
and spruce in the lot behind 
his house, now a small for­
est of mature trees. "I’ve 
been busy ever since we 
moved out here," he asserts.

Born in Pomerania, 
Germany, located along the 
coast of the Baltic Sea 
which is now a part of 
Poland, Frank spent his
boyhood exploring the forest 
and it’s vast array of plant 
life. "From little on, I love 
being in the woods, I could­
n’t stay away," he recalls.

On January 3, 1924, he 
first set foot on American 
soil. "There was no work in 
Europe after World War I. 
The bread lines were so 
long. I worked on a farm, 
but I couldn’t see spending 
the rest of my life doing 
that." He first stayed with 
relatives in Kewaunee and

helped them out on their 
farm, but he had his dreams 
and "different ideas," and 
went to Wausau, where his 
first real wages in the 
states paid 29 l/2c an hour.

A turning point in his 
life occurred in 1925 when 
he and a friend took a trip 
to Milwaukee. He liked it, 
decided to stay, and landed 
a job at A.O. Smith where 
he worked for 39 years as a 
maintenance welder. Frank 
married his wife Else in 
September, 1928, on her 
birthday. They were mar­
ried 63 years, until she 
passed away in 1991.

The Sells had originally 
planned to retire in Rhine­
lander, but they moved to 
Kewaskum to be near their 
daughter, JoAnn Diewock. 
Her husband Erik was the 
first manager of Sunburst 
Ski Hill. "Then they moved 
to Colorado where there 
was more skiing. Erik man­
aged a big resort there," 
Frank explains, adding that 
the couple later moved to 
Arkansas. His son Robert 
lives in Eagle River.

Together Erik and 
Frank built the brick ranch 
Frank still lives in on 
Bonnie Lane. "Behind the
house was all heavy brush, 
no trees except some 
Ironwood," Frank relates 
and tells of clearing, planti­
ng, and gardening -- all by 
hand, raising flower and 
vegetable plants from seed - 
- and the big hotbed he built 
to nurture young plants 
when the spring still felt a 
chill. Out behind the veg­
etable garden fresh compost 
was folded and tended and 
worked over until mature 
enough to use when it was

three years old.
Huge geraniums sit in 

pots on the patio, direct 
descendants of his first 
plant. "When my daughter 
was 15 years old, she gave 
her mother a pink Martha 
Washington geranium. I 
kept it growing, and one 
year it got as big as a bush 
with 62 flowers on it. 
Everyone admired it." Now 
producing red flowers, 
Frank explains that it 
reverts back from a hybrid 
to it’s natural state after a 
number of years.

His vegetable garden, 
which he still tills with a 
walk behind rototiller. 
boasts beets, peas, carrots, 
spinach, squash, zucchini, 
white and red cabbages, 
and potatoes. "I never 
bought fresh vegetables all 
winter except for lettuce," 
Frank insists, and says the 

* potatoes don’t sprout in his 
root cellar ’til mid May. 
"Carrots are good to June." 
There was never a weed in 
his vegetable garden, and 
there won’t be any this

"People tell me they’ve 
never seen anything like it."

Else used to teach him 
about the garden. Some­
times she was even down­
right bothered by his obses­
sion with work. In his 
prime, Frank used to go out 
after breakfast and not stop 
until it got dark, except for 
meal breaks.

"Why do you have to do 
this on Sunday?" Else would 
lament. "What I do on 
Sunday, I don’t have to do 
on Monday," Frank would 
answer. Wood violets dot 
the lawn as a reminder of 
the single plant she brought 
home one day because she 
liked it. "Now they’re every­
where," Frank complains, 
but his eyes smile with the 
memory.

Last year Frank still 
made current jams and put 
up dills, but he yearns for 
the peaches, cherries and 
pears he used to can by the 
dozens. "I miss that all 
now." He’s also been known 
to make the most beautiful 
pound cakes, along with 
apple kuchen, rhubarb cof­
fee cake, and stollen for 
Christmas. He still does the 
washing, cooking, and some 
baking, but not as much as 
he used to.

This is going to be the

last garden this year," but, 
Frank says this as though 
he’s said it before. The 
earth is warming, and the 
birds are flitting back and 
forth between bird feeders. 
The black gnats are out in 
full force, which bother 
Frank plenty and leave big 
welts if he doesn’t take care. 
This afternoon he’s going to 
finally cut the grass, after 
days of rain forced delay 
and meanwhile, everything 
grew lush.

At his age, Frank 
thinks that perhaps it’s 
time to moderately slow 
down. He loves family visits 
from his children, seven 
grandchildren, and six 
great-grandchildren, speaks 
of them proudly and shows 
off their pictures. He still 
plays cards with his friends 
from town, he’s like the 
stock from his geranium, 
growing stronger with time, 
spreading deep roots that 
produce more flowers every 
y«ar.

board first denied the re­
opening of Beechwood 
School for the 1999-2000 
school year, with the opera­
tional budget to have been 
paid out of the general fund, 
not through a recurring ref­
erendum to exceed revenue 
caps.

"I’m going to say some 
things I wish I would’ve 
said last time," Jon Downs 
told his fellow members. "I 
feel very strongly about this 
- I believe the Beechwood 
issue should be decided by 
the public, not by us." He 
stated the issue would gain 
closure only through allow­
ing the public a voice in the 
matter. "This is all about 
facilities planning. I don’t 
see why Beechwood is the 
single issue the board has 
got to decide on (referring to 
future building referen­
dums)." Downs then pro­
posed voting again, urging 
to bring it back to the com- 
munity.

Tom Timblin, the main 
recipient of the proddings to 
make a new motion, said he 
did not want to appear arro­
gant, but they (the board) 
were the elected officials. 
"We’ve been working on this 
thing for two years, and we

know so much more than 
the general public about all 
the finances and little 
nuances. We’re more quali­
fied than anybody. All seven 
of us have different opin­
ions, but I believe everyone 
here is sincere as a heart 
attack," he concluded.

Concern over holding a 
recurring referendum was 
discussed by John Schulte, 
who said other members 
feared it would open up 
attempts by the state 
teacher’s union to request 
referendums to raise sal­
aries. "Whether they do 
that or not is not my con­
cern. That shouldn’t affect 
our decision." At this point 
Timblin rejected Schulte’s 
request to revise the mo­
tion.

Trying to gather sup­
port for the re-motion, 
Fechter reiterated his oppo­
sition to a recurring refer­
endum, but implored the 
board fulfill it’s obligation to 
allow people the right to 
vote. "I don’t agree that we 
can’t have a recurring refer­
endum because people don’t 
understand it."

Board President Jean 
Goeden explained that her 
decision was based on a

change in projected student 
growth, which started out 
with past administration 
estimating 4% growth per 
year, but has actually 
turned out to be 1 to 1 1/2%.

"Over a period of three 
years, we’ll be down 90 stu­
dents just at the kinder­
garten level. We’re also los­
ing ten to the school choice 
this year." She added that 
nowhere in the district 
goals does it ever support a 
small, or community school 
concept.

"Those are good points, 
they’re valid," Fechter chal­
lenged, "but again, I’d like 
the board to address why 
you won’t, as a majority, let 
the district vote on it. They 
deserve a crack at the bat. 
Why are we standing in the 
way?"

After the 6-1 vote 
against reopening the 
school, Schulte asked 
Timblin one last time for a 
new motion, and the 
request was granted. The 
new motion (to open 
Beechwood for the 1999- 
2000 school year, with the 
budget to be paid through a 
recurring referendum voted 
on by the public in a June 
16, 1998 referendum, not to 
exceed $600,000) failed once 
again, 4-3, with Goeden, 
Andera, Timblin and Lisa 
Maul voting no.

Personal Watercraft 
Accidents Drop

In a year when overall 
boating facilities soared and 
injuries increased moder­
ately, boating safety experts 
are encouraged by figures 
that show people are more 
safely using personal water­
craft, commonly known by 
such trade names as Jet- 
Skis.

One person died and 40 
people were injured in 54 
accidents involving personal 
watercraft. That compares 
to 1996, when one person 
died and 47 were injured in 
62 accidents, and to 1995, 
when 52 people were in­
jured in 69 accidents.

"The direction it’s been 
going in recent years is very 
encouraging," says Bill 
Engfer, Department of 
Natural Resources boating 
safety administrator. 
"We’ve got more personal 
watercraft out on the water 
and fewer accidents and 
injuries. That shows us our 
education programs and 
personal watercraft laws 
are working well."

Starting in 1993, busi­
nesses that rent personal 
watercraft to people are 
required to educate the 
renter on the spot, using 
DNR-developed materials. , 
Those changes were impor­
tant, Engfer said, because 
rental craft typically ac­
count for more than a quar­
ter of the injury accidents.

"This educational pro­
gram has helped to make 
our safety record for person­
al watercraft among the 
best in the country," Engfer 
said, adding that many 
other states have requested 
copies of the DNR’s educa­
tional materials.

Engfer thinks the decline 
in recent years in personal 
watercraft accidents also 
reflects the fact that more 
older adults are buying the 
machines and that there is 
more pressure among en­
thusiasts to use the ma­
chine safely. "People seem 
to be using more common 
sense when operating 
them," Engfer says. "I think 
peer pressure is having an 
effect along with the 
increased education and 
enforcement efforts."

Overlooking 200 acres of 
wetlands, meadows and 
Wisconsin prairie, Faith 
Haven’s new public chapels 
sit tucked into Kettle 
Moraine Esker, inviting 
seekers to share in the 
vision of a sanctuary, "For 
All Peoples."

The non-profit corpora­
tion has just completed con­
struction of two unique pub­
lic chapels just east of 
County Trunk WW in the 
Town of Wayne. Almost 
opposite in their relation­
ship with time, a tiny log 
chapel graced with a wood­
en cross stand modestly 
beside a futuristic structure 
that supports three twenty

foot tall PVC sewer pipes 
rising up to heaven as an 

linage of the Holy Trinity.
] "A lot of people have 
invested in some pretty har­
rowing experiences to make 
this all possible," Faith 
Haven’s spokesman relates, 
talking about the windy day 
workers erected and se­
cured the pipes. Holding 
them taut with aviation 
wire, it took three men just 
to hold down the ladders, 
the wind was so strong.

The little pioneer log 
chapel is modeled after the 
first St. John’s United 
Church of Christ, built in 
1860. It’s usage was once 
shared with Roman Cath­
olic and Lutheran settlers 
in the area around the 
Town of Wayne, until each

built their own church. The 
replica stands as a remin­
der of a time ;when simplici­
ty functioned best, and wor­
ship was approached with 
humbleness.

The two story futuristic 
"inspirational" sanctuary is 
stark white in comparison, 
welcoming in form with an 
unusual "flying roof sup­
ported by two 6,000 pound 
laminated beams shipped in

from Oregon. Doors open to 
the sound of spiritual/classi- 
cal background music pro­
grammed to automatically 
play for half an hour.

The interior celebrates 
art and the spirit, blended 
into an eclectic array of old 
and new that suggests a 
bold approach to God, yet 
offers it in subtle sugges­
tions. "All the artwork in 
here is used to seduce peo­

ple to righteousness, not to 
evil," the caretaker pur­
ports. Light streams in from 
lots of windows in all 
shapes and sizes, some with 
wire sculptures sandwiched 
between glass, done by local 
artist Spiller.

The entryway is inlaid 
with tile from Czechoslo­
vakia made from recycled 
automobile windshields.

The main worship room is highlighted with colorful spiritual art, with a deck 
that overlooks 200 acres of Kettle Moraine landscape.

Allenton is now manufac­
turing tile using the same 
process. A spauld sugar 
maple floor sets off the 
beauty of the main worship 
area. "Spauld wood has 
started to disease, turning 
it darker in places. I love it 
because its flaws make it so 
interesting," the caretaker 
comments, pointing to a 
wall near the vaulted ceil­
ing. Here carpet sculptures 
done by artist Chuck 
Gerhard of West Bend, 
depicts a huge serpent with 
a tempting apple, a shep­
herd’s staff, a peace dove, 
and the star of wonder. The 
length of the ceiling, 
sparkling with glitter, is

enhanced by three immense 
wooden crosses that were 
almost as difficult to put up 
as the steeple pipes.

Although the chapel is 
non-denominational, fur­
nishings include hints of 
Catholic, Protestant, and 
universal images; an altar 
dedicated to Mary and 
Joseph, a tiny carpeted 
room focusing on an old pic­
ture of the Last Supper 
(labeled by a sign that says, 
"Talk With God Room"), an 
altar made from a real car­
penter’s bench, a Baptismal 
font, organ and altar all on 
wheels and statues of 
angels, saints, ladybugs and

lizards.
One hundred hymnals 

were donated to Faith 
Haven Chapel by St. 
Germain’s United Church of 
Christ.

The lower level has been 
fitted with a comfortable 
community room, equipped 
with a modern kitchen and 
elevator, and handicapped 
accessible restrooms. Set 
into the wall as a conversa­
tion piece is a massive mar­
ble altar once used in a 
church in Italy.

The east side of the 
chapel is wrapped in a deck 
that overlooks acres of for­
mal and forested carriage 
trails, some girded with 
growing hardwoods that 
will one day form a canopy. 
Faith Haven hay rides, 
horse drawn wedding or 
Amish carriage rides offer a 
view of unique metal sculp­

tures dotting the landscape 
as well as the Apostle 
Garden, and over 273 
species of Wisconsin prairie 
plants.

To the south of the two 
chapels, digging is under­
way to create a wildlife 
pond surrounded by a man 
made esker, set into 58 
acres of pristine wetlands, a 
natural home for white 
egrets and blue herons to 
nest.

It took almost one year 
for the public use chapels to 
be completed. "We didn’t 
put contractors on a dead­
line, we didn’t want it hur­
ried," the Faith Havener 
points out, so contractors 
worked in-between other 
jobs to finish the project. A 
private dedication will take 
place in June for contrac­
tors and members of St. 
John’s, with an Open House

for residents of the Town of 
Wayne and the greater com­
munity scheduled for the 
month of August.

Meanwhile, the chapels 
are available for weddings, 
organizations, families or 
anyone wishing to pray, 
meditate, or just relax in its 
sacred beauty. "Adventure 
Away" tours offer a half day 
opportunity to view Faith 
Haven’s natural bounty and 
enjoy a homemade lunch in 
the new community room.
