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Largest Single Gift in Hospital Histo

St. Joseph’s Community Hospital
Of West Bend Accepts Gift of $2
Million for Cancer Care Center

St. Joseph’s Community
Hospital of West Bend
announced Tuesday that it
has received a major contri-
bution in the amount of $2
million to be used for the
hospital’s new cancer care
center. The donor has asked
to remain anonymous.

The gift represents the
largest single donation ever
made to the hospital, which
opened in 1930. Financial,
volunteer and leadership
support from community
residents has been a consis-
tent theme for St. Joseph'’s
since local residents rallied
in the late 1920s to build
the community hospital.

The donation will be
used as specified by the
donor for construction- and
development of the hospi-
tal’s cancer care center, a
key element in an overall
$28.5 million hospital
expansion and redevelop-
ment project.

"St. Joseph’s is truly
grateful for this outstanding
gift. The donation will pro-
vide the major funding to
establish the comprehensive
cancer care facility this
community needs. To us,
the gift also represents the
trust that the benefactor
and other community resi-
dents have placed in our

hospital over the years.
Their trust and their gen-
erosity make our communi-
ty hospital possible,” said
Executive Director Gregory
Burns.

Burns said the donation
will not change the pro-
posed scope of the cancer
care center project, but will
be used to further plans
already in progress.
Groundbreaking for the
cancer care center will
begin late this fall or early
next spring. The cancer care
facility will be connected to
the hospital, having its own
parking and covered en-
trance. It will be built on
the southeast portion of the
hospital campus, at the cor
ner of Oak Street and Ridge
Road.

The $2 million donation
will be used exclusively to
construct the approximately
12,000 square-foot cancer
care center building and to
acquire major clinical
equipment for radiation
therapy. An expanded facili-
ty may also include office
space for medical oncology
physicians.

"This is a remarkable
gift, for which we are very
thankful. The benefactor,
with this gift, has taken the
lead in recognizing the

importance of this new can-
cer care facility,” said
Thomas Kieckhafer, presi-
dent and chairman of St.
Joseph's Community Hospi-
tal. "We feel confident that,
as final design of the overall
project is completed, we will
see more support -- both
large and small -- from
many others in the commu-
nity who also recognize the
value of our local hospital
and the important resource
it represents.”

Thomas Bast, chairman
of the hospital’s Capital
Development Steering
Committee and a board
member, recalled the com-
munity’'s history of out-
standing support for the
hospital.

"This largest single
donation every made to the
hospital follows a great tra-
dition of community support
-- in all amounts -- for major
building additions over the
years. We have wonderful
friends in the community,”
Bast said.

Studies conducted on
behalf of St. Joseph’s in
1994 documented the need
for expanded local cancer
care services, including
radiation therapy. It is
expected that the radiation

School Board Votes to Begin
Set Up of Internet Hookups

When school starts this fall,
students of the Kewaskum
school district will have access
to the internet. Last month the
school board voted 5-1 to
begin the process of setting up
internet hookups at all schools
to enhance educational oppor-
tunities.

Part of the set up costs will
be funded through a TEACH
block grant offered through the
state to fund computer soft-
ware, hardware or internet pur-
chases for public schools.
Kewaskum should receive
$62,000 through this grant,
According to business manag-
er George Allmann, the money
will be applied to the costs of a
new router, new computers,
and a Firewall (blocking pro-
grams for security). “These
will be used extensively,” he

commented.

District technology coordi-
nator Greg Kwaterski detailed
alternative security measures
aimed at alleviating some con-
cerns board members have
over unsuitable materials
available to students through
the internet. Security options
include software blocks, hard-
ware filters, or a subscription
to a list of objectional sights
($2,000 for a three year sub-
scription).” The best approach
is through dedicated staff
supervision,” Kwaterski point-
ed out.

At present, internet infor-
mation has only been available
through specific Career Net
programs set up at the high
school and middle school.
With the recent approval of the
creation of an alternative high
school for the upcoming
school year, participants will

need to use computer pro-
grams that are accessed
through the internet.

Although use of the internet
will be limited to classrooms
or lab settings that maintain
adult supervision, board mem-
ber Tom Timblin said that
there can be no guarantees that
improper use will not take
place. “Regardless of all the

safeguards that we do, I think
they will still have access to
some type of pornography,
bomb building, these things
are out there.”

Kwaterski recommended
waiting to see how use of the
internet went the first year
before a decision was made (O
purchase costly security, let-
ting staff and administration
oversee and evaluate the needs
after some experience was
gained. The Firewall will be
part of the initial set-up, and

additional blocks will be added
in the future through recom-
mendations.

Allmann stated that
although access charges for the
intemet will run about $2,400
per year, it can’t compare (O
the cost of textbooks and the
benefits teachers have through
updated materials, textbooks,
and curriculum on-line. In
addition, many college stu-
dents are now required to com-
municate with professors
through E-mail and need to be
familiar with the process.

Along with the grant, funds
will be taken out of the
$125,000 JET budget to
replace the Fiber Optic access
line with a T-1 line, add 56K
lines with a modem to
Farmington and Wayne
Elementary Schools, put in an
additional high school lab, and
update computers to Windows
95 at the outlying schools.
“The whole dollar amount for
technology will be part of any
upcoming referendum, as well
as major changes in servers
and software,”” Allmann
added.

Board member Mary
Andera, who voted against
internet access at this time, had
hoped for an internet presenta-
tion for the board before it
came to a vote. “We still don't
know what the internet will be
primarily used for,” she said
during meeting. She also ques-
tioned the accuracy of internet
information, and the school
district’s lack of knowing if a
questionable sight had been hit

by a student.

Future instruction and class-
es will be provided for teach-
ers on internet use. The district
will also require students and
parents to sign an Opt-In poli-
cy on internet use and the con-
sequences of misuse,

Board president Jean
Goeden abstained from the
vote.

School District Grappling
With Youth Options Program

Administrators and
board members of
Kewaskum School District
have been grappling with
the state legislature’s re-
cently enacted Youth Op-
tions Program, requiring
Wisconsin high schools pay
tuition for their students
who wish to enroll in college
or technical school courses.
This mandate comes despite
state imposed revenue caps
aimed at reducing school
spending.

Beginning in the 1998-
99 school year, the Youth
Options Program allows all
public high school juniors
and seniors, who meet cer-
tain requirements, to take
post-secondary courses at a
UW institution, a Wisconsin
technial college or a private,
non-profit institution.

According to the Wis
consin Department of
Public Instruction, the
intent is to open doors for
students considering techni-
cal careers or who want to
begin college early, as well
as those preparing for the
workforce after graduation.

District high schools
must pick up the tab if the
school board determines the
course eligible for high
school credit, and is some
thing not already offered at
the high school level
Kewaskum High School cur-
rently offers students 149
different courses.

It opens a Pandora's
Box,” District Business
Manager George Allmann
said of the new program,
who believes it is an
attempt to fill the numbers
f several dying technical
schools throughout the
state

In the past, KHS had
used the previous program
Postsecondary Enrollment
Options started in 1992
primarily for two types of
students: those working to

omplete their GED at
Moraine Park Technical
College, and in special
instances where there were
no accelerated courses
available at the high school
level to provide opportunity
for an advanced student.
Several changes have
occurred under the new pro-
gram: school districts are
now required to pay for
technical courses that are
the same or comparable to
those already offered at the
high school level; they no
longer have to take stu-
dents labeled At-Risk; and
it requires colleges to make
room for any high school
students in good standing,
whether
filled. "A regular college
student can be bumped out
of class by a high school stu
dent," Allmann explained
The school board has
spent a part of the last two
meetings voting on each
individual student request,
evaluating the courses per
their criteria that it be in
line with KHS curriculum.
Confusion has surfaced on a
number of different points

)r not a class is

that aren't clearly spelled
out by the legislature, and
the board has asked if de-
terminations can be made
taking grade point averages
into account.

"If we OK a class for one
person, can we deny it for
another?" board member
Mary Andera asked. "I'm
not OK'ing anything any-
more because we don’t have
enough information from
the legislature.”

Under the current pro-
gramn, Allmann and board
members agreed that a stu-
dent could feasibly finish
high school requirements as
a junior and spend senior
year in college, paid for by
taxpayers in the school dis-
trict.

Typically, one quarter
high school credit is offered
per one semester post sec-
ondary credit, so a four
credit college course would
equal one full high school
credit. The district is
responsible for paying for
up to six credits of postsec-
ondary education. After
that it’'s prorated based on
instructional costs. Costs
include tuition, books, and
any course or lab fees.

"This is the most (stu-
dents) we've had apply for
the upcoming semester,”
District Administrator
Clark Pearson said of the
six applicants. "The law
requires we provide infor-
mation on this program to
all the students and we
have. I think it's an excel-
lent program, but I also
think there should be a lim-
itation on the amount and
kind of classes students can
take

Board president Jean
Goeden voiced concerns
over the type and amount of
classes being applied for.
We've asked administra-
tion to look more closely
into this. Right now stu-
dents are signing up for as
many classes as they can,
judo, yoga, badminton. This
is ludricrous. I voted for it
only because it's the law,
but taxpayers should be
calling their congressmen if
they don't want to pay for

someone else’s college edu- |

cation.”

A student may appeal a
school board’s decision to
not award high school cred-
it/comparability of a college
course within 30 days of the
ruling to the DPI state
superintendent.

In support of the Youth
Options Program, John
Schulte said he believes the
money the district receives
from the state for each stu-
dent (approximately $6,000
per student) should follow
the student. "I don’'t want to
hold students back from
getting ahead. If we get this
money for each kid, why
keep it if they leave to get
education elsewhere? We
throw the most money
toward students doing poor-
ly. The gifted and motivated
are usually the last to get
any help.”

The school board will be
exploring the program in
depth at a future workshop

on the subject, to weigh
their own options under the
restraints of the law. "I'm
totally against it, and I
won't vote for any of these
classes,” Lisa Maul stated.
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"Why should the taxpayers
be paying? That's what
scholarships are for. Some
of these kids are really tak-
ing advantage of it.”

therapy equipment at the
hospital will be able to meet
the needs of approximately
90% of cancer patients in
this area who require radia-
tion therapy.

The cost of the cancer
care facility and equipment
is estimated at more than
$4 million. Included in that
figure is approximately $1.4
million for the linear accel-
erator and related clinical
equipment to provide radia-
tion therapy services.

The hospital’'s board of
directors met Monday after-
noon, June 22, and formally
accepted the donation
agreement, which was pre-
sented through the donor's
attorney. The documents
stipulate that the donor
wishes to remain anony-
mous. However, in the
future, if the donor chooses
to be identified, or upon the
donor’s death, the cancer
care center will be formally
dedicated at a public cere-
mony and named in honor
of the donor and the donor’s
spouse. Until that time, the
center will be known as the
“Cancer Care Center at St.
Joseph’s Community Hospi-
tal."

In December 1997, St.
Joseph's Community
Hospital's board of directors
approved the cancer care
center as part of a major
expansion and redevelop-
ment of the hospital facility.
Plans also include facility
for new inpatient and out-
patient surgical suites and
procedure rooms, expanded
space for outpatient ser-
vices and more. In April
1998, the board approved
expanding the original pro-
ject concept and increased
projected costs for the entire
project from an original $25
million to a not-to-exceed
amount of $28.5 million.
Reserve funds generated by
the hospital over the past
eight years are expected to
pay for a majority of the
expansion project, the rest
to come from financing and
a fund drive.

OBITUARIES

HENRY F. RENARD

Henry F. Renard, Lt. Col.
Retired U.S. Air Force,
Attorney, age 78, died
Wednesday, June 17, 1998.

He was born December 2,
1919, near the historic cov-
ered bridge in the Town of
Cedarburg, Ozaukee Coun-
ty, Wisconsin, to Walter and
Rosetta Renard. He gradu-
ated from West Bend High
School in 1937 and worked
on his family farm and
Cooley’s Cheese Factory
until he enlisted in the
Army Air Corps on July 13,
1942,

He entered active duty in
the Air Force in January of
1943 after receiving flight
training in Oklahoma, Tex-
as and Ellsworth Base,
South Dakota and received
his Wings and Second Lieu-
tenant’s Commission on
November 3, 1943.

Henry was a crew com-
mander of the B-26 Marau-
der and flew 24 missions on
the B-17 Flying Fortress
bombers with the 15th Air
Force based in Foja, Italy
before being shot down on
Christmas Day, 1944, and
becoming a prisoner of war
in Stalag Luft I, Barth,
Germany on the Baltic,
until his release on May 13,
1945.

Henry Renard married
Carol Peterson on July 2,
1945 while on furlough in
Kenosha, Wisconsin and
graduated from the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin Law
School in June, 1950. While
at the University, he was a
member of the University
Band and was on the UW,
Law Review.

Attorney Renard began
the private practice of law
in West Bend in December,
1950 and served as Assis-
tant District Attorney for
Washington County from
1953-1955 and as District
Attorney from 1959-1960.

He began as Washington
County Family Court
Commissioner in July, 1971
on a part-time basis which
became full time and served
in that capacity until his
retirement on December 31,
1990.

After his wife Carol’s
death on January 4, 1991,
he married Mary Ann
Nelson of Red Granite on
December 1, 1992.

Mr. Renard, active in the
American Legion on the
local, district, State and

National levels for many
years, attained the offices of
Post and District Comman-
der and State Commander
from 1974-75, and National
Executive Committeeman
for Wisconsin.

A long time member of
the Lt. Ray Dickop Post No.
36 in West Bend, he was
active in the Wisconsin
Badger Boys State program,
a lifetime member of the
P.O.W. Chapter, lifetime
40et8 member and member
of the National American
Legion for 53 years. Mr.
Renard was a frequent
Memorial Day Speaker
across the State.

Attorney Renard was a
member of the American,
Wisconsin and Washington
County Bar Associations,
and the Family Court Com-
missioner’s Association. He
performed 1310 civil wed-
ding ceremonies, three of
those in German and one in
an airplane.

He was a member and
song director of the Kiwanis
Noon Club, twice served as
Lt. Governor and received
the Hixson Award in 1997.
He judged for the West
Bend High Schools Moot
Court and Forensics. Mr.
Renard was a member of
the Tripoli Shrine, the West
Bend Masonic Lodge,
served on the West Bend
Airport Board 14 years, was
former President of the
American Heritage Class of
the Wisconsin Scottish Rite,
and Washington County
Red Cross Fund Drive
Chairman from 1952-53.

Henry played saxophone
and clarinet in a dance
band begun in the late
1930’s, sang tenor and
directed and served as the
community service chair-
man for SPEBSQSA barber-
shop quartet "Bender
Blenders" in the 1950’s.

Mr. Renard has been a
lifelong member of Imman-
ual United Church of Christ
in West Bend.

He is survived by his
wife, Mary Ann; two daugh-
ters, Susan (Dr. Donald)
Schuster of Madison, Wis-
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consin, and Linda (Richard
A. Jr.) Kellow of West Bend;
two grandchildren, Richard
Garis and Kathryn Grace
Kellow; a sister, Leona M.
Teague; a nephew, Walter
G. (Joan) Teague of West
Bend; other relatives and
friends.

Funeral services were
held Monday, June 22, at 1
p.m. at Immanuel United
Church of Christ in West
Bend with Pastor James
Eckblad officiating. Burial
with full Military Rites at
Washington County Mem-
orial Park followed.

Visitation was Sunday,
June 21, at the Phillip
Funeral Home of West Bend
from 3:30 to 8:30 p.m. and
Monday at the church only
from 11 a.m. until the time
of services.

Memorials may be made
to the American Cancer
Society.
