$3.50 the day of the Shoot.

Proceeds will benefit 
area youth activities.

Taxpayers of the Ke­
waskum School District will 
be voting on a $12 million 
dollar referendum to build, 
enlarge and update schools 
on September 8th.

The school board ap­
proved the resolution at 
Monday night’s school 
board meeting with a 6-1 
vote. Board member John 
Schulte opposed the refer­
endum.

The total package in­
cludes the proposed con­
struction and remodeling of 
Wayne and Farmington 
Elementary Schools and 
Kewaskum High School, 
along with the construction 
of a new elementary school 
and administrative building 
within the village of Kewas­
kum.

The proposed $7.5 mil­
lion two-story elementary 
school building will house 
approximately 28 rooms 
and 24,850 square feet for 
educating pre-school 
through fifth grade stu­
dents, 5,250 square feet for 
special education needs, 
27,350 square feet for 
music, art and an IMC gym­
nasium, 2,250 square feet 
for administrative and stu­
dent services, and 9,550 
square feet for auxiliary 
areas. A flexible, two stage 
gym would allow space for a 
cafeteria, media center, and

community usage.
The building would be 

situated east of the current 
KES on the district’s seven 
acre parcel, with the front 
entrance facing Bilgo Lane. 
Demolition of the old ele­
mentary school will cost an 
additional $300,000. Plans 
are also being discussed to 
reroute bus traffic that is 
presently causing a conges­
tion problem, with a possi­
ble bus lane also located 
along Bilgo Lane in front of 
the new school.

Wayne Elementary 
School would receive a 
4,700 square foot addition 
constructed to also include 
the two stage gym/media 
center/cafeteria, improved 
heating, ventilation, and air 
conditioning, replacement of 
existing windows, addition­
al conference and work 
areas. Cost for the proposed 
improvements - $800,000.

Approximately 20,000 
square feet would enlarge 
Farmington Elementary 
School with a two stage 
gym, offices, classrooms, 
storage and guidance areas, 
and rest rooms. The plan 
also includes remodeling 
the existing classrooms, cor­
ridor and cafeteria, replac­
ing existing windows, and 
updating the HVAC. Total 
cost - $2 million.

The referendum also

asks for approval of $1 mil­
lion worth of renovations of 
the original structure at 
Kewaskum High School, 
replacing corridor ceiling, 
lighting and floor tile, lock­
ers, and HVAC for areas not 
air conditioned. Remodeling 
could also include the Tech- 
Ed and Agriculture Depart­
ments, and a stage addition 
to the main gym.

New district offices are 
designed to fit on or near 
the current KES site after it 
is demolished. The 4,000 
square foot building would 
accommodate administra­
tive needs. Total cost - 
$250,000.

lar referendum. The reopen­
ing of the school would go a 
long way to help ease the 
overcrowding at Farming­
ton. I feel that all the ele­
mentary schools are at or 
near capacity. We currently 
have about 1900 students 
district wide. By the year 
2007 (nine years from right 
now) the student population 
is expected to be at 2400 
students. Looking at this 
$12 million dollar proposal, 
I fail to see how it addresses 
the future needs of the dis­
trict.

The only part of this 
plan that makes any sense, 
is a new KES which is need­
ed. By voting NO at this 
time, however, doesn’t 
mean that a new KES will 
never be built. It will force 
the Board to bring back a 
plan that addresses the 
needs of the entire district 
and its students now and in 
the future.

Questions have to be 
asked. In the beginning 
Farmington Elementary 
was to have a 20,000 square 
foot addition at a cost of 
$1.8 million dollars. Now 
the architectural firm says 
"oops" we made a mistake. 
FES will only get 16,472 
square feet of additions at a 
cost of $2.25 million dollars. 
I wonder what else may be 
cut out of the plans in order 
to bring this proposal in at 
the $12 million dollar cost?

proposal, it is plain to see, it 
is a plan with no real vision 
to the future. NO additional 
classrooms at WES. A net of 
two rooms at FES and one 
of those is for storage. A 
new KES built on the same 
site with the same safety 
concerns for all KES stu­
dents. At the high school 
where we were told we need 
more gym space, we are 
going to lose the very thing 
we have heard that we 
need.

There is no denying 
that the school board, the 
administration, and other 
devoted parties have work­
ed diligently on the upcom­
ing referendum. There is no 
denying that there is a dire 
need for a new elementary 
school in Kewaskum, updat­
ing at Wayne Elementary, 
Farmington Elementary 
and Kewaskum High 
School. New facilities are 
also needed for administra­
tion. There is no denying

$32.00 per $100,000 of 
assessed property value.

But something is miss­
ing here.

Dear Editor and Kewaskum 
School District Residents:

After countless hours of 
discussion by the school 
board, committees, adminis­
tration, and district resi­
dents, we will be voting on 
September 8th for an over­
all building referendum for 
the Kewaskum schools. 
Sincere thanks to everyone 
for their time invested.

There is one strong rea­
son for you to vote yes on 
September 8th and that 
would be to address the 
need for a new KES build­
ing.

But because this is an 
all or nothing package, 
there are many possible 
reasons that residents may 
want to vote no. Some of the 
reasons to vote no might 
include:

1. Some taxpayers are 
wondering why they should 
spend money to add class­
rooms at Farmington when 
there are six empty class­
rooms in Beechwood. Tax­
conscious residents would 
prefer to utilize the space 
we already have. Of course, 
there will always be some 
who will vote no to any tax 
increase, regardless of the 
details.

2. Some people may 
question the decision to 
build the new KES on the 
existing site. There are safe­
ty and traffic issues to con­
sider which have only par­
tially been addressed. There 
are also logistical problems, 
such as where sports teams

will practice during the con­
struction. I feel the board 
misinterpreted the results 
of the failed land referen­
dum and incorrectly con­
cluded that the taxpayers 
would never let them buy 
land. If they had presented 
a plan where taxpayers 
knew which school building 
would be built on the land 
and perhaps selected a 
more suitable parcel, the 
outcome could have been 
dramatically different. I feel 
we have shortchanged our­
selves by deciding to build 
the new KES on the exist­
ing site.

3. Some people, myself 
included, don’t want a larg­
er Farmington school. 
Educationally, we feel that 
two smaller schools (BES 
and FES), with more rea­
sonable class sizes, would 
enhance childrens’ educa­
tional development. The ref­
erendum total dollars would 
not increase, and operating 
expenses could be absorbed 
within the current operat­
ing budget (from the budget 
surplus we’ve had every 
year). This would create an 
environment similar to that 
at the Wayne school. Some 
people label those of us with 
this philosophy part of a 
"special interest group." If 
truly caring about class 
sizes, community schools, 
and improved education is 
considered a special interest 
group, then I wish there 
were more of us.

4. Some people can’t fig­
ure out how the Wayne 
school improvements have 
grown from $550K in March 
to $l,050K now, on a stu­
dent base of approximately 
130 students. Wayne

already has more space per 
student than the other out­
lying schools in our district. 
Wayne currently has 20,000 
sq. ft. for about 130 stu­
dents vs. Farmington’s 
27,000 sq. ft. for about twice 
that many students. Is the 
space there being utilized 
efficiently?

5. Many people feel 
there is a need fbr some 
type of auditorium within 
our district. This idea has 
been kicked around during 
the last several referen­
dums and again slashed to 
keep the overall referendum 
dollars down. Many feel 
that this district does not 
support the fine arts to the 
extent that it supports 
sports, for example.

6. There is question as 
to how far into the future 
this referendum will take us 
as a district. For instance, 
although the middle school 
could technically hold a few 
more children, it is at 
capacity'from a sound edu­
cational standpoint. By vir- 
ture of people moving into 
the district, KMS has the 
fastest-growing segment of 
our district. The board will 
have to be back soon with 
another referendum to 
address this along with 
other issues, like the fact 
that the Wayne improve­
ments are not adding any 
additional student capacity.

Attention school board: 
If the September 8th refer­
endum does not pass, I 
respectfully suggest that 
our next referendum iso­
lates the new KES as a sep­
arate referendum question 
(just as Beechwood should 
have been). Although it is 
ideal to have one overall

plan, perhaps we may need 
to prioritize if we feel the 
need is greater at KES. 
Then instead of no building 
taking place in the district, 
we could possibly get a ref­
erendum passed to address 
one recognized need.

In you do not believe in 
all aspects of this referen­
dum, then you should vote 
no on September 8th. Don’t 
hit the panic button and 
vote yes because you think 
it’s the last chance. This is a 
decision that is going to 
affect our children and our 
grandchildren. The board 
has been spinning their 
wheels on this facility plan­
ning issue for several years. 
They have spent much of 
this time unproductively by 
going back to their own 
drawing board instead of 
utilizing the inputs and con­
clusions of the two facility 
planning committees. More 
unproductive energy was 
spent making sure that 
Beechwood School was 
excluded from the referen­
dum ( an item initiated by 
our school board, not any 
"special interest group"). If 
this referendum fails, the 
board can feasibly rework 
the building referendum in 
time for a November refer­
endum. As a matter of fact, 
the board already has archi­
tects’s drawings for any of 
the possibilities mentioned 
above, and you, as a taxpay­
er, have already paid for 
them through architects’ 
fees.

If you are not complete­
ly sure that this building 
package is what you want, 
then vote accordingly on

September 8th.

Dear Editor,

An extremely important 
issue will appear on the bal­
lot September 8th, 1998 
concerning residents of the 
Kewaskum School District: 
the school referendum.

Approximately twelve 
years ago the Beechwood 
school was closed due to a 
lack of students in the area 
to economically keep it in 
operation so students in the 
area were bussed to the 
Farmington and Kewaskum 
schools.

At present growth rate 
of 2% the new KES will be 
too small in ten years. KES 
is being built to hold 500 
students, with the possibili­
ty for expansion. The state 
recommends 350 to 400 stu­
dents in elementary schools.

Wayne’s expansion is 
$1,050,000. This does not 
allow room for one extra 
student.

Middle School will need 
expansion soon.

There is not enough 
space within these gracious­
ly alotted columns to ex­
plain the various aspects of 
why this referendum falls 
short of the needs of the dis­
trict.

The names of 
the candidates for each office, whose nominations have been certified to or filed in this office, are 
given under the title of the office, each in its proper column, in the sample ballot below, along with 
the referendum questions, if any, to be submitted to the electors.

INFORMATION TO ELECTORS

Upon entering the polling place, an elector shall give his or her name and address before being 
permitted to vote. Where ballots arc distributed to electors, the initials of two inspectors must appear 
on the ballot. Upon being permitted to vote, the elector shall retire alone to a voting booth and cast 
his or her ballot except that an elector who is a parent or guardian may be accompanied by the 
elector’s minor child or minor ward. An election official may inform the elector of the proper 
manner for casting a vote, but the official may not in any manner advise or indicate a particular 
voting choice.

At the partisan primary the elector may select the party of his or her choice or the ballot containing 
the names of independent candidates for state and legislative office.

Where paper ballots arc used, choose the ballot of the party of your choice and then make a cross (X) 
in the square next to the candidate’s name.

Where lever machines arc used, depress the lever of the party of your choice, and then depress the 
lever next to the candidate’s name

Where a marksense system is used, darken the oval next to the party of your choice, and then darken 
the oval next to the candidate's name under the party of your choice.

To vote for a person whose name docs not appear on the ballot, write in the name of the person of 
your choice in the space provided for a write-in vote. Where lever machines are used, raise the slide 
above the office concerned and write in the name of the person and party of your choice on the paper 
exposed. Where a marksense system is used, write the name of the person of your choice in the 
space provided for a write-in vote. To write in a name for an office that docs not appear on the 
ballot under the party of your choice, fill in the oval in the write-in section on the ballot, and write in 
the name of the person. Write-in votes arc not permitted on the Independent ballot, or for the office 
of party committeeman or committecwoman.

In order to qualify for participation in the Wisconsin Election Campaign Fund, a candidate for state 
office must receive at least 6% of all votes cast on all ballots for the office for which he or she is a 
candidate, in addition to other requirements.

On referenda questions, where a marksense system is used, fill in the oval next to “yes” if in favor of 
the question, or next to “no" if opposed to the question.

If an elector spoils a ballot, he or she shall return it to an election inspector who shall issue another 
ballot in its place, but not more than three ballots shall be issued to any one elector. If the ballot has 
not been initialed by two inspectors or is defective in any other way, the elector shall return it to the 
election inspector who shall issue a proper ballot in its place. Not more than five minutes’ time shall 
be allowed inside a voting booth. Unofficial ballots or a memorandum to assist the elector in 
marking his or her vote may be taken into the booth and copied. The sample ballot shall not be 
shown to anyone so as to reveal how the ballot is marked.

After casting his or her vote, the elector shall leave the voting booth, properly deposit the ballot, and 
promptly leave the polling place.

After an official marksense ballot is marked, it shall be inserted in the ballot sleeve provided so the 
marks do not show. Aller casting his or her vote, the elector shall leave the booth, insert the ballot in 
the voting device, and shall leave the polling place promptly.

An elector may select an individual to assist in casting his or her vote if the elector declares to the 
presiding official that he or she is unable ro read, has difficulty reading, writing, or understanding 
English, or that due to disability is unable to cast his or her ballot. The selected individual rendering 
assistance may not be the elector's employer or an agent of that employer or an officer or agent of a 
labor organization which represents the elector.
