TOWN OF KEWASKUM - 
Washington County suffered a 
tragic loss on Monday as one 
of it's deputys was killed while 
responding to assist a 
Kewaskum Police Officer who 
made two calls for back-up 
when he found himself alone, 
dealing with an alleged drunk 
driver who became belligerent.

John Schmitt, 31 of 
Kewaskum, an eight-year vet­
eran of the Washington County 
Sheriffs Department was pro­
nounced dead at St. Joseph's 
Community Hospital on 
Monday evening as a result of 
injuries he suffered in a three 
car accident that injured sever­
al people.

The driver of the squad car 
was field trainee, Donald 
Kapla, 24, of West Bend. 
Kapla had begun training for 
the Sheriffs Department about 
five weeks ago.

Schmitt was a passenger 
heading northbound in a 
marked squad car with its 
lights and siren activated.

The accident, which in 
volved two other vehicles 
besides the squad car, occurred 
at 6:29 p.m. on STH 45 just 
north of Sandy Ridge Road in 
the Town of Kewaskum, south 
of the Kewaskum village lim­
its.

Captain Mark Jansen of the 
Washington County Sheriffs 
Department, stated the accident 
occurred when Kapla had 
attempted to maneuver around 
a pick-up truck that had not 
pulled over to allow the squad 
through.

The squad car then side­
swiped a southbound car, and 
went out of control, rolling 
over coming and to rest on it's 
roof in the ditch on the west 
side of the road.

Voters Say No to School Referendum

Kewaskum school dis­
trict voters said no to the 
school board’s proposed $12 
million dollar referendum 
at the primary election polls 
Tuesday, sending the board 
back to the drawing table.

"Everyone thinks we 
can come up with some­
thing else," Board President 
Jean Goeden said. "This is 
our plan B."

The referendum failed, 
953 total yes votes (45%) to 
1189 no votes (55%) with 
only the Village of Kewas­
kum voting in favor of the 
building project as present­
ed.

Broken down by town­
ship, voting numbers are as 
follows: Village of Kewas­
kum - 395 yes, 243 no; 
Town of Kewaskum - 140 
yes, 152 no; Town of 
Farmington - 211 yes, 250 
no; Town of Wayne - 106 
yes, 144 no; Town of Barton 
- 17 yes, 41 no; Town of 
Auburn - 63 yes, 102 no; 
Town of Scott - 21 yes, 257 
no.

School board members 
met in late session Tuesday 
night to review the results 
of the referendum, and find 
reasoning behind it’s fail­
ure. Needs still exist, espe­
cially at Kewaskum Ele­
mentary School. "We’re in 
tough shape there," District

Administrator Clark Pear­
son said. "We have some 
real issues, budget wise, 
that need to be settled."

Angered and disap­

Continuing along 
with our "Stroll Down 
Fond du Lac Avenue" on 
the west side of the 
street, heading south, 
we have arrived at the 
former Louis and Agnes 
Heisler Tavern, now 
familiarly known as 
Prime Time Pub. The 
above photos were 
taken around 1930.

The tavern was pur­
chased from Charlie 
Meinecke about 1929. 
Prior owners included 
Gilboy and Henning, 
Henry Wittenburg and 
Joe Strobel In 1934 the 
building was torn down 
and the present struc­
ture was erected While

the new tavern and liv­
ing quarters were being 
built, the Heislers mo­
ved to the house in the 
back of the tavern 
which they also owned

During that era once 
a month, "Fair Day" was 
held. Area farmers 
would come to town in 
the early part of the 
morning and sell their 
pigs, calfs and produce 
to buyers. Both Fond du 
Lac Avenue and Main 
Street would be lined 
with the farmers' trucks. 
The Heislers would 
have free homemade 
bean soup for the farm­
ers or anyone that

stopped in.
Louis and Agnes 

were noted for their 
hamburgers, fish frys, 
frog legs, breaded chick­
en livers and other 
lunches.

Around 1944 the 
Heislers sold their prop­
erties to the Lawrence 
Polenski family and 
then purchased the 
Mike Skupniewitz tav­
ern on the south side of 
west Main Street.

Others owners of the 
property included Al 
Naumann, Selma Nau­
mann, Roman "Inky" 
and Althea Keller, and 
their son, Lloyd and

taxpayers; the location of a 
new Kewaskum Elementary 
School on the same land 
despite safety issues and 
lack of space for athletic 
fields, the separate admin­
istration building, and lack 
of an auditorium in the 
future plans. "We shouldn’t 
assume what the reasons 
are," taxpayer John Meisser 
told the board, and suggest­
ed a polling firm be hired to 
gather information from 
district residents.

The board plans to meet 
in workshop session to hash 
out a new plan all board 
members will be happy 
with. To meet the deadline 
for a November 3rd referen­
dum, papers must be filed 
by September 18th, leaving 
little time for more debate. 
Other alternatives include 
an April 1999 referendum, 
or a special election.

Although bringing the 
Beechwood issue up for vote 
in a new package was 
brought up by some board 
members, Goeden said 
things are undecided at this 
point. "The majority agree 
we don’t want to go for any­
thing less, we don’t want a 
stripped down version to 
present," she emphasized. 
"These are the needs of the 
district." She added that if 
any changes were seen, it 
would be an increase in the 
dollar amount of the refer­
endum.

"I think we made a mis­
take," Tom Timblin told the 
six other board members. 
"Beechwood should have 
been on the referendum, 
whether we open it or not." 
Whatever decision the 
board comes to, Pearson 
told them, "It’s got a very 
slim chance of passing if we 
don’t have a unanimous 
board."

The only contested race 
in the primary election was 
that for the governor’s seat.

Town of Scott Approves Rezoning 
To Pave Way for Future Subdivision

The Town of Scott may 
soon have another subdivi­
sion within its boundaries.

At their August meet­
ing, the Town of Scott 
Board gave their approval 
to rezone property owned by 
Mike Steurwald from A-3 to 
R-2 to make way for a 
future subdivision which 
would lie west of the 
Batavia School and border 
on the developed area on 
the south side of Western 
Avenue.

A Conditional Use Per­
mit was approved for Mark 
Theisen giving permission 
to build a home on A-l land 
on the former McChain 
farm in Section 35.

A portion of the Steve 
Hoffmann property in 
Batavia has been rezoned 
from A-2 to B-3 (business) 
and a Conditional Use 
Permit issued allows for an 
auto repair business. The 
permit requires review at 
two year intervals for no 
more than two reviews. 
After that time, the proper­
ty will revert back to A-2. 
Hoffmann will not be 
allowed to park cars outside 
of his buildings and those 
parked inside may only be 
for obtaining used parts.

Plans are underway to 
propose an ordinance which 
will be on the November 
ballot to change the office of 
Clerk/Treasurer from elect­
ed to appointed. The board 
felt this was necessary due 
to the increase in paper­
work which has been steadi­
ly increasing and in order to 
obtain qualified persons for 
the job.

In towns of less than 
2500 population, state 
statutes require that to 
make a change it is neces­
sary for the board to pre­
sent a proposed ordinance 
to the electorate for 
approval through means of

a referendum if the status 
of the office is to be 
changed. A number of 
neighboring municipalities 
are also planning similar 
referendums for November, 
1998. If approved, the 
change would take place in 
April, 1999.

During a public input 
session, a question arose 
concerning the recent wage 
increases for certain indi­
viduals, and the addition of 
a deputy clerk to the pay­
roll. Questions posed by 
Orville Mileager, a visitor to 
board meetings, centered 
around a pay increase re­
quested by transfer station 
employees, who were told 
that the 1998 budget did 
not allow for a wage 
increase. As part of the 
inquiry the question was 
asked, "Where did the bud­
get allow for wages which 
are being paid to the new 
deputy clerk position?"

Mileager was told that a 
closed session would be 
scheduled for the Septem­
ber meeting, to which he 
would be invited and could 
receive answers to his ques­
tions at that time.

Youth Duck Hunt Set 
For September 19

The PIE (Partners in 
Education) Program is a ser­
vice project of the Kewaskum 
Kiwanis Club and is supported 
by local and area businesses.

It originated in 1998 and is 
intended to supplement and 
enrich the school’s regular 
education program during 
school hours and on the school 
premises.

Kiwanis members felt that 
anything they could do to 
enrich a child’s learning expe­
rience would benefit children 
now and throughout their adult 
lives. They also realized that 
good readers would be neces­
sary if America is to be com­
petitive in the world market. In 
addition, they believed the 
program would improve self- 
esteem,which in turn can help 
decrease many problems 
including functional illiteracy 
and job absenteeism. Many of 
these problems have been 
found to be partially attribut­
able to a lack of the ability to 
read well and a lack of basic 
skills.

All Kewaskum School 
District Elementary schools 
are being offered the program. 
There is no cost to participat­
ing schools. Interested schools 
work with PIE personnel to 
set-up the program. The PIE 
personnel will explain the pro­
gram to interested staff and 
take leadership in recruiting, 
screening, and training adult 
volunteers who will serve as

“partners.” Volunteers will 
attend a training workshop 
prior to working with students.

Training sessions will be 
under the leadership of educa­
tors highly qualified in educa­
tion. Demonstrations of types 
experiences to be provided to 
children and question-answer 
period will familiarize partici­
pants with goals of the pro­
gram. Partners and teachers 
who were or who are still 
involved in the program will 
share experiences.

Volunteers can spend as lit­
tle as one hour per week, but 
many work with students two 
or more hours once or twice 
weekly on activities mutually 
agreed upon and scheduled by 
the classroom teacher. Every 
effort will be made to match 
the available time of the vol­
unteer with the school’s needs. 
Schools appreciate any time 
the volunteers can give.

The program is intended for 
K-5 students. The Kiwanis felt 
these early years should pro­
vide children with opportuni­
ties “...to improve their basic 
skills and to build self- 
esteem.” Volunteers will 
almost always be sharing 
learning experiences with chil­
dren in the classroom.

Volunteers may listen to 
children read story books, lis­
ten to children retell stories, 
read stories to children, ask 
questions and talk about sto­
ries with children, help chil­
dren to develop math concepts, 
or participate in other learning 
experiences under the supervi-

sion of the classroom teacher.
Teachers who want volun­

teers or more information can 
contact their building princi­
pal. Adults who want to volun­
teer can contact Tom Larsen at 
334-4945. After attending a 
training session, volunteers 
will be paired with a class­
room teacher. The teacher and 
the volunteer will have a con­
ference to take care of neces­
sary details.

Volunteers are the lifeblood 
of the program. They will 
devote their time,energy and 
talents getting children to 
enjoy learning, to encourage 
them to read as much as possi­
ble, and to praise their efforts. 
Learning activities should be a 
positive experience for both 
the student and the partner.

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Indians Defeat Horicon, 22-8, 
In Non-Conference Game Here

After giving away a game 
last week (four turnovers), 
the Kewaskum football 
team had two goals for this 
week’s home game against 
the Horicon Marshmen -- 
hold on to the football and 
establish a running game. 
They did both and the 
result was a 22-8 victory 
over Horicon.

Clint Herrick led the 
Indian rushing game with 
73 yards rushing on 13 car­
ries for a 5.3 yard average, 
while Jason Strobel carried 
five times for 50 yards aver­
aging 10 yards per carry. 
John Immel ran twice for 16 
yards for an eight yard 
average; Josh Gaffke 
totaled 27 yards on four car­
ries for a 6.8 yard average; 
David Lettow ran nine 
times for 20 yards averag­
ing 2.2 yards per carry, and 
Jeremy Clark also had one 
run for four yards. All 
together the Indians rushed 
for 190 yards on 34 carries, 
averaging 5.6 yards per 
carry.

"Clint (Herrick) ran the 
ball as well as I’ve seen him 
run. He was staying behind 
his blockers and waiting for 
the hold to develop," said 
Coach Perry Koth about his 
senior running back. He 
added, "Last week our 
backs were getting out in 
front of the blocking and 
were missing the holes 
inside. This week they did a 
much better job of letting 
things develop for them."

Jason Strobel is becom­
ing a big play man for the 
Indians as he had runs of 
17 and 35 yards along with 
two pass receptions for 101 
yards including a 74 yard 
touchdown pass from Josh 
Gaffke in the first quarter.

"Jason is averaging 31.5 
yards per catch (6-189 
yards) and is a threat to 
break a big one at any 
time," said Koth.

While the running game 
was full speed ahead, the 
passing game was also very 
active as quarterback Josh 
Gaffke completed five of 11 
passes for 163 yards, two 
touchdowns and no inter­
ceptions, an average of 32.6 
yards per catch.

Gaffke threw the ball 
very well most of the night. 
While Strobel had some big 
yards, (two catches for 101 
yards), John Warnecke also 
had two catches for 59 
yards, a 29.5 yard average.

Meanwhile the defense 
continues to play well. Last 
week the Indians "D" held 
Campbellsport to three 
points and this week they 
only allowed the Marshmen 
a second quarter touch­
down.

Said Koth about the de­
fense, "Our defense is play­
ing very well most of the 
game. We are getting very 
strong play from our line­
backers and defensive ends, 
but everyone on defense is 
playing well."

Koth also added, "We 
seem to get better as the 
game goes on. For some rea­
son, teams move the ball

well against us the first 
series and then we get 
tougher as the game goes 
on.

The defense was led by 
sophomore linebacker Bob­
by Ogi (14 tackles) while 
Aaron Seiser and Brandon 
Hanson each had 11. 
"Brandon had a great game 
at defensive tackle,” said 
Koth, adding, "It’s very 
unusual for a defensive line­
man to have that many 
tackles. Brandon spent a lot 
of time in the weight room 
in the off-season and it has 
really paid off for him. "

A big play was made by 
special teams as Mike 
Farchione blocked a punt 
after the center snapped the 
ball over the punter’s head, 
and then Adam Beck 
scooped up the ball and took 
it in from the five for a 
defensive score. While there 
were many positive things 
about the game, there were 
some things that did not go 
so well.

The kicking game which 
is expected to be very strong 
this year, was inconsistent. 
"Field goal and extra point 
protection was awful," said 
Koth. "There were three or 
four players coming through 
the line virtually untouched 
on every field goal and extra 
point we tried. They deflect­
ed one extra point and were 
in our kicker’s face on every 
field goal and extra point 
attempt."

Koth added, ”We will def­
initely look very hard at 
that aspect of the game this 
week."

The punting game was 
strong (41.5 yard average) 
as was kickoffs (55 yard 
average). The Indians open 
conference play Friday, 
Sept. 11, at Kiel with a 7 
p.m. starting time.
