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Board Discusses Placement of South Welcome Sign

Village President Robert
Wagner opened the last
May village board meeting
with a discussion of the
south Welcome to Kewas-
kum sign in conjunction
with the installation of the
other three new signs on
the north, east and west
sides of the Village.

Due to some miscommu-
nication, it was believed the
old traditional sign put up
in the 1950’s, was going to
be torn down and re-placed
with the new sign. The
board, along with Village
Administrator Dan
Schmidt, was not aware the
intention was to tear down
the old sign.

Schmidt stated upon
learning the sign was to be
razed, he felt the board
should be made aware of
this due to the fact the cur-
rent sign "was a land mark
that has been there for
nearly 50 years." Schmidt
also added the new sign
would be approximately a
quarter of the size the cur-
rent sign is now.

President Wagner com-
mented, "I guess I was
caught a little off guard,
and to be honest, I couldn’t
remember what the discus-
sion was at the village
board meeting that night...
because I understand that it

is quite a landmark."

Wagner added, "I feel
what the Junior Women’s
Club is doing is excellent...
they're trying to give the
village a gift, but we need to
talk about it a little more
because I imagine there are
a number of people in the
village that probably have a
sentimental value with the
sign."

Wagner suggested it
might be possible to put
both signs up.

Fire Chief Mark Groes-
chel commented, "l person-
ally, speaking as a citizen of
this community, would like
to see the existing sign stay.
I think it has sentimental
value and it’s been there as
long as I can remember, It's
always nice to see that sign
when you come into Kewas-
kum."

Jim Reuther, represent-
ing the Kewaskum Junior
Woman's Club for his wife,
who is president of that club
and could not attend the
meeting due to medical rea-
sons, addressed the board.
Reuther is also a member of
the Kewaskum Kiwanis,
who were instrumental in
the installation of the origi-
nal welcome sign.

Reuther stated he didn’t
know why the issue (of tear-
ing down the old sign) had-
n't come before the board
sooner. Not being a member

of the Junior Women, he
felt there was possibly just
a lack of communication
somewhere along the line.
He said, "I understand
there’s historical value to
the existing sign at the
south end of town, so I can
appreciate that."

Reuther added that the
Junior Women were not
aware that the original sign
was a donation to the vil-
lage by the Kiwanis.

Reuther concluded by
saying, "If there wasn't the
historical significance here
and it wasn’t part of the let-
terhead and the whole vil-
lage identity, we wouldn’t
be having this discussion,
but because it's so much a
part of our identity, it
seems to me that your idea
to leave the existing sign
and just put up the other
one (is fine)."

Village Trustee John
Kenworthy echoed the
above sentiments stating
the sign had sentimental
value and felt it was like a
"Welcome Home" feeling
when you re-entered the vil-
lage.

Following further discus-
sion and comments from the
audience, a compromise was
worked out and it was
decided to place the new
sign adjacent to the village
calendar of events signage
and the visitor’s gazebo

area. The exact placement
will be discussed with the
Junior Women, Village per-
sonnel, the Chamber of
Commerce and the Ke-
waskum Fire Department
for optimal viewing.

Reuther reiterated, "I
think if you look at it, I
think it makes a lot of sense
to put it there, because that
gazebo gives the perception
of a "welcome information
center" so now let's put a
nice sign there to go with
it."

Director of Public Works
Jerry Gilles then reviewed
with the board the opening
of sealed bids for proposed
asphalt work on village
streets and parking lots;
proposed concrete work
within the downtown park-
ing lot and proposed tree
planting program within
greenways.

Gilles also discussed with
the board the possibility of
purchasing a used street
sweeper as a replacement
from the city of Appleton on
an auction. A new street
sweeper would cost over
$100,000. The village was
the successful bidder on this
renovated 1989 model at a
cost of only $9,250. Gilles
stated the sweeper was now
at the village garage and
hopefully they could sell the
old sweeper.

Brief reports were also

given by other Department
Heads, Fire Chief Mark
Groeschel and Police Chief
Richard Knoebel.

Commitee Reports were
given by Adminstrative,
Robert Stoltzmann; Protec-
tion and Public Safety,
Harry Roecker; Public
Services, Andrew Kuehl;
Public Works, Warren
Dums; Park and Recreation,
John Kenworthy; Plan
Commission, Andrew Pesch;
Library Board, dJohn
Kenworthy and Mid-
Moraine Municipal Associa-
tion, Robert Stoltzmann.

The board voted unani-
mously to accept the recom-
mendation of Director Jerry
Gilles on the awarding of
the previously discussed
bids.

The asphalt work was
awarded to low bidder Scott
Construction; the downtown
parking area concrete work
was awarded to T.P.
Construction and the tree
planting was given to T &
M Landscape of West Bend.

In the wake of the
Littleton, Colorado tragedy
the board unanimously
passed a proclamation
regarding a countywide
Safe Night USA which was
scheduled for May 28, 1999.

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Weather Radio Awareness
Week in Wisconsin June 14-18 For County Fair

Spring and summer in
Wisconsin brings warm
weather and outdoor activi-
ties. This time of year also
brings thunderstorms and
severe weather, Getting a
message of severe weather
quickly, at any time of day
or night, is the key to stay-
ing safe when storms strike.

That is why the National
Weather Service, along with
Wisconsin Emergency Man-
agement are sponsoring
NOAA Weather Radio
Awareness Week, June 14-
18, 1999,

The best way to be aware
of weather warnings, advi-
sories, and other severe
weather events is to pur-
chase a NOAA Weather
Radio that receives
National Weather Service
broadcasts of forecasts and
warnings. The Weather
Service maintains the
NOAA Weather Radio net-
work which is named for its
parent agency, the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration.

Weather radio broadcasts
are made over seven chan-
nels, each covering a three
to seven county area. In
Wisconsin, there are more
than 15 weather radio sta-
tions across the state pro-
viding 24 hour-a-day weath-
er coverage.

Weather radio receivers
are available at electronic
stores, with prices ranging
from $30 to $70. When pur-

chasing a weather radio,
make sure it has seven
channels, a warning alert
feature, and battery back-
up. The higher priced
receivers use "specific area
message encoding” technol-
ogy that allows users to pro-
gram their radio for specific
counties.

National Weather Ser-
vice advisories and warn-
ings feed directly into the
Weather Service’s broadcast
computer system, which
enables those with weather
radios to get important
weather information first.
Weather radio receivers
with the tone-alert feature
turn on automatically, even
in the middle of the night
while you sleep, to alert the
listener of impending severe
weather. When the weather
is fair, broadcasts of local
weather conditions, fore-
casts, marine information
and climate data are heard.

"We strongly recommend
that all homes, schools,
churches, businesses and
other places where people
gather have a tone-alert
weather radio," said Jeff
Last, Warning Coordinator
Meteorologist at the Green
Bay National Weather
Service office. "Time after
time, advanced notice of
severe weather such as
thunderstorms, flash floods,
and tornadoes have proven
to be a life saver."

This year was no
exception, with state
cheesemakers claiming the
lion’s share of awards at the
biennial event held in
Green Bay in March.

The US Championship
Cheese Contest employs 10
expert cheese evaluators
from across the US to select
the finest cheeses and but-
ters in 22 classes. This year,
a record 577 dairy products
were entered in the compe-
tition.

Wisconsin cheesemakers
won a total of 36 of the 66
awards offered, tallying
more honors than all other
states combined. This
included 12 first place fin-
ishes, 13 second place fin-
ishes and 11 third place fin-
ishes. In five of the 22 judg-
ing categories, Wisconsin
entries swept the top three
awards.

Adding to the state’s
accolades was the naming of
Milfred Severson, cheese-
maker with Klondike

This honor, the highest
achievement in US cheese
making, was also won by a
Wisconsin cheesemaker in
1997.

Wisconsin Cheese Mak-
ers Association hosts the
US championship cheese
contest in odd numbered
years, and hosts an interna-
tional competition in even
numbered years. Cheese
and butter manufacturers
in 23 states entered prod-
ucts, with place finishers
coming from Oregon,
Vermont, South Dakota,
Wisconsin, Idaho, Indiana,
Iowa, Ohio, Illinois, Cali-
fornia, New York, Michigan,

Pennsylvania and Massa-
chusetts.

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Bluebirds Return to Farmington School

In fall, Farmington Elementary School students took
down the bluebird nesting boxes from the nature
trail behind the school, and cleaned them up in
preparation to replacing them into a new habitat

that bluebirds prefer.

Fourth graders at
Farmington Elementary
School learned this year
that hard work pays off.

As a result of a year-
long effort, at least one pair
of Eastern bluebirds is nest-
ing on the school grounds.
There may be more before
the season is over, since
bluebirds raise two or three
families each summer.

Late last fall, the fourth
graders removed 16 nest
boxes from the nature trail
behind Farmington School
under the leadership of
their teachers, Harry
Schneider and Lora Schrei-
ber. After joining the
Bluebird Restoration Pro-
ject Association of Wiscon-
sin, Mrs. Schreiber discov-
ered the nest boxes were
located in the wrong type of
habitat to successfully
attract bluebirds.

Students took down the
boxes and scrubbed out
debris from years of field
mouse use. Six of the best
next boxes were dried,
repaired and put back up in
new locations across the
front of the property follow-
ing Bluebird Society guide-
lines: facing cut lawn and
near power lines so blue-
birds can survey their terri-
tory.
Since bluebirds often
send out scouts in fall to
locate potential nesting
sites for the following year,
it was important to get
some boxes up before cold
weather set in.

During the cold months,
students learned more
about bluebirds through
videos, articles taken from
local newspapers and a visit
from Mrs. Mary Holleback,

local bluebird society repre-
sentative, who works at
Riveredge Nature Center
near Newburg.

Students found out
what attracts bluebirds to
an area, including the
importance of correct place-
ment of nest boxes. They
also learned about enemies
of bluebirds: raccoons,
snakes, and other birds,
such as house wrens, star-
lings and sparrows.

For their Earth Day
project this spring, students
put up ten additional nest
boxes around the school
yard. Identification num-
bers were painted on the
boxes and bluebird society
worksheets were started for
each.

Students took turns sev-
eral times each week check-
ing boxes and recording
information which will
eventually be reported to
the National Bluebird
Society. After suffering
depleting numbers due to
destruction of natural nest-
ing areas, bluebirds have
been making a comeback in
recent years largely due to
projects like the one started
at Farmington Elementary
School.

Homing pigeons car-
ried messages for the
anclent Egyptians and
Persians more than 3,000

years ago.

On Earth Day, Farmington students put up ten
additional bluebird nesting boxes and painted iden-
tification numbers on the boxes for keeping records

on worksheets.

Grothman: Overkill on
Anti-Smoking Programs

Recently, the powerful

@ Joint Finance Committee

dealt with proposals to
greatly increase state fund-
ing for anti-smoking pro-
grams. Before commenting
on this issue, I should first
say | am not a smoker, find
cigarettes irritating to be
around, and would not take
campaign contributions
from any tobacco interests.

One would think any
body in our society already
knows that cigarette smok-
ing is bad for your health (a
recent Rand Institute study
concluded smoking takes an
average of 4.3 years off your
life), that it is discourteous
to those around you, and is
a waste of money. Most
schools currently repeat the
above message through
guidance counselors,
D.A.R.E. programs and
health classes.

Larger districts deal
specifically with smoking
issues in grades five, six,
seven, eight and nine. In
addition to warnings on all
smoking advertising as well
as advertisements to help
one to stop smoking, the
state already runs stop
smoking advertising com-
plete with billboards and
literature. Health care pro-
fessionals elaborate further
on radio programs and
newspaper columns,

Furthermore, as part of a
national tobacco settlement
the state attorney generals
will start spending $300
million a year nationally on
anti-smoking advertise-
ments. There will also be a
new $25 million a year pro-
gram aimed at youth and,
for kids who still haven'’t got
the message, the tobacco
companies on their own will
be sending money to youth
groups including 4-H to give
the message one more time.

Nevertheless, big spend-
ers in Madison are using
new money which was sup-
posed to reimburse the tax-
payer for Medicaid dollars
spent on smoking related
illnesses to introduce new
programs and expand old
ones by an additional $50

million a year. By way of
comparison, the combined
amount spent by Governor
Thompson, Ed Garvey,
Mark Neuman and Russ
Feingold last year was
under $25 million. Talk
about overkill.

Expect massive new
amounts spent on pam-
phlets, billboards, radio and
TV advertisements. Inclu-
ded in the new program is
an amount to double spend-
ing on a UW-Madison pro-
gram designed to research
anti-smoking activities as
well as set up an identical
program at the Medical
College of Wisconsin.

They will also set up an
anti-smoking hotline to
advise people on how to stop
smoking. Even before this
proposal comes to a vote, I
am informed that over a
third of the members of the
legislature are cosponsoring
a bill to do just this. While I
am second to no one in dis-
liking cigarettes, this illus-
trates a common problem in
Madison -- when money
becomes available, the tax-
payer is the last one to get
consideration and most
politicians think of new
ways to spend the money.

It is interesting to note
that despite huge increases
in anti-smoking efforts in
recent years and significant
reduction in smoking
among adults, teen smoking
has gone up. Is it possible
that the overkill is causing
smoking to be cool among

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KHS Golfers Finish
Fourth at Sectionals

The Kewaskum High
School boys varsity golf
team qualified for the 1999
W.ILA.A. Division Two
Sectional Golf Tournament
by placing second in the
Regional Tournament held
at Hon-E-Kor Golf Club in
Kewaskum recently.

The Indians were one of
nine teams competing in the
Ripon Sectional conducted
on Tuesday, June 1, at
Lawsonia Links. Only the
top two teams and the three
lowest scoring individuals,
not on those top two teams,
advance to the W.I.A A,
State Boys Golf Tourna-
ment.

The KHS Indians were
attempting to maintain
their streak of second place
finishes in their conference
and regional competitions,
thereby qualifying for state
for the first time in the past
11 years. The local linksters
understood that advancing
would require an improved
performance from their
regional (354) score

Thus, eight varsity hope-
fuls travelled to the
American Baptist Center
grounds for their practice
rounds on Monday (Mem-
orial Day), May 31, on the
Links 18 hole course at
Lawsonia.

Sectional qualifiers were
placed into threesomes
according to their regional
team place and individual
positions. The first groups
teed it up at approximately
9 a.m. after receiving
instructions and local rules
from the course starter and

wet throughout with very
little wind. The overall
effect was higher individual
and team scores than what
was anticipated.

After the turn where all
players recorded their first
round scores, Kewaskum
was locked into a battle for
the top two team spots by
virtue of posting scores from
42 to 45.

Pewaukee, the consensus
favorite, led with a team
score of 169, followed by
three teams in close compe-
tition -- Mayville at 173,
Kewaskum at 174, and
Grafton at 175. Thus, the
Indians were in the hunt
heading into the back nine
and playing with the team
they needed to overcome the
Cardinals of Mayville.

On their respective prac-
tice rounds, all of the KHS
varsity team members had
scored better on the back
nine than on the front nine
at Lawsonia. Therefore, the
Indians had confidence and
sensed a great opportunity
not only to qualify but to
possibly win the sectionals.

If each team member
could just stay even with
their Mayville counterpart,
then the Indians could be in
a great position to advance
to the State Tournament at
University Ridge in Verona.

However, that possibility
was slipping away, as the
Indians struggled early on
their second nine. Sopho-
mores Billy Koch and Jon
Boedeker had posted 44's on
the front, along with junior
Todd Wright, but all three

as the Indians tallied scores
of 48, 49 and 50 until Shaun
Timblin, playing in his last
high school match, posted a
41, followed by Curt Koth's
two-over-par 38, to keep
Kewaskum in contention.

For the second consecu-
tive year, Kewaskum fin-
ished four strokes out of the
state tournament and one
stroke away from one team
member qualfiying as an
individual. The Indians
were consoled by knowing
that they had done every-
thing in their power to pre-
pare for this opportunity
and that they are capable of
competing with the best golf
teams throughout the state.
