Kewaskum village board 
members opened their first 
June meeting by presenting 
retiring Kewaskum High 
School teacher Larry Am­
mel with a Proclamation of 
Appreciation.

The Proclamation to 
Larry Ammel read, "in 
grateful recognition of your 
many years of faithful, effi­
cient and dedicated public 
service rendered to the 
School District of Kewas­
kum and Village of Kewas­
kum." June 7, 1999 was pro­
claimed LARRY AMMEL 
DAY within the village.

Former board member 
Gary Gavin was also pre­
sented with a Certificate of 
Appreciation from the Mid 
Moraine Municipal Associa­
tion for his service on the 
Village Board over the 
years.

Under reports by De­
partment Heads, Fire Chief 
Mark Groeschel reported 
that the new ambulance 
had arrived. Groeschel stat­
ed, that was the good news. 
The bad news he had to 
report concerned the 1982 
pumper had developed 
another hole on the passen­
ger side was dripping con­
stantly. He stated the 
equipment committee would 
be meeting very soon to 
decide what the options 
would be on the pumper 
and would report back to

the board.
Groeschel, along with 

Village Administrator 
Daniel Schmidt, also report­
ed on the July 3rd (rain 
date July 4) fireworks dis­
play. They stated the final 
order would be placed with­
in a few days. Thus far, 
Chief Groeschel reported, as 
far as aerials were con­
cerned, there has been as 
many fireworks purchased 
as last year, however, the 
ground displays were down 
a little. However, Groeschel 
stated, "All in all, it should 
be a pretty good show."

Prior to Police Chief 
Richard Knoebel’s report, 
President Wagner opened 
comments and discussion on 
the review of the village 
noise ordinance. Wagner 
was referring primarily to 
the noise levels generated 
by "altered" motorcycles 
and also loud stereo sys­
tems.

Wagner had done his 
homework by contacting 
Harley Davidson headquar­
ters in Milwaukee, the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency and law enforce­
ment agencies in Washing­
ton. His issue came with the 
quality of life he desired for 
the village. He was in­
formed that the larger 
street bikes come out of the 
factory reach only 80 deci­
bels, actually the same 
noise level as a vacuum 
cleaner.

He further explained that 
law enforcement agencies 
informed him that modified 
exhaust systems were in 
violation. It was not neces­
sary to carry noise meters, 
you simply had to adopt an 
anti-tampering ordinance.

In regards to car stereos, 
Wagner added, there is a 
state statute that says if 
you can hear a car stereo 75 
feet away, you write them a 
ticket.

Police Chief Knoebel and 
Wagner disagreed on the 
issue of how to enforce the 
statute and how to deter­
mine these issues.

Wagner stated, "It’s just 
common sense. Basically, 
I’m not out to harass bikers 
in this community. I’m out 
to stop those that come 
through the community 
shaking the roofs off the 
house."

As voice levels rose, 
Trustee Jon Kenworthy 
interjected and called for a 
"time out" during the heat­
ed discussion, to cool off and 
allow other board members 
to ask questions.

A member of the audi­
ence, Gary Gavin, added he 
thought the village might be 
opening a whole different 
can of worms, stating who 
determines what noise lev­
els are irritating to fellow 
citizens, whether it be a 
bike, a stereo or a chain 
saw.

Bud influenced 
his family, friends and 
classmates with the light of 
his faith during the past 
year. The theme of the ser­
vice, "Cherish the Gift" was 
uplifting and positive in 
spite of the tragic occasion.

As the funeral procession

proceeded to Union Ceme­
tery in Campbellsport, a 
storm broke out. Cars pro­
ceeded through falling 
trees, hail and blinding 
rain. Bud’s mother re­
marked that she wished 
there would be a rainbow 
because Bud loved rain­
bows.

Later, family and friends 
gathered at the Town of 
Auburn Town Hall on 
Highway 45 to offer each 
other support and share a 
meal. As the family left the 
hall, a full double rainbow 
appeared in the sky.

Bud loved basketball and 
carried one with him most 
of the time. He loved all 
kinds of sports, but basket­
ball was his favorite. Bud’s 
biggest dream was to have a 
gym in his school. Family 
members and friends feel 
that something good must 
come from this tragic acci­
dent.

Had Bud’s life not been 
cut so short, he may have 
continued to spread his 
light of faith to many. But 
that was not meant to be. 
What better way to contin­
ue the spirit of his life, than 
to help make Bud’s dream 
of a gymnasium in his 
school a reality?

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New Individualized Anesthesia
For Surgery Patients at St. Joseph's

A new noninvasive tech­
nology that directly mea­
sures the effects of anesthe­
sia on the brain during 
surgery is "customizing" 
anesthesia for patients at 
St. Joseph’s Community 
Hospital of West Bend.

The hospital recently 
installed the Bispectral 
Index or BIS (pronounced 
"biz") made by Aspect 
Medical Systems of Natick, 
Mass. It offers the first 
direct method of measuring 
the effects of anesthetic and 
sedative agents on the 
brain, using an enhanced 
EEG (electroencephalo­
gram) monitor.

Patients are often con­
cerned that they will not be 
fully "asleep" during 
surgery or will remember 
the procedure because they 
received too little anesthet­
ic. Too much anesthetic, 
which is more likely to 
occur, can mean a longer 
recovery and side effects 
such as nausea. The BIS 
technology reduces the 
chances that a patient will 
get too little or too much of 
the drugs.

Patients wake up faster 
after surgery, are more 
alert and can go home soon­
er. Ultimately, the reduced 
hospital time and appropri­
ate drug amounts are cost- 
effective for both hospital 
and patient.

"Patients care about this. 
It addresses patients’ con­
cerns about whether they 
will wake up before their 
surgery is over or be aware 
of what’s going on. Each 
person’s need for drugs dur­
ing surgery is different. The 
new technology gives us 
’real time’ information 
about the patient during 
surgery," said Jim White, 
manager of anesthesia ser­
vices. "It’s used throughout 
the anesthesia process, from 
the time the patient goes to 
sleep until he or she is 
awake."

Eric Breckenridge, D.O., 
medical director of anesthe­
siology, said anesthesia 
providers have always 
relied on the use of stan­
dard dosages, along with a 
patient’s vital signs -- heart 
rate, blood pressure, pulse -- 
and their own professional 
experience and knowledge 
to determine the amount of 
anesthetic drugs a patient 
needs. Now those tech­
niques are integrated with 
BIS technology that directly 
measures the patient’s level 
of consciousness.

"You know the patient is

effectively asleep through­
out the operation," he said.

The new equipment 
includes a three-electrode 
sensor that is placed on the 
patient’s forehead and tem­
ple to continuously monitor 
brain waves.

St. Joseph’s is one of the 
first hospitals in the state to 
add the new BIS monitoring 
system to all four of its sur­
gical suites. It is being used 
for all patients requiring 
general anesthesia. The 
new technology is also in 
use at several large medical 
facilities in the region, 
including St. Luke’s and St. 
Joseph’s in Milwaukee.

As of May 1999, more 
than 400,000 patients have 
been monitored with BIS 
technology, which is in use

Boats 
must stay at least 100 feet 
away from any skin divers 
flag, as well as 100 feet 
away from swimmers.

Boats must operate at a 
speed of slow-no-wake when 
within 100 feet of any dock, 
raft, pier, or buoyed re­
stricted area. In addition to 
these speed restrictions 
Personal Watercraft (also 
known as the trade name 
Jet-Ski) must also operate 
at a speed of slow-no-wake 
when within 100 feet of any 
boat or another Personal 
Watercraft.

By exercising good com­
mon sense, extending cour­
tesy to your fellow boaters 
and lake users, limiting 
alcohol consumption while 
boating, and obeying these 
boating laws, your chances 
of having a tun and safe 
summer are very good.
