They are a
reminder of the children
who have benefitted from
this event over the past two
decades.

On Saturday, September

25, Bradley, son of Steve
and Sharon Miscikowski,
will be among the Cham-
pions and families near the
starting line,

Bradley was diagnosed at
Children’s Hospital with
acute lymphocytic leukemia
in June of 1997. He received
chemotherapy and was in
remission until November
1998. In February 1999,
Bradley underwent bone
marrow transplant. He cur-
rently is undergoing follow-
up care in the Hematol-
ogy/Oncology/Transplant
unit.

Bradley is a second grad-
er at Holy Trinity School in
Kewaskum. "He plays soc-

cer and baseball and loves
to ride his bike," Steve
Miscikowski said.

It was to help children
such as Bradley that Al
McGuire, former Marquette
University men's basketball
coach, started the run and
walk in 1978. Since then,
more than 419,000 partici-
pants have raised more
than $3 million for the hos-
pital.

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New Book Reveals How Wisconsin
Rang in the Last New Century

A new book from the
State Historical Society of
Wisconsin shows how the
men and women in Wiscon-
sin experienced the ap-
proach of the 20th century.

In "Yesterday’s Future:
The Twentieth Century
Begins," (State Historical
Society of Wisconsin Press,
$12.95), Wisconsin State
Historian Michael E.
Stevens has brought togeth-
er nearly 100 articles and
pictures from newpapers,
magazines, and other mate-
rials that were published in
Wisconsin at the turn of the
century.

The book is like a 100-
year-old family album filled
with clippings, photos, and
sketches from a momentous
time much like our own,
when people considered
what the end of the century
meant to them.

In addition to articles
from the mainstream press,
the book contains writings
published in school newspa-
pers, church bulletins, and
periodicals aimed at a vari-
ety of special audiences
such as German-language
speakers, African Ameri-
cans, farmers, and the hear-
ing impaired.

The articles, pictures,
and explanatory notes show
how Wisconsin residents
Jjoined others from around
the nation to celebrate the
coming of the new century --
twice, both in 1900 and
1901.

They reflected on Ameri-
ca’s accomplishments in the
previous century and specu-
lated on the changes they
hoped would take place in
the next 100 years.

great technological progress
of the previous decades,
they paid even greater
attention to the future. In
the book, we hear journal-
ists, scholars, religious lead-
ers, and even schoolchildren
offering fascinating predic-
tions about the wonders
that science and engineer-
ing would bring.

Some come strikingly
close to events that would
later come about, such as
increased life expectancy
due to better medicine, and
others accurately predict
the development of central
air conditioning, snowmo-
biles, air travel and the
radio.

One writer, perhaps
eager for the invention of
television, expected that in
the theaters of the future,
"the lips of a remote actor or
singer will be heard to utter
words or music when seen
to move."

Others predicted advan-
ces in medical science: "The
living body will to all med-
ical purposes be transpar-
ent. Not only will it be pos-
sible for a physician to actu-
ally see a living, throbbing
heart inside the chest, but
he will be able to magnify
and photograph any part of
it.”

Other predictions fell fur-
ther from the mark. One
writer claimed that electric
stoves would "never prove
much of a factor in the
kitchen," while others sug-
gested that by 2001 humans

would communicate with
Martians and most urban
dwellers would travel by
airships to work.

Social change equally
intrigued prophets of 100
years ago. Their predictions
ranged from the accurate --
such as woman suffrage and
the growth of the suburbs --
to unfulfilled hopes for free
university education for all,
and Nicaragua and Mexico
becoming part of the United
States.

In fact, smoke
alarms more than double your
chances of surviving a house
fire.

More than 80 percent of all
fire deaths occur in the home.

You should
replace the actual smoke
alarm at least once every ten
years

* Keep alarms clean by vac-
uuming over and around
them regularly. If you cannot
reach your smoke alarm, have
a family member, neighbor,
or local fire department rep-

resentative clean and change

Test your smoke alarm
monthly by pushing the test
button.

* Cooking activities can
often activate smoke alarms.
In this event, do not discon-
nect your alarm. Instead, open
a window and clear the air
around the alarm with a fan
or by waving a towel near the
device

* Test your smoke alarm
monthly by pushing the test
button. If the alarm does not
sound, replace the batteries
immediately. A broom handle
is handy for reaching the test
button on an alarm that is
hard to reach. If you cannot
reach your alarm, seek the
