Conference Football Rivalry Resumes
At Kettle Moraine Bowl Here On Friday

Former Scenic Moraine
foes, the Kewaskum Indians
and the Campbellsport
Cougars will face each other
again in conference action
for the first time in 20 years
this Friday on the Kewas-
kum High School football
field.

The intense rivalry felt
years ago will take on a
whole new meaning Friday
night in the first newly-
developed Kettle Moraine
Bowl, which will be held
annually when the two
teams square off during the
football season.

The competition between
the neighboring football
teams began many years
ago when Kewaskum and
Campbellsport were both
members of the Scenic
Moraine Conference. In
1979 the WIAA re-aligned
the conferences with Camp-

bellsport going to the
Flyway Conference and
Kewaskum was placed in
the Eastern Wisconsin
Conference. The Indians
played for the first time in
the tough EW conference in
1980.

In a recent conference
move, Campbellsport, too,
was transferred to the
Eastern Wisconsin, which
meant the two teams will
again be meeting each other
every year in conference
action, where all games
count!

On Friday evening, the
two teams will again be
going head-to-head as con-
ference rivals for the first
time in 20 years. In honor of
this auspicious event, the
schools have come up with
the idea of making it an
annual Bowl, calling it the
Annual Kettle Moraine

Bowl.

The winner of the presti-
gious football game on
Friday will take home the
traveling trophy, until the
two teams meet again the
following year. The trophy
will be awarded this year bv
KHS Principal Robert
Ganka.

Last week I spoke about
taking stands on issues.

The R.I.C. consists of
community people and is
chaired by Ann Wicklund
Wayne), Ruth Reis and
Colleen Herbst (Farming-
ton) and Connie Zemlicka
and Gordie Dickman (Vil-
lage). A flyer has already
been mailed and should

have been delivered to your
home explaining what is In
the referendum, why it was
proposed, how the question
on the referendum was
decided, and the cost impli-
cation to the taxpayer.

If it has not arrived,
please call one of the chair-
persons and a copy will be
sent to you. A Speaker’s
Bureau has also been
formed and every club and
nrgdnimlion we could iden-
tify is being contacted. A
member, or members, of the
speaker’'s committee will
make a short presentation
to the club membership in
October and would be avail-
able to answer questions. If
for some reason your club or
organization was not con-
tacted, or if you have a
small group that you would
like to invite us to, please
call me at the district office
(626-8427).

Yes, making a stand
doesn’t always give much
wiggle room, but it can
unite. With an informed
electorate, my hope is that
the stand made on the
November 2 referendum
will unite the community by
doing what's right for the
elementary age, pre-school
age children, and for the
community. You might call
it Kewaskum Pride!

[ mentioned earlier in
this article that the school
tax rate would not increase
for the twenty-year dura-
tion of the loan. I also said
the state will help pay for
Kewaskum's referendum.
This is what I mean by
being an informed voter
For the past three years the
mill rate (school tax rate)
has been kept constant at
thousand dollars
of vqtmlm »d value.

School district residents
need to know that the
school tax rate will not rise
as a result of the referen-
dum. It will remain the
same as the past three

years. I'm sure you've read
about large referendums
passed by other districts
around the state. Did you
know that you are helping
pay for them through your
tax dollars?

The fact remains that,
through the state aid for-
mula as it's currently writ-
ten, the state will be help-
ing Kewaskum residents
pay for the $11,700,000 ref-
erendum for the elementary
program. The state will pay,
through their state aid for-
mula, approximately 50-
55% of our referendum.
What does this mean to the
taxpayer of the Kewaskum
School District?

It means that approxi-
mately $6,000,000 of the
referendum will be paid by
the state with the remain-
ing amount paid with local
tax dollars. I am not sure
how others see this, but I
believe this is a tremendous
benefit to the community,
as well as the children. For
years now, whether you
knew it or not, you have
been helping to pay for
other school district referen-
dums. Wouldn't it be nice to
know they will now help
pay for ours?

Over the next four weeks
I will be utilizing Educa-

ion. 's Everyone's
Business to provide infor-
mation and respond to the
most frequently asked ques-
tions. The Referendum
Information Committee also
has a date to appear on
WBKYV radio to review the
referendum and respond to
any questions or comments
from callers.

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NOTICE TO ELECTORS OF THE
SCHOOL DISTRICT OF KEWASKUM
RELATING TO ABSENTEE VOTING PROCEDURES
FOR A SPECIAL REFERENDUM ELECTION

FTAKE NOTICE that a special election shall be held on November 2, 1999, in the School District of
Kewaskum. The absentee voting procedures for the special election are set forth below.

VOTING BY ABSENTEE BALLOT

Any qualified elector, unable to get to the polling place on election day for any reason, may ask to
vole by absentee ballot. A qualified elector is a person who is a U.S. citizen, who will be 18 years of age or
older on election day, who has resided in the ward or municipality where the person wishes to vote at least
10 days before the election. If the voter resides in a municipality which requires voter registration, then
registration is also required for the voter to receive an absentee ballot.

To obtain an absentee ballot, the voter should contact the clerk of the village or town in which the voter
resides. A written request must be made by the voter for the absentee ballot. If the voter contacts the clerk
by telephone the clerk will send the application form to the voter. If the voter requests an absentee ballot
by mail, the written request, signed by the voter, which indicates that the voter resides within the munici-
pality, will be honored. Written requests may be made beginning six months before the election. The dead-
line for receipt of the written request by mail is 5:00 p.m. on the Friday before the election. If the voter
goes 1o the clerk's office to complete a written request, the request must be made no later than 5:00 p.m. on
the day before the election.

If the absentee voter resides in a nursing home, the absentee ballot will be delivered to the nursing home
by two special voting deputies appointed by the municipal clerk. The special voting deputies will present
the absentee ballot to the voter and provide assistance in marking or punching the ballot if necessary. At
the request of an absentee voter a relative may provide the assistance. After voting at the nursing home is
completed, the special voting deputies will return the absentee ballot to the municipal clerk.

With two exceptions, the voter who wants to cast an absentee ballot, must make a separate written
request before each election. If a voter is indefinitely confined to his or her home or a care facility because
of illness, age, or disability, or if the voter is in the military, the voter need not make a request before each
election. There is a special statement on the application form which is provided by the municipal clerk
which can be completed asking that an absentee ballot be automatically mailed to the indefinitely confined
or military voter before each election. If the voter fails to vote and return the ballot sent to the voter, a sep-
arate written request for the next election must be made before the voter can obtain a ballot.

A voler who is hospitalized on election day may obtain an absentee ballot by designating another per-
son as the agent for the voter. There is a statement on the application form for this purpose. An application
by agent for a hospitalized elector may be made in person at the municipal clerk's office no earlier than 7
days before the election and no later than 5:00 p.m. on the day of the election.

If a voter requests an absentee ballot stating the reason that he or she is a sequestered juror, the appli-
cation can be made no earlier than 7 days before the election, and no later than 5:00 p.m. on the day of the
election. If the application from a sequestered juror is received by the municipal clerk after 5:00 p.m. on
the Friday immediately preceding the election, the municipal clerk or the clerk's agent will deliver the
absentee ballot to the court and the judge will call a recess to allow the voter to cast his or her vote.

The municipal clerk will send the absentee ballot to the voter once the request is received and the bal-
lots are prepared. Absentee ballots are available twenty-one (21) days before the election. The municipal
clerk keeps a public record of all individuals requesting an absentee ballot indicating when the ballot is
requested, sent, and returned to the municipal clerk.

An absentee ballot can be voted at home any time after it is received in the mail. An absentee ballot
can also be voted in the clerk's office if the voter appears in person and fills out the written request. The
voter should make sure that the certificate-affidavit is properly completed and witnessed by two persons or
a person authorized to administer oaths. The voter and the witnesses must sign the certificate on the absen-
tee ballot carrier envelope. If the absentee elector receives assistance in marking the ballot, the person pro-
viding the assistance must sign the statement on the back of the ballot which provides that the person giv-
ing the assistance marked the ballot as directed by the absentee voter. The municipal clerk will make sure
that the certificate-affidavit is properly completed by the voter when the absentee ballot is voted in the
clerk's office.

The completed absentee ballot must be in the possession of the issuing municipal clerk in time for the
clerk to deliver the ballot before the polls close on election day. Voted absentee ballots may be delivered in
person to the municipal clerk. Any absentee ballot received after the polls close or any absentee ballot
where the certificate-affidavit is not properly completed cannot be counted.

To obtain an absentee ballot send a written request to: the municipal clerk of the town or village in
which the voter resides.

If at any time there shall be on hand insufficient funds from the aforesaid tax levy to meet principal and/or interest
payments on said note when due, the requisite amount shall be paid from other funds of the Village then available,
which sums shall be replaced upon the collection of the taxes herein levied.

Within
the debt service fund, there be and there hereby is established a separate and distinct account designated as the "Debt
Service Accounts for Promissory Note dated October 1, 1999", which fund shall be used solely for the purpose of pay-
ing principal of and interest on said note. There shall be deposited in said fund any accrued interest paid on said note at
the time it is delivered to the Lender, all money raised by the taxation or appropriated pursuant hereto, and such other
sums as may be necessary to pay principal and interest on said note when the same shall become due.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the "proceeds” of said note shall be used solely for the purposes for
which it is issued, but may be temporarily invested until needed in legal investments, provided that no such investment
shall be in such a manner as would cause said nole to be an "arbitrage bond" within the meaning of Section 148 of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or the Regulations of the Commissioner of Internal Revenue thereunder;
and an officer of the Village, charged with the responsibility for issuing the note, shall certify by use of an arbitrage
certificate that, on the basis of the facts, estimates and circumstances in existence on the date of the delivery of the
note, it is not expected that the proceeds will be used in a manner that would cause said note to be an "arbitrage bond".

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the projects financed by the note and their ownership, management
and use will not cause the note to be a "private activity bond” within the meaning of Section 141 of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and that the Village shall comply with the provisions of the Code to the extent
necessary to maintain the tax-exempt status of the interest on the note.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village Clerk shall keep records for the registration and for the
transfer of the note. The person in whose name the note shall be registered shall be deemed and regarded as the
absolute owner thereof for all purposes and payment of either principal or interest on the note shall be made only to the
registered owner thereof. All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon such
note to the extent of the sum or sums so paid. The note may be transferred by the registered owner thereof by presenta-
tion of the note at the Office of the Village Clerk, duly endorsed for the transfer or accompanied by an dssignment duly
executed by the registered owner or his legal representative duly authorized in writing. Upon such presentation the
note shall be transferred by appropriate entry in the registration records and a similar notation, including date of regis-
