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Kids Must Learn Math
Without Calculators

By Rep. Glenn Grothman

We have all experienced
the difficulty some young
children have in making
change or dealing with
numbers that their grand-
parent would have no prob-
lem with. The root cause of
is the same liberal philoso-
phy of education that has
caused the changing in the
way SAT scores are report-
ed, grade inflation which
gives honor roll status to
performances which would
have earned their parents;
or grandparents’ C's and
inventive spelling which
allows spelling errors uncor-
rected so children’s egos are
not bruised.

Today I will discuss the
disturbing trend of having
children use calculators in
school as early as first or
second grade. Common
sense should tell one that it
is important one learn to
use numbers either with
paper and pencil or in one’s
head. Unlike many things
taught in school -- which
can be forgotten after the
test -- we must use mathe-
matical skills our entire
lives. Some modern teach-
ers argue that children
must use calculators since
they are part of everyday
life. This is true, but let’s be
honest -- it only takes five
minutes to learn to use a
calculator. Understanding
of multiplication, division
and fractions necessitates
years of memory and prac-
tice. I have talked to college
professors who attribute the
poor math preparation of
recent college students to
premature use of calcula-
tors.

Sadly, the United States
Department of Education
has endorsed ten math pro-
grams derisively referred to
as "Math Lite" or
"Rainforest Math." They
discourage memorization,
encourage calculators, and
try to blend environmental

studies and group projects
with traditional math.

Fortunately 200 promi-
nent math mathematicians
and scientists have called
on the U.S. Department of
Education and its fuzzy-
headed bureaucrats to
rescind its endorsement of
this anything-goes-math
because it omits instruction
in basic mathematical
skills.

"It would be a joke except
for the damaging effect it
has on children," said
Professor David Klein, who
crafted the letter. Perhaps,
this liberal approach to
math is why American stu-
dents score so badly com-
pared to other countries on
the international test. (19th
out of 21 industrial coun-
tries -- almost all non-
industrial Asian countries
score ahead as well.) Due to
the sad state of American
schools, Silicon Valley busi-
nesses have had to ask for
permission to import work-
ers for high-paying high
tech jobs which poorly
trained American students
are unable to handle.

Sadly, even here in
Wisconsin, the Wisconsin
students assessment admin-
istered by our Department
of Public Instruction allow
calculators for fourth,
eighth and tenth grade
tests. All districts I have
contacted except parochial
schools allow the kids to use
calculators. Having taken
several eighth grade tests
myself, I can assure my
readers that they are

incredibly easy and contain
nothing that was not taught
30 years ago. The fact that
the standardized test allow
kids to use calculators con-
firms my worst suspicion
about statewide tests
administered by liberals in
Madison (or Washington).
They are more likely to
lower standards at the local
level than to raise them.

I am introducing legisla-
tion in Madison to ban the
use of calculators on stan-
dardized fourth and eighth
grade tests. In school year
1988, we spent $4,649 per
child. Last year we spent
$8,264 per child. Inflation
only would have increased
the amount to $6,5608. We
can throw as much money
as we want at our schools,
but unless some common
sense is used in educating
children it will all be wast-
ed.

Fertilizer Available

The Big Cedar Lake
Protection and
Rehabilitation District

recently initiated a program
to help reduce the impact of
phosphorous on lakes and
streams. The District is tak-
ing orders and coordinating
distribution of Safe Green, a
lawn fertilizer that doesn't
contain phosphorous.

When phosphorous gets
into lakes and streams it
promotes unsightly algae

blooms and abundant
aquatic weed  growth.
Improper selection and

application of lawn fertiliz-
ers is just one of the many
contributors of phosphorous
to surface waters. The
amount of phosphorous
entering waters from lawn
fertilization varies, but lim-
iting all inputs of phospho-
rous is a goal of many organ-
izations and agencies.

Residents may think
that it is important for only
those living adjacent to a
lake or stream to use a phos-
phorous free fertilizer. The
concern is much more wide
spread. Nutrient loaded
stormwater runoff from
urban areas passes untreat-
ed through storm sewers
directly into streams and
lakes. Runoff from suburban
or rural residential areas
moves over land to water
bodies.

Lawn fertilizers combine
nitrogen, phosphorous, and
potassium as the three
major elements needed for

plant growth. However,
most tests show that soils in
Washington county have
high to excessive levels of
phosphorous and potassium.
Thus, nitrogen is typically
the only supplement needed
for the majority of lawns.

Safe Green's 25-0-0
(nitrogen, phosphorous,
potassium) formula pro-
motes healthy turf and
leaves out unneeded nutri-
ents. Also, the fertilizer com-
bines both slow and quick
release forms of nitrogen to
provide a uniform growth
for eight weeks or more.

Lawn fertilizer should be
applied at the end of May
and in late October at full
application rates. It can also
be applied at the beginning
of July and again in early
August at half application
rates if there is adequate
rainfall to keep the grass
growing. The full applica-
tion rate for Safe Green is 4
pounds of fertilizer for each
1000 feet of lawn. This
means a 50-pound bag of
Safe Green will cover 12,500
square feet per full applica-
tion.

The exact cost of the fer-
tilizer has not been deter-
mined yet.

Recognizing the need to
have no runoff to the
Kewaskum Creek, which is
located 150 feet from the
farrowing house, Dorn
Brothers participated in the
Milwaukee River Priority
Watershed Project, which
cost shared the 12,000-gal-
lon pit and the slurry store.
Odors are controlled by
incorporating the liquid
manure as soon as possible,
usually within 24 hours.

A comprehensive nutri-
ent and pest management
plan has been developed
with the help of Scott Petges
from the  Washington
County Land Conservation
Department. Every spring
and fall after the slurry is
emptied a manure analysis
is taken. Soil tests are taken
every three years. The farm
saves $4000 annually by
incorporating the manure
analysis into their fertilizer
application plans.

A positive visual image is
evident to anyone driving
past the hog operation. This
image is positive enough for
the Washington County
Land Conservation
Department to conduect farm

tours and explain manage-
ment practices to area stu-
dents and citizens.

In addition, wildlife man-
agement is very important.
Grass areas along the creek
provide extremely good deer,
pheasant and turkey cover.
Dorn Brothers plans to
incorporate the On Farm
Odor environmental pro-
gram in 2000.

Section 1: EA Agricultural Preservation District, Section 3.03(A)(14), Permitted Uses,
is amended to read: “(14) One (1) single-family farm dwelling with a garage.”

Section 2:  A-1 Agricultural/Open Space District, Section 3.03(A), Permitted Uses, is
amended by repealing subsection 15 which states as follows: “Single family dwellings
in existence prior to the adoption of this ordinance on April 14, 1997."

Section 3: A-1 Agricultural/Open Space District, Section 3.04(B)(1) is amended to read
“(1) Garages and carports and accessory uses or structures as that term is defined in
15.02 and as regulated in 6.03 of the Code.”

Section 4: R-1 Single-Family Residential District, Section 3.05(B)(1) is amended as
follows: “(1) Garages and carports and accessory uses or structures as that term is defined

Drive, Kewaskum, during regular office hours and by appointment, and will be available for
public inspection from and after February 27, 2000, as required by Section 66.0-35, Stats

in 15.02 and as regulated in 6.03 of the Code.”

Section 5: Accessory Use Regulations, Section 6.03(A)(1) is repealed and recreated as
follows: (1) Accessory building, such as garages, garden or utility sheds, playhouses, or
gazebos, upon the issuance of a building permit. Accessory buildings shall be located at
least 10 feet from the principal structure; shall be placed on a pad of gravel, concrete,
asphalt, wood or metal; shall be located not closer than 10 feet to a lot line; and shall not
exceed 15 feet in height. Any accessory building for motor vehicles shall be placed on a
floor or pad of asphalt. concrete or gravel. Accessory structures in the A-1
Agricultural/Open Space District and in any Residential District on parcels five (5) acres
or less in size shall not exceed atotal of 864 square feet in area. Accessory structures in
the A-1 District and in any Residential District on parcels greater than five (5) acres shall
not exceed a total of 1,500 square feet in area or 20 feet in height. Accessory structures
120 square feet or less in area may be permitted up to five (5) feet from a side or rear
property line

Section 6: Vacant Nonconforming Lots, Section 7.05, is amended to read as follows
“The Zoning Administrator may issue a building permit for development of a lot which
does not contain sufficient area to conform to the dimensional requirements of this
Ordinance may be used as a building site provided that the use is permitted in the zoning
district in which it is located, provided that the lot is of record in the County Register of
Deeds Office prior to the effective date of this Ordinance. Nonconforming lots served by
public sanitary sewer shall be at least 50 feet wide and 7,200 square feet in area
Nonconforming lots served by onsite sewage disposal systems shall be at least 100 feet
wide and 30,000 square feet in area. Lots with smaller dimensions shall not be developed
unless a variance is granted by the Zoning Board of Appeals. Vacant nonconforming lots
granted permits under this Section shall be required to meet the setback and other yard
requirements of this Ordinance.
