There Is No Gun Crisis

While watching first
Lady Hillary Clinton speak
in Los Angeles I noticed she
once again attacked the
problems caused by guns in
our society. She called for
more laws and regulations
restricting their ownership.
[ always find the anti-gun
message of some major
politicians to be both eurious
and disturbing. Curious,
because the right is to keep
and bear arms in our
Constitution, which these
same politicians take an
oath to uphold. Distributing,
because such talk indicates
these politicians don’t
appreciate the Second
Amendment and think guns
are incompatible with a free
socleLy.

In 1891, Supreme Court
Justice Joseph Story called
the right to bear arms “the

palladium of the liberties of

the republic; since it offers a
strong moral check against
usurpation and arbitrary
power of the rulers. This
statement was very pre
scient as in the twentieth
century of all the govern-
ments most hostile to liber-
ty, be it Soviet Russia, Red
China, Nazi Germany or
communist China all were
opposed to
guns by private citizens.

Why then this recent
attack on gun ownership?
Are there more gun related
deaths than in the past? The
main stream ”H‘(Iiii ('I‘I'Tnli]'l-
ly give prominent attention
to any gun accident or mur-
ders making it appear as
though things are worse
than ever. Let's check the
facts.

Murders in general in
this country have fallen in
the last twenty years. The
rate peaked at 10.2 homi-
cides per 100,000 people in
1980 and fell to 6.3 homi-
cides per 100,000 people in
1998. During the last twen-
ty-five years th
gun homicide offenders over
age 25 has dropped by 30%
despite the increases in pop-
ulation while the number of
h:)lﬂlL‘Hit* unrelated to gun
usage actually grew.

] !n m:min rs regarding
accidental fire arm deaths
are even more favorable. In
1996 there were only .4 acci-
dental deaths per 100,000
people. This has fallen from
3.4 accidental deaths in
