Dear Editor:

In spring 2000, Healthy
Washington County Tobacco
Free Coalition, in coordina-
tion with the Washington
County Health Department,
received a grant to conduct
surveillance activities in
Washington County, to
determine if tobacco license
holders were selling tobacco
illegally to underage youth.
The coalition partnered with
local government including
every city, village and 12 of
13 townships. Seventy-two
purchase attempts were
made throughout the coun-
ty, resulting in 14 illegal
sales. This was a 19% sales
rate to underage youth,
compared to the state aver-
age of approximately 20%.
Some municipalities did an
excellent job, such as
Kewaskum and Jackson,
where no tobacco was sold
illegally.

A surveillance activity
only shows tobacco sales on
one day with one particular
set of clerks asking or not
asking for ID’s prior to sales
It is very encouraging that
81% of tobacco licensees in
Washington County were
conscientious in observing
the law. The surveillance
results are available at the
Washington County Health
Department. We are looking
forward to a time when all
municipalities can report
zero illegal sales of tobacco
to underage youth.
