Some Good News

Normally I use this col-
umn to inform you of bad
news. So I thought I would
write a column about some
good news. Earth Track, an
independent scientific firm,
has just reported that the
earth's temperature, as
measured by global satel-
lites, for June, 2000 is below
average since satellites
began measuring  the
Earth's temperature in
1979. Indeed, monthly
measurements for most of
the last fourteen months are
below average for the last
twenty years.

You may wonder why cer-
tain organizations are talk-
ing about Global Warming
when these data suggest
otherwise. Let us first look
at the facts.

Scientists can estimate
global temperatures since
the time of Christ by meas-

uring tree rings, isotope
data from ice cores and
ocean sediment cores.

Temperatures in the last
century are higher than that
for any century since the
1300's. However, tempera-
tures were lower in the
1900's than any century
from 800 to 1400. It should
be pointed out that these
worldwide changes are
small with the lowest tem-
perature (around 1700) and
the highest temperature
(around 900) only 2 degrees
centigrade apart.

Lest you think that the
higher temperatures in this
century are due to increased
economic  activity, you
should realize that almost
all of the temperature
increase was between 1900
and 1940, as temperatures
rose consistently. Between
1940 and 1975 with much
more economic activity and
population growth world-
wide temperatures actually
fell. They jumped up
between 1975 and 1980 and
stayed stable since then
except for 1998 with the El
Nina effect.

The fact is scientists are
not at all clear what causes
world temperatures to go up
and down. Industrial growth
is presumably not that sig-
nificant or temperatures
would not have remained
stable in the last twenty
years or fallen from 1940 to
1975. It is also not clear
why estimated tempera-
tures during the middle
ages were about 2 degrees
centigrade higher world
wide than now. It was
around 1100 when the
Vikings settled Greenland
with the temperature aver-
aging a couple degrees
warmer than today.

Inflammatory headlines
attributing increases in the
Earth temperature during
this century to industrial-

ization when most of the
increase occurred between
1900 and 1940 and exagger-
ated headlines caused by a
two year El Nina effect can
be harmful. Young children
are being scared in elemen-
tary school with misleading
environmental courses.
Demagogic politicians look-
ing for votes encourage reg-
ulations putting American
industry at a competitive
disadvantage compared to
Indonesia, Red China and
other third world countries.
Indeed the Kyoto accords if
passed by the United States
Congress would create a
International Law requiring
American industry to oper-
ate with stricter standards
than other countries. It is
already difficult for
American industry to com-
pete paying higher wages
without this additional
problem.

Of course, it is good that
scientists are monitoring
global temperatures, but we
must look at the facts as
measured by global satel-
lites rather than misleading
headlines generated by
environmental extremists
and swallowed by gullible
journalists.

Driver Distractions Are Worse
In Winter, Says AAA Wisconsin

A growing proliferation
of cell phones, CD players,
Internet devices, fax
machines and on-board nav-
igation systems is causing
American motorists to
become distracted and
challenging driving condi-
tions this winter will only
make matters worse, says
AAA Wisconsin.

“Driver inattention is
estimated to be a factor in
25-50 percent of all highway
collisions,” said AAA
Wisconsin spokesman
Michael Bie.

30 times. Talking on a cell
phone in a moving vehicle
quadruples the risk of colli-
sion.

To help reduce the risk of
driver distraction this win-
ter, AAA Wisconsin offers
the following safe driving
tips:

To the Kewaskum
Statesman,

This is in response to the
article in the September 21
issue on the Town of Scott
board meeting. We really
don’t know what happened
between the meeting and
the printing of this article,
but it surely is not an accu-
rate account of the meeting
we were at. The Beechwood
Fire Department is NOT
asking the Town of Scott to
make payments for our
building  addition. We
repeat, we are NOT asking
the Town to make our pay-
ments. We have had our
financing set up through our
bank at 9.05% since March
16, despite what one super-
visor believes. Since the
time of setting up this loan,
we found out we could get
the same five year loan
through the town, from The
Board of commissioners of
Public Lands for 5.0%.

The only reason we
asked the town was because
such a loan can only be
obtained through a munici-
pality or county agency not
a private citizen or corpora-

tion. By going through the
town we can save 4.056%. Oh,
and by the way, the correct
amount was $35,000,00 not
$31,000.00. Due to certain
circumstances, our state
loan application was lost
during the 2000 change over
of officers on the board after
the elections. We continued
to request the application,
but didn't have too much
success.

When we finally received
the application, it said it
would take four to six weeks
to process the loan. We did
ask the town board, because
of the problems in receiving
the application, if there
were funds available to pay
the bills that were expected
to come due before the loan
was received. This was to
avoid opening up a short-
term loan agreement at our
bank because we knew it
would be less than sixty
days.

This information was
explained at the meeting
and is in the minutes of the
board meeting. Seeing that
the monies available cannot
be used for this purpose, we
will have to open this agree-
ment for ninety days at a
rate of 9.35% (due to the
length of the loan) until the
state loan is received.

In the future please
check the facts before print-
ing the story. All of our infor-
mation is documented in the
minutes of the board meet-
ings and the Fire
Commission meetings, is

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Original Kettle Korn To Be

Featured at Kettle Kountry

John and Barb Rolling of
Phillips, WI, creators of the ‘

Original Kettle Korn are o
pleased to invite you to join

them in their appearance at
the Kettle Kountry Kolors
festival this weekend, in
Kewaskum

“Kettle Korn” is an age-
old German tradition
Originally, German immi-
grants would pop their pop-
corn in large iron kettles
after long work days. They
then would add honey,
molasses, or sugar to sweet-
en their freshly popped
treat. The demonstrators
still use a huge kettle to pop
the popcorn in, however for
commercial use the patent-
ed Original Kettle Korn pop-
ping system has been
streamlined.

Using a special recipe
from the early 1800's the
corn is popped in a stainless
steel kettle while being
stirred with a wooden pad-
dle. The finished product is
then turned into a large
handcrafted copper kettle -
a show-stopper for the pub-
lic to enjoy.

The popcorn is then sold
in three different sized bags.
There will also be free sam-
ples for those who are inter-
esting in tasting this semi-
addictive treat. The product
has a wonderful distinct
sweet and salty flavor.

The reenactment of a sig-
nificant part of American
History will be a new attrac-
tion at Kewaskum Kettle
Kountry Kolors 2000. You
are invited to relive the
Great Awakenings, a time of
religious interest from 1740
to 1850. An overview of the
Great Awakenings will be

held in the Buckskinner
encampment area on
Saturday for one hour

beginning at 10:00 a.m, 1:00
p.m. and 4:00 pm. On
Sunday the one hour ses-
sions are scheduled for noon
and 2:00 p.m.

Guest speakers dressed
as 18th century evangelists,
Jonathan Edwards, George
Whitefield and Charles
Finney will be portrayed by
ministers from area church-
es, Steve Day, Jeff Koerner
and Kevin Barrett. The ses-
sions will be narrated by Joe
Brath who will be dressed as
George Washington.

Interest in general
revival peaked in the
American colonies in the

early 1740’s when colonists
lacked spiritual commit-
ment. Jonathan Edwards
was an early theologian and
clergyman who delivered
powerful sermons which
resulted in a great number
of people turning to the
Lord. Edwards teamed up
with British evangelist,
George Whitefield in 1740
The two men started a
revival movement that
developed into a religious
frenzy engulfing all New
England. Whitefield was
welcomed with open arms
by enthusiastic, vast crowds
of American colonists com-
ing to hear him preach the
works of God.

In the 1800’s a second
Great Awakening, which
lasted approximately 25
years, occurred with circuit
riders traveling from farm
to farm in the frontier to
bring the word of God.
People would come from
miles to hear the inspiring
word of these riders.

Charles Finney was a
New York lawyer turned
preacher. He used lawyer
tactics of reason and logic to
persuade people to give
their souls to the Lord. He
went down to the street
level with people expecting
an immediate decision that
they reform their lives.
Finney preached during a
benevolent age of prison
reform, slavery and helping
the poor.

When George Whitefield
preached his first sermon, at
age 21, someone complained
to the bishop that Whitefield
(pronounced Wit-field) has
driven 15 people insane.

Anglican ministries of
the day were controlled, dig-
nified, even stuffy in preach-
ing. Whitefield, though, was
intense, emotional and dra-
matic. “I could hardly bear
such unreserved use of
tears,” wrote one observer,
for Whitefield was “fre-

quently so overcome, that,
for a few seconds he never
could recover.” Whitefield
explained, “You blame me
for weeping, but how can I
help it when you will not
weep for yourselves, though
your immortal souls are on
the verge of destruction?”

In America, Whitefield
was a sensation. his impas-
sioned preaching on the
“New Birth” helped spark
what historians have called
The Great Awakening. It's
easy to “underestimate” the
effect of the Awakening on
eighteenth-century society.
“The Awakening on eigh-
teenth-century society. “The
Awakening was like the
civil-rights demonstrations,
the campus disturbances,
and the urban riots of the

1960s combined.”
He often preached to

thousands of people; and
great crowds rode large dis-
tances on horseback to hear
him. Benjamin Franklin,
Whitefield's friend, once cal-
culated that, in a day before
loudspeakers, Whitefield
could make his voice heard
to 30,000 people!
Thousands discovered, as
one Connecticut farmer put
it, “my righteousness would

meet me at

not save me.”
Here is a first-hand
account by Nathan Cole, a

farmer and carpenter of
Kensington Parish, now
Berlin, Connecticut, who

lived about 12 miles from
Middletown, where George
Whitefield was to preach on
October 23, 1740.

“l was in my field at
work; I dropped my tool that
I had in my hand and ran
home to my wife, telling her
to make ready quickly to go
and hear Mr. Whitefield
preach at Middletown, then
run to my pasture for my
horse with all my might,
fearing that I should be too
late..

As I came nearer the
road, I heard a noise some-
thing like a low rumbling
thunder and presently found
it was the noise of horses’ feet
coming down the road...
Every horse seemed to go
with all his might to carry
his rider to hear news from
heaven for the saving of
souls. It made me tremble....

I turned and looked
towards the Great River
(Connecticut River) and saw
the ferry boats running swift
backward and forward
bringing over loads of peo-

The land and banks over
the river looked black with
'I'(‘H'i'l'l‘ and horses. All along
the 12 miles I saw no man at
work in his field, but all
seemed to be gone.

When I saw Mr. White-
field come upon the scaffold,
before some thousands of
people with a bold, undaunt-
ed countenance. And my
hearing how God was with
him everywhere as he came
along, it solemnized my
mind and put me into a
trembling fear before he
began to preach. For he
looked as if he was clothed
with authority from the
Great God, and a sweet
solemn solemnity sat upon
his brow, and my hearing
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him preach gave me a heart
wound. By God’s blessing
my old foundation was bro
ken up, and I saw that my
righteousness would not
save me.”

He preached in meeting
houses, in barns, in fields,
from wagons. Everywhere it
was the same; people con-
victed of sin, driven to the
foot of the cross.

At none of the meetings
was there an “invitation.”
Whitefield merely preached
and then waited for the
Spirit to move. There were
no counselors, no decision
cards. When people were
converted, they leaped up to
tell about it or made it
known later.

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Buckskinners Make Camp Along
Milwaukee River at Kettle Kountry Kolors

By Laurie Ottery

The 11th Annual Kettle
Kountry Kolors Family Fun
Festival on October 7 and 8
offers a great way to turn
back time, visit the past
and preserve the historical
days of the "Rendezvous."

The word rendezvous is
French, meaning a meeting
place or a place to gather.
Kewaskum's Kettle Kountry
Kolors includes a Buck-
skinners Encampment
along the beautiful Milwau-
kee River as part of their
annual event.

Buckskinner is a term

used to describe a group of

people who enjoy reliving
the North American Fur
Trade era. They are also
known for the many adven-
turous tales they tell

In the early 1800's few
roads existed in Wisconsin.
The rivers were the super-
highways of travel. Fur
traders and trappers would
transport their heavy bun-
dles in dugouts and birch
bark canoes to a ren-
dezvous. Farmers and set-
tlers soon began to join
them transporting goods by
rafts, flatboats and some by
wagon train.

The rendezvous became a
way for people of all cul-
tures to meet, visit, ex-
change ideas and under-
standings, as well as trade
goods to see them through
the following year. The time
period represents the begin-
ning of French colonization
to the 1840’s, when fur trad-
ing seems to have ended.
The fur business was
replaced by silk as the
choice fabric in New York,
Paris and London.

Rendezvous are held all
over the state with each one
having its own unique activ-
ities. Most have a preacher
or minister, a blacksmith
for the necessary fire pit
needs, crafters who sell and
demonstrate their craft,
many lodges, Buckskinners
dressed in pioneer clothing,
music with at least one bag-

pipe player, contests and
demonstrations.

Many of the Buckskin-
ners have nicknames like
Whip, who gives a whip
demonstration at Kettle
Kountry Kolors and his
wife, Honeybear. Cedar
Wind is the name of a cou-
ple known as Christine
Ibach and Al Jewer, who
perform and have recorded
the music of traditional
Native American flutes

Christine received her
first flute at a Mohican
pow-wow. The Buckskin-
ners usually include many
who show their talents on
the harmonica, dulecimer,
fiddle and many other
instruments.

The idea of a rendezvous
started in the early 1800’s
with fur traders, farmers
and settlers meeting to
trade their goods. The tradi-
tion now continues with the
many Buckskinner Rendez-

vous held and more people
becoming interested in the
events. Many learning and
living the historical times,
now revisit it.

Millie and the late Jack
Odekirk of the Auburn Lake
area organized and helped
bring to Kewaskum the pio-
neer clothing, the lodges,
aromas of open-fire cooking
and history lessons. The
first vear the buckskinners
made an appearance at
Kewaskum's Kettle Kountry
Kolors festival, there were-
only 11 lodges set along the
backdrop of the Milwaukee
River. This year over 100
lodges and encampments
are expected to fill both
sides of the Milwaukee
River in River Hill Park.

Be sure to tour the area
of the buckskinner camps
and take pride in the histo-
ry you will learn about our
heritage.
