completed took a little over
a year. This timeframe
included, planning,
fundraising and construc-
tion. The first meeting took
place in September of 1999
and work is now finished
except for renovations to the
old part of the school which
has now begun.

The project gave the old
portion of the school new
floor tile, ceiling tiles, paint,
and heating and cooling
updates.

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Dealing With Debt
After the Holidays

In the aftermath of the
gift-giving season, millions
of Americans struggle with
how to pay the bills for pres-
ents and other expenses
related to the holidays. For
many, overzealous holiday
spending may have pushed
them into serious and trou-
blesome financial situa
tions, or aggravated existing
indebtedness.

Early signs or dangerous
personal financial trends
include:

* Not paying bills on
time, or juggling which to
pay.

* Paying only the mini-
mum on large credit card
bills.

* Frequent overdrafts on
checking accounts.

* Spending all income
with no money going to sav-
ings.

* Being denied credit
because of a bad credit
report.

If one or more of the
warning signs applies, con-
sumers might consider the
following guidelines for get-
ting back on track:

*  Determine exactly
where the money is going.
Draw up a budget and stick
to it.

* When having problems
making payments, contact
creditors immediately about
alternative, more manage-
able payment plans. Do not
wait until the matter has
been turned over to a collec-
tion agency, which may not
be willing to negotiate

* Check out companies
offering debt consolidation
loans carefully. Exorbitant
fees, high interest rates and
inflated promises can aggra-
vate debt and credit prob-
lems rather than ease them.

* Beware of firms or indi-

viduals who offer to “clear
up” negative data reported
to credit bureaus. If the neg-
ative information 1s accu-
rate, credit bureaus may
report it for at least seven
years. Bankruptcies may be
reported for 10 years.

* Avoid using credit
cards. Pay off balances each
month. If debt has accumu-
lated, pay more than the
minimum due each month,
if possible.

Consumers who fall
behind in paying creditors
may be contacted by debt
collectors. The Federal Fair
Debt Collection Practices
Act prohibits debt collectors
from using harassing,
oppressive or abusive tactics
when attempting to collect
owed money. They cannot
use false statements or
engage in unfair practices in
the performance of their
work.

Those who feel they need
more help in solving their
debt and credit problems
might consider contacting
the nearest office of the
Consumer Credit Counsel-
ing Service (CCCS). CCCSs
are local, non-profit organi-
zations, providing education
and counseling on personal
budgeting and the wise use
of credit. Services are free or
for a reasonable fee.

2227).

For Young Farm Workers

Does your son or daugh-
ter work on a farm during
the summer? Do you hire
youth to work for you during
the year? Do these young
people have adequate safety

training?
Accidents cause more
deaths to individuals

between the ages of 15 and
24 than all other causes
combined. On the farm, the
major cause of accidents is
working with tractors and
farm machinery. Most acci-
dents happen when the
operator does not know how
to operate the tractor or
machinery correctly or is

unaware of the dangers
involved.

To help reduce accidents,
a Farm Tractor Safety

Course is being sponsored

by area High School
Vocational Agriculture
Departments and the
University of Wisconsin
Extension in Washington

The course will be

Federal law requires
that youth under the age of
16 must be certified before
being hired to work with
tractors and tractor machin-
ery. Effective May 1, 1996,
state law mandated that no
person may direct or permit
a youth under 16 years of
age to operate a farm tractor
or self-propelled implement
on a public road unless the
youth has been certified as
successfully completing a
tractor and machinery certi-
fication course.

Prior to the law, only
youth 14 or 15 years of age
who operated tractors and
equipment on a farm not
owned by their parent or
guardian were required to
complete the safety course.
Youth who drive a tractor
for their parents may still do
so without the formal train-
ing program as long as they
do not operate the tractor on
a public road. The law also
does not apply to situations
where a youth is driving a
tractor and implement
directly across (perpendicu-
lar to) a public road

If you intend to hire any
youth on your farm, make
sure that they enroll in this
course for your protection as
well as theirs. There are
penalties for not complying
with the law. Also, some

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New ‘Smart Growth’
Law Merits Attention

MADISON -
“Smart Growth” law man-
dates that local govern-
ments adopt comprehensive
plans addressing a variety
of land-use elements by
2010, according to the
Wisconsin Taxpayers Allian-
ce (WTA), a nonprofit, non-
partisan organization dedi-
cated to public policy
research and citizen educa-
tion.

Local governmenis are
updating their land-use
plans in response to provi-
sions in the state budget law
enacted in October 1999, the
WTA said. The legislature
enacted technical revisions
to the law in May 2000,

Under Smart Growth,
existing land-use plans
adopted by local govern-
ments will remain viable
until January 1, 2010, and
any new pl.ms or plan
updates may be developed

Wisconsin's

under the “old laws.”
However, beginning Jan-
uary 1, 2010, and all land-

use related actions of a local
government regarding any
ordinance, plan or regula-
tion must be consistent with
its adopted comprehensive
land-use plan. This require-
ment applies to, among oth-
ers, zoning ordinances, sub-
division plats, municipal
incorporations, annexat ions,
municipal boundary agree-
ments and extraterritorial
plat reviews.

The WTA said compre-
hensive plans must address
nine “elements”: issues and
opportunities; housing;
transportation; utilities and
community facilities; agri-
cultural, natural and cultur-
al resources; economic
development; intergovern-
mental cooperation; land
use; and implementation.
The plans must contain pro-
jections for 20 years, in five-
year increments, of future
residential, agricultural,

commercial and land uses.

The
grants are administered by
the Office of Land
Information Services (OLIS)
in the state Department of
Administration (DOA),

In October 2000, the
DOA awarded its first round
of Smart Growth grants, the
WTA noted. Overall,
$1,002,838 in transporta-
tion planning grants funded
by federal transportation
monies was awarded to:
three counties (Clark, Green
L.ake and Winnebago); 17
cities; five villages, 16
towns; the city and town of
Platteville for a joint propos-
al; and the North Central
Regional Planning Com-
mission (RPC). The city of
Green Bay received the
largest grant ($230,000), fol-

lowed by Clark county
($56,832), the city of St.
Croix Falls ($51,380), North
Central RPC ($42,000),
Winnebago county
($41,925), the city of
Prescott ($41,400) and the

city of La Crosse ($40,000).
Most of the local units will
use the funds to develop
computerized maps of their
transportation systems.

In early 2001, the DOA
will award $2.5 million in
grants ($1.5 million from
general purpose revenues
and $1.0 million from feder-
al transportation funds) for
developing new or updated
comprehensive plans. Local
governments will be eligible
for one comprehensive plan-
ning grant every ten years.

The new law also estab-
lished the Smart Growth
dividend aid program
Funding will be available in
2005-06 for towns, villages,
cities and counties. To be eli-
gible, the county or munici-
pality must have adopted
and implemented a compre-
hensive plan that the DOA
and the Wisconsin Land
