If you traveled through
southern Wisconsin prior to
European settlement, you
would have encountered
mostly prairies and open
oak savannahs, not thick
forests. Prairie is derived
from a French word mean-
ing meadow, and that is
exactly what a prairie is, a
grassland community with
no or very few trees

Oak savannahs are more
park-like in appearance
with grasses and flowers
growing below scattered oak
trees. These two plant com-
munities are the most
endangered communities in
Wisconsin

Today, we have only
about 0.5% of original
prairies left and less than
0.01% of our native oak
savannahs. To help preserve
this part of our natural her-
itage, many people are fill-
ing their gardens and yards
with native prairie plants
including such beauties as
rattlesnake master, prairie
violet, pasque flower, big
blue stem, Indian grass, and
blazing star.

An added benefit to
planting native prairie
plants is that they are
adapted to our climate and
soils, thus they require less
maintenance than other
non-native species.

Connie Ramthun, owner
of Kettle Moraine Natural
Landscaping, has been help-
ing folks for many years
establish and maintain
native prairie gardens and
restorations. She has a vast
knowledge of Wisconsin's
native flora and loves to
share her knowledge with
others.

Limit Your

The average American
child spends three to four
hours a day in front of the
TV.

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Stiff Penalties for Repeat Drunk Drivers
And Underage Drinkers Under New

When you drink and
drive you are taking a seri-
ous risk, not only with your
life, but with the lives of
your passengers and of
other motorists. Such a big
risk also has big penalties,
especially for repeat drunk
drivers and underage
drinkers, under provisions
of a new law that went into
effect January 1st.

“Wisconsin isn’'t playing
around when it comes to
drinking and driving,” said
Trooper Joan German of the
Wisconsin  State Patrol
District Three Headquar-
ters in Fond du Lac. “Under
this new state law, the
penalties for repeat drunk
drivers and underage
drinkers are stiffer. People
need to know that when you
put lives in danger, there
are serious, very serious,
consequences.”

Trooper German
explained that Act 109
increases the fine for second
offense drunk driving by

about 10%, increasing the
minimum fine from $300 to
$350 and the maximum
from $1,000 to $1,100. It
also doubles, triples or
quadruples penalties -
depending on higher blood
alcohol content (BAC) - for
those who have been con-
victed of at least two operat-
ing while intoxicated (OWI)
offenses in the past.

Under Act 109, there is
also an “absolute sobriety”
rule for drivers with three or
more prior offenses. The
legal limit for intoxication
for those drivers is .02, the
equivalent of having one
beer or drink

Underage persons who
drink face a 30 to 90 day
suspension of their license
for a first offense and a
mandatory one-year driver
license suspension for a sec-
ond offense within a year if
the offense involved a motor
vehicle. Under the law, not
only drivers, but also pas-
sengers face a driver license

suspension. Before enact-
ment of Act 109, courts had
the discretion of suspending
licenses for up to one year.
Now the suspension is
mandatory,” said Trooper
German. “We especially
want to emphasize the risks
involved to underage
drinkers. They have to know
that if they drink the penal-
ties are severe.”

Act 109 went into effect
on January 1, 2001, The law
enforces some of the stiffest
penalties in the nation to
underage and repeat drunk
“With this new law
we hope to decrease drunk
driving and the number of
crashes that result from
such behavior. The ultimate
goal is to save lives and to
keep Wisconsin’s roadways
safe,” said Trooper German.

New Capital Gains Tax
Rules Go Into Effect

Now that you've had
time to become familiar with
the capital gains rules
passed by Congress as part
of the 1997 Taxpayer Relief
Act, it's time to learn some
new capital gains rules that
could save you money. These
rules were passed as part of
that 1997 Act, but many tax-
payers have forgotten about
them because they didn’t go
into effect until January 1,
2001.

As you well know, the
1997 tax act cut the capital
gains tax rate on most types
of assets held for over 12
months. The rate was cut
from 28 percent to 20 per-
cent for taxpayers whose
ordinary income puts them
in the 28 percent or higher
income tax brackets, and
from 15 percent to 10 per-
cent for taxpayers in the 15
percent bracket.

Beginning in 2001, gains
on assets sold by investors
in the 15 percent tax brack-
et will be taxed at eight per-
cent instead of 10 percent if
they held the assets more
than five years. Consequen-
tly, some investors in this
bracket sitting on unreal-
ized gains from assets
they've had for around five
years or more may find it
advantageous from a tax
standpoint to sit on those
gains a little longer to take
advantage of the lower rate
in 2001.

There is one potential
complication that you'll
want to talk to your tax
advisor about. Realizing a
large amount of capital
gains could push you into
the next higher tax bracket.
In that case, part of the
gains will fall under the
eight percent rate, and part
will be subject to the 20 per-

cent rate.

A caution, too, about
delaying the sale of assets.
First, you may find it more
beneficial from a tax stand-
point to sell the asset this
year. Perhaps you've got
some excess investment
losses you want to offset
with gains. Second, you may
feel from an investment per-
spective that it’s time to sell
the asset now. It could
always drop more in value
between now and next year,
or between now and the
time it reaches the five
years - holding period, than
you would save in taxes at
the lower capital gains rate.
Don’t let the tax tail wag
your investments.

Higher-income investors
have a more complicated,
less beneficial situation. The
top rates will drop from 20
percent to 18 percent on
property held over five-year
- but for the property to
qualify it must have been
purchased no earlier than
2001. Thus, property you're
already holding - even if
you've held it for many
years - doesn't qualify, with
one exception that we'll
explain in a moment. Also,
you obviously won't benefit
from the lower rates until
2006.

Nonetheless, there are
some strategies you can

implement now or soon help
out this situation. The most
obvious sirategy is to wait
until next year before buy-
ing something you've had
your eye on - a particular
stock, perhaps, or a vacation
home - that you intend to
hold at least five years.

A second strategy is
trickier. Tax rules beginning
in 2001 for taxpayers in the
28 percent or higher brack-

ets allow an option called
the “deemed sale and repur-
chase election.” In essence,
you pretend that you sold
and repurchased the same
asset on the same day - as
early as January 2, 2001, if
you like. Since you didn't
really sell it, you don’t pay
transactions and commis-
sion costs. However, you will
pay capital gains taxes in
this phantom sale, at your
20 percent rate, unless
you're able to offset the
gains with other investment
losses.

The phantom sale starts
the five-year clock ticking,
and any future realized
gains after five years will be
taxed at the lower 18 per-
cent. That's the catch, of
course - that you're confi-
dent the asset will gain sub-
stantially in value in the
next five years. If it loses
money, you'll have paid cap-
