Speakers were told by
board president Jon Downs
that they had three to five
minutes to state their case.

Wendi Dreher, parent of
three children in district
schools and alse a volunteer
varent at KES stated. “I am
1ére on a concern, not a
romplaint for the teachers,
10t a complaint of the aides,
not a complaint of the staff,
but a parental concern on
safety, and the academic sit-
uation for our kindergart-
ners because of the 24/1 and
23/1 ratio between students
and staff.”

Another concern of
Dreher’s was that one per-
son cannot safely supervise
wer 40 kids on a play-
rround or at lunch.

Merri Jo Rodenkirch who
1as a child in kindergarten
ind is treasurer of the KES
"TO was also present and

stated her concerns and in
talking with KES principal
Kieth Kriewaldt on several
occasions she learned there
was not adequate funding
for another kindergarten
teacher which the parents
hoped for

Dreher again spoke and
told the board of a situation
she faced while volunteering
during the lunch hour. A
student needed to be taken
to the bathroom and the
teacher was faced with tak-
ing this child to the bath-
room. Had she (Dreher) not
been there, the teacher

would have had to leave her

remaining 23 students alone
in the cafeteria.

Currently there is one
full-time aide who handles
both classes.

Kriewaldt said he was
aware of the issue and said
that the two classes would
be split into three classes
with 17-18 students per
class for next vyear.

According to business
manager Paul Reichert, a
part-time aide for the rest of
the school year would cost
taxpayers an additional
$5,000 and could be taken
from the budget.

Poard member Mary
Meisser made a motion to
hire a part time aide for the

rest of the year. The motion
died as her fellow board
members sat on their hands
The parents, disgusted, left
the meeting after their plea
for help was denied.

Enrollment in the
kindergarten has dropped
slightly because of the prob-
lem but more new students
are expected according to
one of the concerned par-
ents.

The next item discussed
was the on gcing Be..chwood
Elementary School issue
that had b :en discussed at a
previous building and
grounds committee meeting.

It was the consensus of
almost all the board mem-
bers that spending $12,000
a year to keep it open for
library usage was ludicrous.

The school was closed in
1986 citing low enrollment.
The school itself has been
on the personal agenda of
some past and present
board members who wanted
to see it thrive as it once
did.

One of those board mem-
bers, treas irer John Schulte
has the idea of making the
school into a charter school.
This was ot discussed in
detail.

Sometimes we “older
folks” tend to look at the
young people in our commu
nity and cast judgments
about them. We compare
[}H'”l to l)lll“-l't\"". compar
ing them to what we remem-
ber, what we experienced as
a child, and what our par-
ents and the elderly citizens
in our community expected
of us. To often we forget
that our parents, and grand-
parents as well, sounded
much like we do today in
expressing opinions about
the “youth of their day”
What we do is compare and
make judgments based upon
our experience base. Did
you ever think that the
young people in our society
have an entirely different
experience base to work
from? Today's freshmen in
college (18 year olds mostly)
have a mindset that is
entirely different than ours.
Did you ever wonder why?

Every year Beloit College
in Wisconsin puts together a
list to give their faculty a
sense of the mindset of the
incoming freshmen. Read it
and see if the young people
today can relate to your
past, your experiences, and
your expectations.

First, they were born in
1982. They have no mean-
ingful recollection of the
Reagan Era and probably
don't know he was shot
They were prepubescent
when the Persian Gulf War
was waged. They were 11
years old when the Soviet
Union broke apart so don't
remember the cold war.
They have never feared a
nuclear war; to young to
remember the space shuttle
Challenger blowing up.
Their life has always includ-
ed AIDS; bottle caps have
always been screw off and
plastic. They do not remem-
ber vinyl albums so the
statement “you sound like a
broken record” means noth-
ing to them. They have
never played Pac Man and
never heard of 8-track. The

Yes,
the year is half over but
what happens when two or
three years from now we
have very large class sizes
and the school says, well we
made do before, we can do it
again. The school board had
the chance to help us, and
with the exception of one
member, no one felt this was
a valid concern.

Why are the education
and safety of our youngsters
no longer top priority? For
those parents who agree
that this is a concern, we
need your support to let the
school know that our chil-
dren’s education is impor-
tant to us. Small town

schooling doesn't need to be
small town education.

Mr. Downs clarified to those in

Thursday, Feb. 15, 2001

altendance that this was posted as a
special meeting of the board and no
visitor comments were placed on the
agenda. Therefore all discussion
would take place between board
members in rendering a decision

Mr. Reichert was asked to review
RFP's (Request For Proposals). All
five were summarized for compara-
tive purposes. He felt they were all
good proposals. All met our specifi-
cations with the exception of one
which did not have a press box, only
a platform.

Mr. Reichert's recommendation,
should the board move to approve
any bids, would be Dant/Clayton
because it has the best overall price
and quality. There were a couple of
proposals that didn't allow an
*apples-to-apples* comparison
since all items were not included in
every bid. The result is a lower
price, when the missing items were
included, resulted in a bid higher
than Dant/Claytons.

Mr. Schulte questioned why one
vendor didn't have a pad under the
bleachers. Mr. Reichert said this
was done knowingly and that the
district would then need to seek out-
side vendors to do this work.

Mrs. Meisser questioned the
handicap access guidelines and
requirements. While all vendor pro-
posals met the requirements, they
differ since there were different
interpretations of the handicap
requirement and when they go into
effect. Bray & Associates informed
us that the new handicap codes for
bleachers are in transition and
would not go into effect until 2002.

Mrs. Meisser asked if there was
an estimated cost for expenscs
beyond the bid price. Mr. Reichert
said there would be other incurred
costs but allowances would be made
for them. Examples of these are:
demolishing the current
bleachers/press box; concrete pad,
excavate the area, He felt we should
allow approximately $40,000 for
these extras and another $22,000 for
contingency expenses for an esti-
mated total of $275,000.

Mr. Downs asked what a Vertical
Rail Picket was. These are
guiderails that take the place of the
fencing in all regular bid prices.

Mr. Schulte asked why some ven-
dors used another vendors name in
their RFP. Mr. Reichert stated that
Dant/Clayton approved their plans
for use by other vendors so compar-
isons were made as a result.

Mr.  Steinhardt asked if
Dant/Clayton provided a list of ref-
crences like the others did. He was
told they would be obtained and that
a parent group visited many sites
and viewed other sites constructed
by Dant/Clayton and felt assured of
the quality of construction and
materials.

Mrs. Meisser asked if there was
any talk of moving the road between
and field and high school and if this
would allow for more space for
placement of bleachers. Mr.
Reichert stated that the district does
own that road, and could close it if
necessary, but the question of its
need as a fire-lane must be
answered. With the current plans for
bleachers we do not need that space
at this time.

Mr. Reichert shared that we have
a lead time of about 154 days. If the
vendor has the order in hand by
mid-February they assure us the
project would be completed my mid
1o late July.

Mr. Schulte questioned an all-alu-
minum structure vs treated steel.
What were the benefits of both?
Mr. Reichert assured him he was not
an engineer so could not make that
determination but felt that aluminum
would probably. have a longer life
and have less maintenance.
However, different grades of alu-
minum are a factor. Mr. Schulte
expressed concern about the awfully
short warranty offered for the
bleachers on both sides of the field.

Mrs. Meisser recognized the
excellent job Mr. Reichert did in
assembling and presenting the
RFP's. She felt the Building and
Grounds Committee also did a great
job getting the information to board.

But, she expressed concern about
the timing. The long-range plan
isn't set yet and there are some
major projects needing attention.
There are many issues to be
addressed. She recognized that the
athletic facilities have been neglect-
ed but so have the buildings. Pride
is an issue, on both counts.

She mentioned that a referendum
has been spoken of as a possible
option. She stated that credibility is
an issue for her. Basically it's
bleachers vs school building.

She expressed that the state of the
economy should be a big factor in
any decision the board makes. She
wasn't sure if now is the right time
to push this forward, at least not
immediately. The economy is
slowing down and the Feds are low-
ering the interest rates. She felt
these were jittery times and eco-
nomic security is a factor in our
decision.

She asked what are our needs and
what are our wants. People on fixed
incomes should be considered and is
a big factor. She concluded by stal-
ing she believes the board must sce
the big picture, that the buildings
have major needs also. In her opin-
ion it was a referendum vs. credibil-
iy.

Mr. Schulte stated that the district
has had two referendums yet the
taxes did not go up. He felt that
Mrs. Meisser had some valid points
yet can't see basing decisions on
economic blips. Mr. Schulte ques-
tioned Mr. Reichert regarding fund-
ing the 5-year plan and asked if the
budget dollars would suffice, or if it
is inevitable that we will borrow or
do a referendum.

Mrs. Meisser asked why not place
the bleachers on a referendum?

Mr. Steinhardt shares her con-
cerns, yet said that he sees lots of
community interest llgh[ now and is
worried about the lack of safety of
our current bleachers.

Mrs. Meisser questioned if a deci-
sion should be made before the
B&G Committee develops a five-
year plan.

Mr. Reichert shared that over the
last three years we have budgeted
between $125,000-$150,000 per
year to address district maintenance
needs. WES and FES are vastly
improved with the referendum. We
borrowed $750,000 in 1999 10
address other concerns. With the
estimated $2.1 million dollars need-
ed 1o meet the projects in the pro-
jected five-year plan, it would take
15-20 years to do all on the list out
of the operating budget. No matter
what course of funding taken, to
meel the five-year plan would be
extremely difficult to achieve with-
out loans, etc.

Mrs. Maul informed the board
and audience that the Building &
Grounds only received the prelimi-
nary draft of the five year plan at
their meeting on January 15. She
expressed that we are in a catch-up
mode now and feels the bleachers
are a need, not @ want. We'll need
to spend money to repair the old
bleachers anyway.

Mr. Schulte shared that past ref-
erendums clearly have said to the
board, “This is our high school for
many years to come.” We need to
do what it takes to make it the best.

Mr. Dickman stated that we have
no real five-year plan right now,
just an un-reviewed list of things to
do. Bleachers are a part of it. We
all know that the buildings need lots
of work yet we are in a position to
do something now. Health and
safety are issucs to be considered.
He stated that the biggest concern
expressed to him and the
Referendum Information
Committee during the last referen-
dum was how will we maintain
buildings and facilities.

Mr. Steinhardt felt that if we
have community support we should
take advantage of it and act now.

Mr. Dickman informed the board
that to delay the decision one month
means it would be delayed for one
year. There is no advantage of that
and all the work the community
group did in preparing for this pro-
ject would go to waslte.

Mr. Downs said he hears lots of
concerns out there. But we speak of
having a program and we're doing
it. He felt we needed to do some-
thing, either fix or replace. Piece
meal isn't the answer cither. 1t just
becomes more expensive. He
agreed with Mr. Schulte that the
high school is here and we need to
work on it.

Mrs. Maul made the motion to
approve Dant/Clayton bid of
$213,500, and the overall project
cost would not exceed $275,000.
Mr. Dickman seconded the motion.

He estimated that the
estimated annual payment of the
loan would be about $36,000, an
amount almost equal to the pay-
ments currently being made and
budgeted in this year's budget
Therefore there should be no
increase in the overall operating
budget in 2001-02. We do have
other that need to be
renewed, such as telephone, one
truck, etc., but he felt we could
absorb the total loan pay-back in the
operating budget.

The State Trust Loan will prepare
paper work for the board to approve
in an official resolution that will
come before the board later. Prior
to the resolution being placed on the

leases

agenda it must be duly noticed in
specified sites. After the vote by the
board it again must be properly
posted and noticed in specified sites
to inform the general public of their
rights and recourse to the resolu-
tion.

Mr. Reichert said that the board
had three options to fund the pro-
ject. One, in the general operating
budget, which isn't possible; Two,
Out of the district's Fund Balance
which he wouldn't advise; Three,
take a loan from the State Trust
Fund. The rates are low and com-
petitive and would be the best
option. He was directed to pursue
the third option and report back to
the board with the resolution when
done.

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Statewide Trail Network
Plan Approved By DNR Outdoor

MADISON -- A plan for a
statewide trail network that
is intended to provide the
vision of a comprehensive
system of trails across
Wisconsin received final
approval from the state
Natural Resources Board at
its January meeting.

“This plan provides us
with a long-term, big-pic-
ture vision for establishing a
comprehensive trail net-
work for the state,” said Sue
Black, director of Wisconsin
State Parks.

The State Trail Network
Plan which the board
approved as an amendment
to the State Trail Strategic
Plan -- focuses on meeting
recreational opportunities
for trails. It identifies exist-
ing and proposed trails and
connections that would
serve as the main corridors
for a statewide trail system.

“The plan doesn't include
every trail in the state, just
the major arteries,” explain-
ed Danielle Valvassori, DNR
state trails coordinator. “It
focuses mainly on aban-
doned rail corridors, utility
corridors, critical road con-
nections and natural feature
corridors such as the Ice Age
National and State Scenic
Trail that link places where
people live and play, natural
resource features, public
lands and interstate connec-
tions,” Valvassori said.

The plan recognizes the
important role that trails
developed by local units of
governments serve as criti-
cal links, and under the
plan, DNR staff will contin-
ue to work with local unit of
government and encourage
them to connect trails onto
this network as they update
local plans.

“The plan is based on the
principle that trails are crit-
ical as both transportation
and recreation corridors,
that they improve the quali-
ty of life for all of the citi-
zens in the state by provid-
ing economic, health, envi-
ronmental and social bene-
fits,” Valvassori said.

Additionally, the plan is
consistent with the
Wisconsin Department of
Transportation’s Wisconsin
Bicycle Transportation Plan
2020.

The plan does not
address ecological or man-
agement aspects of the trail
corridors or specifics of indi-
vidual trails, such as what
types of uses would be per-
mitted or what type of sur-
face a trail should have.
Those issues, Valvassori
said, will continue to be
addressed through the mas-
ter planning process once
specific trail projects are
approved.

The department received
more than 350 comments
during the public review
process in October 2000.
“We appreciate the time and
effort that people put into
sending in comments and
incorporated many sugges-
tions into the plan. It
reflects the level of interest

and commitment people
have to trails in the state,”
she said.

While the plan provides a
vision for future trail devel-
opment, Valvassori caut ions
that people should not
expect all the corridors and
trails identified to be
acquired and developed in
the immediate future. “This
vision won't happen
overnight,” she said. “The
corridors have to become
available, funding needs to
be earmarked for acquisi-
tion and development and
we need the partners willing
to work with us to develop
and maintain the trails.

DNR

Report

February 6, 2001

With recent freeze-thaw
cycles across Wisconsin,
snow conditions vary con-
siderably in different parts
of the state.

Much of southern and
central Wisconsin are
reporting a hard crust of
snow has formed over
remaining snowcover. No
substantial new snow has
fallen in the state, and
many counties in southern
and central Wisconsin are
reporting snowmobile trails
either closed or in poor con-
dition.

However, a dusting of

new snow has improved
conditions for cross-country
skiers. Most southern and
central state parks and
forests are reporting cross-
country ski trail conditions
ranging from fair to good.

The Southern Unit of the
Kettle Moraine State For-
ests reports that despite no
recent snow, trails remain
snow-covered and in exce]-
lent to very good condition
for state skiers. Many parks
and forests report that due
to the hard snow crust, it
has been difficult to set new
tracks for diagonal stride
skiers and the classic trails
are now hard and icy. Snow
conditions throughout most
of northern Wisconsin
remain good to excellent for
both snowmobilers and
cross-country skiers.

With rain in the forecast
for the more southern part
of the state this past week,
parks and forests are again
encouraging people to call

ahead to confirm that any of

the remaining candlelight
ski events scheduled will be
held as planned.

The freeze-thaw cycle has
generally improved access
to many lakes across the
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state, by melting the ruts
that had formed on the ice
in many areas.

However, many lakes re-
froze to a smooth surface
and walking on that ice can
be very slippery. In the
north, slush on the lakes
continues to be a big prob-
lem for access to both
anglers and snowmobilers,
who are being urged to stay
on marked or previously
traveled roads and paths.

The mid-winter slow-
down for walleye fishing
has continued in most loca-
tions, but some excellent
northern pike and panfish
fishing continues to be
reported across the state.
Some very good crappie
fishing was reported in the
Hayward area and Taylor
County lakes.

Perch fishing continues
to be good in Vilas and
Oneida county waters.
Some excellent bluegill fish-
ing was being reported from
the deeper waters of
Northern lakes, in the shal-
lows of central Wisconsin
flowages and in the south
on Waukesha County lakes.

Ice conditions were good
on Lake Winnebago for the
sturgeon spearing that
opened. The season will run
until the harvest cap is
reached, which last year
took only two days.

Along Lake Michigan,
perch action on the Green
Bay has remained very
inconsistent. Lake Michigan
tributaries are starting to
open up but fishing has
been slow. And only a few
brown trout were reportedly
being caught in the Port
Washington and Racine
harbors.

Cardinals and chickadees
have reportedly started
singing in anticipation of
their upcoming courtship. A
large irruption of goldfinch-
es was reported in the
Woodruff area, and a varied
thrush, species that breeds
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in the western United
States, has been observed at
a bird feeder in the Port
Wing area all winter.

Kestrels, our smallest
hawk, have returned and
been seen in different parts
of the state. Rough-legged
hawks, which are typical
winter residents, have been
seen with regularity, but
red-tailed hawks have also
been present all winter.
Late afternoon and evening
listeners have been treated
to the ever-increasing calls
of barred owls, as their
breeding moves into full
SWIing.

Squirrels, foxes and coy-
otes are all on the run as
they move into their breed-
ing cycles. The recent warm
spell encouraged some
species that sleep deeply
but do not hibernate,
including raccoons, oppos-
sums and skunks to come
out of their winter dens.
And reportedly the clink of
tin buckets can be heard in
sugar camps as syrup col-
lectors have started clean-
ing equipment and prepar-
ing for their season.
