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New Thermal Imaging Camera to Be
Featured at Open House Here Saturday

The Kewaskum firefight-
ers will be preparing and
serving their favorite soup
and chili recipes for you to
try, along with green St.

The fire department has
been busy raising funds for
their new state-of-the-art
thermal imaging camera
that was recently purchased
and the open house is their
way of thanking the com-
munity for all the donations
they received toward the
camera.

They will be featuring
their newest acquisition at
the open house and demon-
strating some of the advan-
tages this new tool will add
to their fire fighting capa-
bilities

'he thermal
camera's technology gives
firemen the ability to see
through the dense smoke to
search the burning building
for the source of the fire so

imaging

that it can be extinguished
with minimal water damage
to the building and risk to
the firefighter

Besides delivering the
exact seat of the fire, the
camera also allows the user
to make sure all aspects of
the fire are totally extin-
guished and no hot spots
are allowed to recur.

The camera can also be
used to detect victims so the
firefighter can see their pre-
cise location before entering
the burning building,
adding to the survival
chances of the victim and
again, minimizing the risk
to the fireman.

Additionally the camera
features the capability to
videotape so the depart-
ment can use it for training
purposes and reviewing the
fires,

The camera unit comes
from a company named
Bullard in Cynthiana,
Kentucky. The company has
been in operation for over
100 years and is dedicated
to worker safety and strate-
gic vision.

The company was found-
ed in 1898 by Edward
Bullard in California as a
mine supply business,

designing a new protective
helmet for miners. They
later produced and supplied
air respirators to protect
workers on the construction
of the Golden Gate Bridge.
Their respiratory protection
grew substantially over the
years to shield workers in a
wide variety of hazardous
work environments

In 1998, already a recog-
nized leader in the fire safe-
ty products market, Bullard
launched its first thermal
imaging camera, another
product capable of saving
human lives

Bullard found there were
many benefits of using the
thermal imaging camera.
The biggest tactical advan-
tage is the ability to locate
the source of the fire quick-
er, monitor the changes in
thermal conditions, and be
able to account for all the
firefighters.

Accountability is a major
concern in the fire service
today. Most departments
have accountability sys-
tems, whether it's a tag
placed on the rig, or a riding
list that an officer carries.
In retrospect, those are pas-
sive types, which don't tell

KES ‘On Schedule’, Plans for
Administration Building Starting

The Kewaskum School
Board heard information
from the District’s business
manager Paul Reichert on
the progress of Kewaskum
Elementary School Monday
night at the monthly school
board meeting held in the
KHS Library.

In his monthly update he
stated:

m The exterior brick work
should be completed by the
end of this month.

m Crews have
installing windows.

m Ceramic tiling in the
bathrooms and around
water fountains should be
completed by week’s end.

m Cabinets have been
shipped and are on site.
Carpentry crews have been
installing the cabinets for
two weeks and have most of
the first floor cabinets
installed.

m Installation of the
acoustical ceiling began on

begun

the north end of the first
floor. Installers will com-
plete the first floor instruc-
tional and office areas then
move to the second floor.

m The lighting, fans, bas-
ketball backboards and cur-
tain wall divider have been
installed in the gym.

m The first floor is com-
pletely painted.

Community members
will be invited to walk
through the building and
see the construction
progress between the hours
of 1 and 3 p.m. on Sunday,
April 8.

Reichert also told the
board that they have been
looking at architects draw-
ings for the new administra-
tion building.

Taxpayers approved the
new administration building
in a package deal with the
elementary school.

The building is estimated
to cost $350,000.

Reichert asked the board
for their input on how to
design the community/board

room. Plans were handed
out and this will be dis-
cussed at a later meeting.

The community/board
room is scheduled to have a
kitchenette and separate
restroom. It will also feature
a separate entrance and be
sealed off from the adminis-
tration offices.

The building is to be
erected on the parking lot
across from the current
administration building.
This would close off the one
way School Street.

Another complication
that could arise is the
buried fiber optic lines in
the parking lot. The depth
of the buried fiber optic
lines has to be determined.
If they are too close to the
surface, the building will
not be able to be built over
the lines. If the lines are 36
inches below the surface, as
shown on the telephone
company's map, the building
can be constructed over the
fiber optic lines.

anything.

If something happens to
an individual firefighter, or
you have a catastrophic fire
where the building collaps-
es, or if fire conditions dete-
riorate rapidly and you
need a head count, you have
to go back to the rig and get
the accountability list or
Ltags.

A thermal imager operat-
ing inside that fire building
provides a more proactive
accountability. You are
monitoring the firefighters
where they are operating. If
a member goes down, there
is someone inside with visu-
al accountability.

As departments are
changing from an aggres-
sive interior operation to a
defensive attack, they back
out of the building. If the
last person out is the one
with the thermal imager, it
might prevent that one fire-
fighter from making a
wrong turn and heading the
wrong way. These are the
types of things that a ther-
mal imager can provide
when operating inside the
building.

The basic concept of
infrared imaging is that
there has to be thermal con-
trast. If there is no contrast,
the thermal imager is not
going to work. You wouldn’t
take a thermal imager into
a cave, for everything is the
same temperature.

Objects with different
masses and densities absorb
and give off energy at differ-
ent rates. That's what gives
contrast. The more contrast
there is, the better the ther-
mal imager is going to
work. Thermal imagers like
heat, for that’'s when they

pertorm their best.

The firefighter will look
for changes in thermal con-
trast. Depending on the
object, he will get more defi-
nition in the image he is
seeing.

The firefighter will see it
before he will feel it. If he
pulls up to a 40-foot ranch
house at 2 a.m. and fire is
blowing out the front bed-
room windows, that's not
much for the firemen. One
line in operation, down the
hallway, a room and con-
tents, and the fire is going
out.

If the firefighter would go
to the house next door, the
very next night, it might be
the same 40-foot ranch, but
it is puffing ugly black
smoke out of every nook and
cranny. It is not the same
fire that happened the night
before. Firefighters don’t
have that visual indicator
as to where the fire is. It
might be in the same bed-
room.

With the thermal imager,
the operator has to look up
at the ceiling to get an idea
of the thermal conditions.
He or she is going to see the
convected gases moving. If
the convected gases are
moving toward him or her,
it could mean the fire is in
front of the operator.

As he/she lowers the
thermal imager down and
takes a look, they are going
to see the greatest thermal
contrast leading back to the
room where the seat of the
fire probably is. Day in and
day out, that’'s what the
thermal imager is going to
do for firefighters.

Another advantage of the
thermal imaging camera is
when there is a lack of visi-
bility in a burning building.
