On referendum questions, the elector shall make a cross (X) in the square or depress
the lever at the right of *yes* if in favor of the question, or the elector shall make a cross (X) in
the square or depress the lever at the right of "'no" if opposed to the question

Where marksense voting is used, the elector shall darken the arrow next to the name of the can-
didate of his or her choice for each office for whom he or she intends to vote. To vote for a per-
son whose name does not appear on the ballot, the elector shall write in the name of the person
of his or her choice in the space provided and darken the arrow at the right of the write-in line
provided. On referendum questions, the elector shall darken the arrow next to *ves* if in favor
of the question, or the elector shall darken the arrow next to *no* if opposed to the question

The vote should not be cast in any other manner. If the elector spoils a ballot, he or she shall
return it to an election official who shall issue another ballot in its place, but not more than
three ballots shall be issued to any one elector. If the ballot has not been initialed by two inspec-
tors or is defective in any other way, the elector shall return it to the election official, who shall
issue a proper ballot in its place. Not more than five minutes' time shall be allowed inside a vot-
ing booth. Unofficial ballots or a memorandum to assist the elector in casting his or her vote
may be taken into the booth and copied.

After an official marksense ballot is marked, it shall be inserted in the ballot sleeve provided so
the marks do not show. After casting his or her vote, the elector shall leave the booth, insert the

An elector may select an individual to assist in casting his or her vote if the elector declares to
the presiding official that he or she is unable to read, has difficulty reading, writing or under-
standing English or that due to disability is unable to cast his or her ballot.

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DNR
Outdoor
Report

March 20, 2001

Spring arrived on the cal-
endar and in the air over
much of Wisconsin this past
week. A strong low pressure
system last week triggered
a major bird migration with
almost all areas of the state
reporting significant in-
creases in the number of
birds being seen.

Large numbers of Cana-
da geese have been migrat-
ing through the state on
their way north, and
increased numbers of sand-
hill eranes, ducks, robins,
horned larks and red-
winged blackbirds, have all
been reported.

American mergansers,
canvasback, scaup, buffle-
heads, and goldeneye were
seen on the Mississippi
River.

Only a few counties in
northern Wisconsin are still
reporting that their snow-
mobile and cross-country
ski trails remain open.
Those that remain open
generally will officially close
at midnight March 31.

Groomers are continuing
to groom snowmobile trails
in the Hayward area.
Snowmobile trails were icy
but in fair condition at the
Flambeau River State
Forest near Park Falls.

Despite about two feet of
snow remaining in the
Oneida and Vilas county
areas, snowmobile trails
were only in fair condition
in the woods and were very
poor in and around towns
and at crossings due to open
patches where the sun has
exposed the ground. How-
ever, cross-country ski trails
in the Northern Highland-
American Legion State
Forest remain in good con-

dition for late season skiing.

Most of the rest of the
state is reporting that snow-
cover is diminishing rapidly
with the recent warm
weather. Rivers and even
some lakes are starting to
open up, with stretches of
the Wisconsin River now

open, as far north as
Nekoosa.
The Rock, Crawfish,

Bark and other major rivers
of southern Wisconsin are
all open. And even the Bois
Brule River in Douglas
County has open stretches,
with the first whitewater
canoeists and kayakers of
the year paddling its waters
last weekend.
Conservation wardens
across the state are report-
ing incidents of people
falling through the ice on
lakes and rivers and are
encouraging people to stay
off the ice unless they are
certain it remains solid.
Although up to 18 inches
of ice remains on many
southern lakes and two feet
or more remain on northern
lakes, areas near springs
and near inlets and outlets

are opening up. Warm
weather and rain forecast
may greatly accelerate the
ice melt. The top layer of ice
is getting rotten and honey-
combed in many areas and
this ice may no longer sup-
port the weight of a person.

[n the north, last week's
snowstorm that dropped six
or more inches of snow in
some parts made access to
lakes very difficult. In gen-
eral, those anglers who are
still ice fishing reported
action as very slow, with
only a few crappies and
bluegills being caught.

Open water fishing has
begun on some of the major
river systems that remain
open to game fishing.
Anglers were catching a lot
of walleyes on the Wiscon-
sin River in central Wis-
consin but most were under
the size limit, and some suc-
cess catching legal walleye
on the Lower Wisconsin
River.

Fishing has improved at
various locations on the
Mississippi River. Ice is out
of the main channel near
the Trempealeau dam area
with some walleye and
sauger being caught. The
river below the Dresbach
dam is beginning to open
up, but ice flows were mak-
ing access difficult. Walleye
and sauger were becoming
active since ice out below
the Genoa dam.

Along Lake Michigan,
some catches of browns and
steelhead were starting to
pick up on tributaries. The
lower Oconto is open and
some silver-looking steel-
head were reported. A few
steelhead have been seen
below the Mishicot and
Shoto dams on the Twin
Rivers. Most of the Sheboy-
gan and Milwaukee rivers
are open, but there have
been no reports of steel-
head. The lower Root and
Pike rivers are open but
only a few browns and steel-
head have been reported.

Cardinals have begun
their annual courtship ritu-
als. Brilliant colored males
can be seen singing in the
treetops. Barred and great
horned owls are nesting.
Tom turkeys are now regu-
larly being heard gobbling
from their roosts in the
morning and seen strutting
to catch the attention of the
females during the day.

Maple sap has just start-
ed running. And while
weather conditions are very
favorable with cold nights
and warm days, so far the
sap has been slow to run.
More days in the 40s with
nights below freezing
should help.

Finally, bears are begin-
ning to emerge from their
dens and will be looking for
a free lunch. So now is the
time to being taking bird
feeders down at night and
making sure garbage con-
tainers and are secure.

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Knowing How to Apply Increases
Chances of Receiving Turkey Permits

MADISON - As the April
11 opening of Wisconsin's
spring  turkey season
approaches, some hunters
have questioned why they
didn’t receive a single har-
vest permit when a friend
may have received two.

“It comes down to the
time period and hunting
zone the hunter requests on
their permit application,”
says Keith Warnke, upland

game biologist for the
Department of Natural
Resources.

“Anyone, can play the
system to ensure they
receive a permit every year.
The applicant has to realize
that there are more permits
available than applicants
and a hunter who is flexible
can get a permit every year.”

To ensure a spring per-
mit, Warnke recommends
that hunters should “always
list all time periods as
options on their applica-
tions.” Though applicants
should aim for their pre-
ferred zones, having less
popular zones as second and
third choices may be neces-
sary to secure a permit.

If the first choice is
available, a permit is issued
and the application is put
into the second permit
drawing. If the first choice is
not available, because all
the permits for that zone
and season have already
been issued, the applicant’s
second and third choices will
be considered using the
same process. If no other
choices were made, then no

permit will be issued to the
applicant this year

When an  applicant
receives a first permit, the
application is then put into
the second permit drawing
The same system of prefer-
ence points is used to evalu
ate the applications for sec
ond permits. Hunters who
select under-subscribed
zones and later time periods
will have the best chance to
receive a second permit

After all the applications
in the first category are
assessed, the applications in
the other three categories
will be evaluated in numeric
order by the same process.

Last season, 126,677
first permits and 23,726 sec-
ond permits were given
There were 12,871 appli-
cants who did not receive a
permit. Approximately 30%
of permits per zone were
given to landowners.
