Day; Knife Incident Reported

The Kewaskum Board of
Education met Monday
evening to discuss a full
agenda

The board started off by
approving the payroll and
accounts payable report in

the amount of
$1,346,284 .54
Past board president

Jean Goeden addressed the
board in regards to a knife
incident at KES in a fifth
grade phy-ed class. Goeden
asked the board if any of the
board members were aware
of the incident. Nothing was
said

District superintendent
Wayne Graczyk said in a
phone interview that the
knife in question was a 1
1/2” device. The device was
confiscated after the build-
ing principal was notified,
No one was injured. The
student received a one day
in-school suspension. The
Kewaskum School’s police
liason officer Troy Ellis was
contacted and according to
Graczyk, Ellis said what
was used could not be con-
sidered a dangerous
weapon. Upon interviewing
students Graczyk said none
of the students were threat-
ened

“The incident was dealt
with quickly” said Keith
Kriewaldt, KES principal

Business Manager Paul
Reichert addressed the
board with a building
update. He stated that he
wanted to publicly commend
Rex Bindrich, the construc-
tion foreman of C.D. Smith
for all his efforts in allowing
the district to hold the well

attended walk-through of
the school on Sunday.

He went on to say that
construction of the adminis-
tration building should com-
mence this week. Land-
scaping of sidewalks and
curb/gutter is already start-
ing at KES. Everything is
running on time as planned.

Under new business the
board voted to give the town
of Scott the school bell and
flag pole from Beechwood
Elementary

The Kewaskum
Auxiliary Personnel (KAP)
contract was ratified by the
board after two years of
negotiations.

Board member Lisa
Maul again opposed the idea
of KHS students furthering
their education at area col-
leges on the school district’s
dime. Students are allowed
to take courses at UW-
Washington County or
Moraine Park Technical
College if those courses are
not available at KHS

Maul and other board
members agreed that this
year’s list looked better then
those in the past as far as
courses the students were
taking. The motion passed
with everyone but Maul vot-
ing in favor of the requests.

District residents, stu-
dents and businesses will
have a chance to voice their
opinion on when school will
start and end. A survey is
being mailed to all district
residents, some businesses
and students. State law now
says school is to start after
Labor Day.

The survey presents four
options. If students start
after Labor Day public per-

WEST BEND - Bonita
Berrios says that, when you
watch the famous Ko Thi
African dance troupe per-
form, it's like a wild ride
back into history. “When you
see the dances, you're seeing
what our ancestors saw in
their village centuries ago,”
she said.

The dancers of the famed
Milwaukee-based company
will take West Bend audi-
ences on the “trip through
time” in a rare performance
at the University of
Wisconsin-Washington
County. The performance is
set for 7:30 p.m., April 20, in
the wuniversity theater.
UWWC is located at 400
University Drive, West
Bend. The performance is
open to the public

Tickets are priced at $6

Ko Thi spokesperson
Berrios said audience usual-
ly get immediate and
intense contact with the
troupe’s dances, which stem
mostly from African and
Caribbean folk and tribal
dances.

“Afterwards, peo-
ple come up and tell us ‘I can
really feel the dance and the
emotion.

ing with ethnic dance
troupes from other nations.

A few years ago, for
instance, the troupe danced
onstage with members of
the Trinity Irish Dance com-
pany. Last year, Ko Thi
danced onstage with mem-
bers of the Minneapolis-
based Ragamala dance
troupe, which dances the
slower, sensuous dances of
India.

In those performances,
she explains, Ko Thi mem-
bers perform one of their
intense, uninhibited African
dances as the opening act.
That dance is then followed
by the Indian dancers, who
weave their bodies slowly in
intricate poses and patterns
Lastly, she says, the two
troupes perform together.

April 1s National Poetry
Month. A relatively new cel
ebratory period, National
Poetry Month was started
by the National Academy of
Poets in 1996. Since then,
they annually give away
free poetry books, posters,
and have decorated VW
bugs with magnetic poetry
and traveled across the U.S
This year, they are petition
ing the U.S. postal service to
print a new stamp in honor
of a poet

I've been writing poetry
for nearly ten years and I
find that it gets more diffi
cult with each day that Im
not doing it. It becomes hard
work, like training for a
marathon, and it makes you
sweat. You can get out of
shape easily. On a bad day,
[ can sit at my computer for
an hour and end up with
only a page of words. It
takes a reader five minutes
or so to read what I spent
sixty minutes of my life

writing.
So is this what National
Poetry Month does?

Celebrates the poet as a
worker? Does it seek to
legitimize poetry, not as an
art form, but as a job admit-
tedly not nine-to-five that
someone has to do? I don't
know, but I do know that
National Poetry Month
drags poetry out of the cel-
lar for a few days and lets it
run around in the sunshine.
That’s what poetry really
needs, anyway, not to be
accepted as important but to
just be recognized as living.

People usually don’t
spend much time with poet-
ry. It fades in and out of the
background of life like a
Christmas card, a hyper-
sentimentalized bookmark,
quotes taken out of context
Even in school, most kids
don’t get beyond Whitman
or the odd Shakespeare son-
net.

My brother-in-law, who is
12, was over at our house in
Saturday and discovered the
magnetic poetry on our
refrigerator. You know the
stuff: carefully chosen poet-
ic words, thinly sliced and
magnetized so they stick to
appliances like stray shreds
of carrot-peelings. It's a silly
thing, a toy, really, but it

does get the creative juices
flowing Somehow its
appealing to be presented
with this scattered puzzle of
words that can be visually
strung together into lines of
verse. In fact, my brother
in-law, who would much
rather watch a football
game than read anything,
found himself creating little
phrases rich with imagery. |
was amazed at the stuff he
was putting together. That's
great, I encouraged, you can
do the same thing with real
words, too. He looked at me
and shrugged, then saun-
tered back to the living
room to play video games.
But for a brief, shining
moment, he realized that
poetry was something possi-
ble for him to do.

In honor of this spirit of
discovery and word-play,
the Kewaskum Public
Library is hosting a poetry
reading on Tuesday, April
25 at 6 p.m. All ages are
invited, families are encour-
aged to attend. You can read
a poem you wrote, a favorite
poem you know, or just
introduce us to a new poet.

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St. Joseph’s Board Authorizes
Formation of Health System

At its March 26, 2001
board of directors meeting,
the board at St. Joseph’s
Community Hospital of
West Bend approved a set of
resolutions that call for the
formation of a new health
care system which includes
newly formed clinic and
foundation corporations
along with the hospital.
Each entity will have its
own board of directors. The
hospital board’s action is
contingent upon completing
successful negotiations with
Advanced Health Care
related to the separation of
the physicians who practice
at the West Bend Clinic
from Advanced Health Care
related to the separation of
the physicians who practice
at the West Bend Clinic
from Advanced Health Care.

Gregory Blommel, MD, a
physician who practices
with the West Bend Clinic
said, “We now have commu-
nity leaders and physicians
engaged in a common vision
for a strong, community
directed health care delivery
system. Together, we will
strive to increase specialty
services in our area.
Community and business
leaders must understand
that with the proposed gov-
ernance the community not
only retains control of the
hospital, it gains control of
the clinic.”

The hospital’s board of
directors decided to take
action at Monday’s meeting
because of the considerable
amount of work and time
required to build the clinic
infrastructure and receive
IRS approval. Even with
Monday’s approval, the ear-
liest the clinic will be opera-
tional under the new health
system is fall of 2001. The
action taken Monday fol-
lowed months of discussion
between the West Bend
Clinic doctors and the hospi-
tal over the proposed collab-
oration.

The health system’s
board of directors will link
the hospital, clinic and foun-
dation, but will have only
limited reserve powers over
the organizations. The
health system, clinic, and
foundation will be struc-
tured as not-for-profit
organizations under IRS
guidelines, and the hospital
board will remain the same

size.

The new community-
driven health system board
will consist of 13 voting
members, eight community
members and five physi-
cians. The cheif executive
officer of the health system
will be a non-voting mem-
ber. Hospital CEO, John
Reiling, reiterated state-
ments made at public
forums, “The IRS requires
community control in any
not-for-profit health system,
meaning that physicians
may be no more than 49% of
the board. The health sys-
tem will not transfer any
funds until IRS approvals
are received.”

Those eight community
members who will serve on
the health system board are
all current members of the
hospital board. They
include: Tom Bast, retired
president of M&I First
National Bank; John
Duwell, senior vice presi-
dent at West Bend Mutual
Insurance Company; Andy
Gumm, manager at
Wisconsin Electric Power
Company; Mark Hauser, a
CPA with Kieckhafer,
Dietzler, Hauser, LLP; Dan
Johnson, of Johnson School
Bus Service, Inc.; Mark
Nielsen, recently retired
CEO of Wesbar Corporation,;
Elaine Shanebrook, an
attorney with Shanebrook
and Fitzgerald Law Office,
LLP and Sharon Ziegler, an
active community member.

The names of the physi-
cian members who may
serve on this board will not
be released until after the
negotiations with Advanced
Healthcare have been suc-
cessfully concluded.

Shanebrook observes
that, “These individuals are
well respected business and
civic leaders. They represent
a cross section of our busi-
ness community including
manufacturing, financial
and professional business
sectors. They will be strong
community advocates for
the new health system.”

She also acknowledged
that some members of
KMEGH had criticized the
process for nominating
members to the health sys-
tem board and the 8-5 com-
plaint between community
and physician members.

the board composition,
Shanebrook said, “The new
clinic will have revenues
nearly equal to the hospital,
and West Bend Clinic physi-
cians represent 70% of the
admissions to the hospital.
We are forming a partner-
ship with the physicians at
the West Bend Clinic and we
want the structure to reflect
that partnership. This sys-
tem of governance and the
community/physician mix
on the board is consistent
with similar health systems

that have been formed
recently.”
Shanebrook affirmed

that a nominating process
was endorsed by the hospi-
tal board of directors, which
would involve joint partici-
pation of community mem-
bers and physician mem-
bers. “The goal of that
process will be to recruit
high-quality individuals
who will continue to repre-
sent a cross section of the
community and who are dis-
tinguished in their business
or community service work.”

In direct response to a
recent KMEGH ad, Shane-
brook added, “The voices of
the eight community mem-
bers will be strong. It is
inappropriate to imply that
physicians will exert an
anti-community sentiment,
especially just after they
have agreed to give up con-
trol of themselves and place
themselves in the hands of a
community directed sys-
tem.”

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Volunteers Needed for United Way

“How do your programs
impact clients?” “What are

the true needs of your
agency?” “How are your
Board volunteers involved

in strategic planning for
your agency?” “How do you
address funding shortfalls?”

These are just some of

the questions community
volunteers will be asking
member agencies of the
United Way of Washington
County as part of its 2002
Fund Distribution process
in May and June.

Efforts to recruit these
volunteers are underway.
Chaired by United Way

Patricia Hrobsky, this year’s

process is similar to those of

past years, with increasing
attention on the results
agencies are achieving with
United Way funds.

The agencies’ col-
lective needs will help set
the 2001 county-wide
Campaign Goal, from which
the 2002 funding will come.”

More than 40 volunteers
will be involved in this
year’s process, including
United Way Board members
and other community volun-
teers. United Way is in the
process of recruiting people
to serve in this capacity.
Past participants have been
contacted, but additional
people are needed, too.

The time commitment
includes a training session
the morning of May 10th in
West Bend, and the review
of three or four agency
applications over a five-
week period. Each agency
review is a face-to-face
meeting that lasts about two
hours, for a total time com-
mitment of eight to ten
hours during May and June.
Funding recommendations
are then forwarded to the
United Way Board of
Directors for their final
deliberation and approval in
late July

Currently, the agencies

are completing their
Funding Applications for
2002. “The process is
rewarding for the communi-
ty volunteers and the agen-
cies,” said Hrobsky. “Each
year, we involve different
people in the funding cycle,
who see firsthand what
agencies are doing, and the
impact United Way dona-
tions have,” she said.

Hide Colored Eggs Carefully

MADISON Clean
hands, clean hiding places,
uncracked shells, and refrig-
eration are the keys to safe
Easter eggs, according to
food experts with the
Department of Agriculture,
Trade and Consumer
Protection

The centuries-old tradi-
tion of celebrating spring
with colored eggs ranges
from the extraordinary
“pysanki” eggs from the
Ukraine to the Easter
Bunny brought to America
by German settlers in the
1700s. And despite the
advent of the plastic variety,
decorating and hiding real
eggs remains a memorable
rite  of childhood in
Wisconsin

“Egg shells are actually
very porous, so be careful
where you hide your eggs,”
said Laura Murphy, DATCP
food scientist. “Avoid areas
where the eggs might come
in contact with dirt, pets,
wild animals, birds, reptiles,
insects or lawn chemicals.”

Other guidelines include
inspecting eggs before pur-
chase to make sure they are
not dirty or cracked,; storing
eggs in the refrigerator
except when preparing; then
putting the colored eggs
back in the refrigerator as
soon as possible.

“The rule of thumb is not
to leave the eggs unrefriger-
ated for more than two
hours,” said Murphy. “If you
want to leave them out as
decorations, it’s best not to
eat them.”

For those who look for-

ward to turning the colored
beauties into egg salad,
here’s another tip: buy eggs
one week in advance and
refrigerate them. Eggs can
be “too fresh” to peel easily
For those who prefer to
decorate empty eggshells,
Murphy offers this proce-
dure:
¢ First wash the egg using
water warmer than the egg.
For extra safety, rinse the
egg in a mild solution of
water and chlorine bleach.
« Use a sterilized long nee-
dle or skewer to prick a
small hole in the small end

Outdoor
Report

April 3, 2001

Mother Nature played an
April Fool’s joke on parts of
the state earlier on during
this past week, dumping as
much as six inches of wet
heavy snow in central and
northern Wisconsin.

Vilas County continues to
report 15 to 18 inches of
snow on the ground. Cross-
country skiers have contin-
ued to use trails in the
Northern Highland Ameri-
can Legion and Brule River
state forest, but those trails
are no longer being main-
tained and are expected to
deteriorate rapidly over the
next week. Snowmobile
trails are now closed state-
wide.

Lakes and rivers contin-
ue to open up, with the
Flambeau River now open
through the Flambeau
River State Forest south of
Park Falls. At this writing
(April 3), up to two feet of
ice remained on northern
lakes, but most areas are
reporting lakes are slush
covered and that ice is
becoming honeycombed and
weak, and beginning to
open up along shorelines.

Some southern lakes are
open and others are open-
ing, with the Madison area
Lakes Monona, Wingra, and
Kegonsa about half open
water and expected to be ice
free.

A few hardy anglers con-
tinued to work northern
lakes, but in general have

jumping the

reported action from fair to
good. Crappie action has
been steady in some loca-
tions but slowed in others.
Fishing picked up just
before the snow fell on
Monday, with anglers on
one Clark County lake
reportedly filling their bag
limit in about an hour of
early morning fishing.

Walleye and sauger fish-
ing has slowed on the
Mississippi River, but a few
four to five pound walleye
were taken indicating the
walleye run may be begin-
ning and that fishing could
improve over the next cou-
ple of weeks.

Walleyes were biting on
the open water stretches of
the Wisconsin River, most
notably below the DuBay
Dam and the Nekossa Dam,
but most were undersized
males. Increasing numbers
of walleye were being
caught on the Fox River in
Brown County, and the dam
off Vovager Park in De
Pere.

Along Lake Michigan,
there were some signs that
the steelhead run is picking
up on southeastern tribu-
taries. Water levels were up
and steelhead reportedly
were moving upstream on
the Sheboygan River, Sauk
Creek, and the Milwaukee
River, where they were seen
falls at
Kletzsch Park.

Root River fishing start-
ed picking up downstream
of the weir despite dropping
river levels. The water tem-
perature was about 43
degrees on Sunday. The
Root River Steelhead
Facility has started process-
ing fish, with 27 steelhead
spawned and 131 released
upstream last week.

Lake Michigan trollers
have started plying the

waters, with boats out of
the Sheboygan, Port Wash-
ington, Racine and Kenosha
harbors all reporting some
success with brown trout.
Good numbers of perch and
some browns were reported
at the Summerfest grounds
in the Milwaukee harbor.
The Lake Michigan smelt
run should start within the
next few weeks as water
temperatures reach the low
40s.

Maple sap continues to
run and good weather for
sugaring is expected to con-
tinue. The maple syrup sea-
son began late but condi-
tions lately have been excel-
lent, with 40 degree days
and overnight lows in the
20s. Most collectors have
started boiling some batch-
es, but a few sunny days
would help things along.

About a thousand tundra
swans were rafted in open
areas of the Mississippi this
last weekend near Trem-
pealeau. Bluebirds were
seen back in the state last
week. Woodcock have
returned and can be seen
around dusk displaying
their peenting and mating
flight.

Bald eagles are now lay-

ing or incubating eggs. Red-
shouldered and red-tailed
hawks are actively nesting
and they have been seen
along with rough-legged
hawks, northern harriers
and kestrels.

A newly born spotted
fawn was reported last
week in far northern
Wisconsin. And now is the
time to begin listening for
the call of wood frogs, the
first frog species to call in
the spring in Wisconsin.
