Village to Remodel Kitchen 
and Bathroom at Riverhill Park

The Kewaskum Park and 
Recreation Committee met 
last Monday evening to 
approve requests to use vil­
lage park facilities. The 
committee members also 
approved village adminis­
trator Dan Schmidt’s 
request to begin planning 
and design work for the 
modernizing of the kitchen 
and a bathroom facility in 
Riverhill Park.

The current kitchen 
structure was built during 
W.P.A. days where the gov­
ernment provided jobs dur­
ing the depression era. It 
was finished in the 1930’s 
upon the park’s construction 
and erecting of the damn on 
the Milwaukee River. It has 
had no major updates since 
that time.

The bathrooms were con­
structed in the 1940’s and 
have also had no major ren­
ovation projects.

The park is home to

Kewaskum’s Independence 
Day fireworks display and 
Kewaskum’s famous Kettle 
Kountry Kolors Festival. It 
is also used by village resi­
dents for various activities.

Schmidt’s plan for the 
project include re-locating 
the kitchen to where the 
current restrooms are locat­
ed on Riverview Drive.

“We plan on a two level 
facility where the kitchen 
will be located on the bot­
tom, built into the hill and 
restrooms on top,” said 
Schmidt.

Once plans are complet­
ed they will be brought 
before the park and recre­
ation committee.

Schmidt also added that 
the village is accepting 
donations from civic organi­
zations, residents and busi­
nesses for the project. 
Donations can be dropped 
off at the municipal build­
ing. Donors will be recog­
nized in the Statesman once 
the project is completed.

DIRT CAKE

Ingredients / Equipment 1 
Garnish
1 20-ounce package cream- 

filled chocolate sandwich 
cookies

1 8-ounce package Cream 
cheese, softened

4 Tbsp, butter, softened
1 cup powdered sugar
2 3.4-ounce packages instant 

vanilla pudding mix
3 1/2 cups cold milk
1 cup whipping cream
2 Tbsp, granulated sugar
1 (8-inch) new terra-cotta 

flower pot; gummy worms; 
silk or plastic flowers

Method - Crush cookies until

fine. Set aside. Beat Cream 
cheese, butter and sugar until 
smooth. In separate bowl, mix 
pudding and milk until well- 
blended. Fold pudding into 
Cream cheese mixture. Whip 
cream to soft peaks; add granu­
lated sugar; beat to stiff peaks; 
gently fold into Cream cheese 
mixture. Wash and dry terra­
cotta pot; cover hole in bottom 
with foil square. Place one cup 
crushed cookies in bottom of 
pot. Top with 1/3 of the pudding 
mixture. Continue layering 
until pot is full, ending with 
crumbs on top. Chill several 
hours or overnight. Prior to 
serving, decorate top with 
gummy worms and silk or plas­
tic flowers. Makes 12 servings.

JUNE BUG COOKIES

Ingredients
3 1/2 cups all-purpose flour 
2/3 cups unsweetened cocoa 

powder
1 tsp. baking powder
1 tsp. salt
2 cups butter, softened 
2 cups granulated sugar 
1 cup packed light brown

sugar
2 large eggs 
2 tsp. vanilla 
Cream Cheese Frosting* 
Red food coloring; small 

tube black frosting; 
licorice strings; mini 
chocolate chips; M&Ms

Method - Heat oven to 
350°F. In a medium bowl, com­
bine flour, cocoa, baking powder 
and salt. In large bowl, beat 
butter with both sugars until 
light and fluffy. Beat in eggs 
and vanilla. Gradually beat in 
flour mixture on low speed 
until well blended.

For each cookie, scoop up 
heaping tablespoon of dough; 
roll into 1 1/2 inch ball. Place on 
ungreased cookie sheets three 
inches apart. DO NOT flatten 
dough. Bake 14 to 15 minutes 
or until set. Cool two minutes 
on cookie sheets; carefully 
transfer to wire cooling racks; 
cool completely.

Tq decorate Jung Bug 
cookies: Prepare the Cream 
cheese frosting recipe. Transfer 
1/4 of the frosting to a small 
bowl to use for the June Bug 
“face.” Add enough red food col­
oring to the remaining frosting 
to create a bright color. 
Decoratively frost cookies to 
resemble a ladybug using the 
white (round face), red 
(wings/body) and black (divid­
ing lines) frostings. Use mini 
chocolate chips to create the 
ladybug “dots” on the wings 
and mini M&Ms for “eyes.” Cut, 
bend and place licorice strings 
in face frosting to form anten­
nas. Store cookies loosely cov­
ered at room temperature for 
up to three days. Makes about 
three dozen (3-inch) cookies.
