The Kewaskum Board of 
Education voted in favor of a 
3.8% increase for the district’s 
administrative salaries and 
benefits for certified adminis­
trative staff.

According to business man­
ager Paul Reichert, ‘Tn deter­
mining administrative salaries, 
we are required to follow the 
rules developed by the 
Wisconsin Employment 
Relations Commission 
(WERC) and state statutes.”

To do this three-step process 
has been identified. The first 
step is to determine the cost of 
a 3.8% increase in total com­
pensation (salaries and fringe 
benefits).

Step two is to allocate a por­
tion of the increase in total 
compensation to the cost of 
maintaining benefits at the 
same level as in the preceding 
year.

The third step is to allocate 
the rest of the 3.8% increase in 
total compensation to salaries.

For the 2001-2002 school 
year, the cost of the 3.8% 
increase in total compensation 
(salaries and benefits) for certi­
fied administrative staff is 
$30,751. Health and dental 
insurance rates increased by 
22% and 6% respectively, 
using $13,696 of the increase 
in total compensation. This 
amounts to 44.5% of the 
increase in total compensation.

Increases in the cost of other 
benefits (social security, life 
and disability insurance) were 
offset by a decrease in the cost 
of state retirement contribu­
tions due to a decrease in the 
required contribution rate. The 
net cost of these four benefits 
decreased by $400.

The amount of dollars left to 
allocate to salaries is $17,455, 
or 56.8% of the increase in 
total compensation. This 
amounts to a 2.87% average 
increase in salaries.

Salaries of certified staff are 
as follows:

Superintendent of schools, 
Wayne Gracyzk will receive 
$91,995. Graczyk has been 
with the district for two years.

Business manager Paul 
Reichert will receive $82,788 
He has served the district for 
two years.

Curriculum coordinator 
Melinda De Coriolis will 
receive $42,783. She has 
served the district two years. 
De Coriolis has an 80% full 
time equivalent contract.

A new position this year, 
instructional technology liai­
son, Jane Lazarevic will earn 
$60,000. She will be in charge

of training teachers on new 
software and purchasing soft­
ware for students.

New KHS Principal, Donn 
Wool weber, will receive a total 
salary of $72,000. He has no 
extra duty.

KHS Assistant Principal, 
John Wolfenberg, will receive 
a total salary of $67,832. 
Wolfenberg serves as the At- 
Risk Coordinator where he 
receives $1,000, he also 
receives $5,000 for serving as 
the high school athletic coordi­
nator. He has been employed 
by the district since 1996.

KMS Principal Ken 
Soerens, will receive a total 
salary of $74,076. Soerens 
receives $2,000 for serving as 
the middle school athletic 
director. He has been with the 
district since 1974..

KES Principal, Kieth 
Kriewaldt, will receive a total 
salary of $75,325. He receives 
$1,000 for serving as the gifted 
and talented coordinator. He 
has been with the district since 
1995.

Pupil Services Director, 
Susan Skipper, will receive a 
total salary of $62,735. She has 
been with the district since 
1998.

Orientation for KMS Sixth

At Monday’s village 
board meeting Police Chief 
Richard Knoebel announced 
Village Administrator Dan 
Schmidt and himself recent­
ly attended a meeting of law 
enforcement officials and 
local businesses.

The cost of the defibril­
lators is $1,895.00 each, 
after the $1,000.00 grant is 
subtracted.

Knoebel said he would 
like to seek donations from 
local groups to fund this 
worthwhile project

The AED’s would be com­
patible with those used by 
the Kewaskum Fire 
Department rescue units.

They would be able to use 
the same hookups to con­
nect to their advance equip­
ment. The AED’s are very 
easy to use and give the 
user verbal commands on 
the course of action to be 
taken and would require 
minimal training. Regal 
Ware attended this same 
meeting and is looking at 
also putting them in, 
according to Knoebel.

“This is clearly a lifesav­
ing device," stated Knoebel. 
He continued, “We are on 
the road 24 hours a day and 
we can be at a victims dis­
posal while the ambulance 
is on its way.” According to 
information received at the 
seminar, the first ten min­
utes can be a very critical 
time for survival of the vic­
tim.

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Town of Scott Board Reviews 
Rules Governing Transfer Station

Members of the Town of 
Scott Board of Supervisors 
made a plea to the residents 
of the town to be more 
observant of the rules gov­
erning the Transfer Station.

Problems arise for both 
the board members who vol­
unteer their time manning 
the station and to the 
unpaid citizen volunteers 
who assist them. As a 
means of funding the pro­
gram, bags containing the 
Scott logo are sold and must 
be used for depositing 
garbage at the transfer sta­
tion. At times when people 
show up with other types of 
garbage bags, they will be 
subject to a charge to be 
determined by the atten­
dant in charge.

Another situation which 
is causing a problem is when 
the trailer furnished for 
placement of scrap metal, is 
used to deposit appliances, 
and other large items.

Residents are asked to 
take their refrigerators, air 
conditioners and other 
appliances which contain 
freon to an authorized busi­
ness place and be expected 
to pay a fee. Other large 
items which do not fit into 
the bags also require a fee. 
The attendant will collect.

Another problem item is 
tires. Recently a pile of 13 
tires, most of them on rims 
was discovered in a ditch 
along a town road. The 
transfer station will accept 
tires, but there is a charge 
for them. Be prepared to 
pay at the transfer station 
$2.00 and up depending 
upon the size of the tire, or 
to pay $250.00 plus court 
costs if found guilty of litter­
ing.

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News From 
The Capitol

Time to End the Discrimination
As mentioned previously, 

the government of the state 
of Wisconsin is probably in 
the worst financial state it 
has been in twenty years. 
There is no better time to 
eliminate wasteful or offen­
sive programs. I therefore 
have requested Governor 
McCallum to veto increases 
or eliminate wherever possi­
ble programs related to race. 
These programs not only 
cost money and unfairly dis­
criminate against certain 
groups, but more important­
ly, encourage certain ethnic 
groups to view themselves 
as minorities first and 
Americans second.

A lot of these programs 
seem to be clustered in the 
education area. The legisla­
ture passed increases in 
minority-only .scholarships 
for college students and 

increases in programs 
aimed at college bound 
minorities in high school. 
We already have incredibly 
generous financial aid for 
poorer students and any 
poorer people whose ances­
tors came from certain coun­
tries can apply for these. 
(These programs are flawed 
in that they discourage high 
school students from saving 
money for college but that's 
another column.)

Strangely, prevention 
programs, including anti­
smoking and AIDS preven­
tion programs are also being 
set up separately for 
"minorities." (I hate that 
word-we are all minorities 
in America. No religion is 
over 50% and no European 
country has close to 50% of 
its descendents in the 
majority.) The idea that 
minorities smoke for differ­
ent reasons than the rest is 
itself racist.

Efforts were also made in 
this budget to provide for 
minority set-asides in gov­
ernment projects. While 
these failed, they have suc­
ceeded in the past where 
(such as Miller Park) prefer­
ences were given to minority 
or female contractors or 
employees.

As has been mentioned 
in the past, the university 
system has prided itself on 
taking ancestry into account 
when determining admis­
sion to college and universi­
ties. The secretiveness with 
which the university imple­
ments these programs and 
the difficulty I have had in 
getting statistics indicates 
the university knows it is 
doing something wrong.

There have also been 
rumors that state govern­
ment engages in race-norm­
ing when it comes to hiring 
practices. This amounts to 
adding points to certain 
groups' civil service exams.

While all of the above is 
• unfair, the long term prob­
lem this creates for our 
country is worse tnan the

unfairness to individual 
applicants or bidders who 
are denied. In other coun­
tries, (in the Indian subcon­
tinent and Africa) democra­
cy has failed because people 
do not view themselves as 
primarily Indian or 
Nigerian. They view them­
selves first as members of a 
tribal or religious subgroup. 
Public policy discussions 
break down into an "us" ver­
sus "them" mentality. If 
individual people have less 
financial resources, the gov­
ernment will spend enor­
mous sums of money on 
health care, childcare and 
equalizing educational 
opportunity. There is no 
reason we must continue to 
plant the seeds of division 
by making these programs 
race-based.

If Governor McCallum 
does not make a clear state­
ment in this budget against 
race-based programs, I will 
introduce a constitutional 
amendment to prohibit 
these programs altogether.

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Junqueira Takes First at Motorola 220

Motorola 220 winner, Bruno Jungueira. This was 
his first cart victory. Jungueira was the slowest 
cart pole winner in 20 years of competition at 
Elkhardt Lake’s Road America.

A weekend of racing con­
fusion was filled with lots of 
what ifs, coulda’s and shoul- 
da’s at Road America in 
Elkhart Lake. Unpredict­
able Wisconsin weather 
played havoc with the 
schedules and timing for 
races on Saturday and 
Sunday.

The Trans-Am race was 
halted after 17 laps on 
Saturday due to heavy rain­
fall. The red flag was waved 
on Lap 18 after several spin­
outs on the previous lap. 
Michael Lewis was declared 
the winner with his first 
career victory in the series 
at Road America, in the 
Johnson Controls 100.

Lewis and Johnny Miller 
were the only leaders who 
managed to stay on the 
track, without spinouts 
until Lewis spun on Lap 18 
at Turn 12. Miller took the 
lead, but the flag had 
already waved and Lap 18 
didn’t count.

Deteriorating weather 
conditions and poor visibili­
ty made for a miserable 
race. After a 33-minute rain 
delay the race was called at 
4:56 p.m. with Lewis the 
winner. Johnny Miller and 
Paul Gentilozzi were second 
and third, all driving 
Jaguars.

The Cart competition 
wasn’t all that much differ­
ent. It started out with a 
beautiful day of practice 
runs on Friday only to lead 
to rain hampered qualifying 
sessions. It had a similarity 
to the Who’s on first? What’s 
on second? I Don’t Know is 
on third. The left fielder’s
name is Why and the pitch­
er Tomorrow. Maybe a few 
more I don’t knows and a 
tomorrow would have 
helped with both the weath-

er conditions and the has­
sles of Sunday’s race.

Road America has just 
over four miles of rolling 
hills and 14 turns to add 
excitement to any race. Add 
a little rain, well ok, a lot of 
rain, and the events go 
crazy.

“To go fast around here 
in the rain, you have to take 
your chances,” said Kenny 
Brack, who won the pole. 
“Personally, I think it’s bet­
ter if it’s dry because this 
track is very unpredictable. 
The lap is so long, and 
there’s a lot of trees and 
leaves hanging over the 
track, giving different grip 
levels.”

Two and a half-hours of 
shower ridden qualifying 
sessions resulted in a race 
for the top speeds. Seven 
drivers managed their best 
laps the final trip around. 
Brack led the way in a 
Team Rahal Ford-powered 
Lola. He covered the dis­
tance in two minutes 3.531 
seconds for an average (Continued on Page 11)

speed of 117.969. That is the 
slowest pole-sitter in 20 
years of CART competition 
at Elkhart Lake.

The line-up for the Cart 
Motorola 220 was Brack, fol­
lowed by Alex Tagliani 
(Players/Forsythe Racing) 
and Rookie Scott Dixon 
(PacWest Racing Group). 
Sunday morning the skies 
opened and added more rain 
to the soaked grounds. 
CART made the decision to 
go on with the race. A con­
tract with ESPN to televise 
the race and record the cat­
astrophes may have played 
into the decision for the 
start. Unfortunately, as the 
race unfolded and the disas­
ters started their time allot­
ment ran out and only a 
portion of the race was cov­
ered.

The morning press notes 
welcomed all to “iffy Elkhart 
Lake for race day. We were 
told that the 40% chance of 
rain was looking to be more 
like a 60% chance of dry 
weather as the blue skies 
started to peak through the 
cumulous clouds. The teams 
had both rain tires and 
slicks in their pits to handle 
either weather condition.

An inch of hard rain fell 
upon Road America in less 
than 30 minutes before 
the announcement was 
made that the race would be 
a wet start. The command 
for the start was delayed for 
another five minutes while 
officials try to stop the flow 
of water across the track in 
the area of Turn 11. By 
noon the command is 
delayed another five min­
utes and at 12:06 p.m. the 
“Gentlemen Start Your 
Engines!” is given.

By 12:15 the yellow flag 
is waved to start the 55-lap 
Motorola 220. The water 
problem has not improved 
and drivers are told to run 
side by side for two laps to 
help disperse the remaining 
water. On Lap two the jet 
blower is ordered to aid in 
the problem.

It took until Lap five 
before the green flag was 
waved and the racing actu­
ally began. Unfortunately, 
Rookie Max Wilson

(Arciero/Blair Racing) 
makes contact with the rear 
of Bryan Herta (Forsythe 
Racing), climbs over the 
back of the car, gets air­
borne and nearly flips as 
both cars careen into the 
inside wall. Paul Tracy 
(Team KOOL Green) gets 
collected in the mess and all 
three are retired from the 
race, without injury.

The green flag came out 
again for Lap nine and 
Dixon bumps into Michael 
Andretti (Team Motorola) at 
Turn three. Andretti man­
ages to correct the car, but 
drops from sixth to 17th in 
the race.

The yellow flag made 
another appearance for Lap 
10 after Mauricio Gugelmin 
(PacWest Racing Group) 
spins out of control at Turn 
11 in the water that contin­
ues to flow across the track. 
He slams into the inside 
wall and is retired from the 
race due to contact. On the 
very next lap Tora Takagi 
(Walker Racing) spins off 
course at the same spot, also 
making contact with the 
inside wall and is retired 
from competition.

On Lap 14, at 1:03 p.m., 
the red flag makes an 
appearance. The race is 
halted while CART officials 
and course workers try to 
tend to the river flowing 
across the track near Turn 
11. CART officials had made 
the announcement of a wet 
start, meaning that all 
champ cars must start the 
race using rain tires. 
Gugelmin and Takagi were 
using slicks. The drivers 
claimed that there was so 
much water on the track 
that they couldn’t see a 
thing.

The mass confusion con­
tinued. Corner workers 
have become public works 
people digging ditches, 
using sandbags and the jet 
blower to improve condi­
tions and tempers were ris­
ing among many of the 
teams.

While in the pits, drivers 
exited their cars. Crews 
worked on the vehicles, 
changing tires, adding fuel 
and doing whatever most pit

stops are used for. The ones 
who hadn’t pitted basically 
got a free pit stop. 
Questions were raised about 
how fair that was to the dri­
vers who had already pitted. 
Those drivers included 
Helio Castroneves 
(Marlboro Team Penske), 
Patrick Carpentier (Player’s 
/Forsythe Racing), Michael 
Jourdain, Jr. (Herdez 
Bettenhausen) and Shinji 
Nakano (Fernandez 
Racing).

“I think we got screwed 
on the red flag,” said Kenny 
Brack. “How can four guys, 
who didn’t pit for slicks, get 
to change from rain tires to 
slicks while sitting in the 
pits on a red flag?”

“The whole thing was 
ridiculous.” said Gugelmin, 
the head of the driver’s 
association, who termed the 
decision to start irresponsi­
ble. “Red-flagging the thing 
was the right decision, but 
that doesn’t help me or any 
of the other guys who 
crashed in this mess.”

Forty-seven minutes 52 
seconds later the race con­
tinued but so did the crazi­
ness. It started on a yellow 
flag once again, but would 
resume green as the cars 
passed the flag stand for the 
second time. CART Race 
Control also made the deci­
sion to set a time limit of 
two hours, leaving only one 
hour 13 minutes and four 
seconds to go.

A terrible crash on Lap 
21, Memo Gidley (Target 
Chip Ganassi Racing) 
occurred as he got off track, 
overcorrected and slammed 
into a concrete bridge. There 
was enough force to roll the 
car, crack the shell and 
leave a shower of debris 
before landing on its top. 
Gidley had lost conscious­
ness, but was talking to 
safety workers before being 
transported to a local hospi­
tal. He escaped with what 
doctor’s thought was soft 
tissue damage to both knees 
and is expected to race in 
the next event.

Andretti claims that his 
former teammate Christian 
Fittipaldi (Newman/Hass

Racing) basically ruined the 
race for him. He was on his 
way past him on Lap 36 for 
the lead when Fittipaldi 
sideswiped him. Fittipaldi 
also had an earlier incident 
with Bruno Junqueira 
(Target Chip Ganassi 
Racing).

“He flat out turned into 
me,” said Andretti. “He 
couldn’t have seen me, but I 
don’t know how. Either 
Christian is driving wearing 
blinders or he can’t see out 
of the side of the car or he is 
just angry at all of us.”

The race did end in sun­
shine, well for some. When 
the checkered flag was 
waved Bruno Junquiera 
won his first CART victory, 
dedicating his race to team­
mate Gidley. He finished 
with a time of 2:48:20.453 
with Andretti close behind 
at 2:48:23.140. Fernandez 
started the race in last place 
but finished in third with 
2:48:30.462.

What if the weather- 
would have been better? 
Things could have panned 
out differently. The race 
would have been less has­
sled schedules and ESPN 
might have been there for 
all 55 laps. The red flag pit 
stop may have not played 
into the top finishers either. 
By leading the most laps 
and finishing seventh to 
m^k's 14th, Castroneves 
moved into *be points lead 
with 110 over Bracks 105. A 
weekend of racing confusion 
is over with teams, drivers 
and fans still shaking their 
heads.

Brickyard submitted by 
James Andre was pictured. 
The Charles Miller brick­
yard was the second indus­
try in the Village of 
Kewaskum.

“Children are at risk 
because of their lack of expe­
rience in traffic situations 
and their limited physical 
and psychological develop­
ment,” said AAA spokesman 
Michael Bie.

To help avoid danger, 
AAA School Safety Patrol 
members will be using extra 
caution when guiding class­
mates across the street. 
Many schools in Wisconsin 
operate a AAA-sponsored 
school safety patrol, with 
student safety patrollers 
participating in the pro­
gram.

This fall, AAA Wisconsin 
will distribute more than 
70,000 pieces of safety mate­
rial to police and school offi­
cials to help prevent traffic 
crashes involving children. 
Reducing the risks of chil­
dren in traffic requires an 
all-out effort from schools, 
police, families and 
motorists.

“Every year we have 
new groups of children excit­
ed about their first day of 
school,” Bie said. “In a hurry 
to get to school, children 
often dash across the street 
without looking, or looking 
without reacting to the dan­
ger of approaching vehicles.”

At an average height of 3 
feet-5 inches, and eye level 
of about 35-40 inches, chil­
dren are at an extreme dis­
advantage. It is harder for 
them to see vehicles and for 
drivers to see them.

To help protect children, 
AAA urges motorists to fol­
low these safety tips:

• Slow down in or near 
school and residential areas.

• Drive with your head­
lights on - even during the 
day - so children and other 
drivers can see you.

• Look for clues such as 
School Safety Patrols, bicy­
cles, and playgrounds that 
indicate children could be in 
the area.

• Scan between parked 
cars and other objects where 
children could dart into the 
road.

• Practice extra caution 
in bad weather.

• Always stop for school 
buses that are loading or 
unloading students.

Your best protection to 
avoid a fatal mistake is to 
slow down. Every mile per 
hour you reduce your speed 
allows you greater reaction

time. This could be the dif­
ference between life and 
death for a child who unex­
pectedly darts across a 
street.

Children must also pay 
careful attention to rules, 
signals, and signs. Safety 
tips for youngsters include:

• Look both ways and 
over your shoulder before 
crossing the street.

• Cross the road only 
where there are crosswalks 
or at corners designed for 
crossing.

• Obey the Adult School 
Crossing Guard and the 
AAA School Safety Patrol.

• Walk, never run, when 
crossing the street.

• Wait for the school bus 
in your assigned location, 
well off the roadway.

• Arrive on time at the 
bus stop or when walking 
your designated route.

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Sturgeon Hook-and-Line
Season Opens Sept. 1

MADISON - The 2001 
hook-and-line lake sturgeon 
season opens Saturday, 
September 1, on Wisconsin 
waters open to hook-and- 
line sturgeon fishing, and 
runs until October 15, with 
a slightly longer season on 
the Menominee River. The 
season on that boundary 
water between Wisconsin 
and Michigan remains open 
until November 1.

The bag limit on all 
waters remains at one fish, 
and the minimum length is 
50 inches statewide this 
year, including on the 
Menominee River and the 
Wisconsin River below the 
Dells dam.

Under a law effective in 
1999, the minimum size 
lengths for sturgeon har­
vested from those two 
waters alternates between 
50 and 70 inches. The size 
limit is 50 inches in odd- 
numbered years and 70 
inches in even-numbered 
years.

"We expect fishing pres­
sure to be up this year 
because of the alternate 
year switch to the 50-inch 
size limit," says Tim 
Larson, DNR fisheries biolo­
gist for Columbia and Sauk 
counties.

The rule is intended to 
allow anglers on the Wis­
consin and Menominee 
Rivers the opportunity to 
fish for Wisconsin’s largest 
and longest-lived fish 
species while protecting it 
from overharvest, he says.

Lake sturgeon are par­
ticularly vulnerable to over 
harvest because they are so 
late to mature. Female lake 
sturgeon do not spawn until 
they are 20 to 25 years old, 
and then only once every 
three to five years. Males 
start spawning during their 
teens.

Hook-and-line fishing 
for sturgeon takes plafe pri­
marily on major inland 
rivers, such as the 
Chippewa, Flambeau and 
lower Wisconsin, and on 
Lake Wisconsin, which is an 
impoundment of the 
Wisconsin River in Sauk 
and Columbia counties.

Hook-and-line sturgeon 
fishing is specifically pro­
hibited on other river sys­
tems, such as the Upper 
Wisconsin (above the 
Wisconsin Dells dam), and 
portions of the Fox, Wolf, 
St. Croix, Namekagon, as 
well as the Lake Winnebago 
system, where a sturgeon 
spearing season is held dur­
ing February.

Anglers should check 
the current Guide to Hook 
and Line Fishing Regula­
tions for waters that are 
specifically closed to stur­
geon fishing, and for more 
rules intended to help pro­
tect populations of this 
ancient fish, which have 
been cruising Wisconsin 
waters for more than 100 
million years.

Anglers interested in 
fishing for sturgeon must

first obtain a free sturgeon 
tag from any DNR service 
center or outlet that sells 
DNR fishing licenses using 
the Automated License 
Issuance System (ALIS). 
Even anglers who are not 
required to possess a fishing 
license must have a stur­
geon tag.

Anglers who catch and 
keep a legal-size sturgeon 
must stick their validated 
tag to a string and tie it 
around the fish tail. They 
also must register the stur­
geon by 6 p.m. of the day 
after they catch it.

Such requirements give 
fish managers important 
information they need to 
help monitor lake sturgeon 
populations. Larson also 
encourages anglers to pick 
up a sturgeon fishing diary 
to help collect data on the 
fish they catch -- but can’t 
legally keep -- under 50 
inches.

"I’d also like to encour­
age anglers who harvest 
fish to donate the guts in 
plastic bags provided at the 
registration stations," lar- 
son says. "This allows DNR 
to monitor the sex of the 
harvested fish."

Joe Kurz, DNR fisheries 
biologist for Chippewa, 
Clark and Eau Claire coun­
ties, also will be soliciting 
the collection of gut and fin 
samples from anglers har­
vesting a sturgeon. "These 
samples provided valuable 
information on the sex, mat­
uration stage and age of 
sturgeon being harvested," 
he said. "In addition, I may 
once again request meat 
samples from harvested 
sturgeon which will be test­
ed to determine the levels of 
environmental contami­
nants they contain."

Possession of an illegal 
or untagged sturgeon is a 
crime and may result in a 
fine of $3,000, a mandatory 
three-year revocation of all 
DNR licenses and possibly 
up to 90 days in jail. It is 
also illegal to catch a stur­
geon for someone else to tag 
or possess the tag of anoth­
er person.

Anyone who knows of 
illegal or untagged sturgeon 
being taken is asked to call 
the DNR Hotline at 1-800- 
847-9367 (1-800-TIP- 
WDNR) or contact the local 
conservation warden or 
sheriffs department. All 
information will be kept 
confidential.
