Arson to Blame for Fire at 
Herriges Oil Bulk Oil Plant

According to a report 
issued by the Kewaskum 
Police Department, arson is 
to blame for a small fire 
started at the former 
Herriges Oil bulk oil facility 
located west of Holy Trinity 
School in Kewaskum.

The small fire occurred 
shortly after 11 pm on 
August 24 on the east side 
of the tanks where there 
was an above ground fuel oil 
tank. The tank had an 
approximate ten foot hose 
with a nozzle which would 
dispense the fuel oil.

According to the report it 
was determined that some­
one had purposely started 
the fire by pouring out fuel 
oil onto the ground from the 
hose. The officer on the 
scene reported seeing burnt 
paper fragments approxi­

mately ten feet to the south 
of the tank.

“It is possible the suspect 
poured oil on the ground, 
started the paper on fire 
and threw it in the oil,” stat­
ed officer Barry Ganrath.

The fire was reported by 
an individual in a neighbor­
ing apartment. He noticed 
the fire when he stepped 
onto his deck with his dog.

Kewaskum Fire Depart­
ment was called to the scene 
but the fire was extin­
guished before they got 
there.

Ganrath said he 
searched the area but no 
suspects were found.

Kewaskum Man Killed, 
C-Sport Man Crashes Truck

TOWN OF AUBURN A 22 
year old Beechwood man tragi­
cally lost his life as a result of 
a one-car motor vehicle acci­
dent shortly after one a.m. 
Thursday morning.

Tracy L. Gessner was dri­
ving eastbound on Lake Drive, 
west of Double D Road, when 
he allegedly failed to negotiate 
a curve. His vehicle crossed 
the centerline and entered the 
gravel shoulder on the north 
side of the roadway. Still east­
bound, the vehicle rotated 
clockwise in the roadway and 
entered the south ditch back­
wards. The vehicle then struck 
a stump which caused it to roll, 
ejecting Gessner. The vehicle 
then struck a tree, rotated 
counter clockwise and came to 
rest facing south.

Gessner was pronounced 
dead at the scene.

Campbellsport Rescue 
Squad assisted the Fond du 
Lac County Sheriff’s Depart­
ment.

Gessner was a member of 
the Kewaskum High School 
class of 1998 and will be 
deeply missed by his relatives 
and friends.

Exploring Our Options...
Community Involvement Sought
The dictionary definition 

of explore is, “to range over 
in order to discover facts 
about something; to exam­
ine in careful detail? The 
soon to be completed 
Kewaskum Elementary 
School and the Administra- 
tion/Community Building, 
plus the remodeled Wayne 
and Farmington Elemen­
tary schools, has caused a 
dilemma. Let me explain by 
use of analogies.

Have you ever purchased 
a new pair of pants or 
slacks, only to recognize 
that as a result you may 
need a new top or that your 
shoes look worn? Or paint a 
wall and realize that the 
walls adjoining it now need 
a new coat as well? 
Comparisons always beget 
comparisons whether we 
like it or not. Conversely, 
does a person ever replace 
just one battery in the flash­
light and not all? Then 
again, does it make sense to 
change the oil of your car, 
but continue to keep using 
the same oil filter? Even in 
the Bible it is said wise peo­
ple don't put new wine into 
old skins.

At the August 13 School 
Board meeting, a decision 
was made to direct the 
Building & Grounds com­
mittee to explore viable 
options available to the dis­
trict to enhance the condi­
tion of the middle school and 
high school buildings. The 
Building & Grounds com­
mittee did meet on August 
20 and reached a decision to 
form an Ad Hoc committee, 
consisting of community 
members/Building & 
Grounds members, to
explore options. In addition, 
the community group that 
has been seeking the con­
struction of an auditorium 
in Kewaskum for over a year 
was invited to be a part of 
the Ad Hoc committee.

The initial Ad Hoc com­
mittee meeting is scheduled 
for WEDNESDAY, SEP­
TEMBER 19, 2001, and 
begins at 6:30 p.m. It will be 
held in the new 
Administration /Community 
Building on 1455 School 
Street, and you are invited 
to attend. This committee 
will consist of community 
members with ideas, and 
opinions, in addition to 
Building & Grounds mem­
bers. They will completely 
study the facilities and 
arrive at recommendations 
regarding the needs and 
resources required to 
upgrade both the middle 
school and high school build­
ings. In addition, the audi­
torium group, as a part of 
the Ad Hoc committee, will 
develop recommendations 
regarding the construction 
of a new auditorium on 
school property.

Everyone is not only wel-

come but is strongly encour­
aged to attend this very 
important meeting. As in 
the definition stated above, 
the committee will be 
formed to explore all options 
and make every attempt to 
discover the facts, to exam­
ine in careful detail, options 
available to the School 
Board regarding a middle 
school and high school 
Capital Improvement plan, 
including the possible con­
struction of a new auditori­
um. The Committee will 
also explore options to 
finance any recommended 
projects.

There is an article, found 
elsewhere in this paper, that 
pertains to the process the 
auditorium committee has 
been following which has 
lead them to approach the 
School Board. Their hope is 
that the Board would work 
cooperatively to help 
achieve their goal of offering 
the community a much 
needed auditorium. Please 
look for it and read it care­
fully.

The September 19 meet­
ing is open to all residents of 
the school district. We need 
people who, as I said, are 
not only interested in work­
ing to enhance the middle 
school and high school build­
ings, but also will seek dili­
gently to discover the facts, 
but also are open to sharing 
their opinions and expertise 
with others on the commit­
tee.

To the Editor:
I want to express my con­

gratulations to County 
Supervisor Sherlyn Stiewe 
on her courage and common 
sense in trying to eliminate 
the selling of guns at Fair 
Park. She’s absolutely right 
when she says being able to 
do so is bad public policy.

While some of the regula­
tions relative to gun shows 
being considered by the 
Agriculture and Industrial 
Society are certainly prefer­
able to nothing, a total ban 
would be much better. We 
have an opportunity here to 
do something sensible in 
spellingout the uses for Fair 
Park.

Three are many of us 
who don't want to take away 
people’s right to hunt with 
guns, for example, although 
some do everything they can 
to make you believe that. We 
don’t, though, think we need 
more opportunities for the 
virtually unrestricted move­
ment of guns through gun 
shows, and certainly not on 
public property. It’s just 
broadening opportunities 
for trouble -not necessarily 
at the gun show itself, but in 
the potentially dangerous 
subsequent uses of those 
guns. I don’t believe 
Washington County needs 
those kinds of potential
problems.

Washington, Sheboygan Counties 
To Observe National 9-1-1 Day

On September 11, 
National 9-1-1 Day, the 
American Heart Association 
and its partners in saving 
lives will be visiting 
Washington and Sheboygan 
County businesses to edu­
cate residents on the warn­
ing signs of heart attack 
and the importance of call­
ing 9-1-1 as soon as symp­
toms occur.

Washington County 
emergency medical techni­
cians will travel in an 
ambulance, and make stops 
at local grocery stores and 
hand out bookmarks print­
ed with heart attack warn­
ing signs.

"Many people deny or 
don’t know the symptoms of 
a coronary attack," says Bill 
Locke, American Heart 
Association instructor of 
basic life support, regional 
facility. "Instead of calling 
9-1-1 immediately, people 
call family members, neigh­
bors or their doctor. Quickly 
recognizing the warning 
signs and calling 9-1-1 can 
be the difference between 
life and death."

This year, it is estimated 
1.1 million Americans will 
suffer a coronary attack 
(defined as myocardial 
infarction or fatal coronary 
heart disease), about 
650,000 of these will be first 
attacks and 450,000 will be 
recurrent attacks. Over 40 
percent of the people who 
experience a coronary 
attack in a given year will 
die from the attack.

Coronary heart disease

(CHD) caused 459,841 
deaths in the United States 
in 1998, one out of every 
five deaths. CHD is the sin­
gle largest killer of 
American males and 
females. Approximately 
every 29 seconds someone 
in the nation will suffer a 
coronary event, and about 
every minute someone will 
die from one.

The warning signs of 
heart attack include:

Most common or "clas­
sic" warning signals of a 
heart attack:

* Uncomfortable pres­
sure, fullness, squeezing or 
pain in the center of the 
chest that lasts more than a 
few minutes, or goes away 
and comes back.

* Pain that spreads to 
the shoulders, neck or arms.

* Chest discomfort with 
lightheadedness, fainting, 
sweating, nausea or short­
ness of breath.

Less common warning 
signs of heart attack:

* Atypical chest pain, 
stomach or abdominal pain.

* Nausea or dizziness 
(without chest pain).

* Shortness of breath and 
difficulty breathing (with­
out chest pain).

* Unexplained anxiety, 
weakness or fatigue.

* Palpitations, cold sweat 
or paleness.

Not all signs occur in 
every attack and sometimes 
they go away and return. If 
one or more occur, it is criti­
cal to call 9-1-1 immediate­
ly-

WEST BEND - A health

With the exception of the 
question of adding a second 
teacher at the Farmington 
School, the annual meeting 
of the School District of 
Kewaskum turned out to be 
pretty much routine busi­
ness.

At 
noon, Troy received his first 
injection of rabies vaccine, 
which Mrs. Lucas obtained 
from the West Bend 
Pharmacy. The bat had 
been placed at once in the 
deep freezer and was trans­
ferred to the State Board of 
Health on Monday, July 26, 
on the order of Dr. Charles 
Ogi, veterinarian, by a sher­
iffs deputy of Fond du Lac 
County. On Tuesday, July 
27, the doctor from the 
State Board of Health 
phoned Dr. Edwards to 
inform him that the bat was 
proven truly positive for 
rabies. He advised Dr. 
Edwards to administer an 
additional protection dose of 
immune globulin which 
would act at once to provide 
the patient with bacterioci­
dal defense. The other vac­
cine being given daily would 
not provide such help for 
several more days. The 
wound lesion on the face 
made the need for the vac­
cine much more urgent. By 
phone and radio the phar­
macist in Madison who had 
the needed drug on hand, 
sent it to Dr. Edwards by 
sheriffs helper to the Dane 
County line, then across 
Dodge County to Washing­
ton County officers who 
delivered the medicine to 
Dr. Edwards. Troy Lucas 
then received the injection 
that may have saved his 
life.

Four-year-old Kindergarten 
Deserves More Thought

Wisconsin's tax burden 
has gone up over 40% after 
adjusting for inflation in the 
last fourteen years. One 
would think that politicians 
could not think up anymore 
for government to do. Sadly, 
another very expensive but 
unnecessary program 
gained steam in the budget 
just signed.

Under the current state 
aid formula, local school dis­
tricts are encouraged to 
adopt half-day four-year-old 
kindergarten. This is 
because they are reim­
bursed the same amount of 
money to care for a four- 
year-old child as a high 
school student though it, of 
course, costs much less. As 
the result, 25% of the state's 
school districts currently 
offer some sort of four-year- 
old kindergarten.

Dozens of studies of 
HeadStart, a similar sort of 
program, have showed no 
long-term benefit. At first 
this may be surprising, but 
common sense would con­
firm it. If you teach a child 
to read when they are four 
year's old they will be ahead 
of other five-year-olds in 
kindergarten, but by the 
time they are seven or eight, 
the difference disappears.

Studies comparing 
European countries with 
universal preschool and 
other countries where chil­
dren don't start school until 
six or seven confirms the 
above. (It is widely known 
American academic achieve­
ment trails European stan­
dards. What is not as well 
known is that American stu­
dents do as well as their 
counterparts until fourth 
grade-it is not until high 
school that American
schools clearly under per­
form.) Studies of states that 
have adopted universal pre­
school in this country also 
show no benefit. Georgia for 
example recently undertook 
a very expensive program, 
which has been disappoint­
ment.

Some people argue that 
this is a good program 
because it provides daycare 
for mother's who work. If 
the sole goal is just to pro­
vide daycare, surely we can 
find a way to do this for less 
than $8,000 per school year. 
But in my opinion the 
largest negative of this pro­
posal is that it is a further 
attack on those mothers who 
do keep their child at home 
or with a relative.

Currently in Wisconsin 
over 70% of mothers with 
children under age six 
either don't work or work 
part-time. Still others 
either work in the home or 
leave their children with 
another relative (grand­
mother, etc.) Studies show

benefits from this sort of 
arrangement and it is sad 
that the state of Wisconsin 
will do more to discourage it. 
This is a nationwide trend.

The national teacher's 
union has made it a major 
priority as they try to get 
unionized schoolteachers 
caring for the four-year-olds. 
Recently, a grass roots coali­
tion in Oklahoma fought 
back this initiative in that 
state.

Sadly, Governor McCall­
um has apparently sided 
with the "It Takes A Village" 
left, and endorses this sort 
of program for Wisconsin.

Poll Shows Parents Support Boy Scouts of 
America’s Character-Building Program

KEWASKUM - A recent 
poll of Scouts and their par­
ents found that 94% of 
Scouting parents feel that 
their children learn morals 
and values in the Boy Scouts 
of America program.

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Higher Mercury Levels Trigger Stronger Advice

State Refines Fish Consumption 
Advisory for 92 Inland Lakes

MADISON - Mercury 
levels in 92 Wisconsin 
inland waters warrant 
stronger fish consumption 
advice than the general rec­
ommendations for all 
Wisconsin waters, state offi­
cials have concluded after 
analyzing how a new stan­
dard applies to 1,000 lakes 
tested for mercury over the 
past 20-some years.

As a result, the officials 
recently announced refine­
ments to Wisconsin’s fish 
consumption advisory spe­
cific to 92 inland waters in 
the state. The new advisory 
recommends that women of 
child-bearing years and chil­
dren under 15 should not 
eat certain fish species from 
those 92 waters. These “Do 
Not Eat” warnings for these 
sensitive populations apply 
mainly to large predator 
fish, especially walleye.

On some of the lakes, 
mercury levels are high 
enough to also warrant 
warnings that the sensitive 
group and populations less 
sensitive to mercury’s harm­
ful effects - men and women 
beyond their child-bearing 
years - should reduce how 
frequently they eat panfish 
from these waters.

“We have finished ana­
lyzing all of our data using 
the new standard and want 
to bring people’s attention to 
those inland lakes that do 
have a higher mercury prob­
lem,” says Jim Amrhein, 
who has coordinated the 
Department of Natural 
Resources’ fish consumption 
advisories for the past 12 
years. “This is not a new 
problem - in fact, all but two 
of the sites have carried fish 
consumption advisories 
under the old standard. 
Most of the fish listed are 
larger walleye, about 20 
inches or larger. These big­
ger fish make up only about 
10 percent of the total wall­
eye harvest.”

Amrhein also reminds 
people that wherever they 
fish in Wisconsin, if they 
want to eat their catch and 
reduce their exposure to 
mercury, they need to follow 
general, statewide guide­
lines for how frequently 
they can eat certain fish 
species from inland waters. 
• DNR and the Depart­
ment of Health and Family 
Services issued that 
statewide advice for inland 
waters in late February in 
response to new scientific 
findings by the National 
Academy of Sciences, and 
the recommendation of Dr. 
Henry Anderson, chief med­
ical officer of DHFS’ 
Division of Public Health.

That National Academy 
of Sciences panel concluded 
last year that low levels of 
mercury pose a bigger con­
cern than previously 
thought and that 60,000 
children born each year in 
the United States are at 
greater risk of learning dis­
abilities because their 
mothers frequently ate mer­

cury-contaminated fish. The 
scientists also endorsed a 
standard for how much 
mercury a person can be 
exposed to over time from 
eating mercury-contaminat­
ed fish and still not suffer 
any harmful health effects. 
The federal government has 
since advised that all states 
adopt that standard.

The change to the more 
protective standard meant 
that fish from all 1,000 
Wisconsin inland waters 
tested in the past 20 years 
contained mercury levels 
requiring an advisory. So 
the agencies decided to 
extend the mercury advisory 
statewide to Wisconsin’s 
15,000 inland lakes, not just 
those 341 lakes that carried 
mercury advisories in 2000 
under the old standard, and 
refine it later for individual 
inland waters that might

need it, Anderson says.
“The general statewide 

advice adequately protects 
the health of the majority of 
people fishing on all inland 
waters, even on those 92 
waters,” he says. “But there 
is less of a margin of safety 
than we’d like to see for 
anglers eating mostly the 
largest size fish, so now 
we’re refining the advice to 
people so they can make 
more informed choices about 
which fish they eat from 
which lakes.”

The new general 
statewide advisory for mer­
cury covers inland waters 
but not Lakes Michigan and 
Superior, which do not con­
tain mercury at elevated 
levels. The general advice 
recommends that women of 
child bearing years and chil­
dren under 15 should limit 
themselves to one meal of

panfish a week and one 
meal of gamefish a month 
from inland waters. Men 
and women beyond child­
bearing years are advised 
they can eat unlimited 
amounts of panfish and one 
meal per week of gamefish.

The list of 92 waters re­
fines the advice for certain 
species, mainly walleye, 
Anderson says. Fish not list­
ed for each of these waters 
can still be eaten according 
to the general statewide 
guidelines.

Most of the waters 
requiring stronger fish con­
sumption advice are in 
northern Wisconsin, reflect­
ing that region’s high con­
centration of lakes and its 
geology, which lends itself to 
converting mercury into a 
form that can enter the 
aquatic food chain, Amrhein 
says.

Mercury occurs naturally 
in the environment and is 
released through human 
activities including burning 
coal and mercury-containing 
waste. Emissions from these 
activities eventually enter 
lakes and other waters in

rain, snow and runoff, and 
are converted by bacteria 
into a form that’s easily 
absorbed by insects and 
other small organisms, 
which in turn are eaten by 
fish and ultimately by 
humans.

Ninety of the 92 water­
bodies previously were list­
ed on the fish consumption 
advisory, and all of them 
actually had more restric­
tive advice for women and 
children than the new advi­
sory, Amrhein says. Big 
Bass Lake in Marathon 
County and Collins Lake in 
Portage County were the 
only sites not previously 
listed on the advisory.

The Division of Public 
Health will be posting signs 
at the 92 lakes with the fish 
consumption advice specific 
to the particular water. A 
flier with the general 
statewide advice and the 
specific advice for the 92 
waters is available from 
DNR service centers and 
regional offices, local public 
health departments, and the 
DNR website (use the drop-

down menu and click on 
“Fish Consumption

Both items and the 
state’s advice for eating fish 
from waters with PCB prob­
lems will be contained in a 
printed booklet - the actual 
advisory - that will be avail­
able later this fall.

Amrhein said the list of 
lakes needing stronger con­
sumption advice will likely 
grow as the state continues 
to test more waters, which it 
does at a rate of 40 to 60 a 
year. However, that list is 
likely to grow more slowly 
because most lakes would be 
covered by the general 
advice.

In the meantime, the 
state is taking steps to 
reduce the amount of air­
borne mercury entering 
Wisconsin waters from 
Wisconsin sources, and try­
ing to influence national 
action to get help from other 
states. DNR is proposing 
rules requiring coal-fired 
power plants and other 
sources to cut mercury emis­
sions by 30 percent within 
five years, 50 percent in 10 
years and 90 percent in 15 
years from four electric util­
ities in the state with signif­
icant mercury emissions. 
Public informational meet­
ings are scheduled for early 
September, with public 
hearings set for late 
September and October on 
the rules.
