Knoebel stated he would 
like to raise enough funds to 
purchase a third defibrilla­
tor to keep at the municipal 
building.

Knoebel Releases 2000 
Annual Police Report
The 2000 annual police 

report was released to vil­
lage trustees at an earlier 
meeting. Chief Knoebel 
went through the summary 
with the trustees.

Knoebel started off his 
report by saying, “The 
Kewaskum Police Depart­
ment went into the new mil-
lennium with a total of five 
full-time officers and two 
part-time officers. This was 
the first increase in man­
power since 1993.”

Highlights of the report 
are as follows:

■ Total crime, as report­
ed to the state on a monthly 
basis increased 5.9% in 
2000.

■ During 2000, all crime 
rates in Kewaskum were 
considerably lower than 
those of the entire state and

lower than those ol compa­
rable cities.

■ During 2000 26.6% of 
the total crimes were 
cleared by arrest. This is 
slightly higher then the 
statewide rate of 24.5%

■ Total adult arrests 
increased by .3%.

■ Total juvenile arrests 
increased by 27.7%> from 165 
during 1999 to 228 in 2000.

■ The stolen property 
recovery rate was 37.5%, 
slightly less then 1999’s rate 
of 42.8%. However, the 
amount of property stolen 
was about 72% less in 1999. 
Total amount of property 
stolen in 2000 was $12,101 
compared to $4,539 in 1999.

■ Total amount of thefts 
was $9,108. Sixty-eight 
thefts from various locations 
took place in 2000.

■ A total of 370 traffic 
citations were issued, while 
a total of 1315 traffic warn­
ings were issued during that 
same period. That is one 
citation issued for approxi­
mately every five vehicles 
stopped.

■ A total of 2,115 com­
plaints were handled by the 
department in 2000 com­
pared to 2,274 in 1999.

■ A total of 64,211 miles

were patrolled in 2000.
The top five complaints 

handled by the Kewaskum 
Police Department:

1. Issue of Worthless 
Checks- 103

2. Disorderly Conduct- 
78

3. Report for Record- 
35

4. Criminal Damage to 
Property- 31

5. Vandalism- 28
Of the total 370 traffic 

citations, 122 were for 
speeding, the highest num­
ber of citations issued.

The department issued 
513 parking tickets in 2000 
compared to the 528 in 
1999.

The department investi­
gated 88 traffic accidents, 
compared to the 71 in 1999.

Take Issuing Debt Out of The 
Hands of the Legislature

In the past I've written 
about problems created by 
free-spending Democrats 
and Republicans in 
Madison. Thanks to our 
new budget, their irrespon­
sibility is beginning to 
attract national attention.

A spokesman for the 
Center of Budget and Policy 
Priorities, a Washington­
based think tank, declared 
that Wisconsin "may win the 
prize" of having the worst 
state budget mess in the 
country’. Much more omi­
nously, Moody's Investors 
Sen’ice, one of several agen­
cies to determine Wiscon­
sin's credit worthiness, low­
ered our bond rating. This 
affects our future spending 
in that we will be paying 
higher interest rates on our 
debts.

In addition to the spend­
ing down of our reserves in 
this budget. Moody's pointed 
to the unusually high
amount of debt already 
incurred. While the average 
state has issued $540 of debt 
per person, Wisconsin has 
issued $859 even before this 
budget. This is despite the 
fact our income is below the 
national average.

This drop should not 
come as a surprise. Six 
months ago Standard and 
Poor's, another rating 
agency, gave notice that our 
rating was shaky. Any nor­
mal person would have used 
this as a warning to keep 
the credit card in the wallet 
for a while. Not our boys 
and girls in the Legislature, 
however. With their typical 
devil-may-care attitude, 
they authorized another $2 
billion in debt of which 
Governor McCallum could 
only find $7 million to veto. 
While much of this debt 
won't be issued until future 
years, this amount sur­
prised even me.

The biggest winner in 
this budget is the university 
system with new buildings 
scattered throughout the 
state. While we are hopeful 
that green fees will pay for 
the debt service, the state 
even authorized $15 million 
for a new golf course for the 
Madison campus to provide 
competition for the private 
sector.

During the 90's the state 
borrowed about $23 million 
a year for new’ parks. Two 
years ago they upped this to 
$45 million a year and in 
this budget they decided to 
go for $60 million a year for 
the rest of the decade. Prior 
to approving new debt, proj­
ects are recommended by 
the State Building 
Commission, an irresponsi­
ble board made up of the 
Governor and legislators. At 
least the Legislature didn't 
go along with their recom­
mendation for a Civil War 
museum in Kenosha. (How

many Civil War battles were 
fought in Kenosha anyway?)

Our school districts must 
go to referendum in order to 
borrow money. The reason 
is that we are afraid that 
school board members who 
may not be around next year 
will leave taxpayers with a 
tab they will be paying for 
years in the future. It's time 
to do the same to the politi­
cians in Madison. I am 
introducing a constitutional 
amendment to require a 
statewide referendum 
before new debt can be 
issued. Some people would 
say that this shows a lack of 
respect for the Governor and 
the Legislature. It does. 
They have shown in their 
zeal to get re-elected they 
will buy buildings and parks 
for ribbon cuttings now and 
leave future office holders 
and taxpayers to worry how

smoking could be on a per­
son’s body, possibly shorten­
ing their life.

- suffered a heart attack; 
brought on by heavy smok­
ing.

- was given a second 
chance at life when a sur­
geon fixed his damaged 
heart. Grandpa was told 
under no circumstances was 
he to smoke anymore.

- tried very hard to stop 
smoking to keep his fixed 
heart healthy. But he was so 
addicted to the drug, nico­
tine, that he lit up and con­
tinued to smoke up until he 
suffered massive heart 
attack, April, of last year, 
2000.

The day of my 
Grandpa’s second surgery I 
prayed to God to keep my 
Grandpa Martin safe 
through his surgery, because 
he and I had a lot of growing 
up to do together. Smoking 
damaged his heart beyond 
repair and he never woke up 
from the surgery. My world 
lost a loving man, my 
Grandpa, James Francis 
Martin, only 64 years old.

I strongly believe that 
anything is possible if a per­
son puts their heart and 
soul into achieving it! So 
please, if you’re a smoker 
get help to quit or if you just 
want to give smoking a try; 
STOP and THINK about 
your family and friends, who 
love you, and how much 
they will miss you, because 
your heart and lungs are 
beyond repair.

shop and harness shop, 
cheese factory and three 
churches. There was even at 
one time, a fine ladies’ 
millinery shop, and of 
course, the Tuen Verein 
Society. Its fine hall is still 
used today for baseball,

large parties and weddings.
At the turn of the twenti­

eth century, Fillmore has 
an active volunteer fire 
department, a homemaker’s 
club, an active church, the 
Turner Hall and Athletic 
Club, Weinreich’s Recrea­
tion (for their popular 
Friday night fish fry), and 
the Saxonia House Inn, 
which is currently under 
restoration as a living 
museum.

Historically-minded resi­
dents have worked hard to 
restore and preserve some 
of the original log homes, 
German Fachwerk building, 
cemeteries and the first 
wooden fire station. Sur­
rounded by picturesque 
farms, Fillmore is a small 
haven in the Town of 
Farmington.

Letter to the Editor:

On August 3, 2001 my 
wife and I registered our 
four children in school. Two 
of our children were to go to 
Kewaskum High School and 
the other two were to go to 
North Fond du Lac school 
district.

Our oldest son Arthur 
was registered at Horace

Mann High School and 
joined the varsity soccer 
team.

Our youngest was 
enrolled in Bessie Allen 
Middle School.

About one week after we 
enrolled our children we 
were notified by the North 
Fond du Lac superintendent 
that Kewaskum would not 
waive their right to hold our 
children in Kewaskum 
Schools. This confused us 
greatly to say the least. 
Once we were told this we 
started to make a few phone 
calls. The first was to the 
Kewaskum High School 
principal. He told us that we 
would have needed to regis­
ter our kids by February if 
we wanted them to go to a 
different school other than 
Kewaskum. We told this 
gentleman that we told the 
principal from Kewaskum 
High School last year that 
we wanted to take two of our 
children and enroll them in 
a different school for the 
year of 2001-2002. We told 
him this in January 2001. 
We also asked him what we 
would need to do to enroll 
our boys somewhere else 
and he simply told us just to 
enroll them in July where 
we wanted them to go to 
school and the records 
would be transferred. We 
also told our youngest sons 
special education teacher, 
Mr. Martin that we would be 
taking Andy to another 
school for the next year. We 
also asked him how to set up 
in a new school with his dis­
abilities and getting his 
records transferred. His 
response was the same. 
Register the boys where we 
wanted to and the school 
will request the records and 
they would transfer them 
over.

Still at a loss on what to 
do we called the president of 
the school board and the 
superintendent of the 
school. Wayne told us that 
he would not sign a waiver 
to release our children 
because they would lose too 
much money from the boys 
going to another school. 
How could they think of 
money when our children 
were not getting a good edu­
cation. Our youngest son 
has been in special educa­
tion since he started school 
and still cannot read above a 
second grade level. Our old­
est son was once an A and B 
student and now was get­
ting Ds and Fs. Putting 
them into another school 
was our only hope for them 
to get a better education and 
now we were being told that 
because the school could not 
afford the extra money from 
going somewhere else they 
would not sign a waiver to 
allow them to go somewhere 
else to school.

They agreed 
to hear our case in a closed 
board session on September 
10. I attended the board 
meeting and listened to 
everything they said, includ­
ing how they would spend 
$20,000 to keep a school 
open but no one would 
attend this school. Also how 
the new boardroom needed a 
$12,000 sound system. After 
the open board meeting 
closed I expected to be heard 
in a closed hearing like I 
was promised. Instead 
Wayne and Andy told me 
that they decided not to 
hear me that night and did 
not plan on hearing me ever. 
They decided that they 
would not sign the waiver. 
They even called the police 
to have me removed from 
the meeting so I coufdn’t 
push the issue and be heard. 
Andy even told the officer 
there that it was a simple 
money issue and that is why 
they would not sign the 
waiver for the kids to go to 
the other school.

STATE TRUST FUND LOAN FOR THE PURPOSE 
OF VILLAGE PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS

FORM OF RECORD
The following preamble and resolutions were presented by Trustee Andrew Pesch and were read to the 

meeting.

By the provisions of Sec. 67.12(12) of the Wisconsin Statutes, all municipalities may borrow money for 
such purposes in the manner prescribed, and.

By the provisions of Chapter 24 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands 
of Wisconsin is authorized to make loans from the Stale Trust Funds to municipalities for such purposes. 
(Municipality as defined by Sec. 24.60(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes means a town, village, city, county, public inland 
lake protection and rehabilitation district, town sanitary district created under Sec. 60.71 or 60.72, metropolitan sew­
erage district created under Sec. 66.22 or 66.882, joint sewerage system created under Sec. 144.07(4), school district 
of technical college district.)

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Kewaskum, in the County of Washington, 
Wisconsin, borrow from the Trust Funds of the State of Wisconsin the sum of Four Hundred Fifteen Thousand 
Dollars ($415,000.00) for the purpose of constructing Pump Station No. 5 and for no other purpose.

The loan is to be payable within 10 years from the 15th day of March preceding the date the loan is made. 
The loan will be repaid in annual installments with interest at the rate of 5.00 percent per annum from the date of 
making the loan to the 15th day of March next and thereafter annually as provided by law.

RESOLVED FURTHER, that there shall be raised and there is levied upon all taxable property, within the 
Village of Kewaskum, in the County of Washington, Wisconsin, a direct annual tax for the purpose of paying inter­
est and principal on the loan as they become due.

RESOLVED FURTHER, that no money obtained by the Village of Kewaskum by such loan from the state 
be applied or paid out for any purpose except constructing Pump Station No. 5 without the consent of the Board of 
Commissioners of Public Lands.

RESOLVED FURTHER, that in case the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin agrees to 
make the loan, that the president and clerk of the Village of Kewaskum, in the County of Washington, Wisconsin, 
are authorized and empowered, in the name of the Village to execute and deliver to the Commission, certificates of 
indebtedness, in such form as required by the Commission, for any sum of money that may be loaned to the Village 
pursuant to this resolution. The president and clerk of the village will perform all necessary actions to fully carry 
out the provisions of Chapter 24 and Sec. 67.12(12), Wisconsin Statutes, and these resolutions.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 90 

TRAFFIC AND VEHICLES
THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF 

KEWASKUM DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

THE VILLAGE BOARD OF THE VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM, 
WISCONSIN WISH TO AMEND SECTION 

90-96 Regulated AND ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

(a) Parking Limits.
(1) The Village declares yellow to be the paint color designating 

restricted (no) parking. Signage or stenciling of painted curb takes 
precedence over those limitations. (Buses exempt as provided tor in 
Stats: 346.51 & 346.52.) (Reference: Wis. Stats: 346.52 Stopping 
prohibited in certain specified places. (2) During the hours of 7:30 
a.m. to 4:30 p.m. during school days, no person may slop or leave 
any vehicle standing, whether temporarily or otherwise, upon the 
near side of a through street adjacent to a schoolhouse used for any 
children below 9th grade.]

(2) When signs or parking meters are erected in any block giving notice 
thereof, no person shall park a vehicle for longer than the period 
specified on such sign or meter at any time between 8:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., except Sundays and national holidays.

(3) No vehicle (motorized or nonmotorized) may remain parked in any 
one location on any village street, without a permit, for longer than 
24 consecutive hours unless such vehicle is moved a minimum of 
100 feet (pursuant to Wis. Stats: 349.13(l)(c).

(b) Snow emergency parking restrictions. Whenever the village board, 
village president or village administrator shall, by reason of heavy 
snowstorm or blizzard proclaim a snow emergency pursuant to Wis. 
Stats: 66.325, no person shall park, stop or leave standing any vehi­
cle upon the streets or any portions of the streets during the hours 
set forth in the proclamation.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provided by 
law.

The 2000 
clearance rate is about the same as 
the 2000 Kewaskum clearance rate 
of 25.9%. It is slightly higher than 
the statewide clearance rate of 
24.5%.

4. Total adult arrests 
increased by .3% from 292 in 1999 
to 293 in 2000.

5. Total juvenile arrests 
increased by 27.7%, from 165 dur­
ing 1999 to 228 in 2000.

6. The property recovery rate 
for Kewaskum of 37.5% is less than 
it's 1999 recovery rate of 42.8%. 
However, the amount of property 
stolen was about 72% less than in 
1999.

7. There was a total of 370 
traffic citations issued in 2000, 
while there was a total of 1315 traf­
fic warnings given during the same 
period. That is one citation issued 
for approxima'ely every five vehi­
cles stopped by the Kewaskum 
Police Department in 2000.

8. The Kewaskum Police 
Department handled 2,115 com­
plaints in 2000 compared to 2,274 in 
1999.

9. The Kewaskum Police 
Department patrolled a total of 
64,211 miles in 2000.
