sories and accents, a large
selection of Renaissance
greeting cards, and a color-
ful line of Christmas orna-
ments. Cropped corners of
frame and matting selec-
tions cover the back wall
and all entities of the shop
are roped around a table full
of Cranberry barn candles
whose aromas range from
banana nut bread to other
smells stolen from grand-
ma’s kitchen.

One of the biggest sur-
prises for neighbors in
Kewaskum will definitely be
the interior layout of the
new Artcentral. For people
familiar with the old Bier
jewelry store, the entrance
ramp is the same but the
ambiance is stellar. The
building, which dates back
to the mid 1800’s has been
transformed. "We complete-
ly gutted the place,"
Schmidt who did a majority
of the work with his father,
son, and extended family.
"We got rid of an old cistern
in the back and we've
knocked out all the walls
and basically started from
scratch.”

Schmidt uses words like
“all encompassing” and
“demolition” to describe the
extent of their remodeling
process. Aside from meeting
with neighbors to discuss
easements that dated back
to the days when horse and
buggy were the main mode
of transportation, the
Schmidt's went so far as to
replace the footings and
facade on the building. "It
was like a big pound of but-
ter when we cut the front
off," said Schmidt who used
chainsaws to slice two feet
away from the extended
front. "We carved out a pair
of picture windows and also
took out the base wall that

said

was built with a layer of

Lannon stone.”

Four large windows now
allow northern exposure,
which greatly enhances the
artwork. "We went through
six or seven various designs
before selecting the more
modern look," said Schmidt
who was leaning towards
leaving the building with
more of an antique atmos-
phere. "This works out bet-
ter, especially with the halo-
gen track lighting and the
higher ceiling at the front of
the store." The added light
does bring out the color and
crisp detail in the prints.
That can be seen in a piece
featuring an eagle flying
over Holy Hill. The print is
so realistic it makes you feel
like you are looking out a
window rather than at a
\\'s'l“

Another homey feature 1s
a gas fireplace that is
tucked neatly against the
west wall. Stairs towards
the back of the store lead to
a loft which has a fantastic
view of the village and more
measuring and cutting tools
that would make Edward
Scissorhands green with
envy. On the worktable is a
print by George Kovach
entitled American Spirit.
"This will be raffled off at
the upcoming Kettle
Kountry Kolors. The money
will go to support the fall
event and a portion will also
go towards next year’s
Fourth of July fireworks,"
said Schmidt about the
piece completed by the local
artists.

The 12th Annual Kettle
Kountry Kolors Festival
again will be offering a
great way Lo visit the past
and preserve the historical
days of the "Rendezvous." A
favorite of many festival
goers of past years is the
Buckskinners Encampment
along the beautiful Milwau-
kee River.

This year’s Buckskinner
camp chairman, Mary
Meisser, assures us that
history buffs and flat-
landers young and old alike
will enjoy spending some
time in this year’s camp.

Webster states the word
rendezvous is of French
descent, meaning a meeting
place or a place to gather

Meisser describes Buck-
skinners as a group of peo-
ple who enjoy reliving and
teaching about the North
American Fur Trade era.
They are also known for the
many adventurous tales
they tell.

In that era few roads
existed in Wisconsin. Rivers
were the mode of travel.
Fur traders and trappers
would transport their goods
in dugouts and birch bark
canoes to a rendezvous
Farmers and settlers soon
began to join them trans-
porting goods by rafts, flat-
boats and some by wagon
train.

The rendezvous became a
way for isolated people to
meet, visit, ex-change ideas
and understandings, and
trade goods they needed for
the following year. The time
period represents the begin-
ning of French colonization
to the 1840’s, when fur trad-
ing waned. The fur business
was replaced by silk as the
choice fabrie in New York,
Paris and London.

Rendezvous are held all
over the country with each
one having its own unique
activities. Most have a
preacher or minister, a
blacksmith for the neces-
sary fire pit needs, traders
who sell and demonstrate
their craft, many lodges,
Buckskinners dressed in
pioneer clothing, music with
at least one bagpipe player,
contests and demonstra-
tions.

Many Buckskinners have

nicknames like Whip and
his wife, Honeybear. Whip
earned his name for his
expertise in using the bull-
whip.

The "Skinner" tradition
continues to grow as more
and more people become
interested in the event.
People interested in learn-
ing about the historical
times can now revist that
era.

Millie and the late Jack
Odekirk of the Auburn Lake
area organized and helped
bring to Kewaskum the pio-
neer clothing, the lodges,
aromas of open-fire cooking
and history lessons. The
first year the Buckskinners

made an appearance at
Kewaskum'’s Kettle Kountry
Kolors festival, there were
only 11 lodges set along the
backdrop of the Milwaukee
River. This year over 100
lodges and encampments
are expected to fill both
sides of the Milwaukee
River in River Hill Park
Among some of the
traders appearing at this
year's rendezvous are
Teresa Olson of Beaver
Dam who will be displaying
what she calls the camp’s
"general store" which will
carry nessecities to the
skinners like teas, clothing,
cast iron pans and tea ket-
tles, soaps baskets and rab-

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bit furs.

Shell Bear Starcher com-
ing from Adams, Wisconsin
will feature handmade
beadwork, pine needle bas-
kets and painted feathers.

Jackson native, Kathy
Nofsinger will set up camp
and will be selling honey,
sorghum, jams, bees wax
candles and garden prod-
ucts. Nofsinger says she
encourages her audience to
join in her demonstrations
of how to make candles
