Parking Tickets Double

As of January 1, 2002
parking tickets in the vil-
lage will double. This is the
first time in 30 years the
cost of a parking ticket has
been raised. Previous to the
$5 ticket, $3 tickets were
issued.

Police chief Richard
Knoebel gave the village
board the following rec-
comendations for fines.

Basic Parking Fines
$10 if paid within five days
$20 paid within six-28 days
$30 if paid after 28 days

Parking on Private
Property
$15 if paid within five days
$25 paid within six-28 days
$35 if paid after 28 days

Handicap Parking
Violations
$25 if paid within five days
$35 paid within six-28 days

$45 if paid after 28 days

A comparison study was
done and the only munici-
pality that was lower than
Kewaskum was Hartford at
$3, $5 and $10. West Bend
and Saukville was the high-
est.

The chief also remined
the board that winter park-
ing restriction will take
place on Saturday,
December 1. A complete

‘Noise Without a Purpose” Hot
Topic at Town of Scott Meeting

A small group of Town of
Sherman residents attended
the Town Board meeting to
make a request for the adop-
tion of an “Unnecessary
Noise Ordinance.”

What seems to be a
strange name for an ordi-
nance was actually a sug-
gestion from an officer of the
Sheboygan County Sheriff’s
Department. Spokes person
for the group, Barbara
Morin said that the neigh-
borhood has been plagued
with loud mufflers, bon
fires, excessive loud music,
and gun shots, all hours of
the day and night. This is
not a new problem to the
neighborhood and has been
brought to the board’s atten-
tion from time to time dur-
ing the past ten plus years.
Some of the problems have
been worked out between
the involved parties while
others have not.

The problem appears to
grow as new residents move
into the area, purchasing
land, and enjoying activities
with no concern on how it
affects their neighbors.

Morin told of four-wheel-
ers (trucks) racing around
the section in the vicinity of
Cranberry Road and
Brazelton Drive with loud
mufflers, and some with no
muffler at all. Most recent-
ly after calling the Sheriff’s
Department for assistance
she experienced a 2 1/2 hour
of wait. The trucks were no
longer in the vicinity and
she was advised that if the
town had an “Unnecessary
Noise Ordinance” a citation
could be issued, but without
the ordinance, nothing could
be done.

Several times during the
dialog, those who spoke
referred to the disturbance

as a “noise without a pur-
pose.” There was also some
concern about the number of
unlicensed vehicles involved
in these activities. Some are
brought to the area on trail-
ers and at times as many as
eight vehicles have lined up
to get on the property to “rip
around” on their private
race track, with no concern
for those around them. One
of these areas being used is
being done on “wet lands,”
another possible violation.

Supervisor Ivan Kumrow
will be contacting the Army
Corp of Engineers to verify
that such activities being
conducted in wetlands, is a
violation of zoning and other
regulations. Board members
agreed that something must
be done to manta
Community control. Chair-
man Steve Jung said “We
are not here to hang some-
body but we want something
for everyone.”

In the mean time the
board will be collecting
copies of nuisance or noise
ordinances being used by
neighboring towns and a
committee will be estab-
lished to examine these
ordinances in an attempt to
put together something
which can be used in the
Town of Scott.

The Batavia Athletic
Association will begin grad-
ing an area at the park in
preparation of establishing
an ice skating rink.

Scientist Says Microbiology
Hazards Worse in Space

WEST BEND - The cur-
rent Anthrax scare needn't
alarm the American public
quite as much as the media
would have us all believe,
says Dr. David Koenig, a for-
mer NASA microbiologist

For one thing, he said,
Anthrax and other germs on
earth tend to “clump”
together, making them
heavier than air. “They fall
into the carpet, and that
makes it much harder for
them to infect us,” Koenig
said. “In space, where the
pull of gravity is far less,
contagion is a big concern.”

“You don’t want (astro-
nauts) getting sick up
there.”

Koenig will address
these and other issues in a
free lecture, “Space
Microbiology,” now sched-
uled for 7:30 p.m., December
13, 2001, at the I_Iniwrsity
of Wisconsin - Washington
County. The University is
located at 400 University
Drive, West Bend

Koenig, who now works
as a research scientist at the
Kimberly-Clark Corp., in
Menasha, worked in the

early 1970s as a part of the
NASA research team
designing the International
Space Station, which now
orbits the Earth. Among
other projects, Koenig
helped design water purifi-
cation systems for the Space
Station, and drafted health
strategies that could keep
astronauts safe in space

Among his more interest-
ing projects, he said, was
working with Russian scien-
tists to find ways to make
American water purification
systems aboard the Space
Shuttle and Russian sys-
tems aboard the former
space station Mir work
together.

It was a lot harder than
it sounds, he said.

For one thing, American
space borne water purifica-
tion systems use lodine to
kill bacteria in the water,
while Russian systems use a
silver compound to kill bac-
teria. The combination of
silver and iodine could be
disastrous, as the com-
pounds combine and crystal-
lize in water, he said.

What Tight Budget?

Some newspapers have
carried articles about a sup
posedly tight budget passed
by the State Legislature and
signed by (Governor
MecCallum in August. As
past readers of the column
know, that is nonsense. I
will focus today on another

program exploding out of

control - the Student
Achievement Guarantee in
Education (SAGE.)

The purpose of this pro-
gram is to lower class sizes
in kindergarten through
third grade. As recently as
spring of 1999, the state
spent $15-million on this
program. It increased to
$18-million in the year end-
ing June 2000 and $61-mil-
lion in 2003. In the tight
budget just passed it will go
up to $76-million in the year
ending June 2002 and to
$95- million in the year end-
ing June 2003. Some tight
budget!!!

You would think before
embarking on such a huge
in spending there
would be extensive research
showing that student
achievement would go up.
Unfortunately, Eric
Hanushek, professor of eco-
nomics and public policy at
the University of Rochester
concluded after reviewing
277 studies that more than
seventy percent of the stud-
ies showed no conclusive
result. Fifteen percent
showed improvement and
thirteen percent showed an
actual negative impact to
lowering class size. In other
words, the SAGE program
doesn't make any difference
in student achievement

At first glance this may
seem surprise, but if you

increase

think about it the best class-
es you had as a child were
those with a good teacher.
No one says my favorite
class in high school was the
class I had twelve children
in- it may have been a class
with thirty-two children but
the teacher was good. It's
not the number of kids in
the class; it's what the
teacher does in front of the
class.

Furthermore, if one
reduces class size, one
would have to hire teachers
who would not otherwise
have jobs; presumably poor-
er teachers. This may be
why some studies show
efforts at decreasing class
size actually harm educa-
tional achievement. As a
side note, according to the
Department of  Public
Instruction, the number of
children per teacher in
Wisconsin's classrooms
declined from 15.7 to 1 down

to 15.0 to 1 from 1996 to
2000 before this program
took effect. (This does not

mean class sizes were 15.1
to 1 as the number of teach-
ers includes special educa-
tion, physical education and

music teachers.) It seems a
strange time for the state to
get involved in insisting we
must hll'l‘ more t(':l('hl‘['*‘.

In Asian countries, class
sizes of over forty are com-
mon and they have superior
[ am not encour-
aging American schools to
have classes of this size, but
it illustrates that it is the
method of teaching more
than the size of the class
which is most relevant. In
January, the Legislature
will deal with the budget
crisis. They will claim
they have cut to the bone. If
they continue the big
increase in this program
scheduled for the next
school year, you will know
they are not serious

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Thank God For Religious
Freedom This Thanksgiving Day!

Washington, DC - The dra-
matic rescue last week of
eight Christian humanitari-
an aid workers from the
Taliban should remind us
on Thanksgiving Day of the
wonderful gift of religious
freedom we possess in this
nation. These Christians
faced death in Afghanistan
for preaching their faith!
The cruel oppression and
murder of Christians and
other non-Muslims in many
Muslim nations should
make us grateful to God for

the men and women who -

founded the United States
and gave us a Constitution
that protects the religious
beliefs of all Americans.

As we spend time with
our families on
Thanksgiving Day, we
should pause and remember
the courage of those who
crafted a Constitution
designed to protect Ameri-
cans from the kind of reli-
gious persecution our ances-
tors experienced in Britain

under the Church of
England.
In "The Theme Is

Freedom: Religion, Politics,
and the American
Tradition," author M.
Stanton Evans points out
that the First Amendment
to our Constitution- the
amendment that assures
religious freedom for all
Americans was approved by
the House of Representa-
tives on September 24,
1789.

On the very next day, the
House passed a resolution
calling for a national day of
prayer and thanksgiving.
The House adopted the fol-
lowing language: "We
acknowledge with grateful
hearts the many signal

favors of Almighty God,
especially affording them an
opportunity peacefully to
establish a

constitutional government
for their safety and happi-
ness."

Our Founding Fathers
had obviously not been
exposed to the ACLU's tor-
tured misunderstanding of
the idea of "separation of
church and state.” Our
Founders understood the
importance of religion as the
basis of good government
but feared a national church
exercising tyrannical pow-
ers over the American peo-
ple.

The House called upon
President Washington to
issue a proclamation desig-
nating a national day of
prayer and thanksgiving. In
his proclamation,
Washington said, "It is the
duty of all nations to
acknowledge the providence
of Almighty God, to obey his
will, to be grateful for His
benefits and humbly to
implore His protection and
favor . . . that great and glo-
rious Being who is the
beneficent author of all the
good that was, that is, or
that ever will be, that we
may then unite in rendering
unto Him our sincere and
humble thanks for His kind
care and protection of the
people.”

In keeping with this spir-
it of Thanksgiving, Congress
(encouraged by House
leader Tom DeLay [R-TX])
recently passed a resolution
calling for a National Day of
Reconciliation to be held in
the Capitol Rotunda on
December 4. The purpose of
this gathering is to allow
Members of Congress to
meet to ask God for His for-
giveness, for reconciliation,

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Hunters Again Being Asked to Donate
Extra Venison to Food Pantries

MADISON - In recent
years, state wildlife man-
agers have called on deer
hunters to take on the role
of deer managers by putting
more effort into harvesting
antlerless deer - an effort
seen as the key to control
ling Wisconsin’s growing
whitetail deer population.
With this effort, a second
new role is now emerging as
hunters donate the extra
venison to Wisconsin's food
pantries

"Many hunters are tak-
ing advantage of the food
pantry program to extend
the enjoyment of their sport
and donate venison to fami-
lies in need," said Tom Hau-
ge, chief of the Department
of Natural Resources Wild-
life Management Bureau.
"We realize we can’t ask
hunters to kill additional
deer beyond what they can
use in their homes -- ethical
hunters wouldn’'t do that
anyway. This program pro-
vides an outlet for extra
venison, helps people who
need assistance in feeding
their families and costs the
hunter nothing except time,

time they enjoy spending

anyway in a favorite past-
time."

The idea of donating
venison to a pantry program
has been around for a num-
ber of years and was actual-
ly begun in Wisconsin hunt-
ing groups. Groups like
Green Bay’s Hunt for the
Hungry and central
Wisconsin’s Hunter Against
Hunger have already estab-
lished local donation pro-
grams

The department’s contri-
bution to the program was
to develop a larger network
of meat packers, making the
program available over a
wider area and providing
more promotion of the pro-
gram.

It couldn’t be simpler.

After a deer is legally har-
vested, the hunter tags, field
dresses and registers the

kill, then simply drops it off

at a participating meat
processor. The processor’s
costs are paid mainly by the
state’s Wildlife Damage
Abatement and Claims
Program which is funded by
hunter dollars through a
one dollar hunting license
surcharge and bonus antler-
less tag sales.

Hunters are encouraged
to call the processor before
dropping off their deer to
make sure the processor is
able to accept it.

The program was
extremely successful over
the 2000 hunting season
Hunters donated 7,765 deer
delivering over 350,000
pounds of venison to food
pantry shelves.

Lee Dudek, of Green
Bay’s Hunt For The Hungry,
reports that 130 deer have
been donated through his
program to date. “Last year
at this time, we had 190
deer in the fold. Taking into
account the fewer Zone-T
hunting opportunities, the
current economic times
causing more hunters to
keep the deer, and less than
great weather conditions
during the four day Zone-T
hunt, we are grateful for the
progress at this time.”

Andy Birch, Marinette
County Wildlife Damage
Technician, reports that 38
deer have been donated as of
November 6th in his county.
“Comments from the proces-
sors are that the deer people
are bringing in this year
seem to be a bit larger than
last year. The processors
also said they were sur-
prised at the number of
donations this early on in
the year. I think that at this
time last year we only had
about half as many deer
despite hunters having two

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MADISON -- Hunters
participating in the opening
Wisconsin’s nine-day regu-
lar gun deer season were
treated to unseasonably
warm temperatures that
made for great conditions to
enjoy the out-of-doors, but
left many hunters scram-
bling to find ways of cooling
down the deer they shot.

Early indications from
registration stations across
the state called Saturday
afternoon indicated hunters
were bringing deer in right
away to be registered so the
carcasses could be cooled
down to preserve the veni-
son.

Many stations reported
hunters were having an
excellent year shooting
bucks, especially in the
northern half of the state,
where deer were still solidly
in the midst of their mating
season, call "the rut

Despite large numbers of
antlerless permits available
- each hunter received one
free antlerless permit with
their hunting license that
could be used in specially
designated Zone T hunting
units, because of high deer
populations -- many sta
tions reported an apparent
drop in antlerless deer reg-
istration compared to last
year

Wildlife managers said
that was likely a combina-
tion of warm weather and
the fact that bucks were
still in rut.

Chuck MeCullough, a
Department of Natural
Resources wildlife manager
in Ladysmith, said he had
registered a larger percent-
age of three-to-five-year old
deer instead of the usual
one-to-two-year olds. "We've
had quite a few in with very
nice racks. There are a lot of
deer, so hunters are able to
be a bit more choosy."

During the rut, which is
often over before the gun
deer season begins, bucks
actively pursue does, so a
hunter who sees a doe will
often let it go in hopes that
a buck is following close
behind.

McCullough said things
were very busy right from
the early part of the day
because of the warm weath-
er and that as 1n many

other areas, the store where
he was working had been
selling a lot of ice. "The big
message is that folks who
shot deer are not waiting to
get them to the processor.
Folks are pretty business-
like, because they are hot
and tired and anxious to get
the meat preserved."

All registration stations
reported runs on ice,
hunters joking about taking
their deer to the processor
and then going golfing, or
hunters looking to buy
blaze-orange T-shirts. One
station reported a local
mink farmer was renting
space to hunters in his cool-
er

Bruce Bacon, a DNR
wildlife manager working a
registration station in Clam
Lake, said that by mid-
afternoon, he was working
in shirt sleeves and that
standing in a sheltered
place in the sun felt like it
was "80-some degrees,’
even though actual temper-
atures were in the mid 60s
to low 70s

"The weather is unbeliev-
able, and no one is in a
hurry to fill their antlerless
permits because they don't
want to take care of the
meat in this heat. Hunters
seem happy but they are
concerned about meat
spoilage. The number one
question is 'what should we
do with our deer?" Bacon
said. A number of deer
processors in the area had
begun skinning and quar-
tering deer right away so
they could get them into
refrigerated storage, he
said.

DNR deer ecologist Bill
Mytton said the opening
day reports are what was
expected considering the
unusual weather.

"Most of the hunter
groups I talked with today
were bringing fewer deer
than they usually do. I
expect our opening weekend
total will be down from last
year’'s pace but it is really
too early to estimate what
the harvest will be. What is
important is that folks were
out there having fun,”
Mytton said. "We hope folks
will continue to hunt
through the nine-day sea-
son and after temperatures

drop that they will fill their
antlerless tags."

DNR Wildlife Health
Veterinarian Julia Langen-
berg, collecting blood and
tissue samples from deer
registered in Crivitz, report-
ed the deer she were seeing
"were big and healthy.’
Other DNR wildlife biolo-
gists and technicians
around the state also
reported larger, healthier
deer.

State Conservation War-
den Barb Wolf reported that
some hunters thought they
shot the biggest doe they'd
ever seen near the state line
in Rock County early this
morning. It turned out to be
a calf elk, a cow calf weigh-
ing about 225 pounds. The
elk is an apparent escapee
from a game farm and may
relate to some reports of elk
in the Beloit area in the last
couple weeks. "Even in the
south, where they're not
likely to encounter an elk,
hunters should still be care-
ful about what they shoot
The way the animal was
turned to him, the hunter
didn't see the vellow tag on
the ear. Hunter safety advo
cates remind hunters to
always be sure of their tar
get BEFORE shooting,
Wolf said

State
Wardens say there were two
reported fatal incidents that
were being investigated
one in Vernon and one in
Adams county. Details were
not available for either inci-
dent Saturday. Sheriff’s
departments are the prima-
ry investigating authority
in all firearms deaths and
will conduct the preliminary
investigation of these inci-
dents with the cooperation
of conservation wardens.

Wisconsin. In 2001, 688,412
people bought Gun Deer,
Sports or Conservation
Patron licenses in order to
participate in the hunt.
That figure is only slightly
down from last year's total
of 694,712 and only about
11,000 fewer than the 1990
record sales of 699,275. Bow
deer licenses are not includ-
ed in the total.

Thirty-one percent of this
year's gun deer licenses
were sold in the week before
the season, with 60,366
licenses sold the Friday
before the season started.
In Wisconsin, thousands of
licenses are sold in every
county of the state, but
heaviest sales are in Brown,
Dane, Eau Claire, Fond du
Lae, La Crosse, Marathon,
Milwaukee, Outagamie,
Rock, Washington, Wau-
kesha, Winnebago and
Wood counties. Deer gun
hunters in Wisconsin repre-
sent all 50 U.S. states and
52 hunters hail from foreign
countries.

In Washington County,
Kathy Broecker of Kewas-
kum was helping her hus-
band, Al, register deer at
Al's Taxidermy Studio and
said the weather was the
story. "Everybody wants to
get the deer in as soon as
they can to take them to the
butcher -- that's all they've
been talking about number-
wise, they're coming in

faster now with the warm
weather. We do have a few
more than what we had last
year at this time. Usually
they wait till the end of the
day. They’ve been talking
about just how hot it is
dragging them out. They
can’t believe the weather.
As soon as the sun came
out, yoiu could tell the deer
stopped running. It was
nice and frosty this morn-
ing. As soon as the sun
came out you had to drive
them out."

Broecker's seen more
does than bucks, but a
noticeable trend among the
bucks. "A lot of the bucks
are coming in with broken
racks. You can tell they've
been broken a while."
