More threats of a bomb
in Kewaskum High School
had school administrators
scrambling Friday,
December 14 and again
Tuesday December 18.

Officials say that the
first threat was again found
on a stall inside the 300 hall
bathroom around 2:40 p.m. ,
40 minutes after the bomb
was supposed to go off.
According to school police
liaison officer, Troy Ellis the
threat read “Bomb in school.
You'll see at 2:00.”

Kewaskum Police Chief

Richard Knoebel and other
officers were called to the
school. The bathroom was
sealed off and it was decided
that the building would not
be evacuated because it was
after the time the bomb was
supposed to go off. Instead
school officials and janitors

spent the day Saturday

scouring the school for any-
thing suspicious.
The second threat was

found in that same bath-
room. The entire building
was again searched but the
check turned up nothing.

On Wednesday morning
checks of all students and
their belongings were con-
ducted upon entering the
building.

“It may be the same per-
son from last year, maybe
not. Handwriting doesn't
look the same,” stated
Superin-tendent Wayne
Graczyk.

Graczyk has offered a
$500 reward leading to con-
viction and a $1,000 reward
is offered by the Washington
County Chief's Tip Line at
1-800-232-0594. All infor-
mation is confidential.

School officials have
changed the "pass" system
for movement in the build-
ing, will initiate student

hall monitors and have the

bathrooms monitored by
staff before, during and
after each class period.

We would like to make
all motorists aware of a
newly enacted state law
making it illegal to follow a
county, town, village or city

less than 200 feet if the
speed limit is greater than
35 miles per hour
Hopefully all motorists
will comply with this new
traffic law on a voluntary
basis. Doing so should make
our highways safer for all
motorists as well as our
snow plow operators
While plowing light,
fluffy snow, our plows do
throw up a cloud of snow
As a result, visibility can
drop to zero immediately
behind and along side of the
plow. This makes it virtual-
ly impossible for our plow
operators to see vehicles
that are following too close
ly and makes it difficult for
motorists to see our 'I'lln\,\'\
Additionally, our plow
operators need to operate atl
less than the posted speed
limit on our freeways and
On two-lane
roads they may need to
make frequent stops and
even back up in order to
properly clear intersections
Remember that if you are
1 following a plow so closely
that you eannot see the mir-
rors on the plow truck then
the plow operator cannot
\ see you in his mirrors
' either
Therefore, voluntary
compliance with the 200-
foot minimum following dis-
tance will raise the level of
safety on our streets and
highways for all of us dur-
ing this upcoming winter
driving season.

The ladder of bonds or
CDs produce a smoother
income flow at a blended
interest rate that’s not as
high as the longest maturity
but better than the shorter
maturities, while managing
interest rate volatility. It's

Hunters Take 13,512 Deer During
December 6-9 Zone T Gun Hunt

MADISON -- A prelimi-
nary call-in tally of registra-
tion stations across the
state shows hunters took
13,512 antlerless deer dur-
ing the four-day Zone T
hunt that ended Sunday.

This puts the prelimi-
nary 2001 harvest numbers
at 419,069, including the
early archery, October Zone
T, nine-day muzzleloader
and December Zone T
hunts. The deer archery
season remains open
through December 31 and
tribal harvests also have yet
to be reported.

"Weather was the big
variable this year," said Bill
Mytton, Department of
Natural Resources deer and
bear ecologist. "Unseason-
ably warm temperatures
and lack of snow on the two
prime gun hunting week-
ends at the front and back
of the nine-day hunt
emphasizes the importance
of the early and late Zone T
hunts."

The Zone T hunts as
they are called, are limited
to antlerless deer only in
deer management units

where deer populations are
well over goal and a regular
season is not expected to
bring the population to
within 20 percent of the
established goal. Focusing
on antlerless deer is the
surest track to reducing
deer populations, according
to wildlife managers.
"Wisconsin wasn't alone
in recording a lower total
harvest this year," says
Mytton. "Michigan and
Minnesota also saw reduced

harvests, | suspect for much
the same reasons -- weather
and a slightly smaller herd
size. Even so, when we add
the early Zone T hunt to the
nine-day season total we're
in the ballpark of the sixth
most successful season
every. Not bad really, con-
sidering everything."

An estimated 291,563
deer were taken during the
regular nine-day gun deer
hunt that closed Sunday,
November 25. The prelimi-
