Architects Present Second
Plan to Ad-Hoc Committee

Only 21 of 51 acres

can be built on.

The Ad Hoc Committee
was addressed with this
issue at last Wednesday
night's meeting by Bray and
Associate’s architects
Raymond Haen and
Stephen Kuhnen. The two
schools are situated on 51.5
acres of land and 30.5 of
those acres are on a flood-
plain. This was determined
after the schools were
recently surveyed. This is
the problem facing the dis-
trict and architects as most
of the available land has
already been built on.

According to Brey and
Associates architects, ideal-
ly, the Middle School alone
should be on 25 acres of land
with one additional acre per
100 students and the High
School should have 50
acres.

The second plan archi-
tects presented was very dif-
ferent from the first set. The
revised plans call for the
auditorium to act as a con-
necter between the two
schools. There would be a
hallway around the front
where the lobby would be
that would connect the
schools as well as serve as
the hallway to the band
classrooms for each of the
schools and some storage
areas.

To the back of the high
school where the library is
currently, there will be
seven classrooms built,
including tech ed, and draft-
ing rooms. To the southwest

side of the front of the school
an auxiliary gym is pro-
posed, as it was in the first
plan. It was stated by a citi-
zen that gym space through-
out the entire district is
tight with all of the activi-
ties going on.

Also there would be an
additional science room and
classroom built on the
southeast side of the front of
the building.

There would also be
remodeling done to the
school. The weight room
would be extended into what
is now the health room,
which would move to the
drafting room. Rose Hall
would be converted into a
IMC (Instructional Media
Center) with a large group
instruction area. The rest-
rooms will also be remod-

The remodeling
includes all upgrades to
meet ADA hardware and
signage requirements, exte-
rior building maintenance,
reroofing of the 1966 addi-
tion, plumbing upgrades,
HVAC upgrades and electri-
cal upgrades.

The existing library
would be turned into more
classrooms. Remodeling for
the middle school also
includes permanent walls
being put up in the main
part of the school. Now there
are retractable walls
between most of the class-
rooms.

The middle school plan
calls for approximately
14,897 square feet of addi-
tions.

a re-assesment in three to
four years which would
involve an appraiser doing a
walk through of all the
properties in the town. The
board decided at that time
they would let the project
out for bidding.

The board discussed the
hiring of a full time
Department of Public Works
employee to replace retiring
Bob Walters. Town Clerk
Ellen Wolf reported that
they already received an
excess of 50 applications for
the position.

Supervisor Art Weis stat-
ed “I don’t think we should
hire someone right off the
bat. Let’s wait until May or
June and see where we're
at.”

The board agreed with
Weis and decided to review
the applications and discuss
it again in April.

Just like many towns and
municipalities Addison had
to discuss their plan of
action in case Govenor
McCallum decides to follow
through with his plan of cut-
ting shared revenue from
municipalities to make up
for his $1.1 billion budget
deficit.

The amount of $92,600
will be cut from the Addison
budget this year if
McCallum'’s plan passes.

Bingen stated he thought
the town would be fine short
term, by cutting some
money from dedicated funds
for future projects.
However, long term could
cause problems for the town
as those future projects will
come and the town will need
to have the money to com-
plete those projects.

The town board then
approved a motion to stop
paying for verification on
the signatures of every
check the town writes.
Currently they pay $25 a
month for this service.
Board members felt it was
not needed. It was also

noted that the town pays a
fee for each check they write
and deposit.

Normally the interest on
the accounts covered the
fees but with rates down
this has not been the case.

Two operators licenses
were approved. One was
approved upon the comple-

tion of a backround check.

Under miscellaneous
business it was noted that
town residents are using
town dumpsters and caus-
ing them to be dumped more
frequently. This is a huge
burden for the town as more
tax dollars will have to be
allocated for the dumpings.

It was noted that it is a
$300 fine for dumping waste
into a dumpster without
permission of the owner.,

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AN ORDINANCE REGULATING
DOGS IN THE TOWN OF AUBURN

Town of Auburn,
Fond du Lac County, Wisconsin

The Town Board of the Town of Auburn, Fond du Lac County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows

Section 1. License required. It shall be unlawful for a person in the Town of Auburn to own, harbor or
keep any dog more than six (6) months of age without complying with the provisions of s.174.05 through s
174.10 Wisconsin Statutes, relating to the listing, licensing and tagging of the same

Section 2. Definitions. In this section, unless the context or subject matter otherwise require:

a. Owner shall mean any person owning, harboring or keeping a dog and the occupant of any premises on
which a dog remains or to which it customarily returns to daily for a period of ten ( 10) days is presumed to
harboring or keeping the dog within the meaning of this section.

b. At large means to be off the premises of the owner and not under the control of some person either by
leash or otherwise, but a dog within an automobile of its owner or in the automobile of any other person with
the consent of the dog’s owner shall be deemed 1o be upon the owner’s premises

Section 3. Restrictions on Keeping of Dogs. It shall be unlawful for any person within the Town of
Auburn to own, harbor or keep any dog which:

a. Habitually pursues any vehicle upon a public street, alley or highway within the Town

b. Assaults or attacks any person.

c. Is a large within the limits of the Town of Auburn

d. Habitually barks or howls to the annoyance of any person or persons.

e. Kills, wounds or worries any domestic animal.

f. Is known by such person to be infected with rabies or to have been bitten by any animal known to have
been infected with rabies.

Section 4. Duty of Owner in Cases of Dog Bite, Every owner or person harboring or keeping a dog who
knows that such dog has bitten any person shall immediately report such fact to either the constable or a mem-
ber of the Town Board and shall keep such dog confined for not less than fourteen (14) days or for such peri-
od as the Constable or the Town Board member shall direct. The owner or keeper of the dog shall surrender
the dog to the Constable or to a member of the Town Board upon demand for examination

Section 5. Impounding or Disposing of Dogs. In addition to any penalty herein after provided for a vio-
lation of this section, any person may impound any dog and the Constable of the Town may dispose of any dog
which habitually pursues any vehicle upon any street, alley or highway of the Town, assaults or attacks any
person, is at large within the Town, habitually barks or howls, kills, wounds or worries any domestic animal or
is infectéd by rabies. Possession of dogs impounded under this section may be obtained by paying $10.00 to
the Town Treasurer plus $10.00 a day for each day or fraction thereof that the dog has been impounded. Dogs
impounded for a period of seven (7) days shall be disposed of by the Town Constable in accordance with s
174.10 Wisconsin Statutes.

Section 6. Penalties. Any person violating the provisions of this Ordinance shall be subject to a torfeiture
based on the Schedule set forth in Ordinance No. 88-2 establishing uniform citations for enforcement of Town
Ordinance violations

Section 7. Intent. It is the intention of this Ordinance to protect the citizens of the Town of Auburn from
the ravages and damages caused by dogs, particularly those owned by people who fail 1o respect the rights ot
others. It is not the intention of this Ordinance to penalize farmers and others, whose dog may tor the first time
and without their knowledge cause a disturbance

Section 8. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is
for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be
deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portions thereot

Section 9, Conflicts. All ordinances in conflict with any provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed

Section 10. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provided by
law

Hello friends,

A serious problem is taking
place in the northern forests
and wetlands of the state of
Wisconsin. In the past 12
months, at least 10 grey
wolves have been illegally
shot. Three of those were so
far this year. In the follow-
ing paragraphs, I will try to
describe what [ have
learned and witnessed while
putting together this story.

Wednesday, February 27
High 32, Low 16

Matt Weber is the conser-
vation warden for the north-
ern half of Juneau County.
Today, Matt showed me
where a radio collared alpha
male wolf was shot during
the nine-day gun deer sea-
son last November.

On a piece of private land

bordering the Necedah
National Wildlife Refuge,
the wolf was shot in the

stomach. It made it a short
distance before a kill shot to

the head finished it off. I
tried to imagine what must
have been going through the
poacher’s mind as he or she
finished off the wolf.

L.ast November, not far
from this location, I spotted
a large grey wolf on opening
day of the gun deer season.
From a distance of 30 yards,
we had a two-minute stare
down and then we both went

our separate ways. Could
this have been the same
wolf?

Friday, March 1
High 25, Low 10
Brian Ezman is a conser-
vation warden. He covers
the northern half of Adams
County, a land that is made
up of oak forests, a scatter-
ing of wetlands and farm-
land.
On Jan. 7, a grouse hunter
came across the carcass of a

large male wolf in the
Colburn Wildlife Area.
Today, Brian showed me

where this wolf’s life was

put to waste. It was in an
oak forest with several dry
marshes. One of two wolves
known to live in Adams
County was shot in the hind
leg, made it a short distance,
and then was finished off.
Since last March, this
unnecessary loss of life was
confirmed eight other times.
It is anybody’s guess how
many grey wolves were shot
and not found. The killers
that shot these wolves
would more than likely call
themselves hunters. In
some cases, the shooter
more than likely thought
they were shooting a coyote.
In hunter safety classes, you
are taught to know what you
are aiming at before you
pull the trigger. You should
try telling the research crew
that lost three of their eight
radio collared animals about
your uncertain identifica-
tion mistake.

The alpha male
and the alpha female are the
brains of the pack. When
one is lost, the pack under-
goes a major disruption. I
have heard every argument
in the book from people who
hate wolves. The one that
never dies is that the
Department of Natural
Resources trapped wolves in
another state and then
released them here.
Nothing could be farther
from the truth. Wisconsin’s
wolf packs came here on

their own four feet from
Minnesota.
So no matter what you

consider yourself a hunter,
wolf hater or an admirer of
those that poach them,
wolves need to be left alone.
Until Wisconsin can sustain
250 wolves, the laws govern-
ing their management
(including euthanizing prob-
lem wolves) are controlled
by the federal government.
The U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service calls the shots until
250 wolves can be main-
tained. They do not allow
the killing of problem
wolves, only their reloca-
tion. Until this past fall,
there were close to 250
wolves roaming our forests.
Because so many fools have
become trigger happy, the
feds are keeping control of
the situation. More impor-
tantly, the boorish woll
killer is giving the law abid-
ing hunter a tarnished
name. This is something the
anti-hunting groups will use
for ammunition.

Could you use $4,000? If
you have information
regarding a wolf killing,
that is the reward. Call
(800) TIP-WDNR to make a
report.

I hope in these closing
paragraphs, I have shown
you why I and so many
other people feel so strongly
about this waste of life.

Sleep Apnea
Group to Meet

monologist with the West
Bend Clinie, will speak
Tuesday, March 19, at a
meeting of the sleep apnea
health awareness group.

His interest
in the relationship of
breathing difficulties to
sleep problems and the need
for proper diagnosis of sleep
disorders led to the estab-
lishment of the Sleep
Disorders Center at the
Oakbrook Health Center.

Robert Parmenter, sleep
specialist with the Sleep
Disorders Center, facilitates
the health awareness group.

Sleep apnea is an
extremely common disorder
that involves the collapse of
the breathing passageway
during sleep. It affects more
than 12 million Americans,
according to the National
Institutes of health, yet
often goes undiagnosed.
Snoring may be a symptom
of sleep apnea.

DNR wildlife
staff will be contacting
landowners asking for their
cooperation in bringing in
deer for testing.

"We're looking at killing
around 500 additional deer
within a 415 square mile
area," said Tom Hauge,
director of DNR’s wildlife
management program. "The
sampling will center around
where the CWD-infected
deer were killed. Landown~
ers contributing samples
will be allowed to keep the
carcass if they wish to leave
it with us for disposal. We
will collect the head from all
the deer brought in for test-
Ing."

CWD is a neurologic dis-
ease of deer and elk. It
belongs to the family of dis-
eases KNowll as transmiss-
able spongiform enceph-

[SE’s) or prion
diseases. It attacks the
brain of infected deer and
elk, causing the animals to
become emaciated, display
abnormal behavior, lose
bodily functions and die.

A World Health Organ-
ization (WHO) panel of
experts reviewed all the
available information on
CWD and concluded that
there is no scientific evi-
dence that CWD can infect
humans. Yet, WHO also
says no part of a deer or elk
with evidence of CWD
should be eaten by people or
animals

"Ultimately, whether or
not you continue to eat
venison harvested in the
area of these positive CWD
findings is up to you and
vour family," added Dr
James Kazmierczak, an epi-
