Preliminary reports say
Terrance P. Morris, 55 was
driving westbound, when he
crossed the centerline and

Flight for Life helicopter
landed on Highway H and
transported Morris to
Froedtert Memorial
Hospital. Quick was unin-
jured

Morris was listed in satis-
factory condition Tuesday,
according to media repre-
sentatives at Froedtert.

bargaining

The effort began last
summer when the WASB
Board of Directors created a

With this argu-
ment, they had Pilate right
where they wanted him. If
Pilate refused to hand Jesus
over to them for crucifixion,
the mob would hand Pilate
over to Caesar.

So Christ went to the
cross and died that very day,
but not before telling Pilate,

over Me if it were not give to
you from above

Pilate, again, then had an
audience of chief priests
before him, now demanding
that the tomb containing
Jesus' body be sealed and
guards posted so the disci
ples couldn't steal the body
and say that Jesus rose.

Kewaskum Auto Recyclers Ofters
Alternative to High Price Auto Parts

By Judy Steffes

They used to be called
junkyards. Huge fenced in
lots filled with wrecked cars
and trucks. The interior of a
vehicle would have beer
cans and bottle tops littered
on the floor. Hornet's nests
would be housed in some.
Hoods would be propped
open, and vehicles would be
shy a motor or muffler.
Junkyards turned to sal-
vage yards and now the
names are even more politi-
cally correct. In Washington
County the newest spin on
sales of used car and truck
parts is Kewaskum Auto
Recyclers. The lot, just
north of Highway 45 sports
about 800 vehicles and car-
ries pieces and parts to fix
nearly any ride.

Kewaskum Auto
Recyclers at N205 Highway
V has been in business
nearly a year. Mark
Taushek currently owns the
vard along with partners
Scott Berger and Bob
Schreffler. "We have ten
and a half acres of new and
used domestic automobile
and light truck parts," said
Taushek whose inventory
ranges from vehicles from
the 1940’s to 1995.
the big yards deal with vehi-

"Most of

Reeyclers stocks thousands
of used parts. "We're com-
puterized and we have most
of our inventory entered in a
data base," said Taushek
who can easily find parts in
a matter of moments. "This
morning one guy bought a
tire rack for the back of his
van, another bought the
entire front clip for a Ford
truck, and another guy
bought a set of four factory
rims for his 1980 car." You
name it, Taushek has it or
he can find it.

"If I can’t get the part,
I'll give the customer some
other yards to check,” he
said figuring helping some-
one builds customer service.

Radios, windows, seats
and spare tires, Kewaskum
Auto Recyclers stocks it all
and at a very reasonable
price. "We offer good parts
at maybe half or a third the
price of new," said Taushek.
"For example, with the
newer vehicles, a composite
headlight can cost anywhere
from $180 to $240. We have
them for $50 to $75."

Although many second
hand parts can be found
anywhere in a salvage yard,
Taushek said he would
avoid buying certain items
because they may not be the
best bargains. "I'd stay

there is more of a mark up.
But, he said, if you tell a
shop to look around for used
parts it saves money. "If you
have a five-year-old vehicle,
why stick new parts on it
when you can get a real
good used fender, door or
hood at half the cost of
new." Taushek also believes
interior parts are a good buy
such as the instrument clus-
ter with the speedometer
and other gauges.

Kewaskum Auto
Recyclers gets a majority of
their stock from auctions.
"We go to salvage auctions
and buy totaled or damaged
vehicles," said Taushek. "We
also buy cars and truck that
people bring in. The vehicle
may have 140,000 miles on
and the .wner may not
want to stick in anything
more to fix it. So we either
just take it or we buy it
depending on the shape it's
in."

Aside from dealing in
used parts, Kewaskum Auto
Recyclers also sells after
market parts. "We have
things like new radiators,
gas tanks, brakes, tires, oil
pans, and body parts." said
Taushek about most of the
parts, which carry a 30-day

warrantee.

One of the unique
aspects of Kewaskum Auto
Recyclers is that they not
only offer parts, but also
limited service. "If the motor
on your car goes out and you
need it swapped out we can
do that," said Taushek who
charges $40 an hour. Within
the next month the business
is also going to expand into
a used car dealership.
"We're going through the
application process right
now," said Taushek who
plans on carrying about 20
vehicles, all priced around
$2000 or less. "We don’t

want to compete with other
used car dealerships in the
area, we're just looking for
the customer who wants a
$500 beater car for either
their kid or to run back and
forth to work.

All the students had to
drink from the same spoon
in the water.

At the school house we
learned about many punish-
ments that students used to
receive. Wearing the dunce
cap meant that you were
not the sharpest knife on
the pile. When you mis-
spelled a spelling word, you
would have to stick your
nose on the chalkboard
where a big pile of chalk
was and keep it there for 15
minutes.

When you were finished
there was a big white spot
on your nose. Sometimes
when you were naughty, the
teacher would slap the ruler
across your hand as many
times as she thought it was
necessary.

At the end of the day, we
went to the Heritage House.
It is a 137 year-old house
that is on Cedar Campus. It
had a playing piano, a
pump organ, and an old
telephone. In the upstairs of
the house we learned about
hand-stitched dolls, fainting

couches and chamber pots

We also learned how
Moms used to listen in on
other people's conversations
on the telephone so they
could BOSSIp and have some-
thing to talk about. We lis-
tened to old time music and
read through their family
Bible.

We learned a lot that day
about life in 1917. Everyone

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Spring Fish and Wildlife Rules
Hearings to Be Held Monday

MADISON -- Simplifying
the statewide inland trout
regulations and increasing
the population goal for
black bears in the southern
portion of their range are
among the proposed rule
changes the public will have
an opportunity to address at
the 2002 Department of
Natural Resources Spring
Fish and Wildlife Rules
Hearings.

The hearings are held
annually in every county of
the state on the second
Monday of April, which this
year is April 8. The hear-
ings all begin at 7 p.m.

The Spring Hearings are
actually two meetings in
one, conducted jointly by
the DNR and the Wisconsin
Conservation Congress. The
Congress is a legislatively
established citizen body cre-
ated in 1934 to advise the
Natural Resources Board on
fish and wildlife manage-
ment issues and policy.

The complete 2001
Annual Spring Fish and
Wildlife Rules Hearing
questionnaire and list of
meeting locations are avail-
able on the DNR Web site.

To better accommodate
citizen participation, busi-
ness of the greatest impor-
tance to the most partici-
pants will be addressed
early in the meeting agen-
das. The first item of busi-
ness will be the election of
county delegates to the
Wisconsin Conservation
Congress. Second will be
DNR proposed fish and
wildlife rule changes.

Only those rule proposals
identified as statewide in
nature will be voted on in
all counties. Local rule
changes will be presented

only in affected counties
unless someone in the audi-
ence in an unaffected coun-

ty requests a vote on a local
rule change. This system
moves the hearings along
more quickly while still
allowing a resident of one
area to vote on an issue
affecting a favorite lake or
wildlife area in another part
of the state.

The DNR portion of the
hearing has a selection of
questions regarding pro-
posed rule changes affecting
the management of fish and
wildlife in Wisconsin. These
questions will be grouped
into two categories: those of
statewide significance and
those with mainly local
impact.

Some of the questions
include:

* Increasing the state-
wide bear population goal
from 10,900 to 12,300 by
increasing the Zone C
(south of WIS 64 and US 8)
from 800 to 1,200.

* Modifying the deer
archery registration rule to
reduce the overlap that
exists with gun deer sea-
sons.

* Simplification of trout
fishing regulations.

* Changing the closed
season for yellow perch on

Green Bay to
through June 15.

* Establishing sturgeon
spearing hours from 6:30
am. to 12:30 p.m. on Lake
Winnebago.

Citizens may testify for
the record on any of the pro-
posals. The portion of the
hearing concerning DNR
rule proposals will be con-
ducted by an authorized
DNR hearing examiner,
usually a conservation war-
den.

There are also a number
of statewide advisory ques-
tions that DNR staff would
like the public to address. If
these advisory questions
receive public support, they
may be brought back at
next year's hearing as pro-
posed rule changes. Some of
those questions include:

* Support for a 16-day
gun deer season, and, if so,
either by adding seven days
to the end of the traditional
nine day season, or estab-
lishing the season to run
from November 15-30, or by
adding seven days to the
beginning of the traditional
nine day season.

* Establishing special
antlerless deer seasons on
private lands as needed in
specific management units.

* Establishing an elk
hunting season in Wiscon-
sin.
* Establishing a long-
term sturgeon harvest man-
agement plan on Lake
Winnebago.

The Wisconsin Conserva-
tion Congress portion will
conduct election of county
delegates to the Congress
and presentation of resolu-
tions, created by Congress
committees, for vote.

Results of the votes are
presented to the DNR in the
form of advisories indicat-
ing the support that a reso-
lution may or may not have
among the people attending
the meeting. Frequently,
but not always, a successful
resolution may appear as a
proposed rule presented in
the DNR portion of the
meeting a year or two later.

Wisconsin Conservation
Congress advisory questions
include:

* Support for legislation
that would allow licensed
citizens to carry concealed
weapons for the purpose of
self-defense.

* Eliminating October T

May 1

Zone deer hunting seasons.

* Managing the timber
wolf as a fur-bearing preda-
tor after it is removed as an
endangered species.

* Developing a compre-
hensive, coordinated, long-
term energy policy.

* Earlier opening of a
duck hunting season, if
allowed by the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service.

Written comments are
not counted as votes but are
presented to the Natural
Resources Board along with
the vote totals from those
attending the meetings

Ultimate Apricot
Cheesecake
Serves: About 12

1 cup ground vanilla
wafers (approx. 25
wafers)

1 cup ground almonds

8 tablespoons (1 stick)
unsalted butter, melted

1 pound cream cheese,
room temperature

% cup sugar

6 eggs, separated

% teaspoon vanilla
extract

% cup sour cream

1 15% oz. can Del
Monte®* Almond
Flavored Apricot
Halves, drained and
puréed

Y4 cup sugar

1 15% oz. can Del

Preheat oven to 325
degrees.

Bake for 1 hour until
golden brown and cake
has puffed. Remove from
oven and cool cake. Refri-
gerate several hours or
overnight.

Garnish: 1 15% oz. can
apricot halves, drained.
Cut apricot halves into
wedges. Place cheesecake
on serving platter and
place apricot wedges
around cake.

A group of investors from
St. Charles, Ill.,, has pur-
chased what is now called
the Blackwater Fishing
Float and Cafe and leased it
to Gail and Russ Riggs. The
Blackwater Float is one of
only two on the Wisconsin
waters of the Mississippi to
have overnight lodging.

My buddy, Gary Howe, out
of Prairie du Chien, and 1
