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Ad Hoc Committee Hears Three
Choices For School District

“How far do we go before
we move?” This question
was posed to the Ad Hoc
Committee by architects
from Bray and Associates at
last Wednesday's meeting
This has become a serious
for the Kewaskum
School District as the com-
mittee explores options to
expand the middle and high
school facilities

Three very different
plans presented to the com-
mittee at the meeting
ranged in price from approx-
imately $15.5 million to
$33.4 million

The first option is for
renovations, remodeling and
additions to the existing
high and middle school
buildings

The middle school plans
call for

a new addition to
include four classrooms, an
art room and a health room

a new gymnasium with
new entry and public toilets
remodeling the existing
gym into a band room and
cafeteria, remodeling the

1974 building classroom
area to have permanent
walls

upgrading the plumb-
ing, heating, ventilating, air

conditioning and electrical
systems.

The high school plans
call for:

a new addition includ-
ing three classrooms, special
education room, computer
room and technical educa-
tion room

- a new addition includ-
ing five science classrooms,
an agriculture classroom
and greenhouse

- a new gymnasium

remodeling Rose Hall
into an IMC

remodeling the
rooms

redecorating existing
classrooms and corridors

- upgrading the plumb-
ing, heating, ventilating, air
conditioning and electrical
systems.

The architects comment-
ed that this option severely
limits future development

and reduces the amount of

on-site parking by approxi-
mately 100 spaces.

The second option dis-
cussed is building a new
middle school. This would be
a 123,228 square foot, 500
capacity middle school locat-
ed on another site.

The first map, is the zon-
ing map that was printed by
SEWRPC about six years
ago. Changes have been
written in by hand. After

spending $1,000 the map
will be totally updated and
will reflect the changes of
the last six years. The
money for the update will be
taken from the zoning fees

taken in by the town.

The update will re-draw
the lines and overlay that
over the county section
maps. This will take
between 30 and 40 days to
complete

“There are no changes to
the map, it's just updating
where we have drawn lines

on the map,” said Sager

He also added that going
with the digital format
makes it easier to reproduce
the map in sections.

The next map to be
updated is the fire number
map. Currently the town
has a handwritten map.
Sager stated this map too,
would be in digital format
and also can be reduced
down to sections and then
reduced again to make them
into section grids for EMS
and fire departments. The
town will spend $450 on this
update.

Thank you for taking
the time to vote April 2.
Congratulations to Mary
Meisser, Andy Degnitz and
Steve Schmitt for being
elected to three year terms
on the School Board.

Since October, a special
Ad Hoc Planning Committee
has been meeting monthly
to explore the potential for a
referendum in the school
district. Originally they
investigated the possible
renovation of both the mid-
dle school and high school
buildings. They were

approached by a group of

community minded citizens
that had been exploring
options in building an audi-
torium in Kewaskum. They
asked the Ad Hoce
Committee to consider
building an auditorium on
school property and to
include it in any plans to
renovate the high school or
middle school.

The committee made the
decision to look at several
other options, since their
primary function was
exploratory from the begin-
ning. These options ranged
from the original renova-
tions of the middle school
and high school buildings, to
adding an auditorium, to
exploring the cost of con-
structing a new middle

school or a new high school
on a site yet to be deter-
mined.

An architect and finan-
cial consultant were invited
to the meetings to give the
committee projected finan-
cial figures and construction
plans and time-lines. Since
there were only25-30 people
at every meeting, the con-
sensus was that more input

and involvement by the
community was critical if
this was to become a com-
munity project.

The next meeting was
scheduled for May 1 at 7:00
p.m. in the High School
Cafeteria. Everyone was
encouraged to get as many
people from the district to
attend this meeting as pos-
sible. All the options would
be discussed that night.
Those in attendance can
share other options since
the purpose of the meeting
is to get community feed-
back, input and suggestions.

I need to take a page
from an article I wrote in
September of 1999 when the
last referendum was being
planned.

“l was reflecting the
other day and thought that
one of the saddest of all
things would be to come to

Stands are different.
Stands usually don't allow
much wiggle room. They
cost, and they usually bring
a fair amount of pain some-
where along the way. They
can be divisive, too, and get
people hollering at each
other, and slip in under your
skin like a sliver that begins
to fester round about every-
thing else that needs doing.

But stands can also
unite. They can galvanize
around a cause or around a
dream or sometimes even
around a love. Stands can
do good things. Opinions
just itch, mostly like mos-
quito bites.

When I ask people their
stand on referendums, 1 feel
myself getting a bit nervous,
and sense this nervousness
in them as well. What if
someone decides to ask me
where 1 stand? 1 begin to
think and prepare, but
mostly no one asks. It is
then that I come to realize
that no one asks, because by
asking, it entertains the risk
of making not only a stand,
but also a stand based on
knowledge and facts. So,
few people ask and would
rather slip out from under
having to take a stand.
Every once in a while
though, you and I need to
stand up and be counted.”

I am asking you to make
such a stand and attend the
meeting on May 1. Come
and hear all the facts and to
receive accurate informa-
tion, not hear opinions, or

The Biggest Unreported
Story in Madison

The state is facing an

over $1 billion shortfall.
The Republican-held
Assembly has passed a

"Republican” solution to the
crisis. The Senate will pass
a "Democratic” version. The
Republican version contin-
ues a disturbing trend over
the last three years-the
Republican Assembly lead-
ership is trying very hard to
win the support of the teach-
ers’ union. Despite the
shortfall, Speaker Jensen
and Republican leadership
fought back efforts to stop
the statewide trend towards
four-year old kindergarten-
something the Republicans
tried to fight as recently as
nine months ago. The
Republicans will continue to
add $15 million for new
teaching jobs to lower class
sizes next year. Amazingly,
Republican Assembly lead-
ers fought for these spend-
ing increases despite the
budget shortfall and while
fighting for significant cuts
from the university budget
and state agencies.

Scott MeCallum, with
advice from his close person-
al advisor, former teacher
union representative,
Morrie Andrews is also try-
ing to get the support of the
teachers' union.

Some people will claim
the Republicans are foolish
to try to make deals with the
teachers' union. But, if your
sole goal is to get re-elected,
this is not a bad strategy. It
is not without precedent-for
years in the state of New
York the teachers' union has
helped the Democrats win
elections in therlower house

and Republicans win elec-
tions in the upper house.
Wisconsin could follow down
the same path.

I find this profoundly dis-
turbing. It largely means
that on the important edu-
cation issue there is
nowhere for a large segment
of the population to go.
School expenses are over
44% of your sales and
income tax dollars and are
also the largest portion of
your property taxes, but no
one is questioning the
increase here. Until three
years ago, Republican lead-
ership had no problem find-
ing studies showing no cor-
relation between education
spending and education
quality. On other areas such
as teacher licensure and
labeling of children as spe-
cial needs, there also has
been a disturbing lack of
debate.

Why has this story gone
on unreported? In part, this
is just the general laziness
of the press. In part, this is
because Scott Jensen, leader
of Assembly Republicans, as
recently as 1997 was the

most important critic of the
teachers' union agenda in
the state and the
press/media does not yet
realize that Jensen has
changed. In part, it is
because the Milwaukee talk
show hosts are reluctant to
be critical of Republicans.
Some cynics like to say
there is no difference
between the parties. Sadly
on the most important issue
of the day-education, these
cynics are almost right.
