School District Proposes Budget 
Cuts For 2002-2003 School Year

Kewaskum-Allenton 
Veterinary Clinic owner, Dr. 
Greg Ogi received approval 
on a conditional use permit 
from the Kewaskum Village 
Board Monday night allow­
ing him to move his veteri­
nary clinic from it’s 1511 
Fond du Lac Avenue loca­
tion in the village to the for­
mer Sison Medical Clinic, 
also in the village, which 
closed in 1996 after the 
West Bend Clinic erected a 
new clinic on Highway 45 
north.

The Sison Clinic has 
remained vacant since that 
time. The lower portion of 
the clinic has housed The 
Randall Gust Am'erican 
Family Insurance Agency 
and Morrissey Law Office.

Ogi’s father, Dr. Charles 
Ogi has been operating 
Kewaskum-Allenton 
Veterinary Clinic since 
1954. Dr. Greg has been fol­
lowing in his father’s foot­
steps since 1982 but says 
his father continues to play 
a huge part in the clinic’s 
success. Dr. Greg purchased 
the clinic is 1988 and is the 
sole owner. He and his 
father work with two other 
doctors that are employed 
by the clinic.

Ogi came before the vil­
lage’s planning commission 
in March and received a 
favorable recommendation 
at that time. Zoning admin­
istrator Gordon Hoffmann, 
in a letter to Village 
Administrator Daniel

Schmidt stated “The 
expanded services Mr. Ogi 
can provide at this location 
should be an asset to the 
Village of Kewaskum.”

Prior to the public hear­
ing held this past Monday 
night, Ogi’s soon to be 
neighbor, * Maple Dale 
Manor’s administrator, Lisa 
Stockhausen stated issues 
she hoped would be included 
in the conditional use per­
mit Ogi needs to operate his 
clinic.

Those were: proper dis­
posal of dead animals; all 
feces and waste must be 
plastic-bagged and disposed 
of in a dumpster; no com­
posting of any material on 
the property; no animals left 
outside unattended and any 
fenced areas must be priva­
cy-covered.

Stockhausen was in the 
audience at the public hear­
ing. In addition to her letter 
she voiced concerns over 
barking dogs. Ogi retorted, 
“There are two things I 
hate, barking dogs and cry­
ing children.”

Barking dogs is a prob­
lem all too common to 
Stockhausen who had a pre­
vious problem with barking 
dogs from another neighbor 
back in 1995.

At that time residents at 
her facility voiced concern 
and even lobbied to have a 
kennel permit held by Hon- 
E-Kor Country Club in the 
Town of Kewaskum 
revoked.

After learning her condi­
tions were being met on a 
conditional use permit she

wished Ogi the best of luck.
The trustees unanimous­

ly approved the issuing of a 
permit to Ogi for his new 
location with these condi­
tions:

♦ All pets boarded (dogs 
and/or cats), will be kept 
inside.

♦ All animals when out­
side will not be left unat­
tended after dusk.

♦ Owner will use proper 
disposal of all dead animals 
and surgical waste.

♦ Owner will dispose of 
all feces and waste must be 
plastic-bagged and disposed 
of properly.

♦ There will be no com­
posting of any animal or 
surgical material on said 
property.

♦ Any fenced areas must

On Monday, April 15, the 
Kewaskum School District 
Finance/Transportation and 
Grounds Committee met. 
Their major agenda item 
was the proposed 2002-2003 
budget. Administrators 
spend most of the day dis­
cussing ways to make up for 
an original $1,004,478 
shortfall.

The projected revenue for 
next year is $15,301,848 and 
is projected to be down in 
other revenues, due to the 
drop in interest rates. This 
accounted for over $37,000 
that the school district is 
expected to no longer have. 
Revenue is projected to be 
up, however, from aid and 
taxes.

What it comes down to 
overall is a 3.3% increase in 
revenue and a 10.0% 
increase in expenditures.

To try to make up for 
this, KSD is freezing the 
level of staffing. There will 
be no new positions next 
year. They also froze all the 
things that didn’t need to be 
increased.

Administrators went 
back and re-looked at some 
of the items in the budget 
and were able to rework the 
budget to a $613,061 short­
fall. In doing this, they 
decreased money allowed for 
salaries, benefits, purchased 
services, materials and sup­
plies, equipment and other 
expenditures.

This still didn’t work and 
the budget was looked at a 
third time.

With an additional 
$100,00 found in increased 
revenue from transfer serv­
ice exemptions and 
increased enrollment projec­
tions, the revenue was 
raised to $15,401,848 with 
expenditures still at 
$15,914,909.

The district then pro­
posed numerous cuts to help 
them balance their budget. 
Their proposed cuts includ­
ed:

- Eliminating four half­
time teaching positions.

- Eliminating one 1/3 
position.

- Eliminating three full- 
time teaching positions.

- Reducing Teacher in 
Charge Salary by 1/2.

- Eliminating Athletic 
Coordinators/Directors/Secr 
etary.

- Having Elementary and 
High School students come 
up with other ways to pay 
for field trips.

- Reducing clerical over­
time.

- Reducing extended con­
tracts.

- Reducing high school 
athletics/co-curriculars; 
eliminate middle school 
sports/co-curriculars; elimi­
nate elementary sports. 
This includes clubs and at 
the high school level fresh­
man, sophomore and JV 
sports.

- Eliminating the cur­
riculum director.

All of these cuts will save 
the district $540,024, leav­
ing them with $26,963.

A major concern brought 
up by members of the com­
mittee was by making these 
cuts to sports and clubs, 
why would students want to 
come to our district? They 
were afraid that by cutting 
sports and clubs more stu­
dents would opt for open 
enrollment and attend other 
schools.

Clubs and positions to be 
cut at the high school 
include: weight room advi­
sor, student government,

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Local Teen Faces Charges 
for Family Disturbance

‘Walk a Mile Club’ 
Goes the Distance

A Washington County 
deputy responded to St. 
Kilian Drive residence in 
the Town of Wayne on 
Tuesday, April 9 at 8:35 p.m. 
for a domestic abuse situa­
tion that had occurred 45 
minutes prior.

While the reporting offi­
cer was traveling through 
Kewaskum he was informed 
the suspect had left the res­
idence and was going to his 
apartment in Kewaskum.

The deputy then went to 
the suspect’s apartment and 
waited for backup. He was 
joined by a Kewaskum offi­
cer and later by Sheriff Jack 
Theusch, the department’s 
captain, a lieutenant and 
other deputies then kept 
watch over the apartment. 
Kewaskum police chief 
Richard Knoebel was also 
called and responded to the 
scene.

The responding officer 
then went to a Kewaskum 
residence to speak to the 
original complaint and vic­
tim. He and his wife were at 
the home of a family mem­
ber who resides in the vil­
lage.

Allegedly the suspect 
had been working on the 
family farm for the day and 
at one point left and went to 
his apartment in 
Kewaskum. He returned to 
the farm later in the 
evening and an argument 
ensued between the com­
plainant and suspect.

The suspect allegedly 
grabbed an aluminum bat 
and swung at the victim and 
missed. He later hit six cows 
with the bat and threw it in 
an unknown direction and 
went to the farmhouse for a 
gun. He returned to the 
barn and threatened to 
shoot himself. The com­
plainant and his wife fled

the barn and the suspect 
went out of the barn and dis­
charged the gun into the air. 
The suspect and his girl­
friend then left for the 
apartment in Kewaskum.

After questioning the vic­
tim and his wife the deputy 
joined other members of the 
sheriff’s department and 
tried to gain entry to the 
apartment.

The suspect at one point 
did try and escape through 
an upper window.

A key was retrieved and 
officers arrested the suspect. 
He became ill and 
Kewaskum Rescue Sqaud 
was called and transported 
him to St. Joseph’s 
Community Hospital in 
West Bend.

He is being charged with 
one count of disorderly con­
duct, one count of mistreat­
ing animals and one count of 
negligent handling of a 
weapon.

The suspect is scheduled 
to be in Washington County 
court on April 29 at 9:45 
a.m. for a hearing on the 
charges against him.

Governor Scott McCallum 
has declared April as Sexual 
Assault Awareness Month in 
Wisconsin.

My golden retriever, Pearl,

Tuesday, April 9
High 52-, Low 35-

Last night I attended the 
Conservation Congress 
meeting in Marquette 
County along with 322 other 
outdoor enthusiasts. This 
beat last year’s attendance 
of 255.

The rumor of an anti­
hunter running for the 
board proved to be just a 
rumor, and I was impressed 
by the very well-mannered 
and knowledgeable sports­
men and women that took 
the time to vote and voice 
their opinion on the issues 
concerning hunting, fishing 
and the preservation of our 
outdoor sports.

As 
the sun said goodbye on the 
western horizon, I figured I 
had better light up my three 
Coleman lanterns and make 
a comfortable home for the 
night.

Further bad luck came my 
way when I realized I didn’t 
have a match or a lighter in 
my possession. Three boats 
passed Star and me from a 
different channel. I hailed 
each one down and asked for 
a light. Larry Hamm out of 
Mauston had four stick 
matches in his tackle box, 
along with a nice stringer of 
walleye. We talked for 
awhile then said our good­
byes. I then attempted to 
light my lanterns. 
Unfortunately, the matches 
were damp and completely 
worthless.

Well aware that supper 
would not be cooked on my 
stove, or breakfast and cof­
fee, I accepted my dilemma 
and actually enjoyed myself. 
I spent my first spring night 
truly watching the stars.

Wednesday, April 10 
High 59-, Low 39-

Not a bite did I have last 
night. My luck changed in a 
positive way this morning 
when I almost called in a 
turkey and caught four wall­
eye measuring 16-19 inches.

The sun shone even brighter 
over Star and me when the 
old Johnson fired up on the 
first pull. Thus a happy end­
ing was had by one and all.

briefed the Village Board on the sta­
tus of the states proposed budget fix. 
It is still being proposed to eliminate 
state shared revenue over 2003 and 
2004, which would equal a loss of 
$370,640.00. The State has indicat­
ed village spending has rose 99.1% 
during 1990 2000 or an average of 
7.1%. The Village of Kewaskum, 
during that same period, has seen 
their cost rise by 80.0%, an average 
of 1.57% a year. The reason for 
these increase as per the state are the 
cost of inflation (state average being 
31.8%) and population growth (vil­
lage state average being 13.2%), 
while the Village of Kewaskums 
population grew 20.4%. If the vil­
lage then totals the inflation 31.8%, 
then population total of 20.4 % as 
well as the loss of shared revenue 
during that same period of time at 
17.0% would equal 69.2%. This 
would leave 10.8% to growth in 
value and providing services to that 
growth. The Village of Kewaskum 
during this same timeframe had their 
values grow by 128.1% and even if 
we then subtract the inflation rate of 
31.8% that leaves us with a growth 
of 96.3%. The villages growth in 
value grew 9 times of that of the 
levy to cover the cost of those serv­
ices.
