The Kewaskum School
District Board voted unani-
mously to raise parking
passes and activity fees at
Monday night's meeting.

Parking fees were raised
from $30 for the year to $30
per semester or $60 for the
year. Mark Steinhardt
pointed out that at $60 for
the year, this is only $0.33
per day. Counting on 285
passes being sold, this gen-
erates approximately
$11,400 in extra revenue.

In comparison with other
districts, West Bend charges
$60 for the year while others
don’t charge. Some in
Milwaukee charged between
$100 and $150.

Activity fees were also
raised. They were $20 per
student per year for an
unlimited number of sports.
They were raised to $40 per
student per sport. Included
in this are all competitive
sports and clubs at the high
school. This does not affect
the fees at the elementary
and middle school levels.
The board also decided that
they would find a way to
help students who can’t
afford the fee.

The board also discussed
implementing a family cap
like the one the Racine
school district has limiting
each family to $200 in activ-
ity fees per year. The board
later decided against this
idea.

Parents asked if raising
the athletic fees would guar-
antee that the freshman
sports would be added back
to the budget. Board mem-
bers stated that this could
not be guaranteed, but it
was more likely with the
raises then without. They
stated that they would come
up with a prioritized list and
would go from there.

New board president
Gordie Dickman stated
that the district will proba-
bly go to referendum in the
fall to raise the spending
limit. If that is so, this budg-
et will just get the district
through till then.

The board also agreed to
look at raising the price of
the activity pass from $15.
No prices were discussed at
this meeting. The single
event admission fee would
stay the same as the WIAA
controls those fees.

Kieth Kriewaldt pointed

out that, “This is tough.
nobody got their way when
they walked away from the
table.”

Kriewaldt had met with
staff at Farmington, Wayne
and Kewaskum Elementary
Schools to discuss possible
staffing problems. The three
schools worked through
their problems with staff
coming up with solutions.

The meeting ended with
an audience member com-
mending the job the board
has done in trying to rein-
state programs. He stated
that the board has come a
long way in four weeks and
that they were doing a won-
derful job.

Hang on to Your Wallet or Purse!

Who would not be in
favor of reform? If you
asked the public if they were
in favor of education reform,
environmental reform, crim-
inal justice reform, or tax
reform, my guess would be
that the public would over-
whelmingly be in favor. But
remember, when politicians
in Madison or Washington
talk about reform, hang on
to your wallet or purse.

In Madison right now
there is talk of campaign
finance reform. My experi-
ence in Madison is that the
biggest problem is not cam-
paign donors trying to buy
politicians. The big problem
is politicians using your
money to buy votes.
Nevertheless, certain politi-
cians are now trying to get a
favorable editorial in the
Milwaukee Journal Sentinel
and other papers by adding
taxpayer money to the
already large sums of money
already spent campaigning.

Under current law tax-
payers can check off $1 on
their income tax return to
fund political campaigns.
This costs $350,000 per
year. Since the check off
does not affect tax due, this
amount is paid for by all of

us. New proposals call for
this amount to be increased
to anywhere from $5 to $20.
Furthermore, people would
be able to designate a politi-
cal party so that both
Republicans and Democrats
would be encouraging their
members to check the box.
The current $350,000 a year
program could balloon to $5
to $10 million a year: (And
this when the state has a
billion dollar shortfall!!!!)
Worse, incumbent politi-
cians want to end so-called
"independent expenditures "
by groups that buy their
own ads. Groups such as
the Farmer Bureau,
teacher's union, National
Rifle Association or
Wisconsin Right to Life
sometimes buy their own
radio, television, or newspa-
per ads. These groups try to
educate voters about the
positions of incumbents.
This is called exercising
your First Amendment
rights. Sometimes incum-
bent politicians wish the
First Amendment didn't
exist so these groups could-
n't tell you what the incum-
bents are up to. To punish
these groups, these incum-
bents want government

money to be used to offset
independent expenditures.

I am for some campaign
finance reform. The call for
reform should not involve
asking overtaxed citizens to
contribute millions of dol-
lars more to political cam-
paigns against their will.
The call for reform should
not be an excuse for politi-
cians to try to damage the
First Amendment.
(Actually, some cynical
politicians believe part of
their reform will be struck
down by the State Supreme
Court after a lot of money is
spent on lawyers by groups
listed above as well as
money by the taxpayer for
government lawyers.)
Count me out of this sort of
"reform." I stand with the
taxpayer and with the First
Amendment.

When I was in eighth
grade, | was at an awkward
stage; | knew what [ wanted
out of life, I wanted to be a
writer, but I also wanted to
go along with the crowd and
try new things.

A person can
make unlimited gift-tax-free
payments for another’s
tuition or medical bills with-
ut it counting against the
payer’s lifetime gift-tax
exclusion, as long as the
payments are made directly
to the educational or med-
al institution. A grandpar-
ent, for example, could pay a
$20,000 annual tuition bill
to a college for a grandchild
gift-tax-free, and then give
directly to the child up to
another $11,000 a year for
non-tuition college expens-
es, taking advantage of the
annual gift-tax exclusion.

time giving often can better
reduce your estate tax liabil-
ity than waiting until death
to pass on your estate. One
advantage of lifetime gifting
is that you can remove
\ppreciating assets, such as
ommon stock, from your
estate. The second advan-
tage is that if your gift is
taxable (you can give away
up to $1 million gift-tax free
during your lifetime), the
money you use to pay the
gift tax is also removed from
our estate, thus reducing
iny future estate taxes.

6) By-pass trust or
credit-shelter trusts. For
people who die in 2002 or
2003, the first $1 million of
their estate is exempt from
estate tax (assuming they
haven't used up some or all
f their exemption amount
through taxable lifetime
gifts) That exemption
amount gradually rises to
$3.5 million by 2009. A
spouse (with the exception
of a foreign-citizen spouse)
an pass his or her entire
estate tax free to the surviv-
ing spouse. But because the
surviving spouse can't use
the deceased’'s exemption
amount at his or her subse-
quent ath, this “wastes”
the deceased’s exemption
amount

Often it's better for the
first-to-die spouse to pass
his or her exemption
amount to a credit shelter
trust. The surviving spouse
can use income generated by
the trust assets, and at the
survivor’s death, the assets
pass to the trust’s benefici-
aries tax free.

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Statewide Changes Approved to
Deer Hunting Seasons in Wisconsin

MADISON Deer
hunters will have additional
statewide hunting opportu-
nities and will be able to
look forward to more consis-
tent season dates for the
special antlerless-only deer
hunts in overpopulated deer
management units, under
new rules that received
final approval this month.

The changes are among
the first major rule changes
to result from the Deer
Management for 2000 and
Beyond project and are not
related to the recent out-
break of Chronic Wasting
Disease in Wisconsin,
according to Kurt A. Thiede,
regulation policy and out-
reach specialist with the
Department of Natural
Resources Bureau of Wild-
life Management.

"The Deer Management
for 2000 and Beyond Project
began in 1996. It was led by
the Wisconsin Conservation
Congress, which is a legisla-
tively established advisory
body to the state Natural
Resources board," Thiede
says. "The Deer 2000 pro-
ject involved a major public
participation effort. These
rule changes are the results
of hundreds of public meet-
ings held around the state
and thousands of volunteer
hours by people serving on
the various committees
formed through the deer
2000 process."

The rule revisions (WM-
40-00, which changed por-
tions of NR 10, 12 and 19 of
the Wis. Admin. Code) were
originally submitted for
adoption in January 2001
and received final approval
from the state Natural
Resources board (NRB) in
April, and final approval
from the state legislature
earlier this month. Legis-
lative committee reviewing
the proposal had earlier
rejected portions of the rule
changes and returned the
package to the NRB for
modification.

"The most significant
change from the legislative
review process was the
removal of Zone T units in
northern Wisconsin from
the four-day December Zone
T hunt," Thiede says. "That
change recognizes the con-
cerns of snowmobilers and
cross-country skiers who
felt the December hunt
could interfere with their
sports.”

Significant changes
approved in the new rules
include:

* The early archery sea-
son will begin each year on
the Saturday nearest
September 15 (this year on
September 14).

* The early archery sea-
son will be extended four
days statewide to include
the Monday through Thurs-
day prior to the Saturday
opener of the nine-day deer
gun season (this yvear the
early bow season will run
September 14 through
November 21).

* The late archery season
will begin on the day after

the nine-day regular gun
deer season (this year
December 2).

* The late archery season
has been extended three
days to include the New
Year's Holiday weekend,
and will now end each year
on January 3 (this year the
late bow season will run
from December 2 through
January 3).

* The muzzleloader sea-
son has been extended by
three days. The muzzle-
loader season will now run
for 10 days (this year De-
cember 2 through 11).

* There will be a one-day
antlerless deer hunt for
youths 12 to 15 years of age
each October in non-Zone T
units (this year October 26).

* Zone T unit selection
has been codified and units
are now determined by a
formula and will no longer
require emergency rules by
the NRB. Deer Manage-
ment Units (DMUs) that
are not expected to get to
within 20 percent of estab-
lished population goals
(based on historical harvest
data for the unit) with the
regular deer season frame-
work and antlerless per-
mits, will have a Zone T
season. And, after two con-
secutive years of Zone T, if
it does still not appear that
another Zone T hunt would
bring the unit within the 20
percent of goal, an "Earn-a-
Buck" season framework
could be implemented.

* The Zone T framework
is also codified. It will con-
sist of a four-day antlerless
deer hunt in October (this
year October 24 through 27)
in all DMUs in the state
that require the additional
herd control defined above
and a four-day December
antlerless hunt in Zone T
units south of Highway 8
beginning the second
Thursday following the
Thanksgiving holiday (this
year December 12 through
15).

* All deer harvested --
whether with a firearm or
bow, whether antlered or
antlerless -- must be regis-
tered in the unit of kill or
an adjacent unit.

* All metro units will
have the same season
framework. This includes
the traditional nine-day gun
season followed by an
antlerless gun season that
runs until the second
Sunday in December (this
year November 23 through
December 8); an archery
season that runs from the
Saturday nearest Septem-
ber 15 through two days
prior to the gun deer opener
and then starts up on the
opening day of the deer gun
season and continues until
January 31 (this year
September 14 through
November 21 and Novem-
ber 23 through January 31);
and a 10 day muzzleloader
season (this year December
2 through 11).

* Hunter success in har-
vesting and seeing deer and
public deer viewing oppor-

tunities will be included in
the list of criteria for
determing deer population
goals at future DMU goal
and boundary reviews.

* Developing standards
for tolerable levels of deer
damage to crops and requir-
ing the department to lower
the overwinter goal in deer
management units that
exceed the tolerable levels
in two years out of a three-
year period.

* Requiring farmers

enrolled in the Wildlife
Damage Abatement Claims
Program (WDACP) in a
given year who experiences
$1,000 or more damage in
that year be automatically
issued a shooting permit by
February 15 of the following
year, with the required har-
vest objective of 80 percent
of the harvest quota by
September 15 in order to
qualify for the benefits of
the WDACP for the current
year.

"While these are the first
changes to come about
through the deer 2000 pro-

ject, there are other propos-
als that are still being
developed from this process
and other changes that

could be recommended in
the future, especially from
those committees that
worked on the issues of
believability of population
estimates and recommenda-
tions for addressing agricul-
tural damage and access to
private lands," Thiede says.
Most of the additional pro-
posed changes require sta-
tutory authority and would
also have to go through the
NRB rule-making process.

Drinking Water, Groundwater Awareness

Water is essential to life
and we need to take the
time to think about what we
do or do not do every day to
protect our water supply.

In observance of National
Drinking Water Week, the
Washington County Health
Department, along with the
Washington County Land
Conservation Department,
is encouraging the citizens
of Washington County to
think about one of our most
valuable resources, our
drinking water.

Water is essential to life
and although most of us
don’'t take an abundant
water supply for granted, as
we may have 30 or more
years ago, we should still
take the time to think about
what we do or don't do to
protect our supply.

Water is a daily necessity
for all living creatures. It
falls as rain and snow from
the sky where it then col-
lects in rivers, streams, and
lakes. Water also collects
underground in aquifers.
An aquifer is a rock or soil
formation that can store or
transmit water efficiently.

This same water is
pumped out of wells to be
used for drinking, cooking,
bathing, laundry, washing
cars, recreation, and cooling
industrial parts in factories.
There are hundreds of uses
for water, the most impor-
tant of which is drinking.

The same water we use
every day evaporates and
eventually forms into more
clouds that again fall to
Earth in some form of pre-
cipitation. This constant
cycling of water from the
sky to the earth, back into
the sky is called the "water
cycle."

The water that flows into
aquifers and collects in the
soil is called groundwater.
In Washington County, all
of our drinking water comes
from groundwater. Some
communities, such as Mil-
waukee, get their drinking
water from lakes or surface
water.

Washington County resi-
dents depend on groundwa-
ter to supply both our
municipal wells and our pri-
vate wells, so it is important
that it stays clean.

Because the rainwater
that eventually becomes

groundwater or surface.

water washes over the
earth, anything that is put
on the ground can eventual-

ly end up in our drinking
water.

Chris Mechenich,
groundwater educator at
the University of Wisconsin-
Extension Central Wiscon-
sin Groundwater Center

states, "Our drinking water,
whether it's from ground-
water or a lake, is a local
resource and local people
are the only ones who can
choose to pollute or protect
it, we all need to actively
participate in protecting our
drinking water." Because it
is a local resource, we need
to make keeping it clean a
local effort.

In observance of Drink-
ing Water and Groundwater
Awareness Week, consider
taking the following action
to help assure that your
drinking water remains safe
to drink:

* If you have your own
well, test the water for col-
iform bacteria and nitrate
nitrogen. Also test for other
contaminants, like pesti-
cides or gasoline, if they are
a problem in your area.

* A coliform test should
be done every year, yet only
about five percent of private
wells are tested each year.
Water test kits are avail-
able from the Wisconsin
State Laboratory of Hygiene
at 1-800-442-4618 and from
the University of Wisconsin
Stevens Point Environmen-
tal Task Force Laboratory
at 1-877-383-8378.

* If your water comes
from a municipal well, con-
tact your water utility for
information about how your
community’s water is tested
and protected. Thank them
for doing a great job, and
ask how you can help.
