RECYCLING TIPS

QQRRUGATED QARDBOARD

Type of Corrugated Cardboard: The cardboard that 
peels apart with two outside layers is corrugated. The mid­
dle section not exposed is wavy or corrugated.
Colors: Some waxed and pressed cardboard may also be 
recycled.

Preparation: Flatten boxes and cut into 2’x2" pieces. Tie 
in bundles with twine or strong string. Bundles should be 
limited to 8” in height.
Place bundles at the curb next to the dark green recycling 
bin or blue recycling bag. Place the bin or bag at the curb 
on the same day that your solid waste is to be collected. 
Pick up will be Wednesdays for both solid waste and recy- 
clables. Multi-family dwellings of six or more, remember, 
your recycling pick up will be the 1st and 3rd Wednesday 
of each month.
NOTE: If raining on collection day, please hold cardboard 
until the following week.

Why Won't They Come to Kewaskum ?
I arrived in Kewaskum 

nearly three years ago and 
must share that I heard 
many negative things said 
about the School District, 
whether real or perceived or 
based on past happenings. 
However, I have found the 
Kewaskum community, and 
school district, to be simply 
outstanding and a great 
community to educate chil­
dren. Now I could be 
accused of being biased, but 
I have found the opposite. 
Our schools are well accept­
ed and respected by those 
living here. That’s my point.

Those living in the dis­
trict, who have their chil­
dren in our schools, find 
them to be excellent. 
However, there is a startling 
bit of information I would 
like to share with our read­
ers, particularly since it 
costs the district a much 
needed revenue source. 
This loss of potential rev­
enue has to do with the 
State’s Open Enrollment 
Program. Parents, by law, 
are allowed to complete an 
application form to have 
their children reside in one 
district, and attend school in 
another. You may have read 
how the Kewaskum School 
District had 72 children 
leave our district in 2001-02 
and another 51 new appli­
cants applying to leave in 
2002-03. The fact that peo­
ple don’t know is that only 8 
actually left the Kewaskum 
district for another. Eight! 
This tells me that parents 
who are already in the dis­
trict keep their children in 
our schools. Then why do 
we keep hearing that 72 stu­
dents left the district this 
year and another 51 next 
year? Allow me to explain.

When you hear or read 
that Kewaskum is losing 
students, keep in mind that 
they may not have ever 
attended school in our 
schools. For example, of the 
51 new Open Enrollment 
applicants for 2002-03, only 
six actually left the district. 
Twenty-three, having moved 
into the Kewaskum district, 
chose to remain in their 
prior district, 18 attended 
parochial/private schools 
and continued in other simi­
lar schools outside the dis­
trict, and four others would 
have been incoming kinder­
garteners. Of the 72 "leav­
ing" this year, only 2 actual­
ly left our district schools.

That means that this 
year we had six students 
leaving our district to attend 
other school in other dis­
tricts, but 45 chose not to 
send their children to 
Kewaskum. The question is 
to determine why. On one 
hand, the good news is we

don’t have a mass exodus 
from our district, contrary to 
published reports, but the 
bad news is we have a sig­
nificant number of parents 
choosing not to send their 
children to Kewaskum. In 
the Open Enrollment pro­
gram, most of the state aid 
money follows the child 
transferring out of their res­
ident district (approximate­
ly $5100 per child). This 
means this year alone, as we 
struggle with a $1M deficit, 
we project an estimated loss 
of over $225,000 in lost rev­
enue, money that would 
have remained in the dis­
trict if the students had cho­
sen Kewaskum. We need to 
find a way to encourage par­
ents and children alike to 
want to attend school in the 
Kewaskum School District.

Our new Kewaskum ele­
mentary school and remod­
eled Wayne and Farmington 
schools have brought a new 
sense of pride to the commu­
nity members and parents 
in the school district. We 
have taken great strides in 
increasing our technology 
capabilities for all students. 
Our high school technology 
program has gained 
statewide recognition for the 
classes and programs they 
offer our students. Our art 
program remains one of the 
best in the area, if not the 
state. Our athletic teams 
have had solid successes in 
conference level play and at 
state competitions. Our 4- 
year and 5- year old kinder­
garten facilities are simply 
outstanding. Our adminis- 
trative/community building 
has received more than its 
share compliments from 
those who have used it or 
been in it. Our curriculum 
has been tightened and 
aligned to state standards.

We, you and I, must do 
everything necessary to 
encourage parents and stu­
dents to want to attend 
school here in Kewaskum. 
This won’t be done through 
misinformation, negative 
headlines in the paper, neg­
ative Letters to the Editor, 
speaking in negative terms 
about something in the dis­
trict. If you have a com­
plaint, go to the source. 
Voice your concerns to the 
proper people. For three 
years I have worked hard to 
create a positive image for 
the district but I need your 
help.

There are reasons par­
ents choose not to send their 
children to Kewaskum and 
we must ask "Why?" Is it 
facilities, or lack of quality 
facilities? (We have brand 
new elementary schools and 
a district office and it has 
promoted many positive

feelings in our students and 
parents and hopefully the 
community at large). Would 
a &?w high school/middle 
school influence a parent/ 
student’s decision in attend­
ing school here? Is it the 
past history/reputation of 
the District, whether per­
ceived or real? Have we 
done a good enough job of 
selling our district?

We are a part of a very 
important team. When 45 
parents have the option of 
sending their children here, 
and don’t, we need to stand 
up and take notice, and act. 
I know the new elementary 
school and remodeled 
schools have enhanced 
interest in our school dis­
trict. Do we need more? Are 
we speaking positively 
about our schools or are we 
taking them for granted?

He was employed 
with the district for 36 
years. He was also involved 
with the Kewaskum 
Auxiliary Police, was the 
Kewaskum Village Zoning 
Administrator and a mem­
ber of the Kiwanis Club.

The original 
date stone, from the old high 
school, will be incorporated 
into this space.

• To create a space for 
the community to reflect 
and classrooms to learn. As 
you can see in the drawing 
above, the space will have 
four benches and a bell 
tower. A paved area will host 
bricks with the names of 
past graduates, friends and 
current students.

Bricks are 4x8 and are 
available for $40 each. They 
can include up to three lines 
with 14 characters per line 
including spaces.

This space will enhance 
the new elementary school 
and provide students, par­
ents, grandparents, alumni, 
school clubs, sports teams 
and the general public an 
opportunity to pay tribute to 
and memorialize someone 
special. Don’t delay!

The bricks may be pur­
chased for a limited time 
only.

NEW BERLIN WEST -

Hello friends,

Last August, I had the 
pleasure of bow fishing for 
carp after dark for the first 
time. Fred Christen, owner 
of F and D Archery in Osseo, 
is an avid after-dark fisher­
man and member of the 
Wisconsin Bow Fishing 
Association.

When Fred invited me 
shoot, along with his part­
ner, Lonnie Klundby, in the 
WBA State Championship, 
which was being held on 
Castle Rock Lake, I was 
quivering with excitement 
for the big night.

Tuesday, May 14
High 64, Low 41

Today, I met Lonnie for 
the first time. Fred is the 
man that introduced me to 
this sport last August. 
Tonight, we pre-fished 
Castle Rock, just like the 
bass or walleye angler 
would for an upcoming tour­
nament. Our goal was to 
locate as many fish as possi­
ble, and get this rookie some 
after-dark bow fishing expe­
rience.

Fred set me up with a 
Renegade Fish Master com­
pound bow, which is the 
same model he uses. Lonnie, 
whom I found out is a meat

maker, was shooting a 45- 
pound Shakespeare recurve 
that is probably older than I 
am.

Today’s experience 
began mid afternoon and 
lasted until just after mid­
night. We found carp in a 
feeder creek that had clear 
water.

We also found literally 
millions of carp in some 
backwater marshes. The 
water was so muddied up 
that we couldn’t see them to 
shoot them.

Destruction of lake habi­
tat is why carp are consid­
ered a rough fish, and mil­
lions of dollars are spent 
each year across the country 
to eradicate them.

The rookie shot three 
fish for 20 arrows flung then 
proceeded to really embar­
rass himself his partners 
advised him to forget about 
the sights and shoot natu­
ral.

I shot six carp in the last 
hour and was happy we had 
pre-fished.

Saturday, May 18
High 50, Low 28

Today would be a big 
learning experience for me. 
Once again, we scouted 
before dark. The tourna­
ment began at 8 p.m. and

lasted until 6 a.m.
After our scouting 

adventure adventure, we 
had a couple of hours to 
watch as a total of 24 two- 
and three-man teams 
arrived for the big tourna­
ment of the year.

Since last August, Fred 
has put a 42-inch fan on his 
18-foot boat. It’s powered by 
a 22 hp motor, can turn 360 
degrees and and along with 
his 70 hp outboard and 74- 
pound thrust trolling motor, 
can push his rig just about 
anywhere he wants to fish.

About half of the rigs 
have a fan. I observed bow 
fishermen from Wisconsin, 
Illinois and Iowa fishing in 
boats valued between $500 
and $30,000.

I also saw passion for 
this sport in the eyes of each 
bow fisherman as they 
talked about boats and 
trips.

If these guys aren’t in a 
tournament in Wisconsin, 
they’re after monster gar in 
Texas or paddlefish out 
west.

Just to stand over the 
bow of a boat, watching the 
water being illuminated by 
a half dozen 500 watt halo­
gen lights from dusk until 
after dawn takes a person

with a strong backbone.
Twenty-four boats hit 

the lake at 8 p.m., fishing in 
two classes, sportsman and 
open, with 14 teams in the 
the sportsman, which was 
the class we entered in.

The clear, water we had 
fished Tuesday was fishless 
due to a cold spell, so we hit 
the muddy marsh.

When we found water 
less than 18 inches deep, we 
could actually see fish. By 11 
p.m., we had 35 carp in the 
buckets.

The team that won this 
tournament last year fin­
ished with 330.

The cold spell and 
muddy water was saving the 
lives of hundreds of carp. I 
couldn’t believe it when at 
3:15 a.m., the night started 
showing signs of daylight.
