The one-time referendum
includes such things as the
mechanical upgrades to KHS
including plumbing, HVAC
and electrical, things like
computers, desks, chairs,
upgrades in equipment for
tech-ed, new textbooks and
I'V/VCR/DVD combinations

The recurring referen-
includes things like,
supplies for certain subjects,
software, and things for ath-
leties like uniforms.

The board explored these
referendum options after
deciding not to build a new
high school in the immediate
future. They decided that
instead of building the new
school, after learning their
property taxes would
increase by almost 50%, they

dum

would update the new school
to where it should be as
decided by Bray and
Associates architects. The
board also pointed out that
these updates and upgrades
would need to be made even
if the high school was even-
tually turned into a middle
school.

The board discussed all of
the “wants and needs” of the
teachers at Kewaskum High
School. A few months back
the board had asked for all of
the departments to come up
with things that would help
them to better educate the
children in the district.
Monday night the board was
presented with a list from
the high school that included
hypothetical prices. The
board went through the lists
quickly discussing things
they didn't understand the
want or need for.

Brownouts
that last a few hours will
likely have little effect on
people’s health. However,
some people may be fearful
of high utility bills and limit
their use of air conditioning.

Such action can place peo-
ple who are already at risk
for heat illness at increased
risk. You can help by learn-
ing the warning signs of
heat stroke and heat
exhaustion and then check-
ing on your neighbors fre-
quently.”

The Washington County
Health Department and
CDC recommend you follow
the following prevention tips
to protect yourself from heat
related illnesses.

* Drink more fluids
(nonaleoholic), regardless of
your activity level. Don't
wait until you're thirsty to
drink. Warning: If your doc-
tor generally limits the
amount of fluid you drink or
has you on water pills, ask
him how much you should
drink while the weather is
hot.

*+ Don’t drink liquids
that contain caffeine,
alcohol, or large amounts

of sugar - these actually
cause you to lose more body
fluid. Also, avoid very cold
drinks, because they can
cause stomach cramps.

+ Stay indoors and, if at
all possible, stay in an
air-conditioned place. If
your home does not have air
conditioning, go to the shop-
ping mall or public library -
even a few hours spent in
air conditioning can help
your body stay cooler when
you go back into the heat.
Call the Washington County
Health Department to see if
there are any heat-relief
shelters in your area.

* Electric fans may pro-
vide comfort, but when
the temperature is in
high 90s, fans will not
prevent heat-related ill-
ness. Taking a cool shower
or bath, or moving to an air-
conditioned place is a much
better way to cool off.

If you must be out in the
heat:

+ Limit your outdoor activ-
ity to morning and evening
hours.

* Cut down on exercise. If
you must exercise, drink two
to four glasses of cool, nonal-
coholic fluids each hour. A
sports beverage can replace
the salt and minerals you
lost in sweat. Warning: If
you are on a low-salt diet,
talk with your doctor before
drinking a sports beverage.
Remember the warning in
the first “tip” (above), too.

* Try to rest often in shady
areas.

* Protect yourself from the
sun by wearing a wide-
brimmed hat (also keeps you
cooler) and sunglasses and

tection” on their labels).

« Wear lightweight, light-
colored, loose-fitting cloth-
ing.
« NEVER leave anyone in
a closed, parked vehicle.

» Although any one at any
time can suffer from heat-
related illness, some people
are at greater risk than oth-
ers. Check regularly on:

+ Infants and young chil-
dren

+ People aged 65 or older

+ People who have a men-
tal illness

* Those who are physically
ill, especially with heart dis-
ease or high blood pressure

« Visit adults at risk at
least twice a day and closely
watch them for signs of heat
exhaustion or heat stroke.
Infants and young children,
of course, need much more
frequent watching.

These self-help measures
are not a substitute for med-
ical care but may help you
recognize and respond
promptly to warning signs of
trouble. Your best defense
against heat-related illness
is prevention. Staying cool
and making simple changes
in your fluid intake, activi-
ties, and clothing during hot
weather can help you
remain safe and healthy.

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Should You

be Preparing

A CEWAR Portfolio?

Should you be bullet-
proofing your portfolio for
wartime?

That’s the recommenda-
tion of some investment
advisors, and some inves-
tors are listening. But it’s
not a good idea, cautions
certified financial planners,
who believe that fear should
never drive investment deci-
sions.

In the aftermath of
September 11, military
strikes in Afghanistan, the
Israeli-Palestinian conflict
and the threat of war with
Iraq, suggestions for defen-
sive war portfolios have
begun to appear. While
these portfolios vary, they
generally follow similar
investment advice: load up
on defense-industry stocks,
gold, and U.S. government
securities. Some recommend
oil stocks on the premise
that a Middle East war will
dramatically push up the
price of oil. Others like the
stocks of companies produc-
ing products that consumers
will buy regardless of the
circumstances: food, tobac-
co, medicine and so on.

One defensive war port-
folio found on the Internet
calls for 70% U.S. Treasury

securities and certificates of

deposit, 10% precious coins,
10% defense-industry
stocks, and 5% each of Swiss
francs and New Zealand dol-
lars. If disaster really does
strike, some would argue
that this would be a sound
portfolio. But one of the
problems, point out others,
1s that this particular war
portfolio has been recom-
mended for the past six
years-the first four of which
saw record stock market
growth.

It’s the same principle as
having a very defensive
portfolio whose asset alloca-
tion mix is always braced for
a market downturn, say
planners. Yes, markets peri-
odically falter, as they have

the last two years, and a
conservative portfolio might
serve you well at that point.
The problem is that we
rarely can forecast a market
downturn and in the mean-
time we miss out on the
growth, which, over the long
haul, has more than over-
come the downturns.

Does the idea of a defen-
sive portfolio sound famil-

iar? Go back to the fall of

1999, when alarmists
warned of the impending
Y2K disaster and some pan-
icked investors converted all
their investments to cash,
often with significant tax
consequences and missed
market returns.

Unlike the Y2K scare,
terrorism is real. But war
has hit Americans before,
and in most cases the econo-
my and the stock market
have weathered them well.
The S&P 500 was up 20 per-
cent within one year after
Pearl Harbor, for example,
and the Dow climbed 20%

two months after the start of

Desert Storm.

Although most investors
will maintain their current
portfolios, some panic and
switch from long-held asset
allocations to these war
portfolios. Other investors
have hunkered down with a
lot of cash, though other fac-
tors such as the economy,
Enron and the continued
whipsawing of the stock
market have contributed to
their nervousness.

The smarter move, say
planners, is to stick with a
portfolio that’s well diversi-
fied and that reflects your
long-range financial goals,
risk tolerance and personal
circumstances. You should
be investing only for the
long-term, such as for retire-
ment and college, and*not
let potential catastrophes-
whose dimensions are
unknown and which could
affect portfolios in unfore-
seen ways-dictate your port-

folio’s makeup.

A disaster-driven portfo
lio is usually an extremely
conservative one, and as a
consequence, investors fol-
lowing them are more likely
to fail to reach their finan-
cial goals because of inferior
long-term returns than
because of shorter market
declines due to a disaster,
argue most planners.
Besides, they say, if a
national catastrophe were to
strike that truly crippled
our nation-devastating ter-
rorist attacks or a nuclear
attack, for example-even a
war portfolio would unlikely
be of much value in the
aftermath.

For those investors who
still feel defensive about
their portfolio, some plan-
ners recommend tips that
can help but not hobble the
overall portfolio too much.
One suggestion is to desig-
nate perhaps ten percent of
the portfolio to a defensive
position, such as U.S.
Treasuries, precious metals,
cash and real estate.
Another is to buy certifi-
cates of deposit from finan-
cial institutions located in
different geographic areas.

But ultimately the best
defense, say most planners,
is a well-diversified portfolio
that over time will perform
satisfactorily regardless of
the circumstances. A portfo-
lio that holds foreign stocks
and foreign bonds, for exam-
ple, which many planners

recommend under normal
circumstances, could help
blunt the effects of damage
to the United States.

A videographer
combines the skills of a doc-
umentary filmmaker with
the eyes of a movie director,
and options abound when it
comes to capturing the spir-
it or shaping the story of
your wedding day. Here are
10 issues you should consid-
er to get the video you envi-
sion.

VIEWING VIBE

The first question you
have to ask yourselves is
how do you want the video
to "feel"? Would you prefer it
to be one-dimensional, like a
TV sitcom, or multi-layered,
like VH-1's Behind the
Music? Do you want the
static footage of a stationary
camera, the fluid move-
ments of something hand-
held, or a blend?

This choice between a
"standard” and more narra-
tive "documentary" style
will be the filter through
which you make all other
decisions, from who you hire
to how the day is filmed and
the footage edited. A stan-
dard video is less expensive
but more limited; many peo-
ple prefer the well-rounded
flow of a documentary
approach.

CAMERA CUES

Two types of cameras
can be used when shooting
video: DV (digital video) and
analog (non-digital). Analog
was standard until DV tech-
nology became affordable,
and the advantages are
clear. "Digital produces
crisp, pristine images,”
videographer Peter Di
Lauro who has shot over 500
weddings. "The color and
skin tone rendition is flaw-
Better vet: The cam-
eras are significantly small-
er than analog, can be hand-
held (for that hospital-docu-
mentary look), and are twice
as sensitive to light as ana-
log, meaning that free-
standing, blinding room
lights are a thing of the
past. (On-camera lights are
still required to illuminate
faces, however, and smaller,
handheld off-camera lights
are used when staging a
specific shot -- backlighting
a veil, for example).

Next decision: How
many cameras do you want
at your event? Two or more
may seem obtrusive, but one
cameraman can't be every-
where at once. "Many brides
want a choice of perspec-
tives,” says Di Lauro. "For
example, with two cameras
you can shoot the father/
daughter dance and the
expression on Mom's face.
Or you can have one camera
covering the bride getting
ready and one covering the
groom." The cost of addition-
al cameramen is either a flat
fee or prorated according to
how long the extra coverage
is needed: pre-wedding prep

TAG TEAM

You may see ads for
companies that offer both
photography and videogra-
phy services. Besides a cohe-
sive look to the final prod-
ucts, there are other advan-
tages to this group effort
approach. For example, two
people with different agen-
das may jockey for position
or get in each other's way.
Two people who work as a
team "can look out for each
other and keep in touch
about what's happening,’
says Greg Haarburger, an
internationally schooled
photojournalist with almost
ten years of wedding experi-
ence. "It's also easier on the
couple because that's one
less vendor they have to
worry about.” Another plus
is that still images taken by
the photographer can quick-
ly and easily be added to the
video. You may even get a
discount if you book both

with the same company. If

not, ask about getting free
extra copies of your video
(for family and friends) to
sweeten the kitty.

Just be sure both prod-
ucts meet your high stan-
dards -- don't be blinded by
ease alone. Another consid-
eration:

If you want your

photos to have a formal, old
fashioned feel and your
video to be flashy and fast-
paced, be sure that two peo-
ple from the same company

SOUND BITES

The standard in micro-
phones today is multi-chan-
nel UHF (ultra-high fre-
quency) wireless "mic” (pro-
nounced "mike") with a 100-
yard pickup range. Who

Common Ceremony Structure

The key elements uti-
lized in most Western wed-

ding ceremonies, in their

most common order, are:

1) Introduction, Open-
ing, or Invocation -- in which
the officiant typically

announces the purpose of

the gathering, indicates the
names of the bride and
groom, welcomes the guests
and solicits them to partici-
pate in the ceremony by
their presence and, perhaps,
their prayers.

2) Main Body -- in which
the officiant ruminates on
the meaning of marriage
and the significance of the
bride and groom's decision
to join together in wedlock
The officiant may also share
more casual remarks about
the bride and groom as he or
she has come to know them,
and about the

include religious or other
readings by the officiant or
by other persons who have
been asked by the bride and
groom to speak. The Main
Body is sometimes divided
into the Interrogation and
the Presentation (either
may come first).

The Interrogation
specifically refers to the offi-

The Presentation is
when the bride, or the bride
and groom, are presented
for marriage by their parent
or parents (the familiar,
"Who gives this woman").

3) Introduction to the
Vows -- in which the offi-
ciant explains the signifi-
cance of the vows which the
couple are going to
exchange.

4) Vows -- in which the
bride and groom individual-
ly affirm their commitment
to one another, in response
to questions posed by the
officiant; the responses usu-
ally take the form of "I do” or
"I will." In the Western
Christian tradition, this is
the point at which they are
officially married.

5) Exchange of Rings --
in which the couple, usually
repeating phrases at the

officiant's direction, declare
their commitment to one
another and place a wedding
ring on the hand of their
betrothed. In the Western
Jewish tradition, this is the
point at which they are offi-
cially married.

6) Closing/Announce-
ment of the Couple -- in.
which the officiant ann-
ounces that the couple is
officially wed. This may also
include a final prayer or
benediction, the officiant
indicating that the groom
may "kiss the bride," and/or
the officiant "introducing"
the newly married couple to
the guests.

This ceremonial order is
usually preceded by a pro-
cessional, in which the wed-
ding party members enter
the ceremonial location, and
is followed by a recessional,
in which they exit.

These days, newlyweds
no longer ride off into the
sunset, headed for an
evening of unbridled post-
nuptial passion and other
wedding-night cliches. Even
if a bout of candlelit lovin' is
in the cards, most couples
find that it's also important
to prolong the festivities at a
post-reception blowout with
friends and family, especial-
ly with those who have
trekked great distances to
attend the wedding. (After
all, when is the last time all
these people were together
in one place?)

At any celebration,
there are always revelers
who refuse to let the good
times come to a close, so it's
a good idea to have an after-
hours game plan. Gracious
hosts (and just admit it,
incorrigible party animals)
that you are, you'll need a
quick guide to help make
sure everyone has a place to
party while the adrenaline's
still pumping and nobody's
quite ready to call it a night.

WHO COMES

What probably started
out as an impromptu idea
hatched by someone not
ready to call it quits ("So,
are we doing anything after
this wedding reception?") is
now a fairly formalized
institution. The "after-party
party" is still a pretty“infor-
mal gathering, though, gen-
erally thrown for the cou-
ple's closest friends and any
crazy relatives who want to
attend. A stringent guest list
is rarely adhered to, but
some couples aim to restrict
the post-reception bash to
the bridal party, while oth-
ers choose to invite anyone
and everyone who's begging
for more.

You might want to start
by determining who will def-
initely be in tow (your high-
strung sorority sisters, your

SPREADING THE WORD

WHERE'S THE PARTY?
Before you figure out
where it's all going to go
down, think about how you'd
like to celebrate. You might
want to plan the party to
contrast with the type of
wedding you're having. For
example, if you'll be having
a noon wedding followed by
a low-key luncheon affair, a
buttoned-up reception due
to religious/military require-
ments, or an evening recep-
tion in a country club that

doesn't allow loud musie,
why not throw an all-out
extravaganza for your
friends later that night?

Springing for a simple gath-
ering in the hotel bar or
bridal suite is standard. Or
you ean rent out a room at a
favorite local watering hole
or restaurant (be sure to
make reservations in
advance). Have the brides-
maids and groomsmen tote
some of the leftovers to
party central for when you
get the munchies, and a
table centerpiece or two will
do wonders for ambience. Of
course, if you're feeling cre-
ative, choose from a variety

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Planning A Romantic

Choosing a honeymoon
destination can often be
cause for consternation.

Choosing a destination you
can drive to, virtually guar-
antees a reasonably priced
honeymoon. If you live in a
state where you have easy
access to the Canadian or
Mexican border, you can
even honeymoon abroad
without breaking the bank.

If you plan a trip to a
distant destination, check
out airfares before you pull
out the road maps. There’s a
good chance you'll be able to
find a reasonable deal.

Park it. There are 48
National Parks in the
United States and literally
hundreds of state parks and
forests. If you plan to honey-
moon during months with
pleasant weather, you may
consider a camping holiday
in one of these beautiful
locations. From Gates of the
Arctic, to Everglades
National Park, if you are
nature lovers, you're sure to
find a park you'll enjoy. Just
imagine... alone, together in
the wilderness... no one
around for miles and
miles... hmm. The facilities
at these parks vary widely,
and some have no running
water and only limited facil-
ities. Be sure to research
your camping destination to
determine if it meets your
needs. The National Park
Service has a comprehen-

sive website at www.nps.
gov.
Island hopping. "The
couple chose a six week
Caribbean holiday to cele-
brate their marriage."
Which couple was that? Not
us. But you can still have
fun on an island without
going into debt. Visiting
some of the beautiful islands
off the coast of the continen-
tal U.S. can be quite pricey,
especially  places like
Nantucket and the presi-
dential choice, Martha’s
Vineyard. But there are
dozens of reasonably priced
island spots to investigate.
Here are a few suggestions:
Cottages and bed & break-
fasts dot the coastline of
North Carolina’s Outer
Banks.
