the food service clerk to a

While the number of hon­
est and reputable insitu- 
tions that offer fair loans far 
outweigh the ones that don’t 
there are people in the world 
looking to take advantage of 
consumers.

These predatory 
lenders push their services 
on those who need money 
for medical bills, property 
taxes or high-priced home 
repairs by describing their 
loans as the “answer” to 
financial woes. But instead 
of providing access to money 
with reasonable rates and 
terms, predatory lenders 
advance loans with exorbi­
tant interest rates and 
through-the-roof fees, often 
coupled with collection 
strategies that lean toward 
harassment.

LENDER TARGETS
Abusive or “predatory” 

lenders target people who 
are strapped for cash. To 
avoid being caught in the 
trap, consumers need to 
learn how to tell a “good” 
loan from a bad one. 
Otherwise, consumers may 
pay too much, hurt their 
credit rating or even lose 
thier home.

When looking for a loan, 
ask yourself these ques­
tions:

Do I feel pressured?
*Watch out for harassing 

phone calls or lenders who 
say, “this deal won’t last.”

Legitimate lenders never do 
business this way.

* The same goes for 
lenders who offer “guaran­
teed” low-interest loans - as 
long as you apply over the 
phone and pay them some­
thing today.

Have 1 shopped 
around for the best deal?

* Check with other 
lenders, including local 
banks, for their rates and 
total costs.

* Compare interest rates 
and the total loan costs with 
those of other lenders.

* Beware of high up-front 
fees and percentage 
“points.” They can turn a 
loan with low monthly pay­
ments into one that costs 
you substantially more in 
the long run.

* Ask questions. Never 
be afraid to ask a lender to 
explain the fees, terms or 
condidtions of the loan. 
Reputable lenders will be 
pleased to fully explain the 
details.

Is it too good to be 
true?

* Watch out for telemar­
keters, TV ads or door-to- 
door salespeople who offer 
easy or quick-approval loans 
for houses, cars and home 
repair.

* Avoid lenders who say 
bad or no credit is “no prob­
lem.” Lenders you can trust 
don’t do business this way.

Can I trust the lender?
* Get references and 

check out the company. Call 
your local Better Business 
Bureau and ask if it has had 
complaints about any of the 
lenders you are considering.

* Ask yourself if prepay­
ing for credit life insurance 
is the best way for you to go. 
It will protect your family by 
paying off the loan if you get 
sick or die. But paying for 
this coverage up front can 
add to the monthly cost of 
your loan.

* Think twice about a

loan that has a large 
amount due at the end of the 
scheduled payments. This 
final, or “balloon,” payment 
could be beyond your ability 
to repay.

* Watch out for lender; 
who say “not to worry” if you 
can’t pay your mortgage 
they’ll help you refinance 
another loan. Predatory 
lenders make money fron 
the high fees and closing 
costs they’ll charge you 
when refinancing.

* Never sign a loan con­
tract until you understand 
every part of what you’re 
signing. Ask for advice from 
someone you trust: a 
banker, a family member or 
a friend who has experience 
in getting loans. Or call a 
local non-profit credit coun­
seling agency for free help. 
(You’ll find them in the yel­
low pages.)

* Remember, you have 
the legal right to change 
your mind for any reason 
within three days of signing 
many loan contract that use 
your home as collateral.

Report Abusive 
Letters

If you have been a victim 
of lending abuse, let others 
know. Your complaint could 
save others from being vic­
tims, too. Call your local 
office of consumer affairs or 
the Wisconsin Department 
of Agriculture, Trade and 
Consumer Protection office 
listed in the Government 
section of the phone book. 
Also, report your experience 
to the Federal Trade 
Commission. The agency 
watches out for predatory 
lending scams and frauds.

Back-to-School

Don’t Let Learning
Become a Strain

Think about what life 
must be like for a child who 
suffers from a vision prob­
lem, especially if no one 
knows about it. The child 
may have difficulty seeing a 
chalkboard or reading a 
book, writing, participating 
in sports or any of the other 
normal childhood activities. 
The Wisconsin Optometric 
Association (WOA) and 
American Foundation for 
Vision Awareness (AFVA) 
believe that, for many chil­
dren, the solution to these 
challenges is often as simple 
as a comprehensive eye 
exam by an eye doctor.

With the beginning of the 
school year approaching, the 
WOA and AFVA celebrate 
August as “Children’s Vision 
and Learning Month.” 
Throughout the month, both 
organizations will encour­
age parents to have their 
children’s eyes examined 
before the start of school. 
“Our goal is for children’s 
eye exams to be considered 
as just another part of their 
back to school routine,” said 
Dr. Dan DeWinter, 
President of the WOA. 
“Optometrists have long rec­
ognized the important link 
between good vision and 
successful learning.”

According to the AFVA, 
“Undiagnosed and, there­
fore, untreated vision prob­
lems among our children 
represent one of the most 
serious, yet overlooked, 
health issues facing our 
nation,” Vision disorders are 
the fourth most common dis­
ability in the United States 
and, according to the AFVA, 
the most prevalent handi­
capping condition in child­
hood. The recently enacted 
Wisconsin Children’s Vision 
law recommends that par­
ents of incoming kindergart­
ners have their children’s 
eyes tested prior to the start 
of the school year. This may 
prevent the potential devel­
opment of academic prob­
lems for many children.

Eight to 12 million school 
age children are at risk from 
undetected vision impair­
ments, according to AFVA 
statistics. Most pre-school 
and school vision screenings 
are designed to detect only 
the most obvious vision 
problems. As a result, nearly 
75% of childhood vision ail­

ments go undetected. All to 
often visually related learn­
ing problems are simply 
improperly identified as 
other disorders or simply 
social and behavior prob­
lems. All children, especially 
those with reading or learn­
ing problems should see an 
eye doctor to determine if 
significant visual problems 
exist.

“Vision is the way in 
which children connect to 
the world,” said Dr. Scott 
Jens, chair of the WOA 
Children’s Vision 
Committee. “A child with a 
vision problem may squint, 
complain about a headache, 
words ‘dancing’ on a page or 
may not complain at all.” 
The child may compensate 
for the vision problem by 
avoiding tasks that require 
good vision, such as reading 
and writing. Dr. Jens sug­
gests that parents and 
teachers should not assume 
that a child has healthy eyes 
and no problems seeing in 
school. “That assumption,” 
says Dr. Jens, “could risk 
the child’s future eye 
health.” Many vision 
impairments can, if detected 
early enough, be diagnosed 
and treated. Dr. Jen believes 
that, “for children, a com­
prehensive vision exam may 
serve to prevent years of 
frustration and failure.”

The Wisconsin and 
American Optometric 
Associations, the Wisconsin 
and American Foundations 
for Vision Awareness and 
many other organizations 
recognize August as 
Children’s Vision and 
Learning Month. If you have

Apple Rustic Tarts 
Serves 8

Recipe courtesy of

Campanile, Los Angeles

Streutiel (yields 3 cups):
1 cup unbleached all­

purpose flour
1 cup granulated sugar 
2 sticks (8 ounces) un­

salted butter, cut into 
small pieces and frozen

In a food processor fit­
ted with a steel blade or 
by hand with pastry cut­
ter, combine ingredients 
into a coarse meal. Set 
aside.

Tart Filling:
8 Granny Smith apples 

(2 pounds), cored, 
peeled and cut into '4 
inch cubes, about 4 
cups

*/4 cup unsweetened 
applesauce

Rustic pie dough:

2 cups unbleached all­
purpose flour, plus 
extra for dusting

*4 cup granulated sugar
2 sticks (8 ounces) un­

salted butter, chilled, 
cut into small pieces

1 tablespoon pure 
vanilla extract

2 tablespoons water

To prepare dough: Ina 
food processor fitted with 
the steel blade or by hand 
with a pastry cutter, com­
bine ingredients in a bowl 
until mixture just comes 
together. Turn dough out 
onto a lightly floured sur­
face. Gather into a ball, 
wrap in plastic wrap and 
chill until firm, at least 2 
hours.

7b assemble tarts: Line 
a baking sheet with parch­
ment paper. Lightly dust 
a work surface and rolling 
pin with flour. Roll chilled 
dough to about %-inch 
thickness; cut into eight 5- 
inch circles. Gather scraps 
together and reroll dough 
if necessary. Spoon 1 table­
spoon applesauce onto 
each circle. Mound *4 cup 
apples over applesauce.

Taking opposite sides of 
the dough of each pie, gen­
tly stretch each side up 
and over the filling, press­
ing dough together at the 
center. Continue to work 
around the pie, repeating 
this process with other sec­
tions, ensuring that dough 
will not unfold and open 
during the baking process.

Preheat oven to 375°F. 
Place pies at least 2 inches 
apart on baking sheets. 
Mound '4 cup streusel on 
top of each pie.

Bake until the crust is 
golden brown, about 30 
minutes. Rustic Tarts 
should be served warm.

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Internet Site Provides 
Farm Financial Benchmarks
Farm managers can now 

visit an Internet site, select 
a group of farms and see a 
breakdown on production 
costs for farms similar to 
theirs. Such benchmark 
reports can help others in 
farming by providing a ref­
erence for comparisons. 
Researchers also will use 
the site to analyze the eco­
nomic performance of farms.

All farm managers want to 
do a better job controlling 
their costs, according to 
agricultural economist Gary 
Frank. However, controlling 
costs can take a great deal of 
time.

“Farm managers can’t 
scrutinize every bill. Even if 
they could, how would they 
know if that area of cost is 
above average?” asks Frank, 
the interim director of the 
UW-Madison’s Center for 
Dairy Profitability. “That is 
where a comparison to 
financial benchmark values 
is necessary. By looking at 
financial benchmark values 
generated at this site, man­
agers can more easily identi­
fy areas in their businesses 
that are more costly than 
the average. Now they can 
concentrate their limited 
time on those areas or cate­
gories of costs.”

For example, dairy farm­
ers might access the site and 
produce a report for other 
dairy farms sorted by their 
location, the year, their herd 
size, milk production or 
other factors. The reports 
cover farm earnings, bal­
ance sheets, cash flow state­
ments and more, says 
Frank. By looking at a 
group’s average for different

categories of production 
costs, dairy farmers can see 
where they might focus 
their efforts to improve their 
businesses.

Frank says the reports can 
be expressed for whole 
farms, per commodity unit, 
per cow, and per product 
year. The reports can be for 
a single year or a series of 
three years.

Developed over a three- 
year period by Frank and 
others with the Center for 
Dairy Profitability and UW- 
Extension’s Farm 
Management Education 
Team, the site was set up to 
accommodate a range of 
livestock and crop opera­
tions. The site contains 
more than 5,000 financial 
records from farms for 1995 
through 2001. Currently, 
the vast majority of these 
are Wisconsin dairy farms. 
Farm records in the data­
base are entered in a stan­
dard format that allows any­
one to compare reports from 
different farms that produce 
different commodities, from 
farms in different regions, 
or from farms of different 
sizes.

The information about 
each farm included in the 
database is anonymous. The 
site won’t produce reports 
for any group with fewer 
than six farms. Therefore, 
those who access the web 
site can’t determine how an 
individual farm is doing.

The UW-Madison group 
also developed the comput­
er program used to enter, 
sort and analyze the farm 
financial information on the 
site. Known as AgFA, for

Agriculture Financial 
Advisor, the software is also 
available to those who want 
to use it to analyze their 
farm financial records. (See 
AgFA sidebar).

The data at the site will 
allow economists to do sta­
tistical analysis and produce 
research reports.
Researchers have already 
used the site to study the 
financial success of dairy 
farmers in the Great Lakes 
Grazing Network. UW- 
Madison specialists will use 
the site to prepare annual 
reports on each year’s finan­
cial benchmarks for 
Wisconsin dairy farms and 
their cost of producing milk.

Internet Site Provides Farm 
Financial Benchmarks:
AgFA Software Helps 
Managers Analyze Their 
Farms

Anyone with Internet 
access can visit the farm 
financial Web site 
http://cdp.wisc.edu/ and 
obtain benchmark reports 
on groups of similar farm 
operations. (See main story).

To prepare reports on indi­
vidual farm businesses for 
comparison with those at 
the Web site, farm man­
agers may purchase a client 
version of the AgFA software 
for $10. Then they can enter 
their financial data and gen­
erate reports on that data

over the Internet. For $150, 
individuals may buy a copy 
of the AgFA software for 
their own computers and 
generate reports without 
being connected to the 
Internet.

The AgFA (Agriculture 
Farm Advisor) software 
helps farm managers collect, 
analyze, and store financial 
data and information about 
the business profile of all 
sorts of farms. The AgFA 
software was developed by 
the University of Wisconsin- 
Madison Center for Dairy 
Profitability and UW- 
Extension’s Farm 
Management Education 
Team, according to Gary 
Frank, who led the project.
The AgFA (Agriculture 

Farm Advisor) software 
helps managers collect, ana­
lyze, and store financial 
data and information about 
the business profile of all 
sorts of farms. The AgFA 
software was developed by 
the University of Wisconsin- 
Madison Center for Dairy 
Profitability and UW- 
Extension’s Farm Manage­
ment Education Team, 
according to Gary Frank, 
who led the project.

The program is flexible in 
that users can develop 
reports that analyze the 
financial data in many dif­
ferent ways and express it 
in different terms, Frank 
says. It can be used to pre­
pare reports on farm earn­
ings, farm balance sheets, 
and cash flow statements. 
AgFA will calculate a num­
ber of financial ratios, such 
as the return on assets, the 
divide these into the areas of 
profitability, financial effi­
ciency, liquidity, repayment 
capacity and solvency.

Saturday, July 27
High 88, Low 61

In Florence County, in 
the Brule River Flowage, 
Jeff and Ross Moll and I had 
a date with destiny with a 
crocodile from the deep. 
Ross just turned 8 and 
received his first 22 rifle and 
this outing for his birthday. 
Jeff knows next to nothing 
about the fish we are chas­
ing, and I know only a little 
more. Both of us have a spot 
reserved in our living rooms 
for the fish of a lifetime.

Our plan was to fish 
from a couple of hours 
before dark until sunrise, 
take a siesta and then hit 
the water again. We both 
purchased Michigan fishing

licenses so we could also 
work on the Paint River 
which flows into the Brule.

Our plan changed before 
the first cast when my boat, 
the Kingfisher, and its crew 
were besieged by a powerful 
thunderstorm.

We were exploring the 
river to gain as much knowl­
edge as possible of the water 
before nightfall. Good luck 
came our way shortly before 
dark when the skies cleared 
to create a beautiful 
evening.

Our luck continued to be 
positive when 10 minutes 
into our second outing, a 16- 
inch smallmouth hit the 
High Fin topwater bait Jeff 
was casting. Laughter 
became a regular part of our 
evening. This flowage is 
totally undeveloped except 
for a dam on the southeast 
end.

This 
resulted in me working the 
trolling motor into shore 
and Jeff taking a hike and 
climb.

Although Florence was 
almost three miles away, we 
had background music 
tonight. Marvin and the 
Martians were playing at 
the town’s street fest and we 
could hear them perfectly 
from out boat.

Ross lasted until about 
10 p.m. at which time we 
made a bed for him on the 
floor of the Kingfisher. Jeff 
and I had great enthusiasm 
for what we were doing and 
never gave up hope.

One time, Jeff slipped in 
the boat and had a big old 
musky lure sticking in his 
back when he got up. 
Unfortunately at that time, 
my bait, called Burt, fell in 
he water.

Later, I accidentally 
paid my good buddy back as 
he was taking one of his 
well-known “naps.” I was 
not aware he had actually 
fallen asleep in mid cast, 
and I continued fishing.

Bad luck came my way 
when the Top Raider I was 
throwing became extremely 
tangled in my fallen com­
rade’s line. I cranked the 
light up on the Coleman 
lantern and proceeded to 
undo the mess.

When Mr. Moll woke up, 
he resumed his cast as if he 
had never fallen asleep. I 
must have gotten his line a 
little too close to the lantern, 
and like my Burt, the High 
Fin was lost at sea. We actu­
ally lasted until it complete­
ly light.

Most of Sunday we 
spent lounging and speak­
ing with the local boys who 
had lots of big musky stories 
although none were recent. 
We hit the water about 4 
p.m. with renewed energy, 
found three really nice camp 
sites, didn’t get a follow up, 
and said our goodbyes at 
10:30 that night. The big 
fish will come.
