at the West Bend Art
Museum, and she helped
cancer patients as a Reach to
Recovery volunteer.

Kathy was diagnosed with
breast cancer in 1995 at St.
Joseph's Community
Hospital of West Bend and
underwent a mastectomy at
a Milwaukee hospital. When
the cancer spread a year
later, Kathy went through
difficult chemotherapy and
radiation therapy treat-
ments. After five years of
being cancer-free, cancer
returned again in June 2001.

weeks to live. Hospice care in
Milwaukee, while far from
home, provided a comforting
place where Kathy could con-
tinue to see her family and
be cared for with dignity and
fullness.
