eth Steiner of
Kewaskum filled the
vacant seat left by

Andy Degnitz in July.
Steiner won the seat after
three votes and by beating
out Carrie Kuehl, Jeanne
Goeden, and Neal Weare.
Andrew Kuehl withdrew his
application  before last
Wednesday’s meeting.

The first two votes were
unsuccessful due to the fact
that there was not a majori-
ty vote. Four votes were
needed to make the final
decision.

After the second vote,
Jeanne Goeden stepped
down from the position due
to the fact that
Superintendent Wayne
Graczyk was not present.
She felt that if he wasn't able
to make it then a lawyer or
other district administrator
should have been there.
Graczyk stated that he had
been in touch with the dis-
trict’s legal professionals
who stated that they were
following the correct proce-
dures.

After Goeden withdrew
her name, the board held a
third vote, and Steiner
received the four vote major-
ity and the seat.

ANNUAL MEETING

Monday night's annual
meeting started off on a very
positive note.

Superintendent Wayne
Graczyk stated in his open-
ing remarks that the district
needs to reflect on the posi-

tive. He stated that there are
many good programs in the
district, but you always hear
the bad and not the good.

Graczyk cited a high
school remediation program
for failing ninth graders.
They have found that the
highest failure rate is in the
ninth grade. He also pointed
out a different type of reme-
diation program taking place
at the middle The
program is called Stargazing
and 90% of the kids failing
end up passing their course
with this program. Failing
students are given two
weeks to make up a failing
grade and if they don't make
it up in those two weeks,
they spend two weeks with
Mr. Soerens after school
from 3 to 5 p.m.

Graczyk also stated that
he is very proud of the
finance committee and board
for doing a good job with the
budget.

Paul Reichert presented
the 2002-2003 budget. The
budget was balanced at
$15,482,781. This means the
mill rate will possibly
increase 10¢ to $9.21 for the
2002-2003 school year. The
numbers, however, will not
be finalized until October
once the district know the
actual equalized value. This
still is the second lowest mill
rate since the 1980-1981
school year. The lowest was
the 2001-2002 rate of $9.11.
The highest was 16.91 for
the 1992-1993 school year.
The possible rates mean that
a house assessed at $100,000
would pay $921.00, which
reflects a $10 increase and a
$200,000 home would pay
$1,842.00 or a $20 increase.

The tax levy was
approved by a John Schulte
motion and a second by
Kieth Kriewaldt with a
unanimous vote.

After all the budget ques-
tions were addressed,
Chairperson for the meeting
Neal Weare, moved on to the
resolutions.

The first resolution to set
the annual salaries for the
school board members pro-

school.

vided for an interesting two

vote approval. The first
motion made by Julie
Dembrowski was to give

them a $0 salary and to “give
students $1,400 more.” Tim
Hoffman  seconded the
motion. Board member John
Schulte pointed out  that
“board members don't do this
for the pay, but zero pay is
insulting,” eciting all the
responsibilities and obliga-
tions they must fulfill to be
on the board. John Meisser
also voiced his opinion that
when it comes down to it,
they are earning less than $3
per hour.

Kriewaldt who made the
second motion of leaving it at
$2,000 for the year stated
that he knows the district is

under very hard times, but |

they deserve at least that
much. The motion was sec-
onded _by Mrs. Irene
Gnacinski and led to a 16
yes, 11 no ballot vote.
There were numerous
other resolutions that were
approved including things
like providing textbooks to
students, providing hot
lunches, approval for a
Educational Technology
Block Grant, the tax levy,
operating and maintaining
school vehicles and providing
insurance for them, authori-
zation to sell of dispose of
obsolete or unused furniture
and equipment and approval
for providing up to $125 per
day for reimbursement for
school board members who
must miss work to fulfill
school board obligations.

The final resolution was

to set the date for the 2003
annual meeting. In a Mary

The Sense of a Goose

Next fall, whon'_vuu see
geese heading south for the
winter, flying along in “V”
formation, you might con-
sider what science has dis-
covered as to why they fly
that way.

As each bird flaps its
wings, it creates an uplift
for the bird immediately fol-
lowing. By flying in “V” for-
mation, the whole flock adds
at least 71% greater flying
range than if each bird flew
on its own

(People who share a
common direction and sense
of community can go further
and get where they are
going more quickly and eas-
ily, because they are travel-
ing on the thrust of one
another.)

When a goose falls out of
formation, it suddenly feels

the drag and resistance of

trying to go it alone and
quickly gets back into for-

mation to take advantage of

the lifting power of others

For the Indian, knowl-

edge was inherent in all

things.

About Social Security Benefits

When you try to figure
out how much life insurance
you need, do you remember
to add the value of the sur-
vivors insurance you proba-
bly already have through
Social Security? Too many

For an average wage
earner who dies and leaves
a spouse and two children,
the value of Social Security
survivors benefits is equal to
a $403,000 life insurance
policy. And the only real dif-
ference is that the Social
Security survivors benefits
are paid monthly and not in
a lump sum

Here are five basic ques-
tions about survivors bene-
fits that you should be able
to answer to help you with
your financial planning.

1. How do you earn
Social Security survivors
insurance coverage? Just
by working in a job covered
by Social Security. You earn
up to four “credits” a year,
and the number of years of
work that you need for your
family to be eligible depends
on your age when you die
The younger a person is, the
fewer credits you need. A
person who dies before age
22, for example, would need
only 1 1/2 years of work for
coverage. And no one needs
more than 10 years of work
to be eligible for any Social
Security benefit.

2. Who can get sur-
vivors benefits? Social
Security survivors benefits
can be paid to widows, wid-
owers, children and some
dependent parents.

3. How much can sur-
vivors receive in bene-
fits?

The
actual benefit amount will
be a percentage of your basic
Social Security benefit and
ranges from 70 to 100%,
depending on the survivor’s
age and type of benefit.

4. Can a widow or wid-
ower get retirement ben-
efits in addition to sur-
vivors benefits? No, you
can't get both. But we will
pay you the higher of the
benefits you are entitled to.

In some cases, for example,
a widow or widower can
begin receiving survivors
benefits at a reduced rate
and then switch to retire-
ment benefits at an unre-
duced rate at full retirement
age.

5. What happens if a
surviving spouse remar-
ries? Generally, a spouse
can't get survivors benefits
if he or she remarries. But,
remarriage after age 60 (or
50 is you are disabled) will
not prevent you from get-
ting benefits based on your
former spouse’s record. And,
at age 62 or older, you may
get benefits on the record of
you new spouse if they are

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Anderson Wins Hon-E-Kor Club Title

In years to come, Craig
Anderson is going to look
back on the summer of 2002
with some fond memories.

Winning the Hon-E-Kor
club title over Jay Krueger
was accomplishment No. 1
and the second which came
Sunday, was a one stroke
victory over West Bend
Country Club’s Randy
Warobick in the 29th annual
Kettle Moraine Amateur
Tournament.

The only other player to
break 150 was Paul
Bartelak of Milwaukee
(149), who closed with an
even par 70 Sunday after
struggling with a 79 in the
opening round

Good starts in both
events helped bolster
Anderson’s confidence level

In the HEK finals, he eagled

the first hole of the Red
Nine to jump ahead of
Krueger, and Sunday he

fired a one-under-par 34 on
the Red side, but still medal
play is quite different.
Finishing strong is impor-
tant, unless a player has a
good lead to work with.

“I've never done it, and |
don’t know when it hap-
pened last,” Anderson said
about capturing the “dou-
ble,” HEK and KMA titles.
“It probably was Mike
(O’Connor Jr.), and that has
to be at least 10 years ago.”

“l wanted to start strong.
I shot a 34 so I was right in
line,” Anderson said, admit-
ting the task became more
difficult when the winds
picked up five holes into the
round

“It always makes the
back nine more difficult, and
it brings more guys into con-
tention,” Anderson said,
indicating he got to even
with a birdie on the par
three 16th hole. “l think
that’s when I took the lead.”

Gundrum’s scores were 77
and 74, while Sprinkmann
started with a 75 and was
one shot back of that mark
on Sunday.
