Andrew Guminski from the
West Bend Clinic will be on
hand to meet with families,
answer questions and guide
tours of exam areas. A repre-
sentative from the West
Bend Police Department
and from the Wisconsin
State Patrol will be at the
West Bend Clinic to assist
with the safety checks and
discuss safety tips. The

W. Paradise Dr., West Bend.

Additional activities
include Halloween safety
tips, giveaways, refresh-
ments and lab and x-ray
tours for parents and chil
dren.

Statistics show that at
least 80% of all car seats are
installed incorrectly or pose
a danger if the vehicle were
in an accident.

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Public Shows Strong Support for Freeway Plan
Survey Draws Positive Results
From Washington County Residents

Almost three-quarters of
survey respondents living in
southeast Wisconsin fully
support modernization and
expansion of the southeast
freeway system to avoid
severe traffic congestion and
bring aging, obsolete free-
ways up to future safety and
traffic demand standards.

The freeway design mod-
ifications and expansions of
key corridors, including
those in Washington County,
were supported as part of a
$6.25 billion plan to rebuild
the region’s interstate high-
ways

“Improvements to the
freeway system in
Southeastern Wisconsin will
benefit all of the residents of
this region,” explains
Washington County Board
Clerk Ken Miller.
“Increasing ease of travel
means more expanded work
and recreation options for
residents of this County and
easier access to Washington
County for travelers and
tourists.”

With over 15,000 house-
holds from seven counties
responding to a survey con-
ducted by the Southeastern
Wisconsin Regional Plann-
ing Commission (SEWRPC),
the results are overwhelm-
ingly in favor of a compre-
hensive plan to improve and
expand the freeway system

e Overall, over 87%
responded in favor of build-
ing the freeway system to
meet modern design stan-
dards; almost 90% of
Washington County resi-
dents were in favor.

e Almost 75% of respon-
dents, including 64% of
Washington County
Residents, called for addi-
tional lanes on the freeway
system to address traffic
congestion problems.

e More than 76% of all
residents polled and 77% of
Washington County resi-
dents supported expansions
to provide eight freeway
lanes on 1-43 and I-94 in
Milwaukee County, with
74% of Milwaukee County
respondents and 72% of City
of Milwaukee respondents
supporting these additions.

e Just over 72% of
respondents considered the
20-year traffic congestion
growth to be unacceptable,
including just under 70% of
Washington County respon-
dents. This congestion
would occur without free-
way expansion and despite
public transit expansion,
smart land use growth and
surface street improve-
ments.

During the survey
process, Washington County
residents had the opportuni-
ty to give additional feed-
back regarding the project.
One taxpayer in Washington
County believes “that a well-
designed, well-maintained
modern freeway system is
vital to our future.” Ease of
travel to recreational

resources was a concern of

another Washington County
resident who sated, “if
Milwaukee chooses to be a
city focused on hosting festi-
vals, sporting events, con-
certs and other entertain-
ment activities, the infra-
structure needs to be
improved upon to accommo-
date the resulting traffic
activity. Wisconsin is chang-
ing, and change is a direct
reflection of positive
growth.”

“It's encouraging to see
that residents of
Southeastern Wisconsin rec-
ognize the need for modern-
ization and expansion of our
freeway system, and are
supportive of the plan,” said
Governor Scott MecCallum.
“This project is essential in
making our state a better
place to live, work and visit
into the future.”

SEWRPC conducted the
random survey to evaluate
local residents’ responses to
an ongoing study of how to
reconstruct the southeast
freeway system over the
next 20 years. The study,
commissioned by the state of
Wisconsin, examines the
economic development,
infrastructure, design, safe-
ty and traffic flow concerns
relating to the 270-mile free-
way system in Kenosha,
Milwaukee, Ozaukee,
Racine, Walworth, Washing-
ton and Waukesha counties.

SEWPRC’s preliminary
results present a $5.5 billion
option to reconstruct the
system to modern design
standards to address infra-
structure and many safety
concerns, but does not add
additional capacity. A $6.25

billion option that does add
capacity to 120 miles of free-
way corridor would address
infrastructure, design, safe-
ty and traffic flow concerts,
especially to halt the growth
of traffic congestion on the
system over the next 20
years.

SEWRPC conducted the
survey in July and August of
2002 by randomly selecting
a total of 55,000 households
among the seven counties in
the region to receive the con-
fidential, nine-question
form. Over 15,000 house-
holds responded to the sur-
vey, yielding a response rate
of better than 27% (a 10 to
15% response rate is more
typical for surveys of this
fashion).

The survey yielded a
well-distributed county-by-
county response as well. For
instance, Milwaukee
County, which accounts for
48% of the region’s popula-
tion, provided about 47% of
the survey responses.
Response rates for individ-
ual counties ranged from
23% to 34%, with
Milwaukee County being
24%

The Survey has an over-
all error margin of plus or
minus 1%, with an error
margin of 4.1% for
Washington County.

Raising the Bar

Love. How would you
define it?

In order to live lovingly,
one must first determine
what love is. This belief then
becomes the guide we live
our lives by and the focal
point for our choices to be
processed against.

So, what is love?

Perhaps the most famil-
iar attempt to capture in
words what love means
comes to us from Saint Paul
who wrote:

Love is patient, love is kind.
Love does not enuvy, love
does not boast, love is not
proud.

Love is not rude, love is not
self-seeking,
love is not easily angered,
love keeps no record of
wrongs.

These words provided a
spiritual compass for Paul’s
life, and they can provide
the same direction to ours.

Do you seek to live in
the realm of love? Is love the
goal of your heart? Do you
wish to understand love’s
meaning on a deeper level in
order to apply it more fully
to your life?

If so, try this: re-read
Paul’s words above and per-
sonalize them by replacing
every word “love” with your
own name. Pay close atten-
tion as you read to the pro-
gression of Paul’s definition.
It becomes evident as one
does so that Paul is raising
the bar on what it is Love
expects of us as he furthers
his thoughts. He begins with
actions - patience and kind-
ness - and moves into atti-
tudes - envy, boastfulness,
rudeness, pride. Then he
cranks it up and tells us
that love is not self-seeking,
essentially tells us that we
are living lovingly when our
lives become more about
others than about ourselves

Prayer of Peace
Lord, make me an
instrument of your peace.
Where there is hatred let
me sow love. Where there
is injury let me sow for-
giveness. Where there is
discord let me sow har-
mony. Where there is
doubt, faith. Where there
is despair, hope. Where
there s darkness, light.
Where there is sadness,
joy. Lord, grant that I
may seek rather to com-
fort than to be comforted,
to understand than to be
understood, to love than
to be loved. For it is by
giving that one receives,
it is by forgetting self
that one finds, it is in
forgiving that one is for-
given, and it is in dying
that we are born to eter-
nal life.

Then the bar goes up
from there to a higher love,
a love that is not easily
angered, a love that keeps
no record of wrongs.

It is this love we find at
the cross in the words spo-
ken by the One nailed there,
praying, “Father, forgive
them; for they know not
what they do.”

It is this same love we
find in the Hindu leader
Gandhi, dying in the dust at
the feet of the assassin who
fired three bullets into him -
three bullets at close range.
In these last moments of his
life, the great leader moved
his hand to his forehead and
made a simple Hindu ges-
ture. Its meaning? “I forgive
you.” Love spoke silently,
but speak it did.

Paul understood the
meaning of love and he
understood its importance.
Writing in the New
Testament, he compared
love against faith and he
compared love against hope.
Then he offered his opinion
as to which of these he
believed to be the greatest.
It was love. “And now these
three remain: faith, hope
and love,” wrote Paul, “but
the greatest of these is love.”
Paul’s words are clear: love
is greatest. Greater than
hope, greater than faith. No
one needs a theology degree
to understand Paul’s mes-
sage. Misunderstanding his
words would be like misun-
derstanding “the grass is
green” or “the sky is blue.”
Love is greatest of all.

Love and pity and wish
well to every soul in the
world; dwell in love, and
then you dwell in God;
hate nothing but the evil
that stirs within your
own heart.

Let us seek love as the
goal of our hearts. Let us
begin to raise the bar on our
lives. One inch to two inch-
es, two inches to three, then
upward, together.

“Press on,” urged Paul.

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Videotape Addresses Teens’
Concerns About Stuttering

Stuttering is a frustrat-
ing and embarrassing prob-
lem for millions of people,
but it can be especially
tough on teenagers. =

Now some new help is
available at the West Bend
Public Library in West Bend
in the form of a video
designed specifically for
teens who stutter.

“It's meant to encourage
teens, to tell them that there
is hope out there,” said
Professor Peter Ramig of the
University of Colorado at
Boulder.
three nationally recognized
experts appearing in the
video produced by the non-
profit Stuttering
Foundation of America

The video features stu-
dents from junior high
school through college talk-
ing about their experiences
with stuttering and what
they found to be helpful.

The students talk openly
about the ridicule they faced
from classmates and how
their stuttering made them
feel about themselves.

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Vehicle - Deer Crashes
Peak During Fall Months

In addition to the reper-
cussions of Chronic Wasting
Disease (CWD), which has
generated most of the deer-
related headlines this year,
AAA Wisconsin is urging
residents to remember that
vehicle-deer crashes present
a major problem in the
state, especially during the
fall months. Wisconsin’s
large deer herd is moving
into the mating season,
when they are the most
active, and when most
crashes occur.

“Wisconsin’s car-deer
crash totals are averaging
more than 20,000 per year,”
said AAA Wisconsin
spokesman Michael Bie,
“and the results of these
crashes in deaths, injuries
and millions of dollars in
damage caused each year
are huge.”

In 2001, there were
19,914 crashes, nine
motorist fatalities and 810
injuries. The actual number
of crashes is likely more
than double due to the large

number of unreported
crashes.
“There are car-deer

crashes occurring in every
Wisconsin county, which is
why we are stressing to
motorists to think ‘deer’
whether they are driving in
Milwaukee’s suburbs or in
northern Wisconsin's woods,
and always fasten your safe-
ty belts and drive defensive-
ly. Safety belts are your first
line of defense in any crash.”

If a crash with a deer is

unavoidable, the AAA
Wisconsin recommends
motorists:

e Stay in your lane.

® Brake firmly.

e Hold onto the steering
wheel.

e Come to a controlled
stop.

® Get your vehicle off the
roadway.

“Very few persons are
injured by simply striking a
deer. They are injured when
they swerve to try to avoid a
crash, lost control and hit an
obstacle or an oncoming car,
or roll over. And they often
his the deer regardless,” Bie
said.

Several factors are com-
bining to make the car-deer
crash problem grow. Urban
growth spreading into deer

habitat and a swelling deer
population that is several
times higher than decades
ago combine to force deer
into smaller areas and into
contact with people - too
often in the form of vehicle-
deer collisions.

In five Wisconsin coun-
ties in 2001, vehicle - deer
crashes outnumbered non-
deer crashes. In Adams,
Green Lake, Marquette,
Shawano and Taylor coun-
ties, more than half of all

police reported crashes
involved deer.
Dane, Shawano and

Marathon counties had the
highest number of reported
vehicle - deer crashes.

Here are some tips to

avoid injury should you
encounter a deer in the
road:

® Watch for deer at dawn
and dusk. Deer are most
active then, especially dur-
ing the fall mating season.
In the spring deer will move
from cover to find food, and
back to cover. They often
feed along roads, where
grass greens up first.

e If you see one deer,
there may be more. Deer
often travel single file so if
you see one deer cross the
road, chances are more are
nearby waiting to cross.
When startled by an oncom-
ing vehicle, they can dart
out from any direction with-
out warning.

® Be alert all year long in
areas inhabited by deer, and
especially on two-lane roads.

® Watch for deer warning
signs. They are placed near
known deer crossing areas
and are your first alert that
deer may be in the area.
