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Graduation Date Set, District To Purchase New Freezer

The Kewaskum School 
District Board of Education 
met on Monday night for a 
fairly routine meeting.

The board agreed on the 
graduation date after much 
debate. At last months meet­
ing, the board was addressed 
by high school principal 
Donn Woolweber who asked 
the board to possibly move 
the graduation date back a 
week. The board agreed to 
set the date for Saturday, 
June 14, 2003 at 1 p.m. They 
will revisit the issue next 
year to possibly move it back 
to Sunday afternoon. The

seniors’ last day will be 
Thursday, June 5th.

Food service director, 
Kathy Robinson addressed 
the board hoping for permis­
sion to purchase a freezer to 
replace the one outside the 
high school now. She stated 
the freezer that they have 
now doesn’t really work and 
they are storing food at 
Kewaskum Frozen Foods.

She further stated that 
the board should move on 
this quickly due to the fact 
that Bob Beisbier asked to 
have the food out of their 
freezer by the time deer 
hunting starts.

The board approved the 
purchase of the freezer and 
the delivery and installation,

including a concrete slab, 
electrical wiring and plumb­
ing not to exceed the amount 
of $12,500. The building and 
grounds committee will have 
the final say as to where the 
freezer will be installed.

Kathy also updated the 
board on how the school 
breakfast program was 
going, stating it was going 
wonderfully and serving 90 
kids a day.

John Wolfenberg 
addressed the board with an 
idea for senior privileges. His 
idea consisted of letting sen­
ior students who have a 
cumulative GPA of 2.0 and 
no disciplinary detentions or 
referrals be allowed to have 
open campus on designated

days.
They would be allowed to 

leave campus during their 
study hall and/or during 
lunch but they would have to 
sign in and out and have 
parental permission if under 
18. A senior who was late 
returning to school would 
lose his/her open campus 
privileges for the rest of the 
semester.

Any senior student who 
was reported misbehaving or 
driving in a apropriately off- 
campus would lose his or her 
privileges for the rest of the 
year. Mr. Wolfenberg will 
come back before the board 
in February to present how 
this is working.

If this proves to be unsuc­

cessful, the program will no 
longer run. The board passed 
this with a five to one vote. 
John Schulte voted against it 
stating that it would pro­
mote speeding and erratic 
driving by students rushing 
to get back. Steve Schmitt 
was absent.

The board accepted the 
extra-curricular resignation 
of Kevin Hein as the boys 
varsity tennis coach. They 
accepted extra-curricular 
contracts from Jan Uhlman 
and Nikki Airaudi as co-stu- 
dent council advisors.

The next meeting will be 
on Monday, November 11, 
2002 at 7 p.m. in the District 
Office.

The State Pension Scandal—Were 
Legislators Sleeping at the Switch?

W
ith the State of 
Wisconsin awash in 
scandal and a sea of 
red ink—citizens and tax­

payers should brace them­
selves for a new scandal that 
could prove to be the largest, 
most costly government 
scandal and financial deba­
cle in Wisconsin’s history.

The financial implica­
tions of the latest scandal— 
referred to as the State 
Pension Scandal—has 
already brought a further, 
new sea of red ink. As of 
December 31, 2001,
Wisconsin’s State Pension 
plan was reporting a deficit 
of $10.9 billion.

At this point, however, it 
remains unclear what th? 
cost of this latest scandal 
will be to the State’s taxpay­
ers. What is clear, however, 
is that taxpayers will once 
again be footing what is like­
ly to be a huge bill.

This scandal was first 
reported by Cathy Lawton, 
Independent candidate for 
the State Assembly in the 
59th District. Lawton, a 
financial consultant and a 
founder of a leading national 
consulting firm, began 
reporting on this issue on 
September 14, 2002. Her 
reports on this issue are 
available on her website:

The Wisconsin State 
Pension Scandal- 
A Brief Summary

The State Pension 
Scandal stems from 1999 
Assembly Bill 495, the 
"Pension Benefits 
Improvement" bill that 
became Wisconsin Act 11. 
AB-495/Act 11 was passed by 
the Wisconsin Legislature on 
October 6, 1999 and signed 
into law by Governor 
Thompson on December 16, 
1999.

Act 11 was very contro­
versial and a number of par­
ties immediately challenged 
the legislation in a lawsuit 
filed on December 23, 1999. 
The Wisconsin Supreme 
Court rejected all of the chal­
lenges to Act Ilina 4-3 deci­
sion dated June 12, 2001.

AB-495/Act 11 signifi­
cantly enhanced pension 
benefits for Legislators and 
other government employees 
at a ballpark present value 
cost of $5.7 billion.

At the same time, AB- 
495/Act 11 provided $200 
million that was needed to 
balance the 1999 budget. 
Wisconsin Supreme Court 
Chief Justice Shirley 
Abrahamson criticized the 
Legislature, and in so doing, 
cited A Skunk at a Garden 
Party. In the Wisconsin 
Supreme Court’s written 
decision in the Act 11 litiga­
tion Chief Justice 
Abrahamson dissented and 
stated:

The Wisconsin and feder­
al constitutions do not allow 
the legislature to balance the

state budget or shift 
resources among govern­
mental entities by using 
assets belonging to the ETF 
(Employee Trust Funds). . 
.As a result of the majority 
opinion, Wisconsin now 
unfortunately joins other 
states that have viewed their 
once-burgeoning pension 
funds as a source of budget 
relief.

AB-495 was a complex 
bill of significant magnitude 
and consequence-and was 
passed by the Legislature 
with little, if any, debate in 
just 5 days.

In addition, Wisconsin 
Legislators voted to approve 
this legislation even though 
the State’s actuary had been 
"bypassed" and no reliable 
cost estimate was available.

The available fiscal infor­
mation amounted to little 
more than "back of the enve­
lope" cost estimates that 
Scott Dennison, Retirement 
Research Director, stated 
were "rough estimates" and 
"HIGHLY INAPPROPRIATE 
for use as final estimates of a 
major piece of legislation 
under consideration." As of 
12/31/2001, pension plan 
assets were $10.9 billion less 
than the present value of the 
benefits promised to all pres­
ent participants, retirants 
and beneficiaries.

The Architects of AB- 
495/Act 11—Wisconsin’s 
Power Brokers

Those who criticize the

centralization of power in 
State government—will 
point to the State Pension 
Scandal as strong evidence 
of the dangers.

Based on the drafting his­
tory of AB-495, it is clear 
that Wisconsin’s three power 
brokers—Assembly Speaker 
Scott Jensen (R-Brookfield), 
Sen. Chuck Chvala (D- 
Madison) and Governor 
Tommy Thompson were the 
principal architects of the 
"Pension Benefits 
Improvement" legislation 
that is at the center of the 
State Pension Scandal. In 
fact, email in the LRB’s 
drafting file establishes that 
on September 23 and 24, 
1999, meetings were held 
among representatives of 
Speaker Jensen, Sen. Chvala 
and Governor Thompson to 
"discuss outstanding issues" 
and "finalize the drafting on 
the retirement bill."

Governor Thompson 
appears to have played a 
central role in the develop­
ment of AB-495. For exam­
ple, at the September 23 and 
24, 1999 meetings, the par­
ties discussed what was 
referred to as "the adminis­
tration’s core package." 
Following the September 
24th meeting, the parties 
apparently continued to 
negotiate the details of the 
bill for the next 7 days.

"Pension Benefits
Improvement" legislation is 
apparent in the email that 
Doug Burnett of Sen. 
Chvala’s office sent to Rick 
Champagne, the LRB attor­
ney at 11:51 p.m. on 
September 26, 1999:

Senator Chvala and 
Speaker Jensen have not yet 
agreed on a pension bill, but 
are expected to on Monday. 
In order to get a bill intro­
duced on Monday, and a 
hearing scheduled for the 
JSCRS [Joint Survey 
Committee of Retirement 
Systems] on Tuesday, we 
need a bill drafted. So, 
please jacket a bill for intro­
duction as soon as possible 
on Monday in the Assembly, 
and get it to Brett Healy in 
the Speaker’s office. . .

On October 1, 1999 at 
2:25 a.m., Doug Burnett of 
Sen. Chvala’s staff transmit­
ted the final details in an 
email to Rick Champagne, 
the LRB’s drafting attorney. 
Mr. Burnett also reported 
that Chad Taylor of Speaker 
Jensen’s office was author 
ized to provide drafting 
instructions for the final 
bill.

On October 1, 1999, Rep. 
Skindrud (R-Mt. Horeb) 
introduced Assembly Bill 
495. Up to that point, how­
ever, it appears that Rep. 
Skindrud had little or no 
role in the crafting of the 
legislation.
Wisconsin’s Joint Survey 

Committee on
Retirement Systems— 

The Gatekeepers.
In Wisconsin, the Joint 

Survey Committee on 
Retirement Systems plays 
an important gatekeeper 
function. This committee is 
comprised of 10 members: 
six legislators, the Attorney 
General’s appointee, a 
designee of the Office of the 
Commissioner of Insurance, 
a designee of the 
Department of Employee 
Trust Funds, and a Public 
Member appointed by the 
Governor.

In 1999, JSCRS included 
Speaker Jensen, Sen. 
Panzer, Sen. Wirch, Rep. 
Vrakas, Sen. Erpenbach and 
Rep. Schneider, as well as 
Assistant Attorney General 
Jane Hamblen, Attorney 
General Doyle’s appointee.

The JSCRS is the gate­
keeper and is charged with 
making recommendations 
regarding all legislation 
that affects retirement and 
pension plans for public offi­
cers and employees. The 
Legislature cannot consider 
such a bill until the JSCRS 
submits a written report. 
On October 4, 1999, the 
JSCRS held a public hear­
ing on AB-495. The JSCRS 
submitted its written report 
that same day.

AB-495 was passed two 
days later. The Assembly 
(on a 79-20 vote) and the 
Senate (on a 23-10 vote) 
passed the legislation on the 
same day—October 6, 1999.

Had the JSCRS per­
formed its gatekeeping func­
tion—AB-495 would likely 
have never made it to the 
Legislature. The JSCRS

report, that was prepared by 
Retirement Research 
Director, Scott Dennison, 
and accompanied AB-495 as 
an Appendix, highlighted 
critical and significant defi­
ciencies in the proposed leg­
islation. Most notable were 
the fact that no reliable cost 
estimate was available and 
no actuarial study had even 
been requested. Dennison’s 
1-page "DISCLAIMER" 
should have alerted legisla­
tors to these serious defi­
ciencies.

Wisconsin Legislators— 
Were they Sleeping at 

the Switch?
In early-October 1999 

when AB-495 was first 
introduced in the Assembly, 
Wisconsin’s Legislators 
were either sleeping at the 
switch, or knew that AB-495 
was already a "done deal.

Had the Legislators even 
read the 10-page JSCRS 
report attached to the 
Legislation—they would
have discovered the signifi­
cant problems including: 
The Estimated Present 
Value Ballpark Cost of the 
Legislation was Significant - 
$5.7 Billion. The Legislation 
was not "Revenue Neutral" - 
The estimated present value 
cost "from the standpoint of 
the employers [taxpayers!" 
over the next 30 years was 
$1.7 billion. The Retirement 
Research Director
Challenged the Idea of 
Increasing Pension Benefits 
on Public Policy grounds 
The State’s Actuaries were 
"Bypassed" at a critical 
stage in the legislation The 
Accuracy of the $5.7 Billion 
"Rough [Cost] Estimates" 
was not Known and could 
vary by 20% or more The 
"Disclaimer" expressly stat­
ed: ". . .no certain determi­
nation of the cost of such a 
bill can be made. Only the 
WRS actuaries can make a 
certain determination of the 
cost of A.B. 425(sic) When 
the Legislature Passed 
Assembly Bill 495, No 
Complete Actuarial Study of 
the Legislation had been 
Prepared The Actuarial 
Study from the State’s 
Actuary Was Not Received 
Until November 5, 1999— 
about one month after the 
Legislature voted to pass 
AB-495 In the November 5, 
1999 Report, the State’s 
Actuary Expressly Disclosed 
the Risks Associated with 
Assembly Bill 495 $200
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Million of the $4 Billion 
Transfer from TAA was 
Earmarked to Balance the 
1999 State Budget.

What Will The Cost be?
The people who should 

be in the know about the 
cost of Act 11—the 
Department of Employee 
Trust Funds (ETF)—are not 
talking. In addition, ETF’s 
audited financial reports for 
2000 and 2001—for the $50 
billion Wisconsin 
Retirement System—are 
not available. And, ETF has 
stated that it does not know 
what the cost of Act 11 will 
be—and won’t know until 
sometime in the Spring of 
2003. And, at this point, 
ETF is not even hazarding a 
guess.

Furthermore, important 
offices that might be able to 
provide information, includ­
ing the Retirement 
Research Director, have 
remained vacant since 
shortly after AB-495 was 
enacted in late-1999.

Perhaps it is all a coinci­
dence. Nonetheless, the 
public is right to ask what 
the cost of Act 11 is and 
what the cost will be to 
Wisconsin taxpayers.

In addition, the public is 
also right to ask how 
Speaker Jensen, Sen. 
Chvala and Governor 
Thompson stood to person­
ally benefit from the $5.7 
billion "Pension Benefits 
Improvement" legislation 
that they developed and ran 
through the Legislature in 
just 5 days.

Correction
In a front page photo­

graph of the September 12, 
2002 edition paper there 
was a correction in the 
photo of Gov. McCallum and 
the Harbeck family.

The caption stated that 
McCallum met with five 
?generations of the Harbeck 
amily. In fact the Governor 

did not actually meet with 
five generations. Four living 
generations met with him, 
though there are five gener­
ations of the Harbeck family 
who were active in the busi­
ness. The photograph did 
not picture both the late 
Donald and William 
Harbeck. Donald was the 
first member of the Harbeck 
family to venture into the 
business.

Budget Cuts = Cuts in Services! 
Not Always an Easy Choice

It is not too soon to 
begin thinking of the upcom­
ing State Budget for 2003- 
05. Whatever our Governor 
and Legislators in Madison 
eventually do will impact 
everyone reading this arti­
cle. It is not simply a school, 
village, city, or county issue. 
Cuts at the state level will 
have a direct, or at a mini­
mum, an indirect impact on 
everyone. With an estimated 
$1.3 Billion shortfall for the 
first year of the upcoming 
biennium, and with no 
tobacco money available to 
help soften the decisions 
made in Madison, we are 
hearing Legislative and 
Gubernatorial pledges of no 
new taxes accompanied with 
suggestions for trimming or 
freezing the budget. The 
point of my article isn’t to 
argue for or against budget 
cuts or tax increases. I only 
wish to make a simple point.

If services are cut due to 
reductions in state aid to 
schools or shared revenue to 
counties, cities, villages, etc, 
what services are we ready 
to do without, or have 
reduced? That’s not an 
unfair question since we 
have a tendency to always 
think it’s the "other person" 
that will be affected, not us. 
Remember the oil embargo 
of the 70’s? Everyone 
agreed that we had to have 
some form of rationing, but 
generally support was like 
this: "I believe in rationing, 
but not me. I need my car 
because I am in sales, or I 
need to travel such long dis­
tances to work, etc.".

I think that as long as 
budget cuts remain "out 
there" and not affecting us 
personally, cuts are easy to 
support. It’s when they have 
an impact on us, or our fam­
ily, that we tend to take 
notice. It’s easy to say no 
new taxes, as most elected 
officials are professing, but

taking this position means 
finding additional revenue 
sources, or making cuts. 
That brings me back to my 
original question: If services 
are cut due to reductions to 
state aid to schools or 
shared revenue to counties, 
cities, villages, etc, what 
services are we ready to do 
without, or have reduced?

All of us have to make 
some very hard decisions in 
order to stay within our per­
sonal budgets. The sad fact 
is that elected officials 
haven’t done a very good job 
of handling our money. 
Having said this, keep in 
mind that over the past 10 
years, we just might have 
gotten used to what we have 
received from the state, 
even though they didn’t 
actually have the money 
within the budget to pay for 
these services. Can we now 
give any of these things up? 
That is what I think will be 
a significant challenge for 
every citizen in Wisconsin, 
i.e., giving up things that we 
have grown accustomed to, 
or worse yet, now see as our 
right to have. That’s why I 
think now is an excellent 
time to do some serious soul 
searching on suggested cuts 
by the Governor or 
Legislators. Ask what 
impact will it have on you 
and your family, your 
schools, your local govern­
ment, your quality of life? 
Can you live without it? Be 
sure you can because it 
looks as though you’ll have 
to. The age old question 
needs to be raised again: 
When does a want become a 
need? We need to answer 
this before making any final 
decisions. This 2003-05 
biennium budget will gener­
ate some extremely tough 
questions, which in turn will 
require equally tough 
answers. Are we ready for 
them?

After trailing 14-3 to Two 
Rivers midway through the 
second quarter, the 
Kewaskum varsity football 
team answered with two 
touchdowns of their own to 
close out the first half, and 
take a lead that they would 
not lose as they went on to 
win the Homecoming game 
against Two Rivers 32-21, 
last Friday, October 11th in 
Kewaskum.

The Indians were able to 
score first when Matt 
Hartmann hit a 27 yard 
field goal with 3:17 remain­
ing in the first quarter.

Two Rivers then 
answered on the next drive 
when quarterback Jake 
Steinhauer hit Tony Becker 
for a 17 yard touchdown 
pass. The extra-point was no 
good as the Raiders took the 
6-3 lead.

On the ensuing kickoff, 
Two Rivers kicked a squib 
kick which took a wicked 
hop, and bounced right off of 
Indian wedge man Joe 
Rinzel's face mask.
