In an email to the media 

received Monday afternoon, 
Kenworthy stated “I just 
wanted to inform all of you 
that at tonight’s Village of 
Kewaskum Board meeting, I 
will be announcing that I 
will not run for re-election in 
the Spring.”

Kenworthy had served on 
the board since 1996 when 
he won a trustee seat.

He cited several reasons 
for his decision. Most impor­
tantly Kenworthy states, 
“Probably most important, I 
will be seeking to work, 
assist, help folks on a more 
personal level as a Stephen's 
Minister for my church,

Trinity Lutheran in West 
Bend. I feel that I can bring 
more to the one on one inter­
action with folks than per­
haps I can banging a gavel 
every other week on the 
Village Board. Or, to para­
phrase Albert Camus... 
Perhaps we can not stop this 
from being a world in which 
children suffer, but we can 
lessen the suffering of one 
child. I aim to try.”

Those interested in run­
ning for the seat or a trustee 
position can start circulating 
nomination papers Dec. 1. 
Papers can be picked up at 
the village hall.

G
overnor Scott
McCallum spent his 
day Thursday on his 

campaign bus along with a 
crowd of staff members and 
county supporters. As one of 
those county supporters, I 
had the opportunity to ride 
along. The governor and 
staffers have put over 18,000 
miles on the bus that was

once used to transport chil­
dren to school and on field 
trips in this school district.

Our day started off in 
Slinger where the now infa­
mous bus picked up some 
very nice ladies from the 
county’s republican women 
along with two members of 
the county party and me.

First stop of the day was 
a tour of the Broan-Nu Tone 
plant in Hartford. In con­

trast to what Journal 
Sentinel columnist Mike 
Nichols stated in his column 
Friday, the governor’s visit 
was received very warmly by 
the company’s vice presi­
dent, Wayne Losinske and 
McCallum was taken on a 
private tour of the company 
after receiving a welcoming 
gift. The number of people 
attending were sparse but 
this was not a media event,

and was not meant to be 
publicized, according to 
McCallum communications 
staffers. The governor sim­
ply wanted an opportunity to* i 
meet with the voters, “his 
employers” as he stated it 
later in the day. I would have 
to agree with Nichols, the 
“suck-up phenomenon” was 
not present on the visit. But, 
why should it be?

“Gov. McCallum wanted 
to go through Washington 
County to see examples of 
our industry, to meet and 
exchange dialogue with the 
workers... we were asked not 
to alert media or create a 
hoopla to distract from the 
personal atmosphere our 
Governor loves to be part of. 
He succeeded... we received 
several calls from people 
that crossed his path yester­
day, all positive and appre­
ciative.,” said Crystal Berg of 
the Washington County 
Republican Party.

A Broan Nu Tone public 
relations spokesperson 
agreed. “We were honored to 
have the governor visit our 
operations.” When asked 
about the Nichols column, 
she stated “I would rather 
not discuss it, we’re trying to 
forget it.”

Thull Wins 2002 KEYS 5K Run, 
McMahon Wins Women’s Division

The cool and rainy 
weather that persisted 
Saturday stopped, and 
Sunday morning brought 
cool temperatures but plen­
ty of sunshine to welcome 
899 runners and walkers for 
the ninth annual KEYS 
(Kewaskum Youth Scholar­
ship) 5K Run/Walk.

Indians Pick Up OT Win 
To Clinch Playoff Berth

After the three yard 
touchdown run by Ryan 
DeLaurier in overtime, the 
Indians sidelines erupted in 
celebration while the play­
ers stormed the field, as 
underdog Kewaskum varsi­
ty football team upset the 
Plymouth Panthers 27-24 in 
overtime in Plymouth last 
Friday, October 18.

The Indians got on the 
board early when Jake 
Wilson took the opening 
kickoff 86 yards for the 
touchdown. After the Matt 
Hartmann extra point the 
Indians took the very early 
7-0 lead.

Plymouth however, 
would answer, despite the 
several near interceptions, 
the Panthers marched the 
ball downfield and capped it 
off with a one yard quarter­
back sneak by Kyle Melcher. 
The Josh Sippel extra point 
was good and the score was 
then tied 7-7 with about 
three minutes left in the 
first quarter.

After the Indians inabili­
ty to move the chains on 
offense, Plymouth took the 
ball and marched downfield 
again. This time Kyle 
Friedrichs ran it in on a 
draw from 14 yards out. 
After the Sippel extra point, 
the Panthers took their first 
lead of the game, 14-7.

Plymouth would main­
tain that lead heading into 
the half. Then early in the 
third quarter, the Panthers 
drove again, and once again, 
Melcher would take the QB 
sneak in from two yards. 
After the Sippel extra point 
the Panthers increased their 
lead to 14 as the score stood 
at 21-7.

Then it was rally time for 
the Indians, and behind 
some nice running from 
Keith Schmidt, the Indians 
drove the ball and scored on 
a Schmidt one yard touch­
down run.

The Hartmann extra 
point was good and the 
Indians closed the gap to 
seven as the score was 21- 
14, with a minute and a half

left in the third quarter. The 
score would remain that 
way for most of the fourth 
quarter.

Then while scrambling in 
search of an open receiver, 
Indian quarterback Travis 
Kempf lobbed one high in 
the air to his big tight end 
Kyle Rabuck. Rabuck 
jumped the cornerback in 
coverage and made the 
catch while landing in the 
end zone for the touchdown. 
The Hartmann extra point 
was good, and the Indians 
tied the game up, with 2:04 
left in regulation.

After a Hartmann inter­
ception which was returned 
to around the Plymouth 30 
yard line, the Indians were 
knocking at the door again. 
But the Indians offense was 
unable to convert, so with 
under a minute to go, they 
sent Hartmann in to 
attempt the 40 yard field 
goal. Hartmann hit the ball 
hard and it was straight 
enough, but at the last 
moment the wind blew the 
ball wide left.

The Panthers would then 
take a knee to run the clock 
out and send the game into 
overtime.

In overtime high school 
football works, team A gets 
four chances from the oppos­
ing teams ten yard line to 
score. Afterwards team B 
gets a chance to match or 
beat that score. The process 
is continued until there is a 
winner. The Indians won the 
coin toss and elected to 
defer.

So the Panthers took the 
ball at the Indians ten yard 
line and overtime began, but 
the Indians’ defense would 
come up with a huge stand 
and the Panthers were 
forced to take the field goal 
on fourth down. The score 
then stood at 24-21 in the 
Panthers’ favor.

Then it was the Indians 
turn, as they sent their 
wishbone offense out onto 
the field in attempt to over­
power the Plymouth 
defense, with their large 
backfield of, Ryan 
DeLaurier 5' 9" 215, Troy 
Koeferl 5' 10" 212, and Keith 
Schmidt 6' 1" 187. The

Indians picked up short 
yardage on first and, second 
down. Then on third and 
three, DeLaurier followed 
the offensive line surge by 
linemen Corey Darmody, 
Josh Peterson, Mike 
Donath, Brandon Gitter, 
and Jeff Bischoff, and 
lunged onto the pile and into 
the end zone for the game 
winning score, to make the 
final 27-24, and sending the 
Indians into the playoffs for 
the fourth straight year.

Offensively the Indians 
were led by Keith Schmidt 
who rushed for 105 yards on 
19 carries and one touch­
down. Dave Wicklund also 
chipped in 42 yards off 
seven carries, and he also 
caught two passes for ’ 56 
yards to lead the Indians in 
receiving. Matt Hartmann 
caught one pass for 25 
yards, and Kyle Rabuck 
hauled in one for 24 yards 
which was a touchdown. 
Jake Wilson led the Indians 
in returns as he returned 
three kickoffs for 117 yards 
and one touchdown.

The Indians had 269 
yards of total offense. On 
the defensive side of the ball 
Hartmann had his second 
interception in the past two 
weeks. While Pat Enright 
came up with the other 
Panther turnover, when he 
recovered a fumble.

Corey Darmody led the 
Indians with three sacks 
and he also had twelve tack­
les which was tied with 
three others for the team 
lead. Those three others 
included Troy Koeferl, Ryan 
DeLaurier, and Mike 
Donath. Donath also record­
ed one sack. Defensive end 
Keith Schmidt also had two 
sacks of his own.

While the Indians beat 
Plymouth there was another 
big upset in the conference 
last week as Campbellsport 
toppled off the undefeated 
Sheboygan Falls 14-12.

With the win Campbell­
sport is tied for first in con­
ference with Falls, but 
Campbellsport wins the tie 
breaker, being the team that 
beat them. With the Indians 
win they stopped the 
Panthers from claiming a 
share of the conference title, 
and are now tied with 
Plymouth for third place in 
conference.
