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Gavin Proposes New Residential
Development for Kewaskum

By Jessica Fladvid

jfladvid@kewaskumstatesman.com

he Village of
Kewaskum’s Planning
Commission addressed

plans by local developer
Gary Gavin, at their meeting
here Tuesday.

Gavin requested authori-
zation to continue looking
into the prospect of creating
a new subdivision with the
now well known Ogi-Reigle
property on Highway H,
west across from his latest
development, Old Glory
Heights.

Led by Village President,
John Kenworthy, the Plan
Commission listened to
Gavin’s proposal to turn 77
acres of land located in the
Town of Kewaskum into 59
single-family homes, 27 four
family condominiums and 16
R-3 duplexes. This new sub-
division would require the
annexation of the said land
into the Village of
Kewaskum along with. .thge
actual purchase of the land.

Two new streets would be
created, as would two cul-de-

sacs. The four family condos
would include two-car
garages and the first level of
all would be handicap acces-
sible.

Questions were asked
and discussed among the
commissioners and Gavin
and it was resolved that, if
approved, the new subdivi-
sion would come to be
through various stages.

The first stage would be,
building a road and the first
three four family condos.
That would be followed by an
average of three to five con-
dos per year for five to eight
years. Gavin expressed that
it would not be financially
possible for him to put all of
the streets in at the same
time.

A main issue talked
about during the course of
the discussion pertained to
the water and sewer situa-
tion. Gavin had various
solutions as to how that
problem would be taken care
of, depending on the annexa-
tion of the area.

Along with

the living

establishments to be built,
creation of new retention
ponds and a nature trail
would be involved in the
development of the subdivi-
sion. The nature trail Gavin
is proposing would coincide
with the Village's master
trail plans. Gavin received
the commission’s acknowl-
edgment of consensus.

The names of the streets |
and cul-de-sacs of the pro- |

posed subdivision, such as
Odawa Circle and Ojibwe
Path, were derived to
express Kewaskum's own
ancestry. "l wanted the sub-
division to show the heritage
and background of
Kewaskum," Gavin said.
The commission also gave
a favorable reccomendation
to the Village Board for Bob
Hackbarth of Premier Auto
Center to place a temporary
office trailer on his car lot on
Highway 45. Hackbarth
plans to break ground on a
new office building in the
near future. The village
board will take formal action
on this at a public hearing.

Board Sets School Levy at
Lowest Rate In Over 20 Years

he Kewaskum School
District Board of
Education met on

Monday night to finalize the
2002-2003 school budget.
The budget was finalized
after the third Friday head
count and ended up being
less then originally thought.
This year’s mill rate for
the school district is $8.65,
down 46¢ or 5.05% from last
year. This is also the lowest
the mill rate has been for at
least 20 years. The mill rate
was originally projected to be
$9.21.
The

lower levy is the
of decreases in the
revenue limit and computer
aid and an increase in state
aid. The actual revenue limit

was less than earlier esti-
mates due to a lower than
projected September enroll-
ment. State aid certified by
DPI was more than previous-
ly estimated and computer
aid was less then projected.

The proposed budget was
$15,482,781, but this num-
ber was decreased due to the
fact there were less students
enrolled then projected. Also,
less students took advantage
of the open enrollment then
projected. It was projected
that 116 students would
leave the district, but only
89.5 actually did. It was also
projected that 26.5 students
would transfer in, but only
19 did

This makes the total
enrollment of the Kewaskum
School District as of the
third Friday count, 1,952.

This number is important in
the budget due to the fact
that it is the basis for the
amount of money the district
can spend. Currently, the
KSD is allowed to spend a
maximum of $7,507.36 per
student. This makes the
magic number for this year’s
budget $14,802,379.

The board unanimously
approved the budget with
Lisa Maul being absent.

Assembly Candidates
Forum Held Here

As Election Day quickly
approaches, candidates for
all positions up for election
are making their final stops
to wrap up their campaigns
and see what the outcome of
many months of hard work
will be.

Assembly candidates for
the 59th  district of
Wisconsin made an appear-

ance at a forum at
Kewaskum Elementary
School Saturday, October 26.
The candidates are
Catherine Lawton,
Independent; Daniel
LeMahieu, Republican; and
Richard Levandowski, .
Libertarian.

Catharine Lawton of

Barton believes this election*
is the most important in
Wisconsin history. "I've had
enough,” Lawton said
Saturday in her opening
statement. Lawton has been
investigating financial and
economical issues of the
state government for months
and stands firm in her belief
that the government is dys-
functional in Madison right
Nnow. :

During his opening State-
ment, Daniel LeMahieu of
Oostburg said if electéd he
intends to use his back-
ground in business to help
him out. LeMahieu's goal is
to work with the people to
help improve current condi-
tions.

Richard Levandowski
plans to work to reduce gov-
ernment regulations and
taxation, as he believes that
"less goverriment is govern-
ment that governs best."
Levandowski would like to
stop all taxes and give full
equality to all voters.

While at the forum, the
candidates were asked a
series of questions. Their
answers can be summarized
as follows:

Q: Do you defend or
oppose the expansion of
casinos and gambling?

Lawton does not defend
the expansion of casinos.
She supports strengthening
casinos already present, but
does not believe that
Wisconsin needs more of
them.

LeMahieu does not sup-
port gambling. He does not

want gambling to expand to
taverns and he believes that
too much money is spent and
too many lives are ruined
due to it. LeMahieu would
like to decrease or eliminate
gambling and bring that rev-
enue back to the state.

Levandowski finds gam-
bling to be a morality issue.
He believes that the casinos
affect the local populous and
keep tourism going as it
brings cash into communi-
ties.

Q: What, if any, increases
in sales tax would you
support?

Lawton believes we must
say no to tax increases
because that money would
be used to increase state
spending. She said the
increase would affect the
base, rate and taxes and is
not addressing the principle

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St. Joseph’s Community Hospital
Breaks Ground For New Facility

TOWN OF POLK - Site
dedication ceremonies were
held Wednesday, October 23
at the site of the new hospi-
tal to be built by St. Joseph'’s
Community Hospital of
West Bend, a member of
SynergyHealth, and cele-
brated the efforts of many
people involved in planning
the hospital.

The program was held at
the 143-acre site at the
northwest corner of
Highway 45 and Pleasant
Valley Road (PV) where the
new $55 million hospital
will be built. Themed
“Building for the Future,
Focusing on Patient Safety,”
the program included
remarks by hospital leaders,
physicians, employees, vol-
unteers, and government
officials.

Among those invited to
attend were members of the
boards of directors for the
SynergyHealth system, the
hospital, the SynergyHealth
Foundation, and the West
Bend Clinie, all members of
SynergyHealth; the hospi-
tal's executive team; the
hospital’s Facility Design
Advisory Council, whose 11
members are employees; the
New Hospital Design and
Construction Team, which
includes the architect and
builder; as well as staff and
volunteers.

“With this event, we
wanted to provide an oppor-
tunity to thank all of the
people whose dedication and
involvement in the planning
process have taken us to
this point, and this site. It
marked the dedication of
this site to a new hospital
for the community, with
enhanced quality of care
and patient safety as its
focus. At the same time, we
will rededicate ourselves to
the exciting work ahead,”

said John Reiling, St.
Joseph’s president and
CEO.

Shirley Laufer, a 41-year
radiology employee at St.
Joseph’s, was one of the
speakers on the program
agenda: “I've always
thought we've had a great
hospital staffed by friendly,
efficient, and dedicated peo-
ple. The physical structure
will be improved with a new

to lack of space,” she said.

The hospital’s unusual
process to improve facility
design from the ground up
to increase patient safety
has gained attention nation-
ally from health care leaders
and equipment providers
and is viewed as an innova-
tive break from traditional
hospital design process. St.
Joseph’s efforts have been
featured in publications by
the Center for the Study of
Healthcare Management at
the University of Minnesota
and the National Patient
Safety Foundation. John
Reiling has also been speak-
ing on the topic to national
forums. The emphasis on
patient safety through
design was jump-started in
April 2002 when St.
Joseph's invited nationally
known speakers to a learn-
ing lab called “Charting the
Course for Patient Safety:
Designing Safety Through
Facility Design.” The confer-
ence developed a set of rec-
ommendations the hospital
is now using in its design
efforts.

The 80-bed hospital, slat-
ed to open in May 2005, will
be a 166,500-square-foot
facility with three levels and

“garden” level. Design ele-
ments include private
rooms, and a quiet, less

stressful environment for
patients and employees. It
will include inpatient and
outpatient services, inten-
sive care, obstetrics, emer-
gency care, inpatient behav-
ioral health, and other serv-
ices, and will make use of
standardization and
advanced technology for
patient safety and efficiency.

Planning began in
November 2000 when St.
Joseph’s Community
Hospital's Board of

Directors approved plan-
ning for a new regional hos-
pital. The board indicated
its goal was to select a site
that would enable the hospi-
tal to provide a high level of
quality medical services,
serve the greatest number of
people in the region at the
lowest possible cost, ensure
long-term financial success
for the hospital and accom-
modate future growth.

In November 2001, with

contractor. Ring and
DuChateau of Milwaukee
was selected for MEP
(mechanical, electrical and
plumbing). Ric Miller of Ric
Miller Construction/Con-
sulting LLC as owner’s rep-
resentative works with the
architect, engineer and con-
tractor. Recently, the hospi-
tal also hired a medical
equipment planner, Gene
Burton and Associates of
Franklin, Tenn. to review
equipment needs as they
relate to design and con-
struction of the new build-
ing. Representatives of the
firms were expected to be at
the site dedication.

Gresham, Smith and
Partners is among the top
10 largest health care
design firms ranked by
Modern Healthcare maga-
zine and has designed 21
new hospitals in the past
five years. CG Schmidt has
built a number of notable
health care facilities in the
region, including the Aurora
Women’s Pavilion in West
Allis and St. Vincent
Hospital in Green Bay, and
was also celebrated for its
work on the Calatrava-

A few comments regard-
ing the upcoming election
for Governor - specifically
Jim Doyle:

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Thompson Says He’s The “Common Man’s Candidate

People have called him a
lot of things: a common man,
the “governor’s brother” the
mayor. But there's one title
that Ed Thompson does not
want: politician.

The
Wisconsin's longest-serving
governor has secured his
place as the third party can-
didate in a fairly close guber-
natorial campaign this year
And although the 57-year-
old Thompson knows that
the road will be a long and
difficult one, he’s out and
about, traveling the state
from one end to the other,
getting his message out. His
odds are unlikely, going up
against incumbent Scott
McCallum and Attorney
General Jim Doyle. And with
a budget that pales in com-
parison to that of Wisconsin's
“career politicians,”
Thompson can't rely on
money to further his cam-
paign, but rather on hard
work and a strong message.

A small business owner
for 35 years, Thompson feels
he has what it takes to
appeal to the common peo-

ple. He's held a number of

jobs over the years. He
worked in his parents’ gro-
cery store in his hometown of
Elroy, Wis. He served for a
time in the U. S. Navy. He
worked in a federal prison.
More recently, he was the
mayor of the city of Tomah in
western Wisconsin, and is
the owner of “Mr. Ed’s Tee
Pee Supper Club,” one of
downtown Tomah's main-
stays.

Thompson recently
answered some questions
about his campaign, his
ideas on various issues, and
how he stacks up against the
other candidates.

US: First, how are things
going? What's the latest?

ET: Well, we're doing
tremendously. We're so
thankful for the numbers we
got in the primaries. We got

These
politicians will do everything
they can to get reelected
Their main concern is taking
care of their careers, not the
people.

Put
them on bracelets. You can
put a person on a bracelet for
less than $2,000 a year, ver-
sus $28,000 to keep them
locked up in a jail cell.

US: You've also talked
about the decriminalization
of marijuana.

Let's just face the
truth: they had the chief of
police in Detroit on TV talk-
ing about the “war on drugs”
and what a dismal failure it's
been. It's been going on for
30 years. You can keep
arresting people, but week
after week, there's just more
people out on the street. Now
let’s get one thing straight: |
don't condone the use of ille-
gal drugs. 1 quit smoking
and drinking a few years
back, and I'm very glad I did.
But I still run a supper club
[ still sell cigarettes. I still
sell alcohol. That's what liv-
ing in America is all about,
being free.

US: So you'd be in favor
of medical marijuana, then?

ET: | think that doctors
know far better than the
bureauerats in Madison
about medications. I stood on
the steps of the capitol last
year when they were lobby-
ing for medical marijuana.
But what happened to the
bill? It died in the commit-
tee. They didn’t even bring it
up before the legislature. If I
were governar. I'd he nusgh-
ing it. Let’s at least debate it
in an open forum. You know,
in America, 50% of the
courts, 50% of the prisons
and 50% of the police are
directly tied to the war on
drugs. I'm sick of kids selling
drugs to kids. I'm sick of
drive-by shootings. I'm sick
of gang warfare. It's all about
the drug war! End it. Get the
money out of it. In
Milwaukee, it's been report-
ed that it's easier for high
school students to get mari-

juana than it is to get ciga-

rettes or beer.

US: What about your
brother? What kind of
impact will he have on your
campaign?

ET: Tommy's my brother,
and I love my brother. But
he’s a career politician, and
I'm not. And I never will be.
Obviously, he’s made a big
impact on Wisconsin. He was
the state’s longest-serving
governor. But he and I have
a lot of differences. And he
backed MecCallum, because
the White House told him to.
I certainly didn't expect him
to back me.

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Powerful Issues Addressed Assembly Candidates Forum

As election day draws
near philosophies, promises,
theories, accusations, and
proposals flood the voters’
eyes and ears. The race for
governor has become heated
and zealous. Characters,
intents, and special interest
ties have been questioned of
all four candidates

Complaints about scan-
dals and lies mark this
year’s governor race in the
state of Wisconsin, a state
that has had a reputation
for clean campaigning. In a
recent interview, Governor
Scott McCallum shared his
views on a number of issues
including gambling, college
graduates leaving the state,
and the budget deficit

The state of Wisconsin
has strict laws regarding
gambling Only Native
Americans are allowed to
own casinos on or off reser-
vations. In order for a casino
to be built or an existing one
to be expanded off a reserva-
tion, the proposal must be
passed by the governor.
Governor McCallum plans
to block any such proposals
He believes that the 17 casi-
nos the state of Wisconsin
currently has is quite
enough

Many studies have shown
that Wisconsin is losing its
college graduates In
response, Governor Me-
Callum wants to see the
Build Wisconsin Program
carried out. The purpose of
this program is to draw com-
panies with high paying jobs
into the state. It also gives
incentives for companies,
whose home is currently in
Wisconsin, to expand

The state is divided into
seven tech zones,

are called, which are board-

as they

ed by local officials and busi-
nessmen. Funds are given to
recruit businesses and
entice them to come to
Wisconsin.

The budget is a touchy
subject, and each candidate
has his own antidote on how
to cure the pending deficit
for the next fiscal vear.
Governor McCallum is no
different. He plans on pre-
senting two constitutional
amendments and two bills
to prevent such a deficit like
we experienced in the past

The first of the two
amendments states that if
the government wants to
increase taxes then a vote
by the citizens of the state
of Wisconsin is required.
The second amendment is a
rainy day fund. If the state
has a surplus, the excess
money would go into a state
fund which could not be
touched without a 2/3 vote
by the legislature

Governor McCallum is
also looking to pass a bill
which creates a deadline for
both the governor and the
legislature. If the governor
does not propose a budget
by a certain date, his wages
would be withheld. If the
legislature does not agree on
a budget by a certain time,
their wages would also be
withheld

The Governor believes
that in corder to prevent
another deficit, government
spending needs to be capped
and can only be allowed to
increase at the same rate as
incomes.

The current proposal
includes five plans of action:
First, to dislodge the state
from its current predica-
ment, the Governor wants to
cut state spending. He
would cut programs an aver-
age of 5% and the only pro-

grams that would not be cut
are those that are adding
jobs or raising salaries.

Second, the Governor
wants to help the economy
which will yield to a higher
per capita income and result
in $1 billion government
revenue to help balance the
budget.

Third, the Governor has a
good relationship with the
White House and has
increased the amount of fed-
eral funds that Wisconsin
receives. In order to balance
the budget, he will continue
with these efforts.

Fourth, the Governor
wants the government to
run more efficiently and
that includes consolidating
govenment agencies. The
department of electronics
will be the model for this
concept. Previously IT direc-
tors from all sectors of the
government were buying
their own software and long
distance services. It was
consolidated into one agency
who buys everything in bulk
and the savings add up, in
this case up to $18 million.

Fifth, the gaming compact

is due and the Governor
wants to increase the per-
centage the government
takes from the gaming rev-
enue from 2% to 4%, which
is half of the national aver-
age.

The issues are many, the
solutions complicated.

problem, which is the spend-
ing.

LeMahieu believes that
tax increases "will not solve
problems...we need to cut
spending." He said tax
increases would be a last
resort.

Levandowski said no, he
would not support any tax
increases. We "can't keep
taxing and spending at pres-
ent levels," said
Levandowski. He wants to
cut spending across the
board from village levels to
state level.

Q: What is your philoso-
phy of government? What
role should the govern-
ment play in the lives of
the people?

"It's time for change,
Lawton said. She said most
people have no idea what
the government is doing
with the money they accu-
mulate, as it was hardly
clear to her and she has
spent the last five months
investigating it.

LeMahieu said,
"Government is too big." He
believes the government
should be involved in safety
and infrastructure.
LeMahieu said that people
have relied on the govern-
ment to solve all of our prob-
lems and now we need to
solve the problems our-

selves.
Levandowski said you
can't legislate morality,

everyone just needs to be
treated like adults.

Q: What can you do as a
state legislator to ensure
that basic health care is
available to all persons?
Lawton is a supporter of
Badger Care and plans to
continue to stay involved
and "expand programs with-
out increasing cost."
LeMahieu said that gov-
ernment gets involved in too
many things that they
should not be. He said if
less money is spent in taxes,
people could spend more on
their health care. LeMahieu
believes the best solution is
to downsize government and
keep more money in the
pockets of those earning it

so they can afford insurance
on their own.

People need to pool
together, said Levandowski,
and create better plans.

Q: What impact do you
feel the scandals in state
government have had on
the elections?

Lawton said the behavior
of the elected officials has
represented themselves, not
us. She said this "is not the
government we want or
deserve." Lawton also said
that with the magnitude of
the scandals and their
effects, it is "time to take
action.”

LeMahieu believes that
the impact of the scandals
will be that people will stay
home and not vote. He said
people are "fed up with cor-
ruption." LeMahieu said
people would listen to those
who show integrity and
hopefully there will not be a
lower turn out of voters

Levandowski said he
believes that Wisconsin has
become the laughing stock
of the Midwest. He said
there was arrogance in that
people have "no clue what
other’s are dealing with."

Q: What is your stance on
human embryo research
and human cloning?

Lawton said she was
opposed to bioengineering.
She said future repercus-
sions are too uncertain and
that "we are all at risk"
when things start getting
rolled out before they're
tested.

LeMahieu said that he is
Pro-Life, no exceptions and
that he does not support
cloning or abortion.

Levandowski said that
due to his Christian beliefs
he does not support abor-
tion.

After these questions,
the candidates were each
allowed to ask the other two
candidates a question. That
was followed by four minute
closing statements. The vot-
ing on November 5 will
determine which of these
candidates will be repre-
senting the 591 district as a
Legislator.

As
the League points out, “In
1999, Leslie Byrne was
elected to the Virginia
Senate by 37 votes, less
than 1 vote per precinct...
(Former President) John F.
Kennedy'’s margin of victory
over (his opponent) in the
1960 presidential race was
less than one vote per
precinct.” And in the last
presidential election, Vice
President Al Gore won the
popular vote while
President George Bush won
the Electoral College vote
when Florida’s presidential
vote was decided by less
than a thousand votes.

This November 5th, your
vote for national candidates
-- such as those for U.S.

Senate -- will have a big
impact. Right now,
Republicans control the

White House and House of
Representatives, and
Democrats control the U.S.
Senate. But the margins are

small. The House currently
has 222 Republicans, 210
Democrats, 2 Independents
and 1 vacancy. The Senate
has 50 Democrats, 49
Republicans and one
Independent.

Several races for U.S.
Senate are very close,
including races in Missouri,
South Dakota, Arkansas,
Colorado, Minnesota, New
Hampshire, North Carolina,
South Carolina, Tennessee
and Texas. The outcomes of
these elections may deter-
mine how America's econo-
my recovers, whether we
become involved in a war
with Irag, and how our
health and educational sys-
tems will work. !

In Wisconsin, there are
important statewide races.
The race for Governor is one
of the closest in decades and
we will also be electing a
new Attorney General this
year.

The Huskies were not
done there though as they
struck again with about five
minutes left in the game,
when Binversie (6-6) caught
the jump ball thrown from
Horsch over Indian defen-
sive back Jake Wilson (5-8).

Blaze Orange Required
During Youth Hunt

A Youth Deer Gun Hunt
will take place on October
26th this year in this area.
The hunt is open for persons
age 12-15 who have complet-
ed the Hunters Safety
Course. The hunter is
required to possess a gun
deer license and must have
a Hunters Choice Permit for
the zone that they are hunt-
ing in.

Youth Hunters who are
first time Hunters Safety
Course Graduates of the
Hunters Education Program
may use their certificates of
accomplishments in place of
a Hunter's Choice Permit.

Bonus Antlerless Permits
for the unit you are hunting
in can also be used during
this hunt. T-Zone Units will
be open for hunting at this
time for hunters of all ages.
Hunters in the Youth Hunt
can only harvest an antler-
less deer, which is the same
for the T-Zone hunt.

Youth Hunters are to be
accompanied by an adult, 18
yvears of age or older. One
adult may not accompany
more than two youth
hunters. The adult is not
allowed to hunt deer during
this youth hunt unless hunt-
ing in a T-Zone.

Youth hunters taking part
in the hunt are required to
wear blaze orange. All other
hunters, other than water-
fowl hunters, must also

wear blaze orange during
this special one-day youth
hunt. Blaze orange is
required whenever there is
an open gun deer season in
the area you are hunting.

This is the first year for
the one-day youth hunt
throughout the  state.
Hunters are reminded that
visibility is not that good
with the leaves still on the
trees and that there is a lot
of other people out recreat-
ing on public lands. Hunters
are reminded to be sure of
their target and beyond.

INFORMATION TO ELECTORS

Upon entering the polling place, an elector shall give his or her name and
address before being permitted to vote. Where ballots are distributed to
clectors, the initials of two inspectors must appear on the ballot. Upon being
permitted to vote, the elector shall retire alone to a voting booth or machine
and cast his or her ballot except that an elector who is a parent or guardian
may be accompanied by the elector’'s minor child or minor ward. An
election official may inform the elector of the proper manner for casting ¢
ote, but the official may not in any manner advise or indicate a particular

At the general election, if an elector wishes to cast a straight party vote for all
candidates nominated by any party, the elector shall select the party of his or

her choice and

Where lever machines are used, depress the lever or button under the party
designation. Where a marksense system is used. {11l in the oval next to the
party designation

A\ straight party vote is a vote for all the party's candidates listed on the
ballot, unless the elector casts a vote for a candidate of another party, writes
in the name of a candidate or applies a sticker. A straight party vote cannot

be cast for Independent candidates

l'o vote for individual candidates where lever machines are used, depress the

To vote for a person whose name does not appear on the ballot, the elector
shall write the name of the candidate of his or her choice in the space
provided for a write-in vote.

An elector must vote for Governor and Lieutenant Governor jointly on one
ticket. A vote for Governor is also a vote for Lieutenant Governor. To vote
for persons whose names do not appear on the ballot, write the names of
individuals for both offices on the lines provided. A write-in vote for only
one person for Governor/Licutenant Governor will not be counted.

If an elector spoils a ballot, he or she shall return it to an election official who
shall issue another ballot in its place, but not more than three ballots shall be
issued to any one elector. If the ballot has not been initialed by two
inspectors or 1s defective in any other way, the elector shall return it to an
election official, who shall issue a proper ballot in its place. Not more than
five minutes’ time shall be allowed inside a voting booth. Unofficial ballots
or a memorandum to assist the elector in marking his or her ballot may be
taken into the booth and copied. The sample ballot shall not be shown to
anyone so as to reveal how the ballot is marked.

After casting his or her vote, the elector shall leave the voting booth, properly
deposit the ballot, and promptly leave the polling place.

After an official marksense ballot 1s marked, it shall be inserted in the
security sleeve so the marks do not show. After casting his or her vote, the
elector shall leave the booth, insert the ballot in the voting device and discard
the sleeve, or deliver the ballot to an inspector for deposit.

An elector may select an individual to assist in casting his or her vote if the
elector declares to the presiding official that he or she is unable to read, has
difficulty reading, writing, or understanding English, or that due to disability
is unable to cast his or her ballot. The selected individual rendering
assistance may not be the elector’s employer or an agent of that employer or
an officer or agent of a labor organization which represents the elector.

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A multibillion-dollar. pension-sweetening bill
passed by the Wisconsin Legislature during the
