Defense 
Attorney of Maertz, 
Christopher Hartley, has 
attempted to acquire a 
change of venue, as well as a 
bail reduction, both which 
were denied by Grimm earli­
er.

Is Your 401 (k) Plan a Failure
The decline of the stock 

market over the last 2 1/2 
years, and the devastating 
bankruptcies of such compa­
nies as Enron and 
WorldCom, have prompted 
critics to call 401(k) plans a 
failure. Some have even 
called the two-decade old 
concept a scam and say 
employers need to return to 
the traditional pension plan 
to ensure that workers will 
have enough funds for 
retirement. 401(k) support­
ers counter that the problem 
is not with the plans them­
selves so much as the way 
participants use them.

Whatever the pros and 
cons of the debate, 401(k) 
plans are here to stay, and 
plan participants can do
more to make their 401(k) 
an effective way to build a 
comfortable nest egg. The 
following are some of the 
criticisms of 401(k)s and 
what participants can do to 
minimize potential draw­
backs.

Participation. Critics 
contend that all eligible 
workers benefit from a tra­
ditional pension plan, 
whereas 401 (k) participa­
tion is voluntary. According 
to the Profit-Sharing/401 (k) 
Council of America, roughly 
75 to 80% of eligible workers 
participate in 401(k) plans, 
with participation rates 
even lower among younger 
workers and low-income 
workers.

Proponents note that 
more companies are provid­
ing automatic enrollments 
in 401(k) plans, which 
requires workers to opt out 
of participation. In these 
plans, participation rates 
are around 95%, according 
to the benefits consulting

firm of Hewitt Associates.
Proponents also point 

out that if it weren’t for 
401(k) plans, many workers 
wouldn’t have any type of 
retirement plan because 
90% of 401(k) plans are 
offered by small companies 
who typically wouldn’t offer 
a traditional defined-benefit 
plan.

Failure to contribute 
as much as possible. The 
average 401(k) participant 
contributes less than 7% of 
pre-tax salary, according to 
the Employee Benefit Re­
search Institute. Financial 
advisors encourage workers 
to contribute at least 10% or 
more of pre-tax money.

Poor investment deci­
sions. In a traditional pen­
sion plan, the company 
makes the investment deci­
sions. In a 401(k) plan, all 
workers must be their own 
investment manager - a task 
many are not up to. Workers 
typically don’t diversify 
well, either loading up on 
company stock or investing 
too much in lower-returning
fixed-income options.
Proponents concede that the 
average 401(k) plan offers 
too few investment options 
for workers, but workers 
compound the limited choice 
by choosing only two to 
three funds, and often simi­
lar or overlapping funds at 
that. Fortunately, workers 
can seek professional inde­
pendent investment advice
to help them make 
investment choices.

Vulnerability to 
ket fluctuations. A

smart

mar-
tradi-

tional defined-benefit pen­
sion plan promises that you 
will receive your pension 
payments at retirement, 
typically based on your

highest salary and years of 
service, regardless of the 
ups and down of the market 
and the economy. If the com­
pany’s plan can’t meet its 
obligations, the federal gov­
ernment will step in, though 
higher-paid workers may 
not receive all the benefits 
they are entitled to. 401(k) 
plans don’t have guaranteed 
payments.

Proponents argue that 
workers can protect them­
selves better against market 
volatility through greater 
savings and long-term 
diversification, instead of 
trying to hit a home run as 
many workers attempted in 
the 1990s.

Proponents also point 
out that pension payouts 
during retirement typically 
are not adjusted for inflation 
- your pension will lose pur­
chasing power over time. A 
well-invested 401(k) can 
keep up with inflation so 
you don’t lose ground.

Cashing out 401 (k) 
plans. Another criticism of 
401(k) plans is that when 
workers change jobs - which 
they do every four to five 
years on average - many 
cash out what they’ve saved 
and spend it. This is partic­
ularly true among young 
workers. The money not 
only can no longer grow tax 
deferred, but the withdraw­
al faces income taxes and 
usually a 10% early with­
drawal penalty.

Proponents agree that 
workers need to roll over 
their accounts into an indi­
vidual retirement account or 
another employer’s retire­
ment plan. But they also 
point out that this portabili­
ty of 401(k) plans is one of 
the pluses. The payout from 
a pension plan can be excel­
lent if you stay at the same 
company for 30 years, but 
who does that anymore? If 
you change jobs every four 
to five year, you may not 
even qualify for the pension, 
or payments will remain 
small because you don’t 
have the years of service.

Traditional pension 
plans and 401(k)s each will 
continue to have their pros

and cons. The important 
point is that workers must 
better educate themselves 
about their plan options so 
they can make smart choic­
es, whichever type of plan 
they use.

QUESTION: How can I 
reduce back strain while 
performing yard work in the 
fall.

ANSWER: Yard work 
can irritate the low back in 
several ways including joint 
irritation, disc irritation and 
muscle strain. Since raking 
is an activity that we do 
infrequently, these struc­
tures can be injured more 
easily. Our clinic suggests 
the following helpful hints 
with your yard work this 
fall:

1) Alternate raking 
hands

2) Do not attempt to do 
all the work in the yard at 
one time and take breaks.

Stand up and arch your 
back to relieve muscle ten­
sion.

3) If you are raking 
leaves or other yard debris 
into bags or containers, go 
onto one knee and then 
gather them into the con­
tainer vs. bending at the 
waist.

4) If you need to carry 
yard litter for any distance, 
utilize a wheel barrel or a 
trash can carrier.

5) When raking, avoid 
twisting of your back by 
moving your feet and always 
face your shoulders and hips 
in the direction that you are 
raking.

6) Move your feet for-

ward rather than reaching 
or bending forward.

7) Tighten your stomach 
muscles when lifting bagged 
leaves or other debris. This 
helps activate the muscles 
in your back.

8) If available, use 
mechanical devices such as 
a leaf blower, mulching 
mower, etc., which offers you 
an improved ergonomic posi­
tion.

9) After you are done per­
forming yard work, avoid 
sitting for prolonged periods 
of time. This can frequently 
aggravate several struc­
tures in your back.

Humane Society
Temporarily Halting Kitten

The Washington County 
Humane Society is tem­
porarily suspending adop­
tion of kittens six months 
and under due to a pan­
leukopenia outbreak.

Panleukopenia is a virus 
that attacks kittens prima­
rily two to five months of 
age, and is not uncommon in 
shelters due to the high 
number of unvaccinated 
stray cats coming in daily. 
Unvaccinated kittens con­
tract the virus and have not 
yet developed antibodies to 
fight it off. •

Incoming cats to the 
shelter receive inoculations 
that include panleukopenia 
but the vaccinations take a 
few days to be effective. It is 
estimated that only 50% of 
infected kittens survive the 
virus. By the age of one- 
year-old, even unvaccinated

cats have developed anti­
bodies for the virus.

The shelter is taking 
every precaution. A more 
costly but quicker acting 
nasal inoculation will be 
given to kittens, and sepa­
rate holding rooms will be 
set up until the virus is 
eliminated. Vaccinated sur­
rendered cats will continue 
to be admitted as well as 
stray cats with separate 
holding areas for each.

Because their existing 
foster families already have 
kittens, shelter oflicials are 
asking for additional foster 
homes for young cats for an 
approximate two to four 
week period of time. 
Potential foster families 
should have no other cats in 
*he household.

What are you serving 
this Thanksgiving? Will it 
be the traditional oven- 
roasted turkey with dress­
ing, candied sweet potatoes 
and pumpkin pie? Or will 
you serve nontraditional 
fare, like deep-fried turkey 
and pumpkin mousse?

Whatever is on your 
Thanksgiving menu, don’t 
turn the day into a turkey 
by inviting unwanted guests 
into your home - and I don’t 
mean the in-laws. When you 
are preparing a special feast 
for family and friends, the 
last thing you want lurking 
in your kitchen is virulent 
microorganism that can 
make everyone sick.

The United States 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) estimates that food- 
borne diseases cause 
approximately 76 million ill­
nesses, 325,000 hospitaliza­
tions and 5,000 deaths in 
the U.S. each year. The 
Centers for Disease Control 
say that 97% of those food- 
borne illnesses can be avoid­
ed by following a few simple 
food safety rules at home.

Follow these food safety 
precautions all year long, 
but be especially vigilant 
during the holidays. It’s 
easy to let common sense 
lapse when you are rushed 
and cooking for a crowd.

♦Wash your hands. This 
all-important step is also 
the easiest. Wash your 
hands with hot, soapy water 
before and after handling 
food and especially after 
handling raw meat, poultry, 
eggs or fish.

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Car-Killed Deer Numbers Remain High
MADISON - A deer herd 

numbering more than 1.6 
million and a growing num­
ber of rural miles driven in 
the state combine to keep 
the number of whitetail deer 
killed by motorists at a dan­
gerously high level.

From July 1, 2001, 
through June 30, 2002, 
motorists struck and killed 
45,278 deer in Wisconsin, 
according to figures from the 
Department of Natural 
Resources.

The report has conserva­
tion wardens warning 
motorists to be on the look­
out for deer, especially dur­
ing the upcoming mating 
season which occurs in the 
fall of the year, typically late 
October and November.

"The same conditions 
that contributed to high 
vehicle-killed deer numbers 
during the past year will be 
present again this fall," said 
Tom Van Haren, law 
enforcement policy officer 
with the DNR. "Lots of deer 
and more people driving on 
our rural roads and high­
ways. It's a bad combination 
for motorists and for deer."

Wisconsin's deer popula­
tion is estimated at 1.6 mil­
lion this fall. Figures from 
the Wisconsin Department 
of Transportation indicate 
that motorists drove over 30 
billion miles on rural roads 
and highways in the state 
during the last year.

The five counties with 
the most reported vehicle- 
killed deer for 2001-2002 are 
Waupaca (2,169), Shawano 
(2,042), Dane (1,615), 
Marinette (1,460), and 
Waukesha (1,337).

The DNR pays private 
contractors to pick up and 
properly dispose of the deer 
carcasses. In the last fiscal 
year, contractors picked up 
34,858 deer for a total cost of 
$597,212, or about $17.13 
per deer. Law enforcement 
officers issued free permits 
to motorists who claimed an 
additional 10,420 deer.

"Deer activity will 
increase in several weeks 
and peak as deer enter the 
mating season, or rut, and 
they’ll be moving around 
much more than they have 
been in recent months," Van 
Haren said. "Deer will also 
become a more common 
sight next to roads in the
fall when much of the vege­
tation in the woods begins to 
die and the deer turn to the 
green vegetation that is 
often abundant along the 
mowed roadsides."

Van Haren advises 
motorists to take the follow­
ing steps to help prevent 
car-deer collisions:

♦Watch the roadsides 
carefully for movement and 
be particularly alert in the 
early morning and evening 
when deer are moving 
around to feeding spots.

♦Look for more deer to 
follow when one appears on 
a roadside.

♦Be especially cautious 
when road signs indicate a 
deer crossing area.

♦Reduce speed, tap the 
brakes to warn other drivers 
or sound the vehicle horn 
when a deer is visible on the 
roadside.

"By slowing down and 
keeping a sharp eye on the 
roadside, most drivers 
should be able to avoid hit­
ting a deer this fall," Van 
Haren said.

Reducing herd size 
helps reduce CKD; 
Provides samples for 
CWD testing

DNR wildlife managers 
consider collisions between 
motor vehicles and deer 
when establishing popula­
tion management goals and 
hunting seasons. Currently, 
deer numbers are above 
established population goals 
in much of the state. In 
order to help reduce the deer 
population, special Zone-T 
hunts will take place in late 
October and in December in 
some deer management 
units. Hunters can also take 
part in an "earn-a-buck" 
permit program within the 
CWD management zone.

The Zone-T hunts are for 
antlerless deer only while 
"earn-a-buck" rules are in 
effect in the CWD intensive 
harvest and CWD manage­
ment zones. The CWD zones 
are defined in the new 
Wisconsin Regulations 
Related to Chronic Wasting 
Disease pamphlet, which is 
available at DNR service 
centers and ALIS vendors. 
The free "earn-a-buck" tags 
are only valid in the CWD 
zones and can be obtained at 
DNR service centers 
statewide or at some license 
vendors in the CWD zones. 
The "earn-a-buck" hunt 
allows a hunter to harvest a 
buck within the CWD man­
agement zone only after an 
antlerless deer has been
taken. Hunters may receive 
up to four "earn-a-buck" 
tags each day of the hunting 
season.

"Clearly, the more deer 
we have the greater the pos-

sibility that a motorist could 
hit one," Van Haren said. 
"The state DOT reports that 
a total of 801 people were 
injured in motor vehicle col­
lisions with deer in 2001 
and that nine people died as 
a result of those injuries.

In the last 23 years, 
there has been a general 
increase in the number of 
people injured in vehicle­
deer collisions. 1999 was the 
worst year since records 
have been kept with 847 
injuries. The injuries sus­
tained in 2001 made for the 
fourth worst year on record. 
Historically, the months of 
October and November 
count for a majority of the 
year’s car-deer collisions.

"The Zone T and other 
deer hunting seasons are 
important tools that help 
keep the state’s deer herd 
under control," Van Haren 
said. "With fewer deer, we 
can expect fewer collisions 
between motor vehicles and 
deer. It’s important that 
hunters understand that 
they are an important part 
of the state’s wildlife man­
agement team. And this fall, 
some hunters will also be 
asked to donate the head 
from their animal for CWD 
testing as the state attempts 
to collect statistically reli­
able information on where 
CWD exists in Wisconsin."

The DNR plans to test 
approximately 50,000 deer 
from this fall’s harvest for 
the abnormal protein that 
causes chronic wasting dis­
ease, a neurological disorder 
that is fatal to deer.

Car-killed deer not 
suitable for CWD testing

While testing a large 
number of whitetail deer is 
critical to the overall success 
of determining the extent of 
CWD in Wisconsin, DNR 
biologists cannot rely on 
samples gathered from deer 
killed in collisions with 
motor vehicles.

"Road kill deer do not 
provide good tissue samples 
for CWD testing," Van 
Haren said. "In most cases 
the tissue to be sampled 
either decomposes because 
it can’t be collected soon 
enough or the tissue is dam­
aged as a result of the colli­
sion."

You Hit a Deer
Drivers who hit a deer 

should notify a law enforce­
ment agency if they sustain 
reportable vehicle damages 
or wish to obtain a tag for a 
deer killed in a collision 
with a vehicle. Drivers who 
want to keep the deer need 
to get it tagged by the law 
enforcement officer respond­
ing to the accident, or by fol­
lowing the officer’s instruc­
tions on where to take the 
deer to obtain the required 
tag. A deer may not be 
moved until it has been 
tagged or until the person 
seeking the tag has been 
given verbal authorization 
from a law enforcement 
agency to bring the deer to 
specific location to be

If the driver doesn’t want 

to keep the deer it can be 
donated to another person 
or a charitable organization 
after it is tagged. Another 
person at the accident scene 
may claim the deer if the 
driver who killed the deer 
does not want it. The tag­
ging procedures are the 
same.

People who see dead deer 
along roadsides that need to 
be picked up should call 
their county sheriff’s office 
non-emergency number to 
report the location. In a few 
counties, highway depart­
ment road crews mark deer 
carcasses that have already 
been reported with blaze 
orange paint.
