VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM
NEWS NOTES

"Snow and Ice Removal

The snow and ice season has arrived bringing along some problems. To
alleviate these problems or to clarify a few items, let us refer to the
Municipal Code, Chapter 82.6, which covers "Snow and lce Removal

(a) SIDEWALKS TO BE KEPT CLEAR. The owner of
occupant of any lot or lands within the village abutting upon a public
street along the line of which a sidewalk shall have been constructed
shall, whenever such sidewalk shall be encumbered with snow or icc,
clear the same therefrom within 24 hours after cessation of each storm.
If it is impossible or impractical to remove the ice therefrom, he shall
treat the same with sand, cinders, ashes, salt or some other substance
continuously until removed so that such sidewalk will not be slippery or
dangerous to pedestrians. If any such owner of occupant fails to remove
such snow or ice from such sidewalk or to treat such ice, the director of
public works may do so; and the expense of such removal or treatment
shall become a special tax or charge against the property to be collect-
ed in the manner specified in subsection (c). If the director of public
works orders such removal of snow and ice, a minimum charge of
$25.00 per occurrence shall be affixed as the expense of the removal or
treatment. If the cost of removal or treatment exceeds the $25.00 min
imum, the actual cost for such work shall be charged plus a ten percent
handling charge.

(b) SNOW NOT TO BE DEPOSITED IN STREETS. No
person shall cause to be deposited snow from his premises on the side-
walk abutting thereon onto any street in the village without a permit
from the director of public works, who may require to be paid a fee suf-
ficient to reimburse the village for the cost of removal of the snow. The
expense of such removal or treatment shall become a special tax or
charge against the property to be collected in the manner specitied in
subsection (c).

(c) Assessment of cost. After clearing or treating any such
sidewalk as provided in this section, the director of public works shall
file with the village clerk/treasurer a written report containing a descrip-
tion of such lot or tract charged and the amount of the expense charge-
able to the same. The clerk/treasurer shall thereupon make out and mail
to the owner of such lot or tract at his last known address an itemized
statement of the cost; and, when paid, the amount so paid shall be cred
ited to the village general tund. If the same is not paid within 30 days,
it shall bear interest at the rate of six percent per annum from the daic
on which the work was completed. If any such bill shall remain unpaid
on October 1 next following the clearing or treating of the sidewalk, the
village clerk/treasurer shall insert such charge in the general tax roll of
the village and the same proceedings shall be had thereatter for the col

lection of such taxes as in cascs of other taxes extended upon such roll

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DNR Asks Hunters to be on the
Lookout for Deer With Ear Tags

MADISON - Hunters
have always played a major

role in the conservation of

Wisconsin's natural
resources. Now, for the first
time since conservation war-
dens began investigating
the origin of chronic wasting
disease (CWD) in
Wisconsin’s wild and captive
white-tailed deer herds,
hunters are being asked to
directly lend a hand in the
ongoing investigation.

Wardens need to know
the color of the tag and what
information is written or
printed on it. If possible,
information as when the
deer was shot and where the
deer was shot - down to the
