Kewaskum Holds Budget Hearing

T
he plans for the 
Kewaskum Christmas 
Parade and Winter 
Fest are nearing completion. 

As Dec. 8 grows closer, 
preparations for the events 
that are to take place are 
coming together for an excit­
ing day of fun.

Chairman Kevin Stautz 
is anticipating this year’s 
parade to be yet another suc­
cess story. He also hopes 
that the participants and 
spectators of the festival this 
year will help make the holi­
days special for those who 
are less fortunate.

The day is set to begin 
with an ice-sculpting con­
test, which will start at 
approximately 11:30 a.m.. 
This is open to everyone at 
the cost of $50 for the ice. 
The entries will be broken 
down and judged as well. All 
of the money raised from the 
event will go back into the 
Christmas fund for next 
year’s festival. Another con­
test planned is a chili cook­
off. This competition will be 
judged as two categories.

No need to cook the day of 
parade. The Kewaskum 
Chamber will be serving 
steak sandwiches in the 
downtown parking lot. Stop

Washington County
Republican Party brat fry 
starting at noon.

The parade itself will 
begin at 5 p.m. All partici­
pants are asked to be at the 
staging area by 4:00 p.m. 
The staging area is the park­
ing lot between the Middle 
School and the High School. 
Therefore, there will be no 
parking in that area. All 
those who will need to park a 
vehicle will need to park in 
front of the High School, on 
the side of the Elementary 
School, by Regal Ware, or 
elsewhere.

The parade route is set 
up to start at the High 
School and go along

Parkview to Main Street. It 
will continue onto Main 
Street and then proceed to 
Hwy. 45 where the parade 
will finish at the Municipal 
Building Annex. Parade par­
ticipants are asked not to 
throw candy off of the floats, 
but to hand it out on the 
streets.

Applications are still 
being accepted for Parade 
Marshall. The Parade 
Marshall is designed to rec­
ognize someone who is an 
outstanding part of the com­
munity and will ride at the 
start of the parade. As 
always, Santa will bring up 
the rear of the parade.

A challenge has risen to 
see how much non-perish­
able food can be collected 
from the participants and 
spectators of the parade and 
festival. There would be a 
fantastic turnout if everyone 
who attends the parade 
would bring in one non-per­
ishable food item with them. 
The food can be dropped off 
prior to the day of festivities 
at Hollywood’s Portrait 
Studio, as well as the day of 
the parade. The items can 
also be dropped off at the col­
lection bins that will be 
located at the Chamber’s 
food stand as well as on 
Santa’s sleigh on the parade 
route.

Once again this year 
trees throughout the village 
will be decorated for the 
events in a Christmas tree 
decorating contest for area 
youth groups.

he Kewaskum Village
Board met Monday 
night, to discuss the 

proposed budget for 2003 
and make a final decision on 
a proposal put forth by 
Robert Hackbarth pertain­
ing to a temporary portable 
office to be used at the site of 
his used car lot until the 
Hwy. 45 project is complete.

According to Kewaskum 
Administrator Clerk, Daniel 
Schmidt, the Village of 
Kewaskum has tried to 
maintain a stable and bal­
anced budget for 2003. The 
general budget increased 
$42,195, which was 2.245% 
from 2002. The tax increase 
is due to several reasons 
including a declining of rev­
enue sources, state mandat­
ed exemptions and state 
mandated agriculture land 
assessments. The increase is

well as a declining COPS 
and recycling grants and a 
decrease of equalized value, 
which in 2002 has been 
.7873.

Schmidt said, "I believe 
the budget this year is good, 
but it is also tight. And next 
year’s will be even more so."

As a whole, the tax levy is 
proposed at $4,564,247.18 at 
the rate of $26.21 per thou­
sand. Of the $26.21 gross 
tax rate, 31%, or $8.34 pays 
for approximately 71 munici­
pal services. That is broken 
down as follows, General 
Government, $1.39; 
Protection/Fire, $.83; 
Protection/Police, $2.21; 
Public Works, $1.92; Health 
and Welfare, $.01; Park and 
Recreation, $.77; 
Conservation and 
Development, $.03; Library, 
$.50; Capital outlay, $.22; 
Special Revenue Fund, $.03;

and Debt Service Fund, $.43.
The Net Tax Rate for the 

Village increased 3.64% from 
2001 to 2002, bringing it up 
to $24.47 per $1,000 of 
assessed value. The State 
Tax Credit has decreased 
5.49% in the last year and is 
currently $1.72 per thousand 
while the Gross Tax Rate has 
increased to $26.21 per 
$1,000.

A lottery credit, in the 
amount of $67.49 per thou­
sand, will be distributed to 
the property tax payers of 
owner occupied residential 
units.

While the Village of 
Kewaskum is still meeting 
the 25% recycling recovery 
rate, residents are advised to 
be conscious and continue 
recycling as much as possible 
to maintain the recycling 
grant.

WEST BEND (November 
21, 2002) - The Board of 
Directors of St. Joseph’s 
Community Hospital of 
West Bend has set up a new 
committee to help determine 
the best uses for the hospi­
tal’s campus on Silverbrook 
Drive. The committee will 
be co-chaired byj^oard mem­
bers Michael Bloedorn and 
Rita Sepersky, and will be 
composed of several board 
members along with other 
representatives from the 
community who are not 
board members.

Bloedorn is deputy direc­
tor of the Washington 
County Department of 
Social Services and 
Sepersky is an executive 
banking officer with M&I 
First National Bank.

The hospital board 
approved formation of the 
committee at its regular 
board meeting Wednesday, 
November 20. The commit­
tee will have up to eight 
members.

St. Joseph’s is building a 
new hospital to open in 2005 
at the intersection of 
Highway 45 and Highway 
PV. Some hospital services 
are expected to remain at 
the Silverbrook campus, 
including the Cancer Care 
Center. The Silverbrook 
facility, not including the 
25,000-square-foot Cancer 
Care Center, is approxi­
mately 220,000 square feet 
in size.

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Croup
Dr. Wojo’s Prescription Instruction:

Seal in your throat, or so it sounds, 
Try a home remedy before a doctor on his rounds.

Croup is out there for anyone to get, 
Try a steamy bathroom and you’ll be set!

There is nothing more 
terrifying than waking up at 
2:00 a m. to your child’s 
barking, seal-like cough and 
realizing they are having 
troubles breathing. What 
they may be experiencing is 
actually croup and luckily 
there is a way you can treat 
it without a visit to the hos­
pital.

What is croup? Croup is 
a viral infection that affects 
the upper airway of children 
ages 6 months to 6 years. It 
is caused by one of several 
types of respiratory viruses 
invading the nose and 
throat. The child’s airway, 
from the voicebox to the 
bronchioles, will become 
infected. Once this happens, 
there will be swelling and 
narrowing of the air pas­
sages and mucous produc­
tion, causing small, con­
stricted airways. The sound 
associated with such an 
infection ranges from a 
high-pitched barking cough 
to severe respiratory dis­
tress.

How does this happen? 
During the late fall and win­
ter months, a child will be 
exposed to several respirato­
ry viruses. These viruses are 
passed from person to per­
son by general contact. They 
often settle in the nose and 
throat and begin to grow 
from there. It will take a 
couple of days for this to 
happen, but once it happens, 
the child is at risk for 
inflammation of the air­
ways. The symptoms of 
croup may last for a couple 
of days.

Who is affected? In gen­
eral, due to smaller airways, 
young children are at higher 
risk to become infected and 
develop croup. Young boys 
are more frequently suffer­
ers of croup by a ratio of 2:1 
compared to girls. Due to 
the increased size of the air­
ways, it is rare to see chil­
dren, boys or girls, older 
than the age of 8 who expe­
rience croup.

What are the symp­
toms? As noted, a bout of 
croup usually happens in 
the middle of the night. In 
addition to the cough, a 
child may also have symp­
toms of a respiratory illness, 
low-grade fever, runny nose 
and sore throat. The cough 
of croup sounds just like a 
barking seal. It is high 
pitched and almost deafen­
ing. You may also see some 
flaring of the child’s nostrils 
and sinking of the chest 
with breathing. This is

called retractions.
What should I do? When 

you go to the aid of your 
child, you must be support­
ive. When convinced that 
they are experiencing croup, 
you can do several things. If 
they are experiencing severe 
respiratory distress, you 
must call 911. If the condi­
tion is mild, a few home 
remedies have been proven 
helpful throughout the 
years.

First, start a hot shower 
and allow the bathroom to 
steam up. Be sure the 
exhaust fan is not on. This 
will usually take about 5 
minutes. While you are 
waiting, be reassuring to 
your child. You may want to 
take them out into the cool 
nighttime air. This calms 
the airway.

After the bathroom is 
adequately humidified, take 
your child into the steamy 
room and allow them to sit 
there for up to 30 minutes. 
This may be enough to calm 
the airways and thin the 
mucous secretions. It this is 
not working, a visit to the 
Emergency Department is 
necessary.

What can I expect at the 
hospital? Once the diagnosis 
of croup is confirmed, a 
breathing treatment of 
humidified adrenalin (epi­
nephrine) is given. This will 
be followed by a single dose 
of an oral steroid. These are 
all safe medications and 
widely used.

There are times when a 
child may have thick infect­
ed secretions. It may be nec­
essary that they take an 
antibiotic, but this is infre­
quent. Remember, croup is a 
viral infection and does not 
require antibiotics. After a 
period to observation, you 
may be sent home. Years 
ago, all children with croup 
were admitted to the hospi­
tal for breathing treatments 
and a trial of humidified 
oxygen in a tent.

Can croup be prevented? 
No. There are not vaccines 
to prevent the spread of the 
respiratory viruses. It is

respiratory infection and 
may be at risk for croup. You 
need to be prepared in order 
to deal with the situation. In 
general, croup is not life 
threatening, but it is a seri­
ous respiratory illness that 
requires prompt attention. 
If there is any question of 
the severity of the illness or 
the cause, always seek pro­
fessional medical attention.

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Mailbox Replacement Policy Santa Mail Box
If you live along a state 

or county highway in 
Washington County, now is 
the time to take a look at 
your mailbox to see if it will 
withstand another 
Wisconsin winter.

The United States Postal 
Service suggests that prop­
erty owners use a semi-arch 
or extended arm type of sup­
port for their mailbox in 
areas where snow removal 
is a concern. These supports 
allow snowplows to sweep 
near or under boxes without 
damaging the support. They 
also provide easy access to 
the box by mail carriers and 
homeowners.

Washington County 
Highway Department snow 
plow operators use a great 
deal of care when plowing 
our state and county roads 
under very difficult condi­
tions. However, due to limit­
ed visibility, oncoming traf­
fic, or heavy snow they will

occasionally hit a mailbox.
If a mailbox is hit by a 

county plow, the Highway 
Department will replace the 
box as quickly as weather 
conditions permit. If a mail­
box is NOT hit by a plow 
but is pushed over by snow 
then Highway Department 
employees will NOT replace 
the box. Replacement of 
those mailboxes will be the 
responsibility of the owner.

Mailboxes replaced by 
the highway department 
will be a basic standard box 
on a wood post. Home-own­
ers are encouraged not to 
install decorative or r lastic 
mailboxes because the 
Washington County High­
way Department will not be 
responsible for the cost of 
those replacements.

Section 12.04 of the 
Washington County Code 
does put restrictions on the 
types of mailbox supports 
that can be used along coun­

ty trunk highways. 
Supports that could be a 
hazard to a public use of the 
right of way are not allowed. 
The use of massive supports 
such as telephone poles, 
heavy metal posts, concrete 
posts, old farm implements, 
milk cans full of concrete, 
and similar items are specif­
ically prohibited. If anyone

Three zoning changes 
which had been recommend­
ed by the Planning

Depending upon the parcel 
size at time of creation, no 
subsequent division can not 
take place without recom­
mendation of the Planning 
Commission and approval of 
the Town Board. The mini­
mum parcel size is depend­
ent upon the septic capabili­
ty of the soil.

Nick Janz, acting on 
behalf of his father Clarence 
Janz, requested a change in 
zoning regarding a 37.32 
acre A-l parcel. The plan is 
to divide it into a 10 acre 
parcel and a 27.32 acre par­
cel. Plans are for Nick Janz 
to build a house on the larg­
er parcel.

The land in question is 
set off from other farm land 
in the area. Fifty percent of 
it is classified as Class 1 and 
2, and the balance is a Class 
4 soil type. Janz is also 
required to supply a satis­
factory map for certifica­
tion.

Back Country Bowhunt
Hello friends,

The Manitowish River 
in Iron County flows 
through some of the most 
remote country Wisconsin 
has to offer.

Jeff Neitzel is a good 
friend from my days in the 
Air National Guard. He is 
currently a full-time Air 
Guard member at Volk Field 
in Camp Douglas.

Jeff is also an avid 
bowhunter and adventurer. 
This week, we teamed up 
with my golden retriever, 
Star, for a trip we have been 
planning and dreaming 
about since November.

We spent eight days liv­
ing in the middle of 
nowhere, traveling by foot 
and canoe, and chasing 
whitetail deer with bow and 
arrow.

Saturday, November 9 
High 46, Low 33

Our Manitowish River 
bowhunt is the most gear 
oriented trip of my travels. 
Two canoes, a 16-foot Jon 
boat, a 12x14 foot cabin 
tent, bows, shotguns, duck 
and goose decoys, fishing 
gear and a pickup truck load 
of other essentials are all 
part of this journey.

Today, all Jeff and I 
cared about was making the 
200-mile drive, unloading, 
loading the boat and canoes, 
traveling to our campsite, 
unloading again, building 
camp and getting a hunt in 
before dark.

For the third year in a 
row, we reached that goal.

Hunters Register More Than 
120,000 Deer Opening Weekend

MADISON -- Preliminary 
call-in totals from deer reg­
istrations across the state 
indicate that hunters killed 
120,658 deer over the first 
two days of Wisconsin’s 
nine-day gun deer hunting 
season. The deer kill num­
ber is down more than 20% 
from 2001’s preliminary 
weekend harvest of 151,929 
and is also down from the 
10-year average for opening 
weekend of 156,796.

"This is a year where we 
just can’t do normal projec­
tions, but 120,000 is a good 
harvest, especially when 
you note the number of 
hunters was down about 
10%," said Tom Hauge, 
director of wildlife manage­
ment for the Department of 
Natural Resources. "We 
have six or seven more days 
of the season left, and late 
Zone T is yet to come. We 
asked hunters to get out 
and hunt and help us trim 
the herd, and they are com­
ing through for us, even 
after months of uncertainty 
about chronic wasting dis­
ease."

"For those people who did 
get out, weather conditions 
early Saturday morning 
were wonderful. Then a cold 
wind blew in. I’m hoping for 
good hunting weather and 
strong hunter participation

as the doe offered me a 
broadside shot. Unfor­
tunately, the arrow hit dirt 
instead of flesh. Then the 
big show climaxed when out 
of the corner of my eye, I 
saw the reason for her fear. 
A rather old looking gray 
and tan wolf was 
her.

Jeff was hunting on the 
other side of the river and 
had another wolf experi­
ence. Life is good on our 
Manitowish River bowhunt. 
I learned later that when 
the air temperature is below 
25 degrees, I must frequent­
ly pull my bow string back 
so that both bow and body 
function together.

The registration numbers 
were preliminary and 
expected to increase, Hauge 
said, as more than 30 of the 
state’s 635 registration sta­
tions had not reported pre­
liminary numbers by Mon­
day afternoon.

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Red Cross Offers Safety 
Tips for Cold Weather

Brush Up on Winter 
Driving Know-How

♦Be patient.
Motorists are also 

advised to “cruise without 
the cruise” in wintry condi­
tions and when the pave­
ment is slippery. “When

Exposure to cold can 
cause injury of serious ill­
ness such as frostbite or 
hypothermia. The likelihood 
of injury or illness depends 
on factors such as physical 
activity, clothing, wind, 
humdity, working and living 
conditions, and a person’s 
age and state of health. 
Follow these tips to stay 
safe in cold weather.

♦ Dress appropriately 
before going outdoors. The 
air temperature does not 
have to be below freezing for 
someone to experience cold 
emergencies such as 
hypothermia and frostbite. 
Wind speed can create dan­
gerously cold conditions 
even when the temperature 
is not that low.

- Dress in layers so you 
can adjust to changing con­
ditions. Avoid overdressing 
or overexertion that can 
lead to heat illness.

- Most of your body heat 
is lost through your head so 
wear a hat, preferably one 
that covers your ears.

- Mittens provide more 
warmth to your hands than 
gloves.

- Wear waterproof, insu­
lated boots to help avoid 
hypothermia or frostbite by 
keeping your feet warm and 
dry and to maintain your

footing in ice and snow.
- Get out of wet clothes 

immediately and warm the 
core body temperature with 
a blanket or warm fluids 
like hot cider or soup. Avoid 
drinking caffeine or alcohol 
if you expect you or someone 
you are trying to help has 
hypothermia or frostbite.

♦ Recognize the symp­
toms of hypothermia that 
can be a serious medical 
condition: confusion, dizzi­
ness, exhaustion and severe 
shivering. Seek medical 
attention immediately if you 
have these symptoms.

♦ Recognize frostbite 
warning signs: gray, white 
or yellow skin discoloration, 
numbness, waxy feeling 
skin. Seek medical attention 
immediately if you have 
these symptoms. Don’t wait 
for your hands or feet to 
turn black; then it’s too late!

To learn more about sig­
nals of and how to care for 
cold-or-heat related prob­
lems, take a First Aid and/or 
CPR course at the West 
Bend American Red Cross. 
They run monthly communi­
ty courses that you could 
attend at a reasonable price.

The first snowfall always 
seems like the worst. Traffic 
crawls. Tempers flare. 
Crashes occur. This winter, 
Washington County 
Highway Commissioner
Ken Pesch asks you to take 
the time to brush up on your 
winter driving skills.

“Once the snow starts 
flying, we are in for several 
months of wintry driving 
conditions. Early prepara­
tion can make for safer driv-
ing throughout the season,” 
said Pesch.

A big part of safe winter 
driving is to go slow. Know 
the conditions and adjust 
driving habits accordingly.

Motorists are encouraged 
to take extra precautions 
during early season storms 
because the weather condi­
tions and lack of salt

buildup can mean the roads 
are actually slipperier.

“When ice is at or near 
the freezing mark, a thin 
film of water can form on 
top. An icy road with water
on top, which is what you 
are likely to encounter in 
late fall and early winter, is
about as slippery as it can 
get,” Pesch explained.

Pesch also pointed out 
that when pavements and 
air temperatures are colder
later in the winter, the ice is 
typically drier and tires grip 
it much better.

Top tips for safe winter 
driving:

♦Go slow.
♦Know the conditions.
♦Leave room for stop­

ping.
♦Focus on driving.
♦Buckle up.

motorists skid on a sudden 
slippery spot, they are 
advised to take their foot off 
the accelerator and steer in 
the direction of the skid. But 
if they are using cruise con-
trol, the car accelerates, and 
the vehicle can end up in the 
ditch or spinning out of con-
trol,” added Pesch.

Over the summer, driv­
ers forget their good winter 
driving habits. “We want 
people to build on good
habits, like driving for the 
conditions. People shouldn’t 
drive 55 or 65 miles an hour 
on ice or snow, even if 
they’re in a vehicle with all 
wheel drive. Four wheel 
drive may get you ^oing 
easier, but it won’t help you 
stop any faster or maintain 
control better once you lose 
traction,” said Pesch.
